Chair Wiggam called the meeting to order at 3:01 PM. A quorum was present.

The Chair announced that HB 235 would be receiving its First Hearing for Sponsor and Proponent Testimony. Representatives Kelly and Miranda provided Sponsor Testimony. Third Grade Language Arts Enrichment Students from the All Saints School testified as Proponents. The students received questions from Representatives Kelly, Sobecki, Wiggam, and Wilkin.

The Chair announced that House Bills 139-142 would be receiving their First Hearings for Sponsor Testimony. Representative Patton provided sponsor testimony. Questions were asked to the witness by Representatives Ginter, Kelly, and Arndt.  

Ranking Member Kelly motioned to amend HB 46 with amendment number AM0224. The amendment was objected by Representative Greenspan. Chair Wiggam asked for the Clerk to call the roll. The amendment did not receive a majority of votes and thus did not become part of the bill. The vote count was 4 yeas, 9 nays, 1 not voting, and 1 excused absence.

Vice-Chair Ginter motioned to favorably report HB 46. With 14 affirmative votes and 1 excused absence, House Bill 46 has been favorably reported. 

The Chair announced that Senate Bill 22 would be receiving its Second Hearing for Proponent Testimony. Cheryl Subler from the CCAO and Shantiel Soeder, Deputy Director of the Cuyahoga County Board of Elections provided Proponent Testimony. Representatives Kelly and Skindell asked questions of the witnesses. 

Chairman Wiggam announced that HB 133 would be receiving its Second Hearing for All Testimony. Greg Lawson, Research Fellow at the Buckeye Institute provided Interested Party Testimony. Questions were asked to the witness by Representative Russo. Brianna McKinnon, Teacher, provided Proponent Testimony. Representative Ginter asked questions to the witness. Christina Kosobud, Teacher, provided Proponent Testimony. Questions were asked to the witness by Representatives Russo and Sobecki.

The Chair announced that House Bill 160 would be receiving its First Hearing for Sponsor Testimony from Representative Ingram. Questions were asked to the witness by Representatives Greenspan, Kelly, Becker, and Wiggam.
