The Chair announced that HB 235 would be receiving its Second Hearing for All Testimony. Students from the 3rd Grade Language Arts Enrichment Group of the All Saints School- Zac, Stella, Charlotte, and Donovan provided proponent testimony and answered questions from Representatives Ginter, Kelly, Russo, and Hambley. Virginia Kinney provided proponent testimony and answered questions from Representatives J. Todd Smith and Ginter. Finally, Former Senate President Richard Finan provided proponent testimony (did not submit testimony to the Chair’s office) and answered questions from Representative Kelly.

The Chair announced that House Bill 160 would be receiving its Third Hearing for Proponent Testimony. No one was present to provide testimony.  

The Chair announced that Senate Bill 107 would be receiving its Second Hearing for Proponent Testimony. Ranae Lentz, Board Member of Logan County of the Ohio Association of Election Officials provided proponent testimony but did not receive any questions.
