College of St. Joseph; and

WHEREAS, Over the years, those affiliated with the
Cincinnati Province of the Missionaries of the Precious Blood
have consistently demonstrated exemplary dedication and
initiative, and they are truly deserving of high praise. The

Bicentennial of their congregation offers a unique opportunity
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to reflect on the success of the past and to look with optimism

toward the future; and

itself but also on its devoted leaders and members, for they have
certainly distinguished themselves as conscientious and hard-
working individuals.
