Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The Ohio Department of Transportation may experience minimal costs to erect signs along I-75 and in township boundaries. The Ohio
Department of Transportation does not erect signs within municipal boundaries. Costs for signage is estimated at $200 per sign. At one location
two signs are usually erected, one in each direction, for a minimal total of $400.

Various municipalities located along I-75 (Toledo, Bowling Green, Van Buren, Findley, Bluffion, Lima, Wapakoneta, Sidney, Piqua, Troy,
Dayton, and Cincinnati) may experience costs to erect signs. Signage costs for municipalities is estimated to be the same as the state.

Due to the length of this stretch of highway, it is unknown how many signs would be placed by the state or municipalities.
