BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That sections 145.01, 145.011, 151.04, 154. 01,
185. 03, 185.05, 3304.30, 3305.01, 3333.045, 3333.11, 3333.111,
3333. 611, 3334.01, 3345.04, 3345.12, 3345.121, 3345.17, 3345. 201,
3345. 28, 3345. 281, 3345.31, 3345.32, 3345.34, 3345.50, 3345.51,
3345. 71, 3350.10, 3350.11, 3350.12, 3350.13, and 3350.14 of the

Revi sed Code be anended to read as follows:
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Sec. 145.01. As used in this chapter:
(A) "Public enpl oyee" neans:

(1) Any person holding an office, not elective, under the
state or any county, township, municipal corporation, park
district, conservancy district, sanitary district, health
district, nmetropolitan housing authority, state retirenent board,
Chio historical society, public library, county law library, union
cenmetery, joint hospital, institutional conmm ssary, state
uni versity, or board, bureau, comm ssion, council, conmittee,
authority, or adm nistrative body as the sane are, or have been,
created by action of the general assenbly or by the legislative
authority of any of the units of |ocal government naned in
division (A)(1) of this section, or enployed and paid in whole or
in part by the state or any of the authorities named in division
(A) (1) of this section in any capacity not covered by section
742.01, 3307.01, 3309.01, or 5505.01 of the Revised Code.

(2) A person who is a nenber of the public enpl oyees
retirenent system and who continues to performthe sane or sinilar
duti es under the direction of a contractor who has contracted to
take over what before the date of the contract was a publicly
operated function. The governnental unit with which the contract
has been nmade shall be deemed the enpl oyer for the purposes of

admi ni stering this chapter.

(3) Any person who is an enpl oyee of a public enpl oyer,
not wi t hst andi ng that the person's conpensation for that enpl oynent
is derived fromfunds of a person or entity other than the
enpl oyer. Credit for such service shall be included as total
service credit, provided that the enpl oyee makes the paynents
required by this chapter, and the enpl oyer nakes the paynents
requi red by sections 145.48 and 145.51 of the Revi sed Code.

(4) A person who elects in accordance with section 145. 015 of
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the Revised Code to remain a contributing menber of the public

enpl oyees retirenent system

In all cases of doubt, the public enpl oyees retirenment board
shal | determ ne whether any person is a public enployee, and its

decision is final

(B) "Menmber" means any public enployee, other than a public
enpl oyee excl uded or exenpted from nmenbership in the retirenent
system by section 145.03, 145.031, 145.032, 145.033, 145.034,

145. 035, or 145.38 of the Revised Code. "Menber" includes a PERS
retirant who becones a nenber under division (C of section 145.38
of the Revised Code. "Menber" also includes a disability benefit

recipi ent.

(C "Head of the departnent” neans the el ective or appointive
head of the several executive, judicial, and adm nistrative
departnents, institutions, boards, and comr ssions of the state
and | ocal governnent as the sane are created and defined by the
laws of this state or, in case of a charter governnent, by that

charter.

(D) "Enployer"™ or "public enployer" neans the state or any
county, township, nunicipal corporation, park district,
conservancy district, sanitary district, health district,
nmet ropol i tan housing authority, state retirenment board, Chio

hi storical society, public library, county law library, union

cenmetery, joint hospital, institutional conmi ssary, state nedica
college university, state university, or board, bureau
commi ssion, council, conmittee, authority, or adm nistrative body

as the same are, or have been, created by action of the genera
assenbly or by the legislative authority of any of the units of
| ocal government named in this division not covered by section
742.01, 3307.01, 3309.01, or 5505.01 of the Revised Code. In

addition, "enployer" neans the enpl oyer of any public enpl oyee.
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(E) "Prior service" nmeans all service as a public enpl oyee

rendered before January 1, 1935, and all service as an enpl oyee of

any enpl oyer who conmes within the state teachers retirenent system

or of the school enployees retirenent systemor of any other
retirement system established under the laws of this state
rendered prior to January 1, 1935, provided that if the enpl oyee
claimng the service was enployed in any capacity covered by that
other systemafter that other systemwas established, credit for
the service may be allowed by the public enployees retirenent
system only when the enpl oyee has made paynent, to be conputed on
the salary earned fromthe date of appointnment to the date

menber shi p was established in the public enployees retirenent
system at the rate in effect at the tine of paynent, and the
enpl oyer has nmade paynent of the corresponding full liability as
provi ded by section 145.44 of the Revised Code. "Prior service"
al so neans all service credited for active duty with the arned
forces of the United States as provided in section 145.30 of the
Revi sed Code.

