A BILL

To anend sections 2925.55, 2925.56, 2925.57, and
3715.05 and to enact sections 109.88, 3715. 051,
3715. 052, and 3715. 053 of the Revised Code
regardi ng the participation of pharnmacies,
retailers, and the Attorney CGeneral in
el ectronically tracki ng pseudoephedri ne and
ephedri ne product sal es through a nationa

exchange.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That sections 2925.55, 2925.56, 2925.57, and
3715. 05 be anended and sections 109.88, 3715.051, 3715.052, and
3715. 053 of the Revised Code be enacted to read as fol |l ows:

(B) The attorney general may enter into a contract with the

(C |If the attorney general enters into a contract authorized

by this section, the contract shall govern the attorney general's

access to, and use of information from the exchange and the

responsibilities of each party to the contract relative to such

access and use.

(D) In furtherance of the contract's purpose as described in

division (C of this section, the contract shall include terns

that do all of the follow ng:

(1) Authorize the attorney ogeneral to obtain real-tine access

to information fromthe national precursor | og exchange;

(2) Authorize the attorney general to receive, on a weekly

basis, a report regardi ng pseudoephedri ne product and ephedri ne

product sales transactions nade in this state as nonitored by the

exchange, the specific content of which shall be identified in the

contract;

(3) Authorize the attorney general to disseni nate any

i nformati on obtained pursuant to division (A (1) or (2) of this

section to other state and | ocal |aw enforcenent officers as

determ ned to be appropriate by the attorney general:

(4) Specify that neither the attorney general nor any | ocal

or state | aw enforcenent officer is to be charged a fee for access

to. or use of, the national precursor |og exchange or information

fromthe exchange authorized by this section or the contract:

(3) No seller or agent or enployee of a seller shall use a
transaction scan device for a purpose other than the purpose
