ABILL

To anend sections 6301.01, 6301.02, 6301.03, 6301. 04,
6301. 06, 6301.07, 6301.08, 6301.09, 6301.10, and
6301. 12 of the Revised Code to require a | ocal
wor kf orce i nvestnment area to use Ohi oMeansJobs as
the local workforce investnent area's job
pl acenent system to renanme county one-stop
systenms, and to nmke other changes to Chio's

Wor kf orce Devel oprent Law.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That sections 6301.01, 6301.02, 6301.03, 6301. 04,
6301. 06, 6301.07, 6301.08, 6301.09, 6301.10, and 6301.12 of the

Revi sed Code be anended to read as foll ows:

Sec. 6301.01. As used in this chapter:
(A) "Local area" neans any of the follow ng:

(1) A nunicipal corporation that is authorized to adm nister
and enforce the "Wrkforce Investnment Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936,
29 U S.C. A 2801, as anended, under this chapter and is not
joining in partnership with any other political subdivisions in

order to do so;
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(2) A single county;

(3) A consortiumof any of the follow ng politica

subdi vi si ons:
(a) A group of two or nore counties in the state;

(b) One or nore counties and one rmunici pal corporation in the

st at e;

(c) One or nore counties with or without one nuni ci pal
corporation in the state and one or nore counties with or without
one muni ci pal corporation in another state, on the condition that
those in another state share a | abor nmarket area with those in the

state.

"Local area" does not nean a region for purposes of

determ nati ons concerning adm nistrative incentives.

(B) "Municipal corporation” neans a nunicipal corporation
that is eligible for automatic or tenporary designation as a | ocal
wor kf orce investnment area pursuant to section 116(a)(2) or (3) of
the "Workforce Investnment Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29 U. S. C A
2831(a)(2) or (3), but that does not request that the governor
grant such automatic or tenporary designation, and that instead
el ects to adm ni ster and enforce workforce devel opnent activities

pursuant to this chapter.

(O "County" nmeans a county that is eligible to be designated
as a local workforce investnent area pursuant to the "Wrkforce
I nvest nent Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29 U S.C A 2801, as
anended, but that does not request such designation, and instead
el ects to admini ster and enforce workforce devel opnent activities

pursuant to this chapter

(D) "Workforce devel opment agency" neans the entity given
responsibility for workforce devel opnent activities that is

desi gnated by the board of county comm ssioners in accordance with
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section 330.04 of the Revised Code, the chief elected official of
a munici pal corporation in accordance with section 763.05 of the
Revi sed Code, or the chief elected officials of a |ocal area

defined in division (A)(3) of this section.

(E) "Workforce devel opnent activity" means a program grant,
or other function, the primary goal of which is to do one or nore

of the follow ng:
(1) Help individuals naxinize their enploynent opportunities;
(2) Hel p enployers gain access to skilled workers;
(3) Help enployers retain skilled workers;
(4) Hel p devel op or enhance the skills of incunbent workers;
(5) Inprove the quality of the state's workforce;

(6) Enhance the productivity and conpetitiveness of the

state's econony.

(F) "Chief elected officials,” when used in reference to a
| ocal area, neans the board of county conmi ssioners of the county
or of each county in the local area or, if the county has adopted
a charter under Section 3 of Article X, Chio Constitution, the
chi ef governing body of that county, and the chief elected
official of the nmunicipal corporation, if the [ocal area includes
a muni ci pal corporation, except that when the local area is the
type defined in division (A)(1) of this section, "chief elected
of ficials" means the chief elected official of the nunicipal

cor porati on.

(G "State board" nmeans the state governor's executive
wor kf or ce peH-ey board established by section 6301.04 of the
Revi sed Code.

(H) "Local board" neans a | ocal workforce peley investnent

board ereated—pursuanrt—to—section—6361-06—6ftheRevised—GCode

established in each local area of the state and certified by the
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governor to set policy for the portion of the statew de workforce

i nvest ment systemw thin the |local area and inpl enent the
"Workf orce I nvestnment Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29 U.S.C. 2801.

(1) "Ohi oMeansJobs" neans the electronic job placenent system

operated by the state.

Sec. 6301.02. The director of job and fam |y services shal
adm ni ster the "Wirkforce I nvestnent Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936,
29 U S.C A 2801, as anended, the "Wagner-Peyser Act," 48 Stat.
113 (1933), 29 U.S.C A 49, as anmended, and the funds received
pursuant to those acts. In adm nistering those acts and funds
recei ved pursuant to those acts, the director shall assist the
st at e werkferece—poeliey board in establishing and adm nistering a
wor kf orce devel opnent systemthat is designed to provide
| eader shi p, support, and oversight to |ocally designed workforce
devel oprment systens. The director shall conduct investigations and

hol d heari ngs as necessary for the administration of this chapter.

