ABILL

To anend sections 4762. 03, 4765.35, and 4765. 37 and
to enact sections 2925.61, 4723.488, 4730.431, and
4731. 94 of the Revised Code to provide for
i ncreased access to nal oxone, to ensure English
proficiency in licensed practitioners of Oiental
medi ci ne and acupuncture, and to declare an

enmer gency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That sections 4762.03, 4765.35, and 4765. 37 be
amended and sections 2925.61, 4723.488, 4730.431, and 4731.94 of

the Revi sed Code be enacted to read as foll ows:

Sec. 2925.61. (A) As used in this section
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(1) "Adm ni ster nal oxone" neans to give nal oxone to a person

by either of the foll owing routes:

(a) Using a device nmanufactured for the intranasal

adm nistration of liguid drugs:

(b) Using an autoinjector in a manufactured dosage form

(2) "lLaw enforcenent agency" neans a governnent entity that

enpl oys peace officers to performlaw enforcenment duties.

(3) "Licensed health professional" neans all of the

foll owi ng:

(a) A physician who is authorized under Chapter 4731. of the

Revi sed Code to practice nedicine and surgery. osteopathic

nedi ci ne _and surgery. or podiatric nedicine and surgery;

(b) A physician assistant who holds a certificate to

prescribe issued under Chapter 4730. of the Revised Code;

(c) Aclinical nurse specialist, certified nurse-mdw fe, or

certified nurse practitioner who holds a certificate to prescribe
i ssued under section 4723.48 of the Revised Code.

(4) "Peace officer" has the sane neaning as in section
2921.51 of the Revi sed Code.

(B Afamly nenber, friend, or other individual who is in a

position to assist an individual who is apparently experiencing or

at risk of experiencing an opioid-related overdose, is not subject

to crimnal prosecution for a violation of section 4731.41 of the

Revi sed Code or crininal prosecution under this chapter if the

individual ., acting in good faith, does all of the follow nag:

(1) Obtains nal oxone froma licensed health professional or a

prescription for naloxone froma |licensed health professional

(2) Adm nisters that nal oxone to an individual who is

apparently experiencing an opioid-rel ated overdose;
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(3) Attenpts to sunmbn energency services either imediately

before or inmedi ately after adm ni stering the nal oxone.

(C) Division (B) of this section does not apply to a peace

officer or to an energency nedical technician-basic., energency

nedi cal _technician-internedi ate, or energency nedical

techni ci an-paranedic, as defined in section 4765.01 of the Revised

Code.

(D) A peace officer enploved by a | aw enforcenent agency

| i censed under Chapter 4729. of the Revised Code as a tern na

di stributor of dangerous drugs is not subject to adm nistrative

action, crinmnal prosecution for a violation of section 4731.41 of

the Revised Code. or crimnal prosecution under this chapter if

the peace officer, acting in good faith, obtains nal oxone fromthe

peace officer's |law enforcenent agency and adninisters the

nal oxone to an individual who is apparently experiencing an

opi oi d-rel at ed overdose.

Sec. 4723.488. (A) Notwi thstandi ng any provision of this

chapter or rule adopted by the board of nursing. a clinical nurse

specialist, certified nurse-mdw fe, or certified nurse

practitioner who holds a certificate to prescribe issued under

section 4723.48 of the Revised Code may personally furnish a

supply of naloxone., or issue a prescription for nal oxone, w thout

havi ng exani ned the individual to whomit nmay be adninistered if

all of the following conditions are net:

(1) The nal oxone supply is furnished to, or the prescription

is issued to and in the nane of, a famly nenber, friend, or other

individual in a position to assist an individual who there is

reason to believe is at risk of experiencing an opioid-rel ated

over dose;

(2) The nurse instructs the individual receiving the nal oxone

supply or prescription to sunmon energency services either
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inmedi ately before or imediately after adnini stering nal oxone to

an _individual apparently experiencing an opioid-rel ated overdose;

(3) The nal oxone is personally furnished or prescribed in

such a manner that it nmay be administered by only either of the

follow ng routes:

