"Construction nanager"

alteration, repair, or reconstruction of any public building,
structure, or other inprovenment, but does not nean the person who
provi des the professional design services or who actually perforns
the construction, denolition, alteration, repair, or

reconstruction work on the project.

(B)(1) "Construction nmanager at risk” neans a person with
substantial discretion and authority to plan, coordi nate, nanage,
direct, and construct all phases of a project for the
construction, denolition, alteration, repair, or reconstruction of
any public building, structure, or other inprovenent and who
provides the public authority a guaranteed maxi num price as

determned in section 9.334 of the Revised Code.
(2) As used in division (B)(1) of this section:

(a) "Construct" includes performng, or subcontracting for
perform ng, construction, denmolition, alteration, repair, or

reconstruction.

(b) "Manage" includes approving bidders and awardi ng
subcontracts for furnishing materials regarding, or for
perform ng, construction, denolition, alteration, repair, or

reconstruction.

(© "Construction managenent contract" nmeans a contract
between a public authority and anot her person obligating the

person to provide constructi on managenment services.

(D) "Construction managenment services" or "managenent
servi ces" means the range of services that either a construction

manager or a construction manager at risk may provide.
(E) "Qualified" neans having the follow ng qualifications:

(1) Conpetence to performthe required managenent services as

i ndi cated by the technical training, education, and experience of

the construction manager's or construction nanager at risk's
personnel, especially the technical training, education, and
experience of the construction nanager's or construction nanager

at risk's enployees who woul d be assigned to performthe services;

(2) Ability in terms of workload and the availability of
qual i fied personnel, equipnent, and facilities to performthe

requi red managenent services conpetently and expeditiously;

(3) Past performance as reflected by the eval uati ons of
previous clients with respect to factors such as control of costs,

quality of work, and neeting of deadlines;

(4) Financial responsibility as evidenced by the capability
to provide a letter of credit pursuant to Chapter 1305. of the
Revi sed Code, a surety bond, certified check, or cashier's check
in an amount equal to the value of the constructi on managenent

contract, or by other means acceptable to the public authority;
(5) Oher simlar factors.

(F)(1) "Public authority" means the state, any state
institution of higher education as defined in section 3345.011 of
the Revi sed Code, any county, township, municipal corporation,
school district, or other political subdivision, or any public
agency, authority, board, commi ssion, instrunentality, or special

purpose district of the state or of a political subdivision.

(2) "Public authority" does not include the GChio turnpike

conm ssion or the departnment of transportation.

(G "Open book pricing nethod" nmeans a nmethod in which a
constructi on manager at risk provides the public authority, at the
public authority's request, all books, records, docunents, and
other data in its possession pertaining to the bidding, pricing,
or performance of a construction nanagenent contract awarded to

Sec. 126.06. The total operating fund consists of all funds
in the state treasury except the auto registration distribution

bond retirement fund, highway obligations bond retirenent fund,

hi ghway capital inprovenent fund, inprovenents bond retirenent
fund, nmental health facilities inprovenment fund, parks and
recreation inprovenent fund, public inprovenents bond retirenent
fund, school district incone tax fund, state agency facilities

Whenever there is a transfer of all or part of funds included
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in the energency purposes appropriation by the controlling board,
pursuant to division (E) of this section, the state agency or the
di rector of budget and managenent receiving such transfer shal
keep a detailed record of the use of the transferred funds. At the
earliest schedul ed neeting of the controlling board follow ng the
acconpli shnent of the purposes specified in the request originally
seeking the transfer, or following the total expenditure of the
transferred funds for the specified purposes, the state agency or
the director of budget and managenent shall subnit a report on the
expendi ture of such funds to the board. The portion of any
appropriation so transferred which is not required to acconplish
the purposes designated in the original request to the controlling
board shall be returned to the proper appropriation of the

controlling board at this tine.

Not wi t hst andi ng any provisions of |aw providing for the
deposit of revenues received by a state agency to the credit of a
particular fund in the state treasury, whenever there is a
tenporary transfer of funds included in the energency purposes
appropriation of the controlling board pursuant to division (H) of
this section, revenues received by any state agency receiving such
a tenporary transfer of funds shall, as directed by the
controlling board, be transferred back to the energency purposes

appropriation.

The board may del egate to the director of budget and
managenent authority to approve transfers anong itens of

appropriation under division (A) of this section.

Sec. 153.01. (A) Wienever any building or structure for the
use of the state or any institution supported in whole or in part
by the state or in or upon the public works of the state that is
admi ni stered by the Chio facilities construction conm ssion or by

any other state officer or state agency authorized by law to
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adm ni ster a project, including an educational institution |isted
in section 3345.50 of the Revised Code, is to be erected or
constructed, whenever additions, alterations, or structural or

ot her inprovenents are to be nmade, or whenever heating, cooling,

or ventilating plants or other equipnent is to be installed or
materi al supplied therefor, the estimted cost of which amounts to
two hundred thousand dollars or nore, or the anobunt determ ned
pursuant to section 153.53 of the Revised Code or nore, each

of ficer, board, or other authority upon which devol ves the duty of
constructing, erecting, altering, or installing the sane, referred
to in sections 153.01 to 153.60 of the Revised Code as the public
authority, shall cause to be nade, by an architect or engi neer
whose contract of enploynent shall be prepared and approved by the

attorney general, the foll ow ng:

(1) Full and accurate plans, suitable for the use of
mechani cs and other builders in the construction, inprovenent,

addition, alteration, or installation;

(2) Details to scale and full-sized, so drawn and represented

as to be easily understood;

(3) Definite and conpl ete specifications of the work to be
performed, together with directions that will enable a conpetent
mechani c or other builder to carry themout and afford bidders al

needf ul i nformation;

(4) A full and accurate estimate of each item of expense and

the aggregate cost of those itens of expense;
(5) Alife-cycle cost analysis;

(6) Further data as may be required by the OChio facilities

constructi on conm SSi on

(B)(1) Division (A) of this section shall not be required
with respect to a construction managenent contract entered into

with a construction manager at risk as described in section 9.334
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of the Revised Code or a design-build contract entered into with a
design-build firmas described in section 153.693 of the Revised
Code.

(2) Nothing in this chapter shall interfere with the power of

the director of transportation to prepare plans for., acquire

ri ghts-of-way for, construct, or maintain transportation

facilities, or to let contracts for those purposes.

Sec. 153.65. As used in sections 153.65 to 153.73 of the
Revi sed Code:

experience of the enployees within the firmwho woul d be assi gned

(E) "Design-build contract" nmeans a contract between a public
authority and another person that obligates the person to provide

desi gn-bui |l d servi ces.

(F) "Design-build firnf means a person capabl e of providing

desi gn-bui | d servi ces.

(G "Design-build services" means services that form an
integrated delivery systemfor which a person is responsible to a
public authority for both the design and construction, denolition,

alteration, repair, or reconstruction of a public inprovenent.
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(H "Architect or engineer of record" neans the architect or
engi neer that serves as the final signatory on the plans and

specifications for the design-build project.

