Thanks for making clarification in Item 2A, as it should not be spoken that a person is confined to a wheelchair, and instead medically fragile and may use a wheelchair for independence and their safety as well as the safety around them.
This bill has a good understanding that Persons that are medically fragile NEEDS transportation that allows for their DME device, IE Walker, Powered or Non Powered Device, One concern I do have is there is all this in place for admitting and discharging from a hospital stay however when one is Discharged from the ED the person is shown the door and they are to fend for any services on their own.
