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Chairman Eklund, Vice-Chair Obhof, Ranking-Member Thomas, ladies and gentlemen of the Senate Criminal Justice Committee, thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak on behalf of HB 110, Brandon’s Law. The Ohio Bicycle Federation supports this important legislation, which will allow increased penalties to be imposed for hit & run crashes that result in injury or death in Ohio.

Approximately 25% of all crashes result in injury or fatality, and 8% of all injury and fatal crashes are hit/skip. But it is far more likely that a pedestrian or cyclist will be injured or killed in a crash involving a motor vehicle. Approximately 84% of cyclists are injured or killed in reported bicycle-related Ohio crashes and 20% of these crashes are hit/skip. Approximately 93% of pedestrians are injured or killed in reported pedestrian-related Ohio crashes and 28% of these crashes are hit/skip.

This is an intolerable problem – and HB 110 would send a clear message that the State of Ohio is going to punish drivers severely if they fail to stop, notify police and remain at the scene of the crash they caused. In Brandon’s memory and the memory of 36 Ohioans who were killed in hit & run crashes in Ohio in 2014, we ask that the Ohio Senate please pass HB 110.
