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Cleveland has a system that works.  HB 341 recognizes that their circumstances are different than in other areas of the state.
The towing rate is $125 for an illegally parked car or an accident, $175 for an arrest, and $50 if your car is stolen.
The reason the rate is slightly higher than the $90 tow rate is because the tower is expected to arrive within 30 minutes, and the fee includes 30 minutes worth of labor.   In Cleveland the rate is a set rate unless it is a commercial tow that requires bigger equipment or more than 30 minutes of labor.
Accident Cars:  if a car is rolled over and requires more labor, the rate is the same as if they are towing an accident where the car can be hooked and driven away.  City Council landed on $125 as rate that averages complicated and simple tows. 
Illegally Parked Cars: even though the rate is $125, only 1 in 3 cars in Cleveland gets picked up.  Towers only get paid when cars get picked up, so the illegally parked car rate in Cleveland averages out to $41.66.
Other issues in HB 341
· Creates a simpler way to get a “For Destruction Only” title to get rid of the thousands of cars piling up on lots across Ohio.
· Recognizes that not every violation of the law, especially small administrative mistakes, should put an entire business at risk.
· Recognizes that police tows are not the same as private tow away zone tows.
· Expands PUCO authority to further regulate the industry.
· Creates a process to fairly deal with insurers and towers to resolve disagreements regarding bills.
