To enact section 3717.042 of the Revised Code to 

require the Director of Agriculture and the 

Director of Health to adopt rules governing 

reviews of registered sanitarians and 

sanitarians-in-training who conduct inspections 

of retail food establishments and food service 

operations.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That section 3717.042 of the Revised Code be 

enacted to read as follows:

Sec. 3717.042.   (A) As used in this section:  

(1) "Registered sanitarian" and "sanitarian-in-training" 

have the same meanings as in section 4736.01 of the Revised 

Code.

(2) "Reviewer" means a person so designated under division 

(C) of this section.

(B) The director of agriculture and the director of health 

j  ointly shall adopt rules establishing procedures and   
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requirements governing reviews of inspections conducted by 

registered sanitarians and sanitarians-in-training of retail 

food establishments and food service operations under this 

chapter. The reviews shall be included in surveys of boards of 

health conducted under section 3717.11 of the Revised Code.

The rules shall establish all of the following:

(1) A methodology to be used by a reviewer when reviewing 

an inspection conducted by a registered sanitarian or 

sanitarian-in-training to determine if the registered sanitarian 

or sanitarian-in-training properly identified critical 

violations through application of this chapter and rules adopted 

under it. The methodology shall require a registered sanitarian 

or sanitarian-in-training to meet the following standards:

(a) If the reviewer documents at least one but not more 

than five critical violations, the registered sanitarian or 

sanitarian-in-training shall not fail to identify more than one 

critical violation documented by the reviewer.

(b) If the reviewer documents at least six but not more 

than ten critical violations, the registered sanitarian or 

sanitarian-in-training shall not fail to identify more than two 

critical violations documented by the reviewer.

(c) If the reviewer documents more than ten critical 

violations, the registered sanitarian or sanitarian-in-training 

shall not fail to identify more than two critical violations 

documented by the reviewer or more than ten per cent of the 

critical violations documented by the reviewer, whichever is 

greater.

(2) A definition of "critical violation" for purposes of 

rules adopted under division (A)(1) of this section. The 
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director of agriculture and the director of health shall adopt 

rules under division (A)(2) of this section in conjunction with 

the Ohio environmental health association and the association of 

Ohio health commissioners.

(3) A requirement that a registered sanitarian or 

sanitarian-in-training verbally identify or document any 

n  oncritical violations during an inspection;  

(4) A requirement that a reviewer document all noncritical 

violations during an inspection on a form jointly approved by 

the directors of health and agriculture. The rules shall require 

the reviewer to compare the noncritical violations documented by 

the reviewer with the noncritical violations verbally identified 

or documented by the registered sanitarian or sanitarian-in-

training during the inspection. The rules also shall require the 

reviewer to conduct the comparison immediately after the 

inspection.

(5) A requirement that a reviewer issue a report at the 

conclusion of an inspection conducted by a registered sanitarian 

or sanitarian-in-training that identifies violations of this 

chapter and rules adopted under it that were not identified by 

the registered sanitarian or sanitarian-in-training;

(6) A requirement that the director of agriculture and the 

director of health jointly develop an annual report that 

identifies the most common violations of this chapter and rules 

adopted under it that are not identified by registered 

sanitarians or sanitarians-in-training during inspections. The 

rules shall require the directors to provide the report to all 

of the following:

(a) The president of the senate;
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(b) The speaker of the house of representatives;

(c) The Ohio environmental health association;

(d) The association of Ohio health commissioners.

(C) The director of agriculture or the director of health, 

as applicable, shall designate registered sanitarians to act as 

reviewers for purposes of reviews conducted under this section. 

The director of agriculture or the director of health shall 

require each such reviewer, independent of any review conducted 

for training purposes, to have performed a minimum number of 

inspections prior to conducting reviews under this section, 

including all of the following types of inspections:

(1) Standard inspections designed to determine compliance 

with this chapter and section 3715.551 of the Revised Code and 

rules adopted under them;

(2) Critical control point inspections designed to 

identify and prevent food handling procedures that 

epidemiological data have shown lead to outbreaks of foodborne 

illness;

(3) Process review inspections made to determine if a 

processing procedure is in compliance with this chapter and 

rules adopted under it.

(D) Notwithstanding rules adopted under divisions (B)(3),

(4), and (5) of this section, the director of agriculture or the 

director of health shall not use the identification of 

noncritical violations for purposes of evaluating a registered 

sanitarian or sanitarian-in-training under this section.

(E) The rules adopted under division (B) of this section 

d  o not apply to a registered sanitarian or sanitarian-in-  
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training that does any of the following:

(1) Annually conducts five or fewer standard inspections 

to determine compliance with this chapter and section 3715.551 

of the Revised Code and rules adopted under them;

(2) Solely and exclusively inspects vending food service 

operations, temporary food service operations, or temporary 

retail food establishments.
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
