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A BILL

To amend section 3319.46 of the Revised Code to 1
prohibit the use of seclusion on students in 2
public schools. 3

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That section 3319.46 of the Revised Code be 4
amended to read as follows: 5
Sec. 3319.46. (A) The state board of education shall adopt 6
rules under Chapter 119. of the Revised Code that establish a 7
policy and standards for the implementation of positive behavior 8
intervention supports and the use of physical restraint or 9
seclusion on students._Not later than ninety days after the 10
effective date of this amendment, the state board shall update 11
the rules to prohibit the use of seclusion, as defined in this 12
section, on students. 13
(B) Each school district board of education shall comply 14
with the policy and standards adopted by the state board under 15
this section. 16
(C) (1) For purposes of this section, "seclusion" means a 17

procedure that does both of the following: 18
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(a) Isolates and confines a student in a separate area

until the student is no longer an immediate danger to student's

self or others;

(b) Occurs in a specifically constructed or designated

room or space that is physically isolated from common areas and

from which the student is physically prevented from leaving.

(2) Seclusion does not include any of the following:

(a) A situation in which a staff member who is trained in

the use of de-escalation technigues or restraint is physically

present in the same unlocked room as the student;

(b) A behavioral intervention in which the student is

temporarily removed from the learning activity but in which the

student is not confined;

(c) An in-school suspension or detention;

(d) A break that is requested by the student and occurs in

a different location in the room or in a separate room.

Section 2. That existing section 3319.46 of the Revised

Code 1is hereby repealed.
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
