My name Gary Moore, CEO of SuperGames, the largest inflatable event company in Ohio facilitating 1300 events and a guest total exceeding 250,000 guests with a trained staff of 115. All of which have background checks and at least two years of college in a related field. .  Today there are over 3000 inflatable rides in Ohio licensed by the Department of Agriculture. These fees make up over 60% of the annual operating budget of the Ride Safety Division. Furthermore, there is no representation on the Advisory Board on Ride safety to whom we can voice our concerns. 

I would like to address three major issues facing the inflatable amusement industry in Ohio:

1. The fees assessed by the Department of Agriculture Ride Safety Division are extremely high compared to other states.  In fact, the fees are among the highest in the nation and the Ride Safety Division has a $1,000.000 surplus on the books. Within the Ohio fee structure preferential treatment is given to the THEME PARKS. In 2017 we will pay in excess of $17,000 in fees.
2. The paperwork required by the Ride Safety Division is over whelming. We must submit an itinerary for every event we facilitate. That’s 600 faxed itineraries every year and if you miss submitting one that’s a $600 fine. In addition, we must keep on file written documentation of operator training on every specific amusement ride, for SuperGames that’s 3000 pages of documentation.
3. There are Amusement Ride Safety models in other states that are more cost effective and provide a better protection for Ohio consumers.
