| have lived 44 of my 56 years in the state of Ohio. | attended elementary school and
junior high school in Tiffin, Ohio. | graduated from Heidelberg University in Tiffin, Ohio,
with a Bachelor of Arts and with a certificate to teach grades K — 8. | taught school in
Ohio before | went on to seminary. | have attended and pastored churches in three
parts of the state: Van Wert county, Mahoning county, and Fairfield county. Most of my
family lives in Ohio and has lived in Ohio since before Ohio became a state, in rural
areas as well as cities.

As a local church pastor of the United Church of Christ, | have served as a rural pastor
in three churches in Ohio since 1993. In each of those congregations, | have known
parishioners of my congregations that struggled with discrimination because of their
gender identity or their sexual orientation, both in the workplace and in the places where
they have attempted to find housing. No person should have to struggled because of
who they are, made by God. All residents of Ohio should be treated equally.
