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Good morning. My name is Kara Brown | am a stay at home mother of four children, their ages range
from 1 to 9 years old. | would like to tell you my reasons | oppose HB 559. | am very concerned about the
tracking of my children’s vaccination status and the information being made public, and that this bill
would require me to get a medical education to obtain my religious exemption.

In 2017 my children were kicked out of their pediatrician’s office of 8 years when | told the pediatrician |
would not be vaccinating because of my religious beliefs. She proceeded to tell me that their policy had
changed and if | did not vaccinate my children we were no longer welcomed at their office. | was given
no options, it was either vaccinate or go somewhere else.
