BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That section 5534.76 of the Revised Code be

enacted to read as follows:

Sec. 5534.76. In addition to any other name in the Revised

Code or otherwise, the north and south bound lanes of interstate

route number seventy-five, from mile marker thirteen to mile

marker fifteen in Hamilton county only, shall be known as the

"Lance Corporal Christopher J. Dyer USMC, Lima Co, 3/25 Marines

Memorial Highway."

The director of transportation may erect suitable markers

along the highway indicating its name.
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
