WHEREAS, The members of the Senate of the 132nd General 
Assembly of Ohio are deeply saddened to learn of the death of 
Officer Anthony Morelli and extend our heartfelt condolences to

WHEREAS, Anthony Morelli left an indelible impression on the 
people whose lives he touched, and he will be remembered as a 
spirited individual who contributed immeasurably to the world 
around him. A thirty-year veteran of the Westerville Division of 
Police, he was the recipient of numerous accolades, including the 
2012 Officer of the Year Award, and he was killed in the line of 
duty on February 10, 2018.
