My name is Pam Conine and I am writing in support of House Bill 369.

I am the mayor of Yellow Springs, Ohio. We are one of the 26 Ohio municipalities with
legislation banning discrimination based on sexual orientation, gender identity, and gender
expression.

Ask yourself, what is missing from this sentence: "Currently, in Ohio, it is illegal to discriminate
based on race, color, religion, sex, military status, national origin, disability, age and ancestry."
