And
the research consistently finds it did not increase voter fraud. We already have an absentee
ballot system that works, and with changes can provide easy access to voting without risk to
public health and no increase in voter fraud.

We need early voting again and adequate staffing
and funding for the Boards of Elections to do this important work.
