As Kimra’s obituary states, “She was an avid softball fan and a 1988 graduate of Arcanum High
School and the MCJVS. She has been employed by OSHP since 2005.

Kimra is survived by her husband of 26 years, Brian; son, Cole; daughter, Macy; parents, Gerald
and Phyllis Miller; maternal grandmother, Martha Brumbaugh-Baker; in laws, George and Barb
Skelton; sister, Melinda (Joe) Martino, and numerous nieces, nephews, cousins and other
relatives and friends.”
