In Ezra chapter 10, when the people confessed their sin, they also developed a plan of
attack on how to address the manifestations of that sin. That contrivance ended with a
declaration of, “Arise, for it is your task, and we are with you, be STRONG and do it.” In my
opinion the STRONG Ohio bill is the plan of attack that addresses a long standing display of
our governments inability to address preventable gun violence.
