Ohio’s gun death
rate grew by 34% from 2010 to 2019, compared to a 17% increase
nationwide. We lose about 1,500 Ohioans every year to gun violence. It
makes absolutely no sense to do away with permits, background checks
and firearm safety training for concealed carry.
