Dear Chairman Lipps, Vice Chair Holmes, Ranking Member Russo, and Members of the House
Health Committee:

Thank you for the opportunity to provide proponent testimony on House Bill 248. My name is
Jason K. Hedges, and I am a practicing school psychologist with nearly 20 years’ experience.

I write in support of House Bill 248 and I believe it is vital to pass an anti-discrimination act
concerning bodily autonomy and freedom to choose any medical procedure including
vaccinations. An individual’s livelihood and right to make a living or attend any place of
commerce should not be dictated by mandated medical procedures, especially those that have not
undergone extensive years of rigorous safety testing and scientific scrutiny.
