HB248 would have disastrous effects on all Ohioan’s physical health and the State’s economic future.
Workplace and school safety are compromised significantly when workers and students are exempted
from making vaccination requirements, as set by the appropriate medical authorities, such as the CDC
and the local medical professionals.
