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Chairman Hoops, Vice Chair Ray, ranking member Smith, members of the committee, | write as
a proponent of HB-118.

I am writing to voice my concerns about the rights of local citizens being bypassed when it
comes to determining whether or a not a wind or solar farm gets OKd. It's the local citizens who
are affected by having their homeland turned into Industrial zones of a great magnitude.