If an enpl oyee who has been granted prior service credit by
t he public enployees retirenent systemfor service rendered prior
to January 1, 1935, as an enpl oyee of a board of education
establ i shes, before retirenent, one year or nore of contributing
service in the state teachers retirenent system or schoo
enpl oyees retirenent system then the prior service ceases to be

the liability of this system

If the board determi nes that a position of any menber in any
cal endar year prior to January 1, 1935, was a part-tinme position
the board shall determ ne what fractional part of a year's credit

shall be allowed by the follow ng fornul a:

(1) When the nmenber has been either elected or appointed to
an office the termof which was two or nore years and for which an

annual salary is established, the fractional part of the year's
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credit shall be conputed as foll ows:

First, when the nmenber's annual salary is one thousand
dollars or less, the service credit for each such cal endar year

shall be forty per cent of a year

Second, for each full one hundred dollars of annual salary
above one thousand dollars, the nmenber's service credit for each
such cal endar year shall be increased by two and one-hal f per

cent.

(2) When the nmenber is paid on a per diembasis, the service
credit for any single year of the service shall be determ ned by
usi ng the nunber of days of service for which the conpensati on was
received in any such year as a nunerator and using two hundred

fifty days as a denom nator

(3) When the nenber is paid on an hourly basis, the service
credit for any single year of the service shall be determ ned by
usi ng the nunber of hours of service for which the conpensation
was received in any such year as a numnerator and using two

t housand hours as a denoni nat or

(F) "Contributor" means any person who has an account in the
enpl oyees' savings fund created by section 145.23 of the Revised
Code. When used in the sections listed in division (B) of section
145. 82 of the Revised Code, "contributor" includes any person

participating in a PERS defined contribution plan.

(G "Beneficiary" or "beneficiaries" nmeans the estate or a
person or persons who, as the result of the death of a nenber,
contributor, or retirant, qualify for or are receiving sone right

or benefit under this chapter.

(H (1) "Total service credit," except as provided in section
145. 37 of the Revised Code, neans all service credited to a nenber
of the retirenment system since | ast beconi ng a nenber, including

restored service credit as provided by section 145. 31 of the
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Revi sed Code; credit purchased under sections 145.293 and 145. 299
of the Revised Code; all the nenber's prior service credit; al
the menber's nilitary service credit conputed as provided in this
chapter; all service credit established pursuant to section

145. 297 of the Revised Code; and any ot her service credited under
this chapter. In addition, "total service credit" includes any
period, not in excess of three years, during which a nenber was
out of service and receiving benefits under Chapters 4121. and
4123. of the Revised Code. For the exclusive purpose of satisfying
the service credit requirenent and of deternining eligibility for
benefits under sections 145.32, 145.33, 145.331, 145.35, 145. 36,
and 145. 361 of the Revised Code, "five or nore years of tota
service credit" means sixty or nore cal endar nonths of

contributing service in this system

(2) "One and one-half years of contributing service credit,"
as used in division (B) of section 145.45 of the Revi sed Code,
al so neans ei ghteen or nore cal endar nont hs of enploynent by a
muni ci pal corporation that formerly operated its own retiremnent
plan for its enployees or a part of its enpl oyees, provided that
all enployees of that nunicipal retirement plan who have ei ghteen
or nmore nmont hs of such enpl oynent, upon establishing nmenbership in
the public enployees retirenent system shall nmake a paynent of
the contributions they woul d have paid had they been nmenbers of
this systemfor the eighteen nonths of enploynent preceding the
dat e nenbershi p was established. Wen that paynent has been made
by all such enpl oyee nenbers, a correspondi ng paynent shall be
paid into the enployers' accunul ation fund by that nunicipa

corporation as the enployer of the enpl oyees.

(3) Wiere a nmenber also is a nenber of the state teachers
retirenment systemor the school enployees retirenment system or
bot h, except in cases of retirement on a conbi ned basis pursuant

to section 145.37 of the Revised Code or as provided in section
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145. 383 of the Revised Code, service credit for any period shal
be credited on the basis of the ratio that contributions to the
public enpl oyees retirenent systembear to total contributions in

all state retirenent systens.

(4) Not nore than one year of credit may be given for any

peri od of twelve nonths.

(5) "Onio service credit" neans credit for service that was

rendered to the state or any of its political subdivisions or any
enpl oyer.

(I') "Regular interest" neans interest at any rates for the
respective funds and accounts as the public enpl oyees retirenent

board nay deternmine fromtine to tine.

(J) "Accumul ated contributions” nmeans the sum of all anounts
credited to a contributor's individual account in the enpl oyees'
savi ngs fund together with any interest credited to the
contributor's account under section 145.471 or 145.472 of the
Revi sed Code.

(K)(1) "Final average salary" means the quotient obtained by
dividing by three the sumof the three full cal endar years of
contributing service in which the nenber's earnable salary was
hi ghest, except that if the nenber has a partial year of
contributing service in the year the nenber's enpl oynent
term nates and the nenber's earnable salary for the partial year
is higher than for any conparable period in the three years, the
nmenber's earnable salary for the partial year shall be substituted
for the nmenber's earnable salary for the conparable period during

the three years in which the nenber's earnable salary was | onest.

(2) If a menber has less than three years of contributing
service, the nmenber's final average salary shall be the nenber's
total earnable salary divided by the total nunber of years,

i ncluding any fraction of a year, of the nmenber's contributing
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servi ce.