To the extent permitted by state and federal |aw, the
director may adopt rules pursuant to Chapter 119. of the Revised
Code to establish any programor pilot programfor the purposes of
provi di ng wor kforce devel opnent activities or famly services to
i ndi viduals who do not neet eligibility criteria for those
activities or services under applicable federal law. Prior to the
initiation of any programof that nature, the director of budget
and managenent shall certify to the governor that sufficient funds
are available to adnminister a programof that nature. The state

board shall have final approval of any such program

Unl ess otherwi se prohibited by state or federal |aw, every
state agency, board, or commission shall provide to the state
board and the director all information and assi stance requested by
the state board and the director in furtherance of workforce

devel oprment activiti es.
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Sec. 6301.03. (A) In admnistering the "Wrkforce | nvestment
Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29 U. S.C A 2801, as anended, the
"Wagner - Peyser Act," 48 Stat. 113 (1933), 29 U S.C A 49, as
anended, the funds received pursuant to those acts, and the
wor kf orce devel opment system the director of job and famly
services may, at the direction of the state board, make
al l ocations and paynent of funds for the |ocal adm nistration of
the workforce devel opment activities established under this

chapt er.

(B) The director shall allocate to local areas all funds
required to be allocated to | ocal areas pursuant to the "Wrkforce
I nvest nent Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29 U S.C A 2801, as
amended. The director shall nmake allocations only with funds
avail able. Local areas, as defined by either section 101 of the
"Wor kf orce I nvestnment Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29 U.S. C A
2801, as anended, or section 6301.01 of the Revi sed Code, and
subrecipients of a local area shall establish a workforce
devel oprment fund and the entity receiving funds shall deposit all
funds received under this section into the workforce devel opnent
fund. Al expenditures for activities funded under this section
shall be nade fromthe workforce devel opment fund, including
rei mbursenments to a county public assistance fund for expenditures

made for activities funded under this section.

(C The use of funds, reporting requirenments, and ot her
adm ni strative and operational requirenments governing the use of
funds received by the director pursuant to this section shall be
governed by internal managenent rul es adopted by and approved by

the state board pursuant to section 111.15 of the Revi sed Code.

(1) A local area described in division (B) of this section

shall use Onhi oMeansJobs as the job placenent system for the area.

(2) No additional workforce funds shall be used to build or
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nmai ntain any job placenent systemthat is duplicative to
Chi oMeansJobs.

(D) To the extent pernitted by state or federal |aw, the
state—board— director, |ocal areas, counties, and nunici pal
corporations authorized to adm ni ster workforce devel opnment
activities may assess a fee for specialized services requested by
an enployer. The director shall adopt rules pursuant to Chapter
119. of the Revised Code governing the nature and anount of those

types of fees.

Sec. 6301.04. The governor shall establish a state werkforce
potiey board and appoi nt nenbers to the board, who serve at the
governor's pleasure, to performduties under the "Wrkforce
I nvestnent Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29 U S.C A 2801, as
anended, as authorized by the governor. The board is not subject
to sections 101.82 to 101.87 of the Revised Code. Al state

agenci es engaged i n workforce devel opnent activities shall assist

the board in the performance of its duti es.

{B) The board shall have the power and authority to do all of

the foll ow ng:

H-(A) Provide oversight and policy direction to ensure that
the state workforce devel opnent activities are aligned and serving
the needs of the state's enployers, incunbent workers, and job

seekers;

23(B) Adopt rules necessary to adninister state workforce
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devel oprment activiti es;

33(C) Adopt rules necessary for the auditing and nonitoring

of subrecipients of the workforce devel opment system grant funds;

4)3(D) Designate |ocal workforce investnment areas in
accordance with 29 U S.C. 2831

5)-(E) Develop a unified budget for all state and federal

wor kf or ce funds;

{63(F) Establish a statew de enpl oynent and data col |l ection
system

(G Devel op statew de performance neasures for workforce

devel opnent and i nvest nent;
83(H) Devel op a state workforce devel opnent plan

£9-(1) Prepare the annual report to the United States
secretary of labor, pursuant to section 136(d) of the "Wrkforce
| nvest nent Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29 U. S.C. 2871, as

amended;

203(J) Carry out any additional functions, duties, or

responsibilities assigned to the board by the governor.