(a) Using a device manufactured for the intranasal

adm ni stration of liqgquid drugs;

(b) Using an autoinjector in a manufactured dosage form

chapter or rule adopted by the state nedical board, a physician

assistant who holds a certificate to prescribe issued under this

chapter may personally furnish a supply of nal oxone, or issue a

prescription for nal oxone, w thout having exanm ned the individual

to whomit may be adm nistered if all of the foll owi ng conditions

are net:

(1) The nal oxone supply is furnished to, or the prescription

is issued to and in the nane of, a famly nenber, friend, or other

individual in a position to assist an individual who there is

reason to believe is at risk of experiencing an opioid-related

over dose;

(2) The physician assistant instructs the individual

receiving the nal oxone supply or prescription to sunmon _energency

services either imediately before or imediately after
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adni ni stering nal oxone to an individual apparently experiencing an

opi oi d-rel at ed overdose;

(3) The nal oxone is personally furnished or prescribed in

such a manner that it nmay be administered by only either of the

follow ng routes:

(a) Using a device manufactured for the intranasal

adm ni stration of liqgquid drugs;

(b) Using an autoinjector in a manufactured dosage form

(B) A physician assistant who under division (A of this

section in good faith furnishes a supply of nal oxone or issues a

Sec. 4731.94. (A As used in this section, "physician" neans

an _individual authorized under this chapter to practice nedicine

and surgery. osteopathic nedicine and surgery. or podiatric

nedi ci ne_and surgery.

(B) Notwi thstanding any provision of this chapter or rule

adopt ed by the state nedical board, a physician may personally

furnish a supply of nal oxone, or issue a prescription for

nal oxone, w thout havi ng exam ned the individual to whomit may be

adm nistered if all of the followi ng conditions are net:

(1) The nal oxone supply is furnished to, or the prescription

is issued to and in the nane of, a famly nenber, friend, or other

individual in a position to assist an individual who there is

reason to believe is at risk of experiencing an opioid-rel ated

over dose;

(2) The physician instructs the individual receiving the
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nal oxone supply or prescription to sunmon energency Sservices

either imediately before or i mediately after adm nistering the

nal oxone to _an individual apparently experiencing an

opi oi d-rel ated overdose;

(3) The nal oxone is personally furnished or prescribed in

such a manner that it may be admi nistered by only either of the

follow ng routes:

(a) Using a device nmanufactured for the intranasal

adnmi ni stration of liqguid drugs;

Sec. 4762.03. (A) An individual seeking a certificate to
practice as an oriental nedicine practitioner or certificate to
practice as an acupuncturist shall file with the state nedi cal
board a written application on a form prescri bed and supplied by
t he board.

(B) To be eligible for the certificate to practice, an
applicant shall neet all of the follow ng conditions, as

appl i cabl e:

(1) The applicant shall submt evidence satisfactory to the
board that the applicant is at |east eighteen years of age and of

good noral character.

(2) In the case of an applicant seeking a certificate to

practice as an oriental nedicine practitioner, the applicant shal
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subnit evidence satisfactory to the board of both of the

fol | owi ng:

(a) That the applicant holds a current and active designhation
fromthe national certification conm ssion for acupuncture and
oriental medicine as either a diplomate in oriental nedicine or

di pl omat e of acupuncture and Chi nese herbol ogy;

(b) That the applicant has successfully conpleted, in the
two-year period i mediately preceding application for the
certificate to practice, one course approved by the comr ssion on
federal food and drug adninistration di spensary and conpoundi ng

gui del i nes and procedures.

(3) In the case of an applicant seeking a certificate to
practice as an acupuncturist, the applicant shall subnit evidence
satisfactory to the board that the applicant holds a current and
active designation fromthe national certification conmm ssion for

acupuncture and oriental nedicine as a diplonmate in acupuncture.