(1) "Criteria architect or engineer" neans the architect or
engi neer retained by a public authority to prepare conceptua
pl ans and specifications, to assist the public authority in
connection with the establishnment of the design criteria for a
design-build project, and, if requested by the public authority,
to serve as the representative of the public authority and
provide, during the design-build project, other design and
construction adm nistration services on behalf of the public
authority, including but not linmited to, confirming that the
design prepared by the design-build firmreflects the origina

design intent established in the design criteria package.

(J) "Open book pricing nethod" neans a nethod in which a
design-build firmprovides the public authority, at the public
authority's request, all books, records, docunents, contracts,
subcontracts, purchase orders, and other data in its possession
pertaining to the bidding, pricing, or performance of a contract

for design-build services awarded to the design-build firm

Sec. 307.05. As used in this section, "emergency nedica
servi ce organi zation" has the same neaning as in section 4765.01
of the Revi sed Code.

A board of county conm ssioners nay operate an anbul ance
service organi zati on or emergency nedical service organization
or, in counties with a population of forty thousand or |ess, nay
operate a nonenergency patient transport service organization, or
may enter into a contract with one or nore counties, townships,
muni ci pal corporations, nonprofit corporations, joint energency
medi cal services districts, fire and anbul ance districts, or

private anbul ance owners, regardl ess of whether such counties,
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townshi ps, nuni ci pal corporations, nonprofit corporations, joint
energency nedi cal services districts, fire and anbul ance
districts, or private anbul ance owners are located within or

wi thout the state, in order to furnish or obtain the services of
anbul ance service organi zations, to furnish or obtain additiona
servi ces from anbul ance service organi zations in tinmes of
energency, to furnish or obtain the services of energency nedica
service organi zations, or, in counties with a population of forty
thousand or less, to furnish or obtain services of nonenergency
patient transport service organi zations, or may enter into a
contract with any such entity to furnish or obtain the interchange
of services from anbul ance or energency nedi cal service

organi zations, or, within counties with a popul ation of forty
thousand or less, to furnish or obtain the interchange of services
from nonenergency patient transport service organi zations, within
the territories of the contracting subdivisions. Except in the
case of a contract with a joint energency nedical services
district to obtain the services of emergency nedical service
organi zati ons, such contracts shall not be entered into with a
public agency or nonprofit corporation that receives nore than
half of its operating funds from governnmental entities with the
intention of directly conpeting with the operation of other

anbul ance service organi zati ons, nonenergency patient transport
servi ce organi zations, or energency nedical service organi zations
in the county unless the public agency or nonprofit corporation is
awarded the contract after subnmitting the | owest and best bid to
the board of county comm ssioners. Any county w shing to comence
operation of a nonenergency patient transport service organi zation
or wwshing to enter into a contract for the first tinme to furnish
or obtain services froma nonenergency patient transport service
organi zation on or after March 1, 1993, including a county in

whi ch a private provider has been providing the service, shal

denmonstrate the need for public funding for the service to, and
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obtain approval from the state board of enmergency nedical, fire

and transportation services or its i mediate successor board prior

to operating or funding the organizati on.

When such an organi zation is operated by the board, the
organi zation may be administered by the board, by the county
sheriff, or by another county officer or enpl oyee designated by
the board. Al rules, including the determ ning of reasonable
rates, necessary for the establishnment, operation, and nai ntenance

of such an organi zation shall be adopted by the board.

A contract for services of an anbul ance service, nonenergency
patient transport service, or energency nedical service
organi zation shall include the terns, conditions, and stipul ations
as agreed to by the parties to the contract. It may provide for a
fi xed annual charge to be paid at the tines agreed upon and
stipulated in the contract, or for conpensation based upon a
stipulated price for each run, call, or energency or the nunber of
persons or pieces of apparatus enployed, or the el apsed tine of
service required in such run, call, or emergency, or any

conbi nati on thereof.

Sec. 307.051. As used in this section, "enmergency nedica
service organi zati on" has the sane nmeaning as in section 4766.01
of the Revi sed Code.

A board of county conm ssioners, by adoption of an

appropriate resolution, my choose to have the Ghieo state board of

energency nedical, fire, and transportation beard services |license

any energency nedical service organization it operates. |If a board
adopts such a resolution, Chapter 4766. of the Revised Code,

except for sections 4766.06 and 4766. 99 of the Revised Code,
applies to the county energency nedi cal service organization. Al
rul es adopted under the applicable sections of that chapter also

apply to the organi zation. A board, by adoption of an appropriate
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resolution, may renove its enmergency nedi cal service organization

fromthe jurisdiction of the Ghie state board of energency

nedical, fire, and transportati on beard services.

Sec. 307.055. (A) Subject to the terms and conditions of the
joint resolution creating it, each joint enmergency nedica
services district may furni sh anmbul ance servi ces and energency

nmedi cal services by one of the foll owi ng nethods:

(1) By operating an energency nedi cal service organization as
defined in section 4765.01 of the Revi sed Code;

(2) By contracting for the operation of one or nore

facilities pursuant to division (C) or (D) of this section;

(3) By providing necessary services and equi pment to the
district either directly or under a contract entered into pursuant

to division (B) of this section;

(4) By providing service through any conbi nati on of nethods

described in divisions (A (1) to (3) of this section.

(B) In order to obtain anmbul ance service, to obtain
addi ti onal ambul ance service in tines of enmergency, or to obtain
energency nedi cal services, a joint energency nedical services
district may enter into a contract, for a period not to exceed
three years, with one or nore counties, townships, municipal
corporations, joint fire districts, other governnental units that
provi de anmbul ance service or energency nedi cal services, nonprofit
corporations, or private anbul ance owners, regardl ess of whether
the entities contracted with are located within or outside this
state, upon such terns as are agreed to, to furnish or receive
anbul ance services or the interchange of anbul ance services or
energency medi cal services within the several territories of the
contracting subdivisions, if the contract is first authorized by

all boards of trustees and |l egislative authorities in the
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territories to be served.

Such a contract may provide for a fixed annual charge to be
paid at the tinmes agreed upon and stipulated in the contract; or
for conpensation based on a stipulated price for each run, call
or emergency or based on the elapsed tinme of service required for
each run, call, or energency, or based on any conbi nation of

t hese.

Expenditures of a district for anbul ance service or energency
nmedi cal service, whether pursuant to contract or otherw se, are
| awf ul expenditures, regardl ess of whether the district or the
party with which it contracts charges an additional fee to users

of the service.

(C The board of trustees may enter into a contract with any
person, nunicipal corporation, township, or other political
subdi vi sion, and any political subdivision my contract with the
board, for the operation and mai ntenance of energency nedica
services facilities regardl ess of whether the facilities used are
owned or |eased by the district, by another political subdivision,

or by the contractor.

(D) The district may purchase, |ease, and maintain all
mat erial s, buildings, |land, and equi prment, including vehicles, the

board consi ders necessary for the district.

When the board finds, by resolution, that the district has
personal property that is not needed for public use, or is
obsolete or unfit for the use for which it was acquired, the board
may di spose of the property in the same nanner as provided in
section 307.12 of the Revised Code.