(3) For the purpose of calculating benefits payable to a
menber qualifying for service credit under division (Z) of this
section, "final average salary" neans the total earnable salary on
whi ch contributions were made divided by the total nunber of years
during which contributions were made, including any fraction of a
year. |f contributions were nmade for | ess than twelve nonths,

"final average sal ary" neans the nenber's total earnable salary.

(L) "Annuity" neans paynents for life derived from
contributions nade by a contributor and paid fromthe annuity and
pensi on reserve fund as provided in this chapter. Al annuities

shall be paid in twelve equal nmonthly installnments.

(M "Annuity reserve" nmeans the present val ue, conputed upon
the basis of the nortality and other tables adopted by the board,
of all paynents to be made on account of any annuity, or benefit
in lieu of any annuity, granted to a retirant as provided in this

chapt er.

(N(1) "Disability retirenent” neans retirenment as provided
in section 145.36 of the Revised Code.

(2) "Disability all owance" neans an all owance paid on account
of disability under section 145.361 of the Revi sed Code.

(3) "Disability benefit" neans a benefit paid as disability
retirement under section 145.36 of the Revised Code, as a
disability all owance under section 145.361 of the Revised Code, or

as a disability benefit under section 145.37 of the Revised Code.

(4) "Disability benefit recipient" nmeans a nenber who is

receiving a disability benefit.

(O "Age and service retirement” neans retirenent as provided
in sections 145.32, 145.33, 145.331, 145.34, 145.37, and 145. 46 of
t he Revi sed Code.
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(P) "Pensions" nmeans annual paynents for life derived from
contributions nade by the enployer that at the tinme of retirenent
are credited into the annuity and pension reserve fund fromthe
enpl oyers' accumul ation fund and paid fromthe annuity and pension
reserve fund as provided in this chapter. Al pensions shall be

paid in twelve equal nonthly installnents.

(Q "Retirenent all owance" neans the pension plus that
portion of the benefit derived fromcontributions made by the

menber .

(R) (1) Except as otherwi se provided in division (R) of this
section, "earnable salary" neans all salary, wages, and other
earnings paid to a contributor by reason of enploynent in a
position covered by the retirement system The salary, wages, and
ot her earnings shall be determined prior to deternmi nation of the
anount required to be contributed to the enpl oyees' savings fund
under section 145.47 of the Revised Code and without regard to
whet her any of the salary, wages, or other earnings are treated as
deferred income for federal income tax purposes. "Earnable sal ary”

i ncludes the foll ow ng:

(a) Paynments made by the enployer in lieu of salary, wages,
or other earnings for sick |eave, personal |eave, or vacation used

by the contributor;

(b) Paynments made by the enployer for the conversion of sick
| eave, personal |eave, and vacation | eave accrued, but not used if
the paynent is nade during the year in which the |eave is accrued,
except that paynments nmade pursuant to section 124.383 or 124. 386

of the Revised Code are not earnable salary;

(c) Al'lowances paid by the enployer for full maintenance,
consi sting of housing, laundry, and neals, as certified to the
retirenment board by the enployer or the head of the departnent

that enploys the contributor;
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(d) Fees and conmi ssions paid under section 507.09 of the
Revi sed Code;

(e) Paynments that are made under a disability |eave program
sponsored by the enployer and for which the enployer is required
by section 145.296 of the Revised Code to nmake periodi c enpl oyer

and enpl oyee contri buti ons;

(f) Amounts included pursuant to divisions (K)(3) and (Y) of

this section.
(2) "Earnabl e salary" does not include any of the foll ow ng:

(a) Fees and conmi ssions, other than those paid under section
507.09 of the Revised Code, paid as sole conpensation for personal
services and fees and conmi ssions for special services over and

above services for which the contributor receives a salary;

(b) Amounts paid by the enployer to provide life insurance,
si ckness, accident, endowrent, health, nedical, hospital, dental
or surgical coverage, or other insurance for the contributor or
the contributor's famly, or anpbunts paid by the enployer to the

contributor in lieu of providing the insurance;

(c) Incidental benefits, including |odging, food, |aundry,
par ki ng, or services furnished by the enpl oyer, or use of the
enpl oyer's property or equipnment, or ampunts paid by the enpl oyer

to the contributor in lieu of providing the incidental benefits;

(d) Rei nmbursenment for job-rel ated expenses authorized by the
enpl oyer, including noving and travel expenses and expenses

rel ated to professional devel opnent;

(e) Paynments for accrued but unused sick | eave, personal
| eave, or vacation that are made at any tinme other than in the
year in which the sick | eave, personal |eave, or vacation was

accrued;

(f) Paynments nmade to or on behalf of a contributor that are
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in excess of the annual conpensation that nay be taken into
account by the retirement systemunder division (a)(17) of section
401 of the "Internal Revenue Code of 1986," 100 Stat. 2085, 26
US. CA 401(a)(17), as anended;

(g) Paynments made under division (B), (C, or (E) of section
5923. 05 of the Revised Code, Section 4 of Substitute Senate Bill
No. 3 of the 119th general assenbly, Section 3 of Anended
Substitute Senate Bill No. 164 of the 124th general assenbly, or
Amended Substitute House Bill No. 405 of the 124th genera
assenbl y;

(h) Anything of value received by the contributor that is
based on or attributable to retirement or an agreenment to retire,
except that payments made on or before January 1, 1989, that are
based on or attributable to an agreenent to retire shall be

included in earnable salary if both of the follow ng apply:

(i) The paynments are nade in accordance with contract

provisions that were in effect prior to January 1, 1986;

(ii) The enployer pays the retirenment system an anount
specified by the retirenment board equal to the additiona

liability resulting fromthe paynents.