Sec. 6301.06. (A) The chief elected officials of a |ocal area

shal| create a werkfoeree—poliey local board, which shall consist

of the follow ng individuals:

(1) The chief elected official fromthe nmunicipal corporation
with the |argest population in the | ocal area, except that if the
nmuni ci pal corporation is a |local area as defined in division
(A) (1) of section 6301.01 of the Revised Code, the chief elected
of ficial of that municipal corporation may deternine whether to be
a nmenber of the board. Notw thstanding division (B) of section
6301. 01 of the Revised Code, as used in division (A (1) of this

section, "municipal corporation” means any rmunici pal corporation.
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(2) The follow ng individuals appointed to the board by the
chief elected officials of the |ocal area, who shall nmke those

appoi ntmrents according to all of the follow ng specifications:

(a) At least five nenbers of the board shall be
representatives of private sector businesses in the general |abor
mar ket area that includes that |ocal area, and shall be appointed
from anong i ndividual s nonmi nated by | ocal business organizations
and busi ness trade associations. Anong these nmenbers, at |east one
shall represent small businesses, at |east one shall represent
nmedi um si zed busi nesses, and at |east one shall represent |arge
busi nesses. \Wen determ ning what constitutes snmall, nediumsized,
and | arge busi nesses for purposes of this division, the chief
el ected officials of the |local area shall define those sizes as
those sizes are generally understood within the | abor market area
that includes that local area. A mgjority of the nenbers of the

board shall be representatives of private sector businesses.

(b) At least two nenbers of the board shall represent
organi zed | abor and shall be appointed from noni nati ons subnitted
by local federations of |abor representing workers enployed in the

| ocal area

(c) At least two nmenbers of the board shall be
representatives of |ocal educational entities. For purposes of
this division, "local educational entities" includes |ocal
educati onal agencies, school district boards of education,
entities providing educational and literacy activities, and

post -secondary educational institutions.

(d) At |east one nenber of the board shall be a

representative of consuners of workforce devel opnent activities.

(e) Any other individuals the chief elected officials of the

| ocal area determ ne are necessary.

(B) Menbers of the board serve at the pleasure of the chief
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el ected officials of the |ocal area. Menbers shall not be
conmpensat ed but may be rei nbursed for actual, reasonable, and
necessary expenses incurred in the performance of their duties as
board nenbers. Those expenses shall be paid fromfunds all ocated

pursuant to section 6301. 03 of the Revised Code.

The chief elected officials of a local area may provide
of fice space, staff, or other adm nistrative support as needed to
the board. For purposes of section 102.02 of the Revised Code,

nmenbers of the board are not public officials or enployees.

(C The chief elected officials of a |ocal area other than a
| ocal area as defined in division (A)(1) of section 6301.01 of the
Revi sed Code, shall coordinate the workforce devel opnent
activities of the county famly services planning commttees and
t he workforce—poliey local boards in the local area in any manner
that is efficient and effective to neet the needs of the |ocal
area. The chief elected officials of the local area may, but are
not required to, consolidate all boards and conmittees as they
determ ne appropriate into a single board for purposes of
wor kf orce devel opnent activities. A mgjority of the nmenbers of
that consolidated board shall represent private sector businesses.
The nenbership of that consolidated board shall include a
representative fromeach group granted representation as descri bed
in division (A) of this section and also a nenber who represents
consuners of family services and a nenber who represents the
county department of job and fanmily services. The nenbership of
that consolidated board may include a representative of one or
nore groups and entities that may be represented on a county
famly services planning commttee, as specified in section 329.06
of the Revised Code.

Sec. 6301.07. (A) For purposes of this section, "performance

character” neans the career-essential relational attributes that
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build trust with others, including respect, honesty, integrity,

t ask-excel l ence, responsibility, and resilience.

(B) Every l|ocal werkferce poliey board, under the direction
and approval of the state werkforce poliey board and with the

agreenent of the chief elected officials of the |ocal area, and
after holding public hearings that allow public coment and
testinony, shall prepare a workforce devel opnent plan. The pl an

shall acconmplish all of the foll ow ng:

(1) Identify the workforce investnent needs of businesses in
the local area, identify projected enpl oynent opportunities, and
identify the job skills and performance character necessary to

obtai n and succeed in those opportunities;

(2) ldentify the l|ocal area's workforce devel opnent needs for
yout h, dislocated workers, adults, displaced honemakers, incumnmbent

wor kers, and any other group of workers identified by the |ocal

workforee—poliey board;

(3) Determine the distribution of workforce devel opnent
resources and funding to be distributed for each workforce
devel oprment activity to neet the identified needs, utilizing the
funds allocated pursuant to the "Wrkforce |Investnent Act of
1998, " 112 Stat. 936, 29 U S.C A 2801, as anended;