(4) The applicant shall denonstrate to the board proficiency

in spoken English by either—passing satisfying one of the
foll owi ng requirenents:

(a) Passing the exam nati on described in section 4731. 142 of

the Revi sed Code er—submtting;

(b) Subnmitting evidence satisfactory to the board that the

applicant was required to denonstrate proficiency in spoken
English as a condition of obtaining designation fromthe nationa
certification conmi ssion for acupuncture and oriental nedicine as
a diplomate in oriental nedicine, diplomte of acupuncture and

Chi nese herbol ogy, or diplomate in acupuncture;

(c) Submitting evidence satisfactory to the board that the

applicant, in seeking a designation fromthe nationa

certification comm ssion for acupuncture _and oriental nedicine as

a diplomate of oriental nedicine, diplomte of acupuncture and
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Chi nese herbol ogy, or diplomate of acupuncture, has successfully

conpl eted in English the exani nation required for such a

designation by the national certification comni ssion for

acupuncture and oriental nedicine;

(d) In the case of an applicant seeking a certificate to

practice as an oriental nedicine practitioner, subnitting evidence

satisfactory to the board that the applicant has previously held a

certificate to practice as an acupuncturist issued under section
4762.04 of the Revi sed Code.

(5) The applicant shall subnit to the board any other

i nformati on the board requires.

(6) The applicant shall pay to the board a fee of one hundred

dollars, no part of which may be returned to the applicant.

(C The board shall review all applications received under
this section. The board shall detern ne whether an applicant neets
the requirenents to receive a certificate to practice not |ater
than sixty days after receiving a conplete application. The
affirmati ve vote of not fewer than six nenbers of the board is
required to deternine that an applicant neets the requirenents for

a certificate.

Sec. 4765.35. (A) A first responder shall performthe
energency nedi cal services described in this section in accordance

with this chapter and any rul es adopted under it.

(B) Afirst responder may provide linited emergency nedica
services to patients until the arrival of an enmergency nedical
t echni ci an- basi ¢, energency nedi cal technician-internedi ate, or
energency nedi cal technician-paranedic. In an enmergency, a first
responder mmy render emergency nedical services such as opening
and maintaining an airway, giving nouth to barrier ventilation,

chest conpressions, electrical interventions with autonmated
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defibrillators to support or correct the cardiac function and
ot her nmet hods determi ned by the board, controlling of henorrhage,
manual stabilization of fractures, bandaging, assisting in

childbirth, and deternmning triage of trauna victins.

(O (1) Subject to division (C(2) of this section, a first

responder nmay adnini ster nal oxone by either of the follow ng

routes to a person who i s apparently experiencing an

opi oi d-rel at ed overdose:

(a) Using a device nmanufactured for the intranasal

adnmi ni stration of liqguid drugs;

(b) Using an autoinjector in a manufactured dosage form

(2) Except as provided in division (E) of this section, a

first responder shall adm ni ster nal oxone only pursuant to the

witten or verbal authorization of a physician or of the

cooper ati ng physician advi sory board or pursuant to an

aut hori zation transm tted through a direct conmuni cati on device by

a_physi ci an, physi ci an _assi st ant desi gnated by a physician, or

regi stered nurse designated by a physician.

(D (1) Afirst responder nay perform any other energency
medi cal services approved pursuant to rul es adopted under section
4765. 11 of the Revised Code. The board shall determ ne whether the
nature of any such service requires that a first responder receive

aut hori zation prior to perforning the service.

BH-(2) Except as provided in division (B2 2-(E) of this
section, if the board determ nes under division (6-D)(1) of this

section that a service requires prior authorization, the service
shall be perfornmed only pursuant to the witten or verbal

aut hori zation of a physician or of the cooperating physician
advi sory board, or pursuant to an authorization transmtted
through a direct communication device by a physician, physician

assi stant designated by a physician, or registered nurse
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desi gnated by a physi ci an.

2-(E) If comrunications fail during an emergency situation
or the required response tine prohibits conmunication, a first
responder may perform services subject to this division (C)(2) or
(D)(2) of this section, if, in the judgnment of the first

responder, the Iife of the patient is in inmmediate danger

Servi ces performed under these circunstances shall be performed in
accordance with the witten protocols for triage of adult and
pediatric trauma victins established in rules adopted under
sections 4765. 11 and 4765.40 of the Revi sed Code and any
appl i cabl e protocol s adopted by the energency nedi cal service

organi zation with which the first responder is affiliated.