(E) Except in the case of a contract with a board of county
comm ssioners for the provision of services of an energency
nmedi cal service organi zation, any contract entered into by a joint

energency nedi cal services district shall conformto the sane
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bi ddi ng requirenents that apply to county contracts under sections
307.86 to 307.92 of the Revised Code.

(F) A county participating in a joint district nmay contribute
any of its rights or interests in real or personal property,
i ncl udi ng noney, and nay contribute services to the district. Any
such contributions shall be nmade by a witten agreenent between
the contributing county and the district, specifying the
contribution as well as the rights of the participating counties
in the contributed property. Witten agreenents shall al so be
prepared specifying the rights of participating counties in
property acquired by the district other than by contribution of a
participating county. Witten agreenents required by this division
may be anended only by witten agreenent of all parties to the

ori gi nal agreenent.

(G Adistrict's board of trustees, by adoption of an

appropriate resolution, my choose to have the Ghie state board of

energency nedical, fire, and transportati on beard services |license
any energency nedical service organization the district operates.
If a board adopts such a resolution, Chapter 4766. of the Revised
Code, except for sections 4766.06 and 4766.99 of the Revi sed Code,
applies to the district emergency nedical service organization

Al'l rul es adopted under the applicable sections of that chapter

al so apply to the organi zation. A board, by adoption of an
appropriate resolution, may renove the district emergency nedica

servi ce organi zation fromthe jurisdiction of the Ghie state board

of enmergency nedical, fire, and transportati on beard services.

Sec. 505.37. (A) The board of township trustees may establish
all necessary rules to guard against the occurrence of fires and
to protect the property and lives of the citizens agai nst danage
and accidents, and may, with the approval of the specifications by

the prosecuting attorney or, if the towship has adopted linited
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hone rul e governnment under Chapter 504. of the Revised Code, with
the approval of the specifications by the township's |aw director,
purchase, |ease, |lease with an option to purchase, or otherwi se
provide any fire apparatus, mechanical resuscitators, or other
equi prent, appliances, materials, fire hydrants, and water supply
for fire-fighting purposes that seens advisable to the board. The
board shall provide for the care and mai ntenance of fire

equi prent, and, for these purposes, may purchase, |ease, |ease
with an option to purchase, or construct and naintain necessary
buil dings, and it may establish and naintain lines of fire-alarm
comuni cations within the limts of the township. The board may
enpl oy one or nore persons to maintain and operate fire-fighting
equi pnment, or it may enter into an agreenment with a volunteer fire
conpany for the use and operation of fire-fighting equi pnent. The
board nmay conpensate the nenbers of a volunteer fire conpany on

any basis and in any anmount that it considers equitable.

When the estinated cost to purchase fire apparatus,
nmechani cal resuscitators, other equi prment, appliances, materials,
fire hydrants, buildings, or fire-alarm comunications equi prment
or services exceeds fifty thousand dollars, the contract shall be
| et by conpetitive bidding. Wien conpetitive bidding is required,
the board shall advertise once a week for not |less than two
consecutive weeks in a newspaper of general circulation within the
townshi p. The board may al so cause notice to be inserted in trade
papers or other publications designated by it or to be distributed
by el ectroni c neans, including posting the notice on the board's
internet web site. |If the board posts the notice on its web site,
it may elimnate the second notice otherwi se required to be
published in a newspaper of general circulation within the
townshi p, provided that the first notice published in such

newspaper neets all of the follow ng requirenents:
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(1) It is published at |east two weeks before the opening of
bi ds.

(2) It includes a statenent that the notice is posted on the

board's internet web site.

(3) It includes the internet address of the board's internet

web site.

(4) It includes instructions describing how the notice nmay be

accessed on the board's internet web site.

The advertisenent shall include the tine, date, and place
where the clerk of the township, or the clerk's designee, wll
read bids publicly. The time, date, and place of bid openings may
be extended to a later date by the board of township trustees,
provided that witten or oral notice of the change shall be given
to all persons who have received or requested specifications not
| ater than ninety-six hours prior to the original tinme and date
fixed for the opening. The board may reject all the bids or accept
the I owest and best bid, provided that the successful bidder neets
the requirements of section 153.54 of the Revised Code when the
contract is for the construction, denolition, alteration, repair,

or reconstruction of an inprovenent.

(B) The boards of township trustees of any two or nore
townshi ps, or the legislative authorities of any two or nore
political subdivisions, or any conbi nati on of these, nay, through
joint action, unite in the joint purchase, |ease, |lease with an
option to purchase, maintenance, use, and operation of
fire-fighting equipnent, or for any other purpose designated in
sections 505.37 to 505.42 of the Revised Code, and may prorate the
expense of the joint action on any terns that are mutually agreed

upon.

(© The board of township trustees of any township may, by

resol uti on, whenever it is expedient and necessary to guard
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agai nst the occurrence of fires or to protect the property and
lives of the citizens against danages resulting fromtheir
occurrence, create a fire district of any portions of the township
that it considers necessary. The board nmay purchase, |ease, |ease
with an option to purchase, or otherw se provide any fire
apparatus, appliances, materials, fire hydrants, and water supply
for fire-fighting purposes, or may contract for the fire
protection for the fire district as provided in section 9.60 of
the Revised Code. The fire district so created shall be given a

separate nanme by which it shall be known.

Addi ti onal unincorporated territory of the township may be
added to a fire district upon the board' s adoption of a resol ution
authorizing the addition. A nunicipal corporation that is within
or adjoining the township nay be added to a fire district upon the
board's adoption of a resolution authorizing the addition and the
nmuni ci pal legislative authority's adoption of a resolution or
ordi nance requesting the addition of the municipal corporation to

the fire district.

If the township fire district inposes a tax, additiona
uni ncorporated territory of the township or a nunicipa
corporation that is within or adjoining the towship shall becone
part of the fire district only after all of the follow ng have

occurr ed:

(1) Adoption by the board of township trustees of a
resol uti on approving the expansion of the territorial linmts of
the district and, if the resolution proposes to add a mnuni ci pal
corporation, adoption by the municipal |egislative authority of a
resol ution or ordinance requesting the addition of the mnunici pal

corporation to the district;

(2) Adoption by the board of township trustees of a
resol uti on reconmendi ng the extension of the tax to the additional

territory;
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(3) Approval of the tax by the electors of the territory

proposed for addition to the district.

Each resolution of the board adopted under division (C)(2) of
this section shall state the name of the fire district, a
description of the territory to be added, and the rate and
term nation date of the tax, which shall be the rate and
termnation date of the tax currently in effect in the fire

district.

The board of trustees shall certify each resol ution adopted
under division (C(2) of this section to the board of elections in
accordance with section 5705.19 of the Revised Code. The el ection
requi red under division (C)(3) of this section shall be held,
canvassed, and certified in the manner provided for the subm ssion
of tax levies under section 5705.25 of the Revised Code, except

that the question appearing on the ballot shall read:

"Shall the territory within ........................
(description of the proposed territory to be added) be added to
........................ (nanme) fire district, and a property tax
at a rate of taxation not exceeding ...... (here insert tax rate)
be in effect for .......... (here insert the nunber of years the
tax is to be in effect or "a continuing period of tine," as

appl i cabl e) ?"