(3) The retirement board shall determ ne by rul e whether any
conmpensation not enunerated in division (R) of this sectionis

earnabl e salary, and its decision shall be final

(S) "Pension reserve" nmeans the present val ue, conputed upon
the basis of the nortality and other tables adopted by the board,
of all payments to be nmade on account of any retirenent allowance
or benefit in lieu of any retirement allowance, granted to a

nmenmber or beneficiary under this chapter.

(T)(1) "Contributing service" neans all service credited to a
menber of the system since January 1, 1935, for which

contributions are nade as required by sections 145.47, 145.48, and
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145. 483 of the Revised Code. In any year subsequent to 1934,

credit for any service shall be allowed by the follow ng fornmula:

(a) For each nmonth for which the nmenber's earnable salary is

two hundred fifty dollars or nore, allow one nonth's credit.

(b) For each nmonth for which the nmenber's earnable salary is
| ess than two hundred fifty dollars, allow a fraction of a nonth's
credit. The nunerator of this fraction shall be the earnable
salary during the nonth, and the denoni nator shall be two hundred
fifty dollars, except that if the nenber's annual earnable salary
is less than six hundred dollars, the menber's credit shall not be
reduced bel ow twenty per cent of a year for a cal endar year of
enpl oynment during which the nmenber worked each nonth. Division
(M (1)(b) of this section shall not reduce any credit earned

bef ore January 1, 1985.

(2) Notwi thstanding division (T)(1) of this section, an
el ected official who prior to January 1, 1980, was granted a full
year of credit for each year of service as an elected official
shall be considered to have earned a full year of credit for each
year of service regardless of whether the service was full-tinme or
part-time. The public enpl oyees retirenent board has no authority

to reduce the credit.

(U "State retirenment board" neans the public enpl oyees
retirenment board, the school enployees retirenment board, or the

state teachers retirenent board.

(V) "Retirant" means any former nenber who retires and is
receiving a nonthly allowance as provided in sections 145. 32,
145. 33, 145.331, 145.34, and 145.46 of the Revised Code.

(W "Enployer contribution" neans the anmount paid by an

enpl oyer as determ ned under section 145.48 of the Revi sed Code.

(X) "Public service terninates" means the |ast day for which

a public enployee is conpensated for services perfornmed for an
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enpl oyer or the date of the enployee's death, whichever occurs

first.

(Y) When a nmenber has been el ected or appointed to an office,
the termof which is two or nore years, for which an annual salary
is established, and in the event that the salary of the office is
i ncreased and the nenber is denied the additional salary by reason
of any constitutional provision prohibiting an increase in salary
during a termof office, the nenber may el ect to have the anopunt
of the menber's contributions cal cul ated upon the basis of the
i ncreased salary for the office. At the nenber's request, the
board shall conpute the total additional anount the nmenber woul d
have contributed, or the amount by which each of the nenber's
contri butions woul d have increased, had the nenber received the
i ncreased salary for the office the nenber holds. If the nenber
el ects to have the anount by which the nenber's contribution would
have increased withheld fromthe nmenber's salary, the nenber shall
notify the enployer, and the enployer shall make the wi thhol di ng
and transmit it to the retirenent system A nenber who has not
el ected to have that anpbunt wi thheld may el ect at any tinme to make
a paynent to the retirenment systemequal to the additional anount
the nmenber's contribution would have increased, plus interest on
that contribution, conpounded annually at a rate established by
the board and conputed fromthe date on which the | ast
contribution would have been withheld fromthe nenber's salary to
the date of paynent. A nmenber may nmake a paynent for part of the
period for which the increased contribution was not wi thheld, in
whi ch case the interest shall be conputed fromthe date the | ast
contribution would have been withheld for the period for which the
paynent is made. Upon the paynment of the increased contributions
as provided in this division, the increased annual salary as
provided by law for the office for the period for which the nenber
pai d i ncreased contributions thereon shall be used in determning

the nmenber's earnable salary for the purpose of conputing the
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menber's final average sal ary.

(Z2) "Five years of service credit," for the exclusive purpose
of satisfying the service credit requirenents and of determning
eligibility for benefits under section 145.33 of the Revised Code,
means enpl oynent covered under this chapter or under a former
retirenment plan operated, recognized, or endorsed by the enployer
prior to coverage under this chapter or under a conbination of the

cover age.