(4) Gve priority to youth receiving i ndependent |iving
services pursuant to sections 2151.81 to 2151.84 of the Revised
Code when determining distribution of workforce devel opnent

resources and wor kforce devel opnent activity funding;

(5) Review the mininmumcurriculumrequired by the state

worki-oree—poeley board for certifying training providers and

identify any additional curriculumrequirenments to include in
contracts between the training providers and the chief el ected

officials of the |ocal area;

(6) Establish performance standards for service providers
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that reflect |ocal workforce devel opnent needs;

(7) Describe any other information the chief elected

officials of the |local area require.

(O A local werkforce poliey board may provide policy

gui dance and recommendations to the chief elected officials of a

| ocal area for any workforce devel opnent activities.

(D) Nothing in this section prohibits the chief elected
officials of a |local area from assigning, through a partnership
agreenent, any duties in addition to the duties under this section
to a | ocal werkferecepoliey board, except that a | ocal werkferce
poHey board cannot contract with itself for the direct provision
of services in its local area. A |ocal werkferce poliey board may
consult with the chief elected officials of its |ocal area and
make recomrendati ons regardi ng the workforce devel opnent

activities provided in its local area at any tine.

Sec. 6301.08. Every local area shall participate in a
one-stop system for workforce devel opnent activities. Each board
of county conmissioners and the chief elected official of a
muni ci pal corporation shall ensure that at |east one delivery
method is available in the | ocal area, either through a physica
| ocation, or by electronic means approved by the state board, for

the provision of workforce devel opnent activities.

Wthin six nonths after the effective date of this amendnent,

every local area described in division (B) of section 6301.03 of

the Revised Code shall nane its one-stop system as " Chi oMeansJobs

(nane of county) County."

A one-stop system may be operated by a private entity or a
publ i ¢ agency, including a workforce devel opment agency, any
existing facility or organi zation that is established to

adm ni ster wor kforce devel opnent activities in the |ocal area, and

Sec. 6301.09. The provision under division (g) of section 111
of the "Wbrkforce I nvestnment Act of 1998," 112 Stat. 936, 29
U S.C. A 2801, as amended, applies to the state workiorce—poley
board created under section 6301.04 of the Revised Code. The
provi sion under division (e) of section 117 of the "Wrkforce
I nvest ment Act of 1998" applies to the workforcepoliecy |ocal
boards established pursuant to section 630104 6301.06 of the
Revi sed Code.

Sec. 6301.10. Begi nning January 1, 2013, and each cal endar
year thereafter, the state board, with the assistance of all state
agenci es engaged i n workforce devel opnent activities, shal
prepare a report concerning the state of Chio's workforce. Fhe

Upon conpl etion of the annual workforce report, the state board

shal | distribute provide an electronic copy of the report to the

president and minority | eader of the senate;- and the speaker and

mnority | eader of the house of representatives—the-governors
e : L achi hi-o—td . . . .

affalrs+~ and the—conm-ssionon-Alrican-Anerican—wales shall post

the report on the state board's internet web site.

Sec. 6301.12. (A) The office of workforce devel opment within
the departnment of job and fanily services shall conprehensively
review the direct and indirect econonic inpact of businesses
engaged in the production of horizontal wells in this state and,
based on its findings, prepare an annual OChi o workforce report.
The report shall include at least all of the following with

respect to the industry:
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(1) The total nunber of jobs created or retained during the

previ ous year;

(2) The total nunber of Ohio-based contractors that enpl oy

skilled construction trades;
(3) The nunber of enployees who are residents of this state;
(4) The total econonic imnpact;

(5 Areview of the state's regional workforce devel oprment
pl ans required by the "Wrkforce | nvestnent Act of 1998," 112
Stat. 936, 29 U . S.C. A 2801, as anended, that outline workforce
devel oprment efforts including goals and benchmarks toward
maxi m zing job training, education, and job creation opportunities

in the state.

(B) Fhre Upon the conpletion of the office’'s annual Chio
workforce report, the office shall submt its annual Chie
werkfoeree provide an electronic copy of the report to the rerbers
of—the—general—assenbly president and nminority | eader of the

senate and the speaker and mnority | eader of the house of

representatives and post it on the office's internet web site.

Section 2. That existing sections 6301.01, 6301.02, 6301.03,
6301. 04, 6301.06, 6301.07, 6301.08, 6301.09, 6301.10, and 6301.12

of the Revised Code are hereby repeal ed.
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