Sec. 4765.37. (A) An energency nedi cal technician-basic shal
performthe energency mnedical services described in this section
in accordance with this chapter and any rul es adopted under it by
the state board of emergency nedical, fire, and transportation

servi ces.

(B) An energency nedical technician-basic nmay operate, or be
responsi bl e for operation of, an anbul ance and may provide
energency nedi cal services to patients. In an energency, an
EMI-basi ¢ may determ ne the nature and extent of illness or injury
and establish priority for required energency nedical services. An
EMT- basi ¢ may render energency nedi cal services such as opening
and mai ntaining an airway, giving positive pressure ventilation,
cardi ac resuscitation, electrical interventions w th autonated
defibrillators to support or correct the cardiac function and
ot her met hods determi ned by the board, controlling of henorrhage,
treat nent of shock, immbilization of fractures, bandagi ng,
assisting in childbirth, managenent of nentally disturbed
patients, initial care of poison and burn patients, and

determining triage of adult and pediatric trauna victins. Were
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patients nmust in an energency be extricated fromentrapnent, an
EMT- basi ¢ may assess the extent of injury and render all possible
energency nedi cal services and protection to the entrapped
patient; provide |ight rescue services if an anbul ance has not
been acconpani ed by a specialized unit; and after extrication
provide additional care in sorting of the injured in accordance

W th standard energency procedures.

(O (1) Subject to division (C(2) of this section, an

EMI- basi ¢ may adni ni st er nal oxone by either of the foll ow ng

routes to a person who i s apparently experiencing an

opi oi d-rel ated overdose:

(a) Using a device nmanufactured for the intranasal

adm nistration of |liquid drugs;

(b) Using an autoinjector in a manufactured dosage form

(2) Except as provided in division (E) of this section, an

EMT-basi c shall adni ni ster nal oxone only pursuant to the witten

or verbal authorization of a physician or of the cooperating

physi ci an _advi sory board or pursuant to an authorization

transm tted through a direct communi cation device by a physician.

physi ci an assi stant designated by a physician, or registered nurse

designated by a physici an.

(D) (1) An EMI-basic may perform any other energency nedica
servi ces approved pursuant to rul es adopted under section 4765.11
of the Revised Code. The board shall determ ne whether the nature
of any such service requires that an EMI-basic receive

aut hori zation prior to performng the service.

BH3H-(2) Except as provided in division (B-2(E) of this
section, if the board determ nes under division (G-(D)(1) of this

section that a service requires prior authorization, the service
shall be performed only pursuant to the witten or verbal

aut hori zation of a physician or of the cooperating physician
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advi sory board, or pursuant to an authorization transmitted
through a direct comruni cation device by a physician, physician
assi stant designated by a physician, or registered nurse

desi gnated by a physi ci an.

2-(E) If comrunications fail during an emergency situation
or the required response tine prohibits conmmunication, an
EMT- basi ¢ may perform services subject to this division (C(2) or
(D)(2) of this section, if, in the judgment of the EMI-basic, the

life of the patient is in inmedi ate danger. Services perforned
under these circunstances shall be performed in accordance with
the protocols for triage of adult and pediatric trauma victins
established in rul es adopted under sections 4765.11 and 4765. 40 of
the Revi sed Code and any applicable protocols adopted by the

ener gency medi cal service organi zation with which the EMI-basic is
affiliated.

Section 2. That existing sections 4762.03, 4765.35, and
4765. 37 of the Revised Code are hereby repeal ed.

Section 3. This act is hereby declared to be an energency
nmeasure necessary for the i mredi ate preservation of the public
peace, health, and safety. The reason for such necessity is to
enhance the delivery of health services in this state by pronptly
i ncreasing access to certain forns of care, including Oiental
nmedi ci ne, acupuncture, and emergency treatnents for drug

overdoses. Therefore, this act shall go into i nedi ate effect.
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