If the question is approved by at |least a mpjority of the
el ectors voting on it, the joinder shall be effective as of the
first day of July of the year follow ng approval, and on that
date, the township fire district tax shall be extended to the
taxabl e property within the territory that has been added. If the
territory that has been added is a nunicipal corporation and if it
had adopted a tax levy for fire purposes, the levy is term nated

on the effective date of the joinder.

Any muni ci pal corporation may withdraw froma township fire
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di strict created under division (C) of this section by the
adoption by the nunicipal legislative authority of a resolution or
ordi nance ordering withdrawal. On the first day of July of the
year follow ng the adoption of the resolution or ordinance of

wi t hdrawal , the municipal corporation withdrawi ng ceases to be a
part of the district, and the power of the fire district to levy a
tax upon taxabl e property in the w thdrawi ng nunici pal corporation
term nates, except that the fire district shall continue to | evy
and collect taxes for the paynent of indebtedness within the
territory of the fire district as it was conposed at the tinme the

i ndebt edness was i ncurred.

Upon the withdrawal of any mnunicipal corporation froma
township fire district created under division (C) of this section,
the county auditor shall ascertain, apportion, and order a
di vision of the funds on hand, noneys and taxes in the process of
coll ection except for taxes levied for the paynent of
i ndebt edness, credits, and real and personal property, either in
noney or in kind, on the basis of the valuation of the respective
tax duplicates of the w thdraw ng nunicipal corporation and the

remaining territory of the fire district.

A board of township trustees may renove uni ncor porated
territory of the township fromthe fire district upon the adoption
of a resolution authorizing the renmoval. On the first day of July
of the year follow ng the adoption of the resolution, the
uni ncorporated township territory described in the resol ution
ceases to be a part of the district, and the power of the fire
district to levy a tax upon taxable property in that territory
term nates, except that the fire district shall continue to | evy
and col l ect taxes for the paynent of indebtedness within the
territory of the fire district as it was conposed at the tinme the

i ndebt edness was i ncurred.

(D) The board of township trustees of any township, the board
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of fire district trustees of a fire district created under section
505. 371 of the Revised Code, or the legislative authority of any
nmuni ci pal corporation may purchase, |ease, or |lease with an option
to purchase the necessary fire-fighting equi pnent, buildings, and
sites for the township, fire district, or nunicipal corporation
and issue securities for that purpose with maxi rummaturities as
provided in section 133.20 of the Revised Code. The board of
township trustees, board of fire district trustees, or legislative
authority nmay al so construct any buil dings necessary to house
fire-fighting equi pnment and issue securities for that purpose with
maxi mum maturities as provided in section 133.20 of the Revised
Code.

The board of township trustees, board of fire district
trustees, or legislative authority nay issue the securities of the
township, fire district, or nunicipal corporation, signed by the
board or designated officer of the municipal corporation and
attested by the signature of the township fiscal officer, fire
district clerk, or municipal clerk, covering any deferred paynents
and payable at the tinmes provided, which securities shall bear
interest not to exceed the rate determined as provided in section
9.95 of the Revised Code, and shall not be subject to Chapter 133.
of the Revised Code. The | egislation authorizing the issuance of
the securities shall provide for |evying and coll ecting annually
by taxation, amounts sufficient to pay the interest on and
princi pal of the securities. The securities shall be offered for
sale on the open market or given to the vendor or contractor if no

sale i s nade.

Section 505.40 of the Revised Code does not apply to any
securities issued, or any lease with an option to purchase entered

into, in accordance with this division

(E) A board of township trustees of any township or a board

of fire district trustees of a fire district created under section
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505. 371 of the Revised Code may purchase a policy or policies of
liability insurance for the officers, enployees, and appointees of
the fire departnent, fire district, or joint fire district
governed by the board that includes personal injury liability
coverage as to the civil liability of those officers, enployees,

If it is necessary to acquire additiona
adj acent land for enlarging or inproving the fire station, the
board may purchase, appropriate, or accept a deed of gift for the

associ ated crosswal k. Pedestrians shall yield the right-of-way to
vehicles lawfully within the intersection at the tinme that the

flashing yellow signal indication is first displayed.

(4) When a flashing circular yellow signal indication is
di spl ayed as a beacon to suppl enent another traffic contro
device, road users are notified that there is a need to pay
addi tional attention to the nessage contai ned thereon or that the
regul atory or warning requirenents of the other traffic contro
devi ce, which mght not be applicable at all tinmes, are currently

appl i cabl e.
(F) Flashing red signal indication:

(1) Vehicular traffic, on an approach to an intersection,
facing a flashing circular red signal indication, shall stop at a
clearly marked stop line; but if there is no stop line, before
entering the crosswal k on the near side of the intersection; or if
there is no crosswal k, at the point nearest the intersecting
roadway where the driver has a view of approaching traffic on the
intersecting roadway before entering the intersection. The right
to proceed shall be subject to the provisions that are applicable

after making a stop at a stop sign.

(2) Pedestrians facing any flashing red signal indication at
an intersection, unless otherw se directed by a pedestrian signal
i ndication or other traffic control device, are pernitted to

proceed across the roadway wi thin any narked or unmarked
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associ ated crosswal k. Pedestrians shall yield the right-of-way to
vehicles lawfully within the intersection at the tinme that the

flashing red signal indication is first displayed.

(3) When a flashing circular red signal indication is
di spl ayed as a beacon to suppl enent another traffic contro
device, road users are notified that there is a need to pay
additional attention to the nessage contai ned thereon or that the
regul atory requirenents of the other traffic control device, which
nm ght not be applicable at all times, are currently applicable.
Use of this signal indication shall be linmted to suppl enenting
stop, do not enter, or wong way signs, and to applications where
conmpliance with the supplenented traffic control device requires a

stop at a designated point.

(G In the event an official traffic-control signal is
erected and naintained at a place other than an intersection, the
provisions of this section shall be applicable except as to those
provi sions which by their nature can have no application. Any stop
required shall be made at a sign or narking on the pavenent

(H) This section does not apply at railroad grade crossings.

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executive director or the nedical director of the board or on the
witten request of five nmenbers. The board shall naintain witten

or electronic records of its neetings.

(E) Upon twenty-four hours' notice froma nmenber of the
board, the menber's enployer shall release the nenber fromthe
menber' s enpl oynent duties to attend neetings of the full board.
Nothing in this paragraph division requires the enployer of a
menber of the board to conpensate the nenber for tinme the nenber
is released fromenpl oynent duties under this paragraph, but any
civil immunity, workers' conpensation, disability, or simlar
coverage that applies to a nenber of the board as a result of the
menber' s enpl oynent shall continue to apply while the nenber is

rel eased from enpl oynent duties under this paragraph.