(AA) "Deputy sheriff" means any person who is conmi ssioned
and enployed as a full-tine peace officer by the sheriff of any
county, and has been so enployed since on or before Decenber 31
1965; any person who is or has been conmmi ssioned and enpl oyed as a
peace officer by the sheriff of any county since January 1, 1966
and who has received a certificate attesting to the person's
satisfactory conpletion of the peace officer training school as
required by section 109.77 of the Revised Code; or any person
deputi zed by the sheriff of any county and enpl oyed pursuant to
section 2301.12 of the Revised Code as a crimnal bailiff or court
constabl e who has received a certificate attesting to the person's
satisfactory conpletion of the peace officer training school as
requi red by section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(BB) "Township constable or police officer in a towship
police departnment or district" neans any person who is
conmm ssi oned and enployed as a full-time peace officer pursuant to
Chapter 505. or 509. of the Revised Code, who has received a
certificate attesting to the person's satisfactory conpl etion of
t he peace officer training school as required by section 109.77 of
t he Revi sed Code.

(CC "Drug agent” neans any person who is either of the

fol | owi ng:

(1) Enployed full time as a narcotics agent by a county
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narcotics agency created pursuant to section 307.15 of the Revised
Code and has received a certificate attesting to the satisfactory
compl etion of the peace officer training school as required by
section 109. 77 of the Revised Code;

(2) Enployed full tine as an undercover drug agent as defined
in section 109.79 of the Revised Code and is in conpliance with
section 109. 77 of the Revised Code.

(DD) "Departnent of public safety enforcenent agent" neans a
full-tinme enpl oyee of the departnent of public safety who is
desi gnat ed under section 5502.14 of the Revised Code as an
enf orcenment agent and who is in conpliance with section 109.77 of
t he Revi sed Code.

(EE) "Natural resources |aw enforcenment staff officer"” neans
a full-tinme enpl oyee of the departnent of natural resources who is
desi gnated a natural resources |aw enforcenent staff officer under
section 1501. 013 of the Revised Code and is in conpliance with
section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(FF) "Park officer" means a full-time enpl oyee of the
department of natural resources who is designated a park officer
under section 1541.10 of the Revised Code and is in conpliance
with section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(GG "Forest officer" nmeans a full-tinme enpl oyee of the
department of natural resources who is designated a forest officer
under section 1503.29 of the Revised Code and is in conpliance
with section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(HH) "Preserve officer" means a full-tinme enpl oyee of the
department of natural resources who is designated a preserve
of fi cer under section 1517.10 of the Revised Code and is in

conpliance with section 109.77 of the Revi sed Code.

(1) "Wldlife officer" nmeans a full-tinme enpl oyee of the

department of natural resources who is designated a wildlife
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of ficer under section 1531.13 of the Revised Code and is in

compliance with section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(JJ) "State watercraft officer" neans a full-tinme enpl oyee of
t he departnment of natural resources who is designated a state
wat ercraft officer under section 1547.521 of the Revised Code and

is in conpliance with section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(KK) "Park district police officer” neans a full-tine
enpl oyee of a park district who is designated pursuant to section
511. 232 or 1545.13 of the Revised Code and is in conpliance with
section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(LL) "Conservancy district officer” means a full-tine
enpl oyee of a conservancy district who is designated pursuant to
section 6101.75 of the Revised Code and is in conpliance with
section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(MM "Municipal police officer" means a nenber of the
organi zed police departnment of a nunicipal corporation who is
enpl oyed full time, is in conpliance with section 109.77 of the
Revi sed Code, and is not a nmenber of the Ohio police and fire

pensi on fund.

(NN) "Veterans' home police officer” neans any person who is
enpl oyed at a veterans' hone as a police officer pursuant to
section 5907.02 of the Revised Code and is in conpliance with
section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

(OO "Special police officer for a mental health institution”
means any person who i s designated as such pursuant to section
5119. 14 of the Revised Code and is in conpliance with section
109. 77 of the Revised Code.

(PP) "Special police officer for an institution for the
mentally retarded and devel opnental |y di sabl ed” neans any person
who is designated as such pursuant to section 5123.13 of the

Revi sed Code and is in conpliance with section 109.77 of the
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Revi sed Code.

liens may provide for parity with obligations or assurances
theretofore or thereafter issued by the institution. The avail abl e
recei pts so pledged and thereafter received by the institution and
the funds so pledged are i mmedi ately subject to the lien of such
pl edge w t hout any physical delivery thereof or further act, and
the lien of any such pledge is valid and bindi ng agai nst al
parties having clains of any kind against the institution,
irrespective of whether such parties have notice thereof, and

shall create a perfected security interest for all purposes of
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Chapter 1309. of the Revised Code, without the necessity for
separation or delivery of funds or for the filing or recording of
the bond proceedi ngs by which such pledge is created or any
certificate, statenent, or other docunment with respect thereto;
and the pl edge of such avail able receipts and funds shall be
effective and the noney therefromand thereof nay be applied to
the purposes for which pledged without necessity for any act of

appropriation.