Sec. 4765.03. (A) The director of public safety shall appoint
a full-time executive director for the state board of energency

medical, fire, and transportation services. The executive director

shall be know edgeabl e i n enmergency nedi cal services and trauna
care and shall serve at the pleasure of the director of public
safety. The director of public safety shall appoint the executive
director from anong three persons noninated by the board. The
director of public safety nay refuse, for cause, to appoint any of
the board's nonminees. If the director fails to appoint any of the
board's nom nees, the board shall continue to nom nate groups of
three persons until the director does appoint one of the board's
noni nees. The executive director shall serve as the chief
executive officer of the board and as the executive director of
the division of enmergency nedi cal services. The executive director
shal |l attend each nmeeting of the board, except the board may
exclude the executive director from di scussions concerning the
enpl oynment or performance of the executive director or nedical
director of the board. The executive director shall give a surety

bond to the state in such sumas the board determ nes, conditioned
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on the faithful performance of the duties of the executive
director's office. The executive director shall receive a salary
fromthe board and shall be reinbursed for actual and necessary

expenses incurred in carrying out duties as executive director.

The executive director shall submt a report to the director
of public safety at |east every three nonths regarding the status
of emergency nedical services in this state. The executive
director shall neet with the director of public safety at the

director's request.

(B) The board shall appoint a nmedical director, who shal
serve at the pleasure of the board. The medical director shall be
a physician certified by the American board of energency nedicine
or the American osteopathic board of enmergency nedicine who is
active in the practice of energency nedi ci ne and has been actively
i nvol ved with an energency nedi cal service organization for at
| east five years prior to being appointed. The board shal
consi der any reconmendations for this appointnment fromthe Chio
chapter of the Anerican college of energency physicians, the Chio
chapter of the American college of surgeons, the Chio chapter of
the Anerican acadeny of pediatrics, the Chio osteopathic

associ ation, and the Ohio state nedi cal associ ation.

The nedical director shall direct the executive director and
advi se the board with regard to adult and pediatric traum and
energency nedi cal services issues. The nedical director shal
attend each neeting of the board, except the board may excl ude the
medi cal director from discussions concerning the appointnment or
performance of the nmedical director or executive director of the
board. The nedical director shall be enployed and paid by the
board and shall be reinbursed for actual and necessary expenses

incurred in carrying out duties as nedical director.

(C The board may appoi nt enpl oyees as it deternines
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necessary. The board shall prescribe the duties and titles of its

enpl oyees.

Sec. 4765.04. (A The firefighter and fire safety inspector

training conmittee of the state board of emergency nedical, fire

and transportation services is hereby created and shall consist of
the nenbers of the board who are chiefs of fire departnents, and
the menbers of the board who are energency nedi cal

t echni ci ans-basi c, energency nedi cal technicians-internediate, and
energency nedi cal technicians-paranmedi ¢ appoi nted from anong
persons nom nated by the Chio association of professional fire
fighters or the northern Chio fire fighters and from anong persons
noni nated by the Ohio state firefighter's association. Each nenber
of the committee, except the chairperson, may designate a person
with fire experience to serve in that nenber's place. The nenbers
of the committee or their designees shall select a chairperson

The committee may conduct investigations in the course of
di scharging its duties under this chapter. In the course of an
i nvestigation, the conmittee may issue subpoenas. |f a person
subpoenaed fails to conply with the subpoena, the conmittee may
authorize its chairperson to apply to the court of common pleas in
the county where the person to be subpoenaed resides for an order
compel ling conpliance in the sane manner as conpliance with a

subpoena i ssued by the court is conpelled.

(B) The trauma conmttee of the state board of emnergency

medical, fire, and transportation services is hereby created and

shal |l consist of the follow ng nenbers appointed by the director

of public safety:

(1) A physician who is certified by the Anerican board of
surgery or American osteopathic board of surgery and actively

practices general trauma surgery, appointed from anong three
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persons nom nated by the Chio chapter of the American coll ege of
surgeons, three persons nom nated by the Chio state nedica
associ ation, and three persons nom nated by the Chi o osteopathic

associ ati on;

(2) A physician who is certified by the American board of
surgery or the Anmerican osteopathic board of surgery and actively
practices orthopedic trauma surgery, appoi nted from anong three
persons nom nated by the Chio orthopedic society and three persons

noni nated by the Chi o osteopathic association;

(3) A physician who is certified by the American board of
neur ol ogi cal surgeons or the American osteopathic board of surgery
and actively practices neurosurgery on trauma victins, appointed
from anong three persons nomi nated by the Onhio state neurol ogica
soci ety and three persons nom nated by the Chi o osteopathic

associ ati on;

(4) A physician who is certified by the American board of
surgeons or Anmerican osteopathic board of surgeons and actively
specializes in treating burn victins, appointed from anong three
persons nomninated by the Chio chapter of the Anerican coll ege of
surgeons and three persons nom nated by the Chi o osteopathic

associ ati on;

(5) A dentist who is certified by the American board of oral
and maxillofacial surgery and actively practices oral and
nmaxi | | of aci al surgery, appointed from anong three persons

noni nated by the Chio dental association

(6) A physician who is certified by the American board of
physi cal nmedicine and rehabilitation or American osteopathic board
of rehabilitation nedicine and actively provides rehabilitative
care to trauma victins, appointed from anong three persons
noni nated by the Chio society of physical nedicine and

rehabilitation and three persons nomi nated by the Chi o osteopathic
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associ ati on;

(7) A physician who is certified by the American board of
surgery or American osteopathic board of surgery with special
qualifications in pediatric surgery and actively practices
pediatric trauma surgery, appointed from anong three persons
nonmi nated by the Ohio chapter of the Anerican acadeny of
pedi atrics and three persons nom nated by the Chio osteopathic

associ ati on;

(8) A physician who is certified by the American board of
energency nedi ci ne or Anerican osteopathic board of energency
nmedi ci ne, actively practices energency nedicine, and is actively
i nvol ved i n emergency nedi cal services, appointed from anong three
persons nomi nated by the Chio chapter of the Anerican coll ege of
ener gency physicians and three persons noninated by the Chio

ost eopat hi ¢ associ ati on;

(9) A physician who is certified by the American board of

pedi atrics, American osteopathic board of pediatrics, or American
board of energency nedicine, is sub-boarded in pediatric enmergency
nmedi ci ne, actively practices pediatric energency nedicine, and is
actively involved in energency nedical services, appointed from
anong t hree persons nom nated by the Chio chapter of the Anmerican
acadeny of pediatrics, three persons nom nated by the Chio chapter
of the Anerican coll ege of energency physicians, and three persons

noni nated by the Chi o osteopathic association;

(10) A physician who is certified by the American board of
surgery, American osteopathic board of surgery, or Anerican board
of emergency nedicine and is the chief nmedical officer of an air
nedi cal organi zati on, appointed from anong t hree persons nom nat ed

by the Chio association of air nedical services;

(11) A coroner or nedical exam ner appointed from anong three

peopl e noninated by the Chio state coroners' association
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(12) A registered nurse who actively practices traunma nursing
at an adult or pediatric trauna center, appointed from anong three
persons nom nated by the Chio association of trauma nurse

coordi nators;

(13) A registered nurse who actively practices energency
nursing and is actively involved in energency nedical services,
appoi nted from anong t hree persons nom nated by the Chio chapter

of the enmergency nurses' association

(14) The chief trauna registrar of an adult or pediatric
trauma center, appointed from anong three persons noni nated by the

alliance of Chio trauma registrars;