(E) The bond proceedi ngs nay contain additional provisions
customary or appropriate to the financing or to the obligations or

assurances or to particular obligations and assurances, including:

(1) The acquisition, construction, reconstruction, equipnment,
furni shing, inprovenent, operation, alteration, enlargenent,
mai nt enance, insurance, and repair of facilities or
entrepreneurial projects, and the duties of the institution of

hi gher education with reference thereto;

(2) The terms of the obligations or assurances, including
provisions for their redenption prior to maturity at the option of
the institution of higher education at such price or prices and
under such terns and conditions as are provided in the bond

pr oceedi ngs;

(3) Limtations on the purposes to which the proceeds of the

obligations or assurances may be applied;

(4) The rates or rentals or other charges for the use of or
right to use the facilities or entrepreneurial projects financed
by the obligations or assurances, or other properties the revenues
or receipts fromwhich are pledged to the obligations or
assurances, and rules for assuring any applicable use and
occupancy thereof, including limtations upon the right to nodify

such rates, rentals, other charges, or regul ations;

(5) The use and expenditure of the pledged avail abl e receipts
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in such manner and to such extent as shall be determ ned, which
may i nclude provision for the paynment of the expenses of

operation, maintenance, and repair of facilities or

entrepreneurial projects so that such expenses, or part thereof,
shall be paid or provided as a charge prior or subsequent to the
paynment of bond service charges and any other paynments required to

be nade by the bond proceedi ngs;

(6) Limtations on the issuance of additional obligations or

assurances,

(7) The terms of any trust agreement or indenture securing
the obligations or assurances or under which the same may be

i ssued;

(8) The deposit, investnent, and application of funds, and
t he safeguarding of funds on hand or on deposit wi thout regard to
Chapter 131. or 135. of the Revised Code, and any bank or trust
conmpany or other financial institution that acts as depository of
any nmoneys under the bond proceedi ngs shall furnish such
i ndemmi fyi ng bonds or pl edge such securities as required by the
bond proceedi ngs or otherwi se by the institution of higher

educati on;

(9) The binding effect of any or every provision of the bond
proceedi ngs upon such officer, board, conmi ssion, authority,
agency, departnent, or other person or body as may fromtinme to
time have the authority under |aw to take such actions as nay be
necessary to performall or any part of the duty required by such

provi si on;

(10) Any provision that may be made in a trust agreenent or

i ndent ur e;

(11) Any other or additional agreenents with respect to the
facilities of the institution of higher education or its

entrepreneurial projects, their operation, the avail able receipts
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and funds pl edged, and insurance of facilities or entrepreneurial

projects and of the institution, its officers and enpl oyees.

(F) Such obligations or assurances may have the seal of the
institution of higher education or a facsimle thereof affixed
thereto or printed thereon and shall be executed by such officers
as are designated in the bond proceedi ngs, which execution may be
by facsimle signatures. Any obligations or assurances nay be
executed by an officer who, on the date of execution, is the
proper officer although on the date of such obligations or
assurances such person was not the proper officer. In case any
of ficer whose signature or a facsinmle of whose signature appears
on any such obligation or assurance ceases to be such officer
before delivery thereof, such signature or facsimle is
nevert hel ess valid and sufficient for all purposes as if the
person had remai ned such officer until such delivery; and in case
the seal of the institution has been changed after a facsinile of
the seal has been inprinted on such obligations or assurances,
such facsimle seal continues to be sufficient as to such
obligations or assurances and obligations or assurances issued in

substitution or exchange therefor

(G Al such obligations or assurances are negoti abl e
i nstrunents and securities under Chapter 1308. of the Revised
Code, subject to the provisions of the bond proceedings as to
regi stration. The obligations or assurances nmay be issued in
coupon or in registered form or both. Provision nmay be rmade for
the registration of any obligations or assurances w th coupons
attached thereto as to principal alone or as to both principal and
interest, their exchange for obligations or assurances so
regi stered, and for the conversion or reconversion into
obligations or assurances with coupons attached thereto of any
obligations or assurances registered as to both principal and

interest, and for reasonabl e charges for such registration
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exchange, conversion, and reconversion

(H) Pending preparation of definitive obligations or
assurances, the institution of higher education may issue interim
recei pts or certificates which shall be exchanged for such

definitive obligations or assurances.

(I') Such obligations or assurances may be secured
additionally by a trust agreenent or indenture between the
institution of higher education and a corporate trustee, which may
be any trust conpany or bank having the powers of a trust conpany
within or without this state but authorized to exercise trust
powers within this state. Any such agreenent or indenture may
contain the resolution authorizing the issuance of the obligations
or assurances, any provisions that may be contained in the bond
proceedi ngs as authorized by this section, and other provisions
which are custonmary or appropriate in an agreenent or indenture of

such type, including:

(1) Mai ntenance of each pl edge, trust agreenent, and
i ndenture, or other instrument conprising part of the bond
proceedi ngs until the institution of higher education has fully
pai d the bond service charges on the obligations or assurances

secured thereby, or provision therefor has been made;

(2) In the event of default in any paynents required to be
made by the bond proceedi ngs, or any other agreenent of the
institution of higher education nade as a part of the contract
under which the obligations or assurances were issued, enforcenent
of such paynents or agreenent by mandanus, the appointnment of a
receiver, suit in equity, action at law, or any conbination of the

f or egoi ng;