(15) The adm nistrator of an adult or pediatric trauma
center, appointed from anong three persons nom nated by OHA: the
associ ation for hospitals and health systens, three persons
noni nated by the Chi o osteopathic association, three persons
noni nated by the association of Ohio children's hospitals, and

three persons nominated by the health forum of GChio;

(16) The adm nistrator of a hospital that is not a trauma
center and actively provides enmergency care to adult or pediatric
trauma patients, appointed from anong three persons nom nated by
CHA: the association for hospitals and health systens, three
persons nom nated by the Chi o osteopathic association, three
persons nom nated by the association of Chio children's hospitals,

and three persons nom nated by the health forum of OChio;

(17) The operator of an anbul ance conpany that actively
provides trauma care to energency patients, appointed from anpong

three persons nominated by the Chi o anbul ance associ ati on;

(18) The chief of a fire departnent that actively provides
trauma care to enmergency patients, appointed from anong three

persons nom nated by the Chio fire chiefs' association

(19) An EMI or paranedic who is certified under this chapter
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and actively provides trauma care to enmergency patients, appointed
from anmong three persons nom nated by the Chio association of
professional firefighters, three persons noninated by the northern
Ohio fire fighters, three persons noninated by the Chio state
firefighters' association, and three persons noninated by the GChio

associ ati on of energency nedi cal services;

(20) A person who actively advocates for trauma victins,
appoi nted fromthree persons nom nated by the Chio brain injury
associ ation and three persons nomninated by the governor's counci

on people with disabilities;

(21) A physician or nurse who has substantial administrative
responsibility for trauma care provided in or by an adult or
pediatric trauma center, appointed from anong three persons
nom nated by OHA: the association for hospitals and health
systens, three persons noninated by the Chi o osteopathic
associ ation, three persons noninated by the association of Chio
children's hospitals, and three persons noninated by the health

f orum of OChi o;

(22) Three representatives of hospitals that are not trauma
centers and actively provide emergency care to trauma patients,
appoi nted from anong t hree persons nom nated by OHA: the
association for hospitals and health systens, three persons
noni nated by the Chi o osteopathic association, three persons
noni nated by the association of Ohio children's hospitals, and
three persons noninated by the health forum of GChio. The
representatives may be hospital adninistrators, physicians,

nurses, or other clinical professionals.

Menbers of the commttee shall have substantial experience in
the categories they represent, shall be residents of this state,

and may be nmenbers of the state board of enmergency nedical, fire

and transportation services. In appointing nenbers of the

committee, the director shall attenpt to include nmenbers
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representing urban and rural areas, various geographical areas of
the state, and various schools of training. The director shall not
appoint to the conmttee nore than one nmenber who is enpl oyed by
or practices at the same hospital, health system or energency

medi cal service organi zation

The director may refuse to appoint any of the persons
nom nated by an organi zati on or organi zati ons under this division.
In that event, the organization or organi zations shall continue to
noni nate the required nunber of persons until the director
appoints to the comittee one or nore of the persons noni nated by

t he organi zati on or organi zati ons.

Initial appointnents to the conmttee shall be nade by the
director not later than ninety days after Novenber 3, 2000.
Menmbers of the committee shall serve at the pleasure of the
di rector, except that any nmenber of the conmmittee who ceases to be
qualified for the position to which the nmenber was appoi nted shal
cease to be a nenber of the committee. Vacancies on the committee

shall be filled in the same manner as origi nal appoi ntnents.

The nmenbers of the committee shall serve wi thout conpensation
but shall be reinbursed for actual and necessary expenses incurred

in carrying out duties as nenbers of the conmttee.

The committee shall select a chairperson and vice-chairperson
fromanong its nenbers. A ngjority of all nenbers of the comittee
shall constitute a quorum No action shall be taken without the
concurrence of a majority of all nmenbers of the commttee. The
conmttee shall neet at the call of the chair, upon witten
request of five nmenbers of the comrittee, and at the direction of

the state board of energency nedical, fire, and transportation

services. The commttee shall not neet at tines or |ocations that
conflict with neetings of the board. The executive director and

nmedi cal director of the state board of energency nedical, fire

and transportation services may participate in any neeting of the
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commttee and shall do so at the request of the conmittee.

The comm ttee shall advise and assist the state board of

energency nedical, fire, and transportation services in matters

related to adult and pediatric trauma care and the establishnent
and operation of the state trauna registry. In matters relating to
the state trauma registry, the board and the conmttee shal

consult with trauma registrars fromadult and pediatric trauma
centers in the state. The committee nmay appoint a subcommittee to
advi se and assist with the trauna registry. The subconmittee nay

i nclude persons with expertise relevant to the traunma registry who

are not nenbers of the board or comm ttee.

(C The state board of emergency nedical, fire, and

transportati on services may appoint other committees and

subcomrittees as it considers necessary.

(D) The state board of energency nedical, fire, and

transportation services, and any of its comittees or

subconmi ttees, may request assistance from any state agency. The
board and its comittees and subconmittees nmay permit persons who
are not nmenbers of those bodies to participate in deliberations of
those bodies, but no person who is not a nenber of the board shal
vote on the board and no person who is not a nenber of a cormittee
created under division (A or (B) of this section shall vote on

that comm ttee.

(E) Sections 101.82 to 101.87 of the Revised Code do not
apply to the committees established under division (A or (B) of

this section.

Sec. 4765.05. (A) As used in this section, "prehospita
energency medi cal services" nmeans an energency medical services
system that provides nmedical services to patients who require
i medi ate assi stance, because of illness or injury, prior to their

arrival at an enmergency nedical facility.
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(B) The state board of energency nedical, fire, and

transportation services shall divide the state geographically into
prehospi tal energency nedi cal services regions for purposes of
overseeing the delivery of adult and pediatric prehospital
energency nedi cal services. For each prehospital energency nedica

services region, the state board of energency nmedical, fire, and

transportation services shall appoint either a physician to serve

as the regional director or a physician advisory board to serve as
the regional advisory board. The state board of energency nedical .,

fire, and transportation services shall specify the duties of each

regional director and regional advisory board. Regional directors
and nmenbers of regional advisory boards shall serve w thout
conpensation, but shall be reinbursed for actual and necessary
expenses incurred in carrying out duties as regional directors and

menbers of regional advisory boards.

(© Nothing in this section shall be construed to limt in
any way the ability of a hospital to deternine the nmarket area of

that hospital

Sec. 4765.06. (A) The state board of emergency nedical, fire

and transportation services shall establish an energency nedi cal

services incidence reporting systemfor the collection of
information regarding the delivery of enmergency nedical services
inthis state and the frequency at which the services are
provided. Al energency nedi cal service organi zations shall submt
to the board any information that the board deternines is

necessary for maintaining the incidence reporting system

(B) The board shall establish a state trauma registry to be
used for the collection of information regarding the care of adult
and pediatric trauma victins in this state. The registry shal
provide for the reporting of adult and pediatric traunma-rel ated

deaths, identification of adult and pediatric trauma patients,
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nonitoring of adult and pediatric trauna patient care data,
determ nation of the total anmount of unconpensated adult and
pediatric trauma care provided annually by each facility that
provi des care to trauma victins, and collection of any other

i nformati on specified by the board. Al persons designated by the
board shall submt to the board any information it determnes is
necessary for maintaining the state trauma registry. At the
request of the board any state agency possessing information
regarding adult or pediatric trauma care shall provide the
information to the board. The board shall naintain the state
trauma registry in accordance with rul es adopted under section
4765. 11 of the Revised Code.