(3) The rights and renedi es of the hol ders of obligations or
assurances and of the trustee, and provisions for protecting and

enforcing them including limtations on rights of individual

(4) The replacenent of any obligations or assurances that

becone nutil ated or are destroyed, lost, or stolen;

(5) Such other provisions as the trustee and the institution
of hi gher education agree upon, including limtations, conditions,

(J) Each duty of the institution of higher education and its
of ficers or enpl oyees, undertaken pursuant to the bond proceedi ngs
or any rel ated agreenent or |ease nmade under authority of law, is
hereby established as a duty of such institution, and of each such
of ficer or enployee having authority to perform such duty,
specially enjoined by law resulting froman office, trust, or
station within the neaning of section 2731.01 of the Revi sed Code.
The persons who are at the tine the nmenbers of the board of
trustees or the managing directors of the institution or its
of ficers or enployees are not liable in their personal capacities
on such obligations or assurances, or |ease, or other agreenent of

Such notes are payable solely fromthe
avail abl e recei pts and funds that may be pledged to the paynent of
such bonds, or fromthe proceeds of such bonds or renewal notes,
or both, as the institution of higher education provides inits
resol uti on authorizing such notes. Such notes may be additionally
secured by covenants of the institution to the effect that it wll
do such or all things necessary for the issuance of such bonds or
renewal notes in appropriate anmount, and either exchange such

bonds or renewal notes therefor or apply the proceeds thereof to
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the extent necessary, to make full paynment of the bond service
charges on such notes at the tine or tinmes contenpl ated, as
provided in such resolution. Subject to the provisions of this
division, all references to obligations or assurances in this

section apply to such antici pation notes.

(2) Issue obligations or assurances to refund, including
funding and retirenment of, obligations or assurances previously
i ssued to pay costs of facilities or entrepreneurial projects.
Such obligations or assurances nay be issued in amounts sufficient
for paynent of the principal anount of the obligations or
assurances to be so refunded, any redenption prem uns thereon,
principal maturities of any obligations or assurances maturing
prior to the redenption of any other obligations or assurances on
a parity therewith to be so refunded, interest accrued or to
accrue to the maturity date or dates of redenption of such
obligations or assurances, and any expenses incurred or to be
incurred in connection with such refunding or the issuance of the

sinking and bond retirenment or other special funds of political
subdi visions and taxing districts of this state, the comi ssioners
of the sinking fund, the adm nistrator of workers' conpensation in
accordance with the investnment policy approved by the bureau of
wor kers' conpensation board of directors pursuant to section
4121.12 of the Revised Code, the state teachers retirenent system
the public enployees retirenment system the school enpl oyees
retirenent system and the Chio police and fire pension fund,

notwi t hst andi ng any ot her provisions of the Revised Code or rules
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adopt ed pursuant thereto by any state agency with respect to
i nvestnents by them and are al so acceptable as security for the

deposit of public noneys.

(M Al facilities or entrepreneurial projects purchased,
acqui red, constructed, or owned by an institution of higher
education, or financed in whole or in part by obligations or
assurances issued by an institution, and used for the purposes of
the institution or other publicly owed and controlled college or

university, is public property used exclusively for a public

pur pose, and such property and the income therefromis exenpt from

all taxation and assessnment within this state, including ad

val orem and exci se taxes. The obligations or assurances, the
transfer thereof, and the inconme therefrom including any profit
made on the sale thereof, are at all tines free fromtaxation
within the state.

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Sec. 3345.121. As used in this section:

(A) "Board of trustees" neans the board of trustees of a
state university, university housing conmi ssion, state nedical

coHlege university, community college district, university branch
district, technical college district, or state community coll ege.

(B) "Political subdivision" neans a mnunici pal corporation

county, or township.

(O "Institution" means all real property owned or | eased by
a board of trustees. If a board owns or |eases two or nore parcels
of real property that are not contiguous to any other such rea
property, institution includes only that group of parcels that
i ncludes the parcel on which the educational facility is or is to

be | ocat ed.

(D) "Educational facility" means any building, structure,
facility, utility, inprovenent, site, or other interest in real
estate, together with any appurtenance necessary or convenient to
the uses thereof, to be used for or in connection with the conduct
or operation of an educational institution. Educational facilities
include, but are not limted to, classroons and ot her
instructional facilities, |aboratories, research facilities,
libraries, study facilities, adm nistrative and office facilities,
nmuseuns, gymnasi uns, canpus wal ks, drives, and site inprovenents,
streets, roads, bridges, dormtories and other suitable |iving
quarters or accommopdations, dining halls and other food service
and preparation facilities, student services or activity

(E) "Capital facilities" neans buildings, structures, and
ot her inprovenents, equipnent, real estate, and interests in rea
estate within this state, and any one, part of, or conbi nation of
the foregoing, to serve the general purposes for which the
political subdivision is authorized to issue obligations pursuant
to Chapter 133. of the Revised Code, including, but not limted
to, drives, roadways, parking facilities, walks, l|ighting,
machi nery, furnishings, utilities, |andscaping, wharves, docks,
piers, reservoirs, dans, tunnels, bridges, retaining walls,
riprap, culverts, ditches, channels, watercourses, retention
basi ns, standpi pes and water storage facilities, waste treatnent
and disposal facilities, heating, air conditioning, and

communi cations facilities, and site inprovenents.