Rules relating to the state trauna regi stry adopted under
this section and section 4765.11 of the Revised Code shall not
prohibit the operation of other trauna registries and nmay provide
for the reporting of infornmation to the state trauma registry by
or through other trauma registries in a nanner consistent with
i nformati on otherwi se reported to the state trauma registry. Q her
trauma registries may report aggregate information to the state
trauma registry, provided the information can be matched to the
person that reported it. Information maintained by another trauna
registry and reported to the state trauma registry in lieu of
being reported directly to the state trauma registry is a public
record and shall be maintai ned, nade available to the public, held
in confidence, risk adjusted, and not subject to discovery or
introduction into evidence in a civil action as provided in
section 149.43 of the Revised Code and this section. Any person
who provides, maintains, or risk adjusts such information shal
comply with this section and rul es adopted under it in performng
that function and has the sane inmunities with respect to that
function as a person who perfornms that function with respect to

the state trauma registry.
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(© The board and any enpl oyee or contractor of the board or
the departnment of public safety shall not make public information
it receives under Chapter 4765. of the Revised Code that
identifies or would tend to identify a specific recipient of

energency nedi cal services or adult or pediatric trauma care.

(D) Not later than two years after Novenber 3, 2000, the
board shall adopt and inplenment rules under section 4765.11 of the
Revi sed Code that provide witten standards and procedures for
ri sk adjustment of information received by the board under Chapter
4765. of the Revised Code. The rules shall be devel oped in
consultation with appropriate nmedical, hospital, and energency
nmedi cal service organi zations and nmay provide for risk adjustnent
by a contractor of the board. Except as provided in division (G
of this section, before risk adjustnment standards and procedures
are inplemented, no nenber of the board and no enpl oyee or
contractor of the board or the departnent of public safety shal
nmake public information received by the board under Chapter 4765.

pediatric trauma care. Except as provided in division (G of this
section, after risk adjustment standards and procedures are

(E) The board shall adopt rul es under section 4765.11 of the
Revi sed Code that specify procedures for ensuring the
confidentiality of information that is not to be made public under
this section. The rules shall specify the circunstances in which
del i berations of the persons perform ng risk adjustnent functions
under this section are not open to the public and records of those
del i berations are maintained in confidence. Nothing in this
section prohibits the board from naking public statistical

i nformation that does not identify or tend to identify a specific
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reci pient or provider of enmergency nedical services or adult or

pedi atric trauma care.

(F) No provider that furnishes information to the board with
respect to any patient the provider exami ned or treated shall,
because of this furnishing, be deened |iable in damages to any
person or be held to answer for betrayal of a professiona
confidence in the absence of willful or wanton m sconduct. No such
informati on shall be subject to introduction in evidence in any
civil action against the provider. No provider that furnishes
information to the board shall be liable for the m suse or
i mproper release of the information by the board or any ot her

per son.

No person who performs risk adjustnent functions under this
section shall, because of perform ng such functions, be held
liable in a civil action for betrayal of professional confidence

or otherwise in the absence of willful or wanton m sconduct.

(G The board may transnit data that identifies or tends to
identify a specific provider of enmergency nedical services care
and has not been risk-adjusted fromthe enmergency nedical services
incident reporting systemdirectly to the national energency
nmedi cal services information system pursuant to a witten
contract between the board and the federal agency that adnministers
the national energency nedical services infornmation system which
shall ensure to the naxi num extent permitted by federal |aw that
such agency shall use such data solely for inclusion in the
nati onal energency nedi cal services information system and shal
not di sclose such data to the public, through |egal discovery, a
freedom of information request, or otherwise, in a manner that
identifies or tends to identify a specific provider of energency

medi cal services care

Sec. 4765.07. (A) The state board of emergency nedical, fire
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and transportation services shall adopt rules under section
4765. 11 of the Revised Code to establish and adm nister a grant
program under which grants are distributed according to the

follow ng priorities:

(1) First priority shall be given to energency nedica
servi ce organi zations for the training of personnel, for the
pur chase of equi pment and vehicles, and to i nprove the
availability, accessibility, and quality of emergency nedica
services in this state.

(5) Fifth priority shall be given to entities that conduct

research on, test, or evaluate one or nore of the follow ng:

(a) Procedures governing the performance of energency nedica

services in this state;
(b) The training of energency mnedical service personnel
(c) The staffing of energency medical service organi zati ons.

(6) For grants distributed for the grant award years
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occurring not later than the award year endi ng June 30, 2017
sixth priority shall be given to entities that operate paranedic
trai ning prograns and are seeking national accreditation of the

prograns.

(B) To be eligible for a grant distributed pursuant to
di vision (A)(6) of this section, an applicant for the grant shal

neet all of the follow ng conditions:

(1) Hold a certificate of accreditation issued by the board
under section 4765.17 of the Revised Code to operate a paranedic

trai ni ng program

(2) Be seeking initial national accreditation of the program

froman accrediting organi zati on approved by the board;

(3) Apply for the national accreditation on or after February
25, 2010.

(C The grant programshall be funded fromthe traunma and
energency nedi cal services fund created by section 4513.263 of the
Revi sed Code.

Sec. 4765.08. The state board of emergency nedical, fire, and

transportation services shall prepare a statew de energency

medi cal services plan and shall revise the plan as necessary.

The board shall prepare a plan for the statew de regulation
of emergency nedi cal services during periods of disaster. The plan
shall be consistent with the statew de energency nedical services
pl an required under this section and with the statew de energency
operations plan required under section 5502.22 of the Revised
Code. The board shall submit the plan to the enmergency managenent
agency created under section 5502.22 of the Revised Code. The
board shall cooperate with the agency in any other manner the
agency consi ders necessary to devel op and i npl ement the statew de

ener gency operations plan.
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Sec. 4765.09. The state board of enmergency nedical, fire, and

transportation services shall prepare recomendations for the

operation of anbul ance service organi zations, air nedical
organi zati ons, and energency nedi cal service organi zations. Wthin
thirty days follow ng the preparation or nodification of
recommendati ons, the board shall notify the board of county

commi ssioners of any county, the board of township trustees of any

(7) Work with appropriate state offices in coordinating the
training of firefighters and energency nedi cal service personnel
O her state offices that are involved in the training of
firefighters or energency nedi cal service personnel shal
cooperate with the board and its commttees and subcommittees to

achi eve this goal

(8) Provide a liaison to the state energency operation center
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during those periods when a disaster, as defined in section
5502. 21 of the Revised Code, has occurred in this state and the

governor has decl ared an enmergency as defined in that section
(B) The board may do any of the follow ng:

(1) Investigate conplaints concerning emergency nedi ca
servi ces and energency medi cal service organizations as it

det erm nes necessary;

(2) Enter into reciprocal agreenents with other states that

Any person may submt to the board a witten conpl aint
regarding an alleged violation of this chapter or a rul e adopted
under it. In the absence of fraud or bad faith, no person
subnitting a conplaint to the board or testifying in an

amendnent .