(F) "Cost of capital facilities" means the costs of
acquiring, constructing, reconstructing, rehabilitating,

any land to be used in connection with capital facilities, the
cost of any indemity and surety bonds and prem uns on insurance,
all related direct adm nistrative expenses and al |l ocabl e portions
of direct costs of the facilities, cost of engineering and
architectural services, designs, plans, specifications, surveys,
and estinmates of cost, legal fees, fees and expenses of trustees,

therewith, interest on obligations fromthe date thereof to the
time when interest is to be covered from sources other than

proceeds of obligations, anmobunts necessary to establish reserves

from any governnental agency, from whatever source provided, for
the paynent of any itens of cost of the capital facilities, and

return recei pt requested, submit to the legislative authority of
each political subdivision within which the institution is |ocated
or to which it is contiguous, a witten notice of the board's
intention to proceed with such construction or renovation. This
notice shall include a description of the construction or
renovation, the estinated date for opening bids therefor, and the
estimted date of the conpletion of the construction or

renovati on.

facility.
The boards of trustees of the northeastern northeast Chio
wvhiversities—collegeof nedieine nedical university, Ghio

university, and the Wight state university if they provide

clinical instruction prograns in the facilities of a hospital not
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operated by the eellege—or university, may purchase liability

i nsurance for agents, enployees, students, nurses, interns, and
resi dent physicians performing services in relation to such
hospital against all liability arising fromtheir performance of
services on behal f of such eelHege—e+ university.

Such insurance may be provided by one or nore insurance

pol i ci es.

Sec. 3345.28. The board of trustees of any state university,

coHege—of—edietne nedical university, technical college, state

community coll ege, conmunity coll ege, or the board of trustees or

managi ng authority of any university branch may establish and
adm ni ster a faculty inprovenent program under which any
full-time faculty nenber with at | east seven academ c years of
teachi ng service at the college, university, or branch may be
granted professional |eave for a period not to exceed one acadenic
year to engage in further education, research, or any other

pur pose approved by the board. A board of trustees or managi ng
authority that establishes such a programshall, by rule, adopt a
definition of "academ c years of teaching service" and of

"full-tinme faculty nenber."

No such board or authority shall pay any faculty nmenber for
or during a period of professional |eave any sal ary exceedi ng the
anount that woul d have been paid to such faculty nenber for

perform ng his the faculty nmenber's regular duties during the

period of the |eave. No faculty nenber shall, by virtue of being
on professional |eave, suffer a reduction or ternination of his

the faculty nmenber's regul ar enpl oyee retirenment or insurance

benefits or of any other benefit or privil ege he—+eceives being
received as a faculty nmenber at the college, university, or branch

where he the faculty nenber is enployed. Wenever such a benefit

woul d be reduced because of a reduction in the faculty nmenber's
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sal ary during the period of professional |eave, the faculty nenber
shall be given a chance to have the benefit increased to its
normal level, in accordance with rules adopted by the board of
trustees or the managing authority. A faculty nmenber who has been
grant ed professional |eave shall conpl ete another seven years of

i mprovenent program established under this section shall not be

Boards of trustees and nmanagi ng authorities may accept nobneys
fromany person, political subdivision, or the federal governnent
to support a faculty inprovenent program and nmay establish such

additional rules as are necessary to establish and administer it.

Each grant of professional |eave shall be in accordance with
a professional inprovenent policy for professional |eaves that has
been approved by the board of trustees or the managing authority.
No professional |eave shall be granted that requires a
conpensating addition to the permanent faculty or staff of the
col l ege, university, or branch. No professional |eave shall be
approved unless a specific plan for the professional inprovenent
of the faculty menber while on | eave has been subnmitted to and
accepted by the president of the university, college, or branch.
At the conpletion of the | eave, the faculty nenber shall submt to
the president a report detailing the attai nments of the faculty

nmenber under this professional inprovenent plan.

Not later than the thirtieth day of June of each year, the

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representatives and the senate on the status of inplenentation of
faculty inprovenent prograns.

assess the oral English |anguage proficiency of all teaching

assi stants providing classroominstruction to students and shal
ensure that teaching assistants who are not orally proficient in
the English | anguage attain such proficiency prior to providing

classroominstruction to students.

Sec. 3345.31. The boards of trustees of a state university,
the board of trustees of the noertheastern northeast Chio

wvhiversities—collegeof nedicine nedical university, the board of

trustees of a technical college or community college district, and

the board of control of the Chio agricultural research and

devel oprment center may establish conpensation plans, including
schedul es of hourly rates, for the conpensation of all enpl oyees

(B) The chancellor shall, by rule, specify the form of
statenents of selective service status to be filed in conpliance
with divisions (C to {FH-(E) of this section.