(D) No provider of emergency nedical services or person who
provi des nedical direction to enmergency nedi cal service personne
inthis state shall fail to conply with the state triage protocols
adopt ed under division (A) of this section or applicable regiona

triage protocols approved under division (B)(2) of this section.

(E) The state board of energency nedical, fire, and

transportation services shall adopt rules under section 4765.11 of

the Revised Code that provide for enforcenent of the state triage
protocol s adopted under division (A) of this section and regi onal
triage protocols approved under division (B)(2) of this section,
and for education regarding those protocols for energency nedical
servi ce organi zati ons and personnel, regional directors and

regi onal physician advi sory boards, energency nedical service
instructors, and persons who regularly provide nedical direction

to energency nedical service personnel in this state.

Sec. 4765.42. Each energency nedi cal service organization
shall give notice of the nane of its nedical director or the nanmes
of the nmenbers of its cooperating physician advisory board to the

state board of emergency nedical, fire, and transportation

services. The notice shall be made in witing.

assi stance, unless the advisory conmuni cation or assistance is
provided in a manner that constitutes willful or wanton
nm sconduct.

by an emergency nedical service organization that is not owned or
operated by a political subdivision as defined in section 2744.01
of the Revised Code, is not liable in danages in a civil action
for injury, death, or loss to person or property that is caused by

the operation of an anbul ance by the EMI-basic, EMI-1, paranedic,
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or other operator while responding to or conpleting a call for
energency nedi cal services, unless the operation constitutes

wi Il ful or wanton mi sconduct or does not conply with the
precauti ons of section 4511.03 of the Revised Code.

The director shall require all bidders to furnish the
di rector, upon such forns as the director nmay prescribe, detailed
information with respect to all pending work of the bidder,
whet her with the departnent of transportation or otherw se,
together with such other information as the director considers

necessary.

In the event a bidder fails to subnit anything required to be
subnmitted with the bid and then fails or refuses to so subnit such
at the request of the director, the failure or refusal constitutes
grounds for the director, in the director's discretion, to declare

as forfeited the bid guaranty submtted with the bid.

The director may reject any or all bids. Except in regard to
contracts for environnmental renediation and specialty work for
which there are no classes of work set out in the rul es adopted by

the director, if the director awards the contract, the director
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shall award it to the | owest conpetent and responsi bl e bidder as
defined by rules adopted by the director under section 5525.05 of
the Revised Code, who is qualified to bid under sections 5525.02
to 5525.09 of the Revised Code. In regard to contracts for
environnmental renedi ati on and specialty work for which there are
no classes of work set out in the rules adopted by the director,
the director shall conpetitively bid the projects in accordance
with this chapter and shall award the contracts to the | owest and
best bi dder.

The award for all projects conpetitively let by the director
under this section shall be made within ten days after the date on
whi ch the bids are opened, and the successful bidder shall enter
into a contract and furnish a contract performance bond and a
paynent bond, as provided for in section 5525.16 of the Revised
Code, within ten days after the bidder is notified that the bidder

has been awarded the contract.

The director may insert in any contract awarded under this
chapter a clause providing for val ue engi neeri ng change proposals,
under which a contractor who has been awarded a contract nay
propose a change in the plans and specifications of the project
that saves the departnment tinme or noney on the project wthout
i mpairing any of the essential functions and characteristics of
the project such as service life, reliability, econony of
operation, ease of mmintenance, safety, and necessary standardi zed
features. If the director adopts the val ue engi neering proposal
the savings fromthe proposal shall be divided between the
departnment and the contractor according to guidelines established
by the director, provided that the contractor shall receive at
|l east fifty per cent of the savings fromthe proposal. The
adoption of a value engi neering proposal does not invalidate the
award of the contract or require the director to rebid the

proj ect .
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Sec. 5525.16. (A) Before entering into a contract, the
director of transportation shall require a contract performance

bond and a paynent bond with sufficient sureties, as follows:

(1) A contract performance bond in an amobunt equal to one
hundred per cent of the estiwated——ecost—of—the—werk contract
amount, conditioned, anong other things, that the contractor wll
performthe work upon the ternms proposed, within the tine
prescribed, and in accordance with the plans and specifications,
will indemify the state against any danmage that nay result from
any failure of the contractor to so perform and, further, in case
of a grade separation will indemify any railroad conpany invol ved
agai nst any danage that may result by reason of the negligence of

the contractor in making the inprovenent.

(2) A paynment bond in an anount equal to one hundred per cent

i mprovenent, or project involved.

(B) In no case is the state liable for damages sustained in
the construction of any work, inprovenent, or project under this

5517., 5519., 5521., 5523., 5527., 5528., 5529., 5531., 5533., and
5535. of the Revised Code.

This section does not require the director to take bonds as
described in division (A) of this section in connection with any
force account work, but the director may require those bonds in

connection with force account work.

If any bonds taken under this section are executed by a
surety conpany, the director nay not approve such bonds unl ess
there is attached a certificate of the superintendent of insurance

that the conpany is authorized to transact business in this state,
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and a copy of the power of attorney of the agent of the conpany.
The superintendent, upon request, shall issue to any licensed

agent of such conpany the certificate w thout charge.

The bonds required to be taken under this section shall be
executed by the sane surety, approved by the director as to
sufficiency of the sureties, and be in the form prescribed by the

attorney general.

(O Any person to whom any noney is due for |abor or work
performed or materials furnished in connection with a work,
i mprovenment, or project, at any tinme after performnming the |abor or
furnishing the materials but not later than ninety days after the
acceptance of the work, inprovenent, or project by the director,
may furnish to the sureties on the paynent bond a statenent of the
anount due the person. If the indebtedness is not paid in full at
the expiration of sixty days after the statenent is furnished, the
person nmay conmence an action in the person's own nanme upon the
bond as provided in sections 2307.06 and 2307. 07 of the Revised
Code.

An action shall not be commenced against the sureties on a
paynment bond until sixty days after the furnishing of the
statenment described in this section or, notw thstanding section
2305.12 of the Revised Code, |ater than one year after the date of

the acceptance of the work, inprovenent, or project.

For the purposes of
this chapter, "doing business" means engaging in any activity,
whet her legal or illegal, that is conducted for, or results in,
gain, profit, or income, at any tinme during the a cal endar year
Persons on which the conmercial activity tax is |evied include,
but are not limted to, persons with substantial nexus with this
state. The tax inposed under this section is not a transacti onal
tax and is not subject to Public Law No. 86-272, 73 Stat. 555. The
tax inmposed under this section is in addition to any other taxes
or fees inposed under the Revised Code. The tax |evied under this
section is inmposed on the person receiving the gross receipts and
is not a tax inposed directly on a purchaser. The tax inposed by
this section is an annual privilege tax for the cal endar year
that, in the case of cal endar year taxpayers, is the annual tax
period and, in the case of cal endar quarter taxpayers, contains
all quarterly tax periods in the cal endar year. A taxpayer is
