It‌ ‌is‌ ‌good‌ ‌that‌ ‌we‌ ‌are‌ ‌having‌ ‌this‌ ‌public‌ ‌hearing‌ ‌and‌ ‌that‌ ‌many‌ ‌of‌ ‌you‌ ‌on‌ ‌this‌ ‌committee‌‌ 

have‌ ‌sponsored‌ ‌and/or‌ ‌co-sponsored‌ ‌these‌ ‌bills.‌  ‌We‌ ‌should‌ ‌always‌ ‌take‌ ‌time‌ ‌to‌ ‌acknowledge‌‌ 

and‌ ‌honor‌ ‌the‌ ‌significance‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌fortitude‌ ‌it‌ ‌takes‌ ‌to‌ ‌actively‌ ‌participate‌ ‌in‌ ‌our‌ ‌democracy.‌‌

it‌ ‌is‌ ‌actually‌ ‌the‌ ‌State‌ ‌of‌ ‌Ohio’s‌ ‌definition.‌ ‌

“The‌ ‌aim‌ ‌of‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌is‌ ‌the‌ ‌promotion‌ ‌of‌ ‌civic‌ ‌competence‌ ‌–‌ ‌the‌ ‌knowledge,‌ ‌intellectual‌‌ 

processes,‌ ‌and‌ ‌democratic‌ ‌dispositions‌ ‌required‌ ‌of‌ ‌students‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌active‌ ‌and‌ ‌engaged‌‌ 

participants‌ ‌in‌ ‌public‌ ‌life.‌ ‌Although‌ ‌civic‌ ‌competence‌ ‌is‌ ‌not‌ ‌the‌ ‌only‌ ‌responsibility‌ ‌of‌ ‌social‌‌ 

studies‌ ‌nor‌ ‌is‌ ‌it‌ ‌exclusive‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌field,‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌more‌ ‌central‌ ‌to‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌than‌ ‌any‌ ‌other‌‌ 

subject‌ ‌areas‌ ‌in‌ ‌schools.‌ ‌Civic‌ ‌competence‌ ‌rests‌ ‌on‌ ‌a‌ ‌commitment‌ ‌to‌ ‌democratic‌ ‌values,‌ ‌and‌‌ 

requires‌ ‌the‌ ‌ability‌ ‌to‌ ‌use‌ ‌knowledge‌ ‌about‌ ‌one’s‌ ‌community,‌ ‌nation,‌ ‌and‌ ‌world;‌ ‌apply‌‌ 

inquiry‌ ‌processes;‌ ‌and‌ ‌employ‌ ‌skills‌ ‌of‌ ‌data‌ ‌collection‌ ‌and‌ ‌analysis,‌ ‌collaboration,‌‌

Having‌ ‌students‌ ‌study‌ ‌“current‌ ‌events‌ ‌or‌ ‌widely‌ ‌debated‌ ‌and‌ ‌currently‌ ‌controversial‌ ‌issues‌ ‌of‌‌ 

public‌ ‌policy‌ ‌or‌ ‌social‌ ‌affairs”‌ ‌is‌ ‌not‌ ‌a‌ ‌“choice”‌ ‌as‌ ‌this‌ ‌bill‌ ‌states.‌  ‌Rather,‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌the‌ ‌very‌ ‌goal‌ ‌of‌‌ 

social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌led‌ ‌by‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌teachers‌ ‌who‌ ‌are‌ ‌trained‌ ‌in:‌ ‌ 

● historical‌ ‌scholarship,‌ ‌ 

● disciplinary‌ ‌skills‌ ‌such‌ ‌as‌ ‌analyzing‌ ‌historical‌ ‌sources,‌‌ ‌  

● teaching‌ ‌controversial‌ ‌issues,‌‌ ‌  

● understanding‌ ‌multiple‌ ‌causes‌ ‌and‌ ‌effects‌ ‌of‌ ‌events‌ ‌through‌ ‌historical,‌ ‌economic,‌‌ 

social,‌ ‌political‌ ‌and‌ ‌geographical‌ ‌themes,‌ ‌and‌ ‌ 

● understanding‌ ‌the‌ ‌culture‌ ‌and‌ ‌needs‌ ‌of‌ ‌their‌ ‌community‌ ‌and‌ ‌students.‌ ‌

Social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌teachers‌ ‌are‌ ‌stewards‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌public‌ ‌trust‌ ‌in‌ ‌this‌ ‌regard.‌ ‌We‌ ‌teach‌ ‌students‌ ‌to‌‌ 

evaluate‌ ‌and‌ ‌make‌ ‌their‌ ‌own‌ ‌decisions.‌ ‌As‌ ‌such,‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌should‌ ‌and‌ ‌will‌ ‌continue‌ ‌to‌‌ 

teach‌ ‌fact-based‌ ‌history‌ ‌that‌ ‌may‌ ‌connect‌ ‌to‌ ‌what‌ ‌the‌ ‌sponsor‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌bill‌ ‌(Representative‌‌ 

Jones)‌ ‌calls‌ ‌“points‌ ‌of‌ ‌indoctrination”‌ ‌stated‌ ‌in‌ ‌322.‌  ‌The‌ ‌impact‌ ‌of‌ ‌slavery‌ ‌and‌ ‌racism‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌‌ 

United‌ ‌States‌ ‌are‌ ‌examples‌ ‌of‌ ‌this.‌  ‌We‌ ‌expect‌ ‌students‌ ‌to‌ ‌learn‌ ‌a‌ ‌thorough,‌ ‌accurate,‌ ‌and‌‌ 

fact-based‌ ‌account‌ ‌of‌ ‌American‌ ‌history.‌ ‌We‌ ‌trust‌ ‌teachers‌ ‌to‌ ‌thoughtfully‌ ‌teach‌ ‌the‌ ‌hard‌‌ 

parts‌ ‌of‌ ‌history‌ ‌and‌ ‌have‌ ‌systems‌ ‌that‌ ‌work‌ ‌in‌ ‌place‌ ‌to‌ ‌hold‌ ‌teachers‌ ‌accountable‌ ‌for‌ ‌this‌ ‌in‌‌ 

Ohio.‌ ‌

House‌ ‌Bill‌ ‌322‌ ‌would‌ ‌specifically‌ ‌prohibit‌ ‌such‌ ‌a‌ ‌curriculum‌ ‌and‌ ‌conversation‌ ‌where‌‌ 

employees‌ ‌“feel‌ ‌discomfort,‌ ‌guilt,‌ ‌anguish,‌ ‌or‌ ‌any‌ ‌other‌ ‌form‌ ‌of‌ ‌psychological‌ ‌distress‌ ‌on‌‌ 

account‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌individual's‌ ‌race‌ ‌or‌ ‌sex."‌  ‌The‌ ‌sobering‌ ‌fact‌ ‌is‌ ‌there‌ ‌are‌ ‌dreadful‌ ‌events‌ ‌in‌ ‌our‌‌ 

history‌ ‌which‌ ‌cannot‌ ‌and‌ ‌will‌ ‌not‌ ‌be‌ ‌ignored‌ ‌in‌ ‌our‌ ‌classrooms.‌ ‌Through‌ ‌age-appropriate‌‌ 

teaching‌ ‌and‌ ‌learning‌ ‌strategies,‌ ‌students‌ ‌should‌ ‌absolutely‌ ‌understand‌ ‌the‌ ‌weight‌ ‌and‌‌ 

significance‌ ‌of‌ ‌historical‌ ‌events‌ ‌that‌ ‌all‌ ‌citizens‌ ‌must‌ ‌understand.‌‌ ‌

The‌ ‌reality‌ ‌supported‌ ‌in‌ ‌this‌ ‌bill‌ ‌is‌ ‌that‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌legal‌ ‌for‌ ‌a‌ ‌district‌ ‌to‌ ‌adopt‌ ‌a‌ ‌lesson‌ ‌that‌ ‌could‌‌ 

create‌ ‌discomfort‌ ‌about‌ ‌events‌ ‌such‌ ‌as‌ ‌the‌ ‌Holocaust,‌ ‌Pearl‌ ‌Harbor,‌ ‌or‌ ‌9/11,‌ ‌but‌ ‌prohibit‌‌ 

adopting‌ ‌a‌ ‌lesson‌ ‌that‌ ‌caused‌ ‌discomfort‌ ‌due‌ ‌to‌ ‌race‌ ‌or‌ ‌sex‌ ‌such‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌lesson‌ ‌about‌ ‌the‌ ‌Trail‌‌

“discomfort”‌ ‌about‌ ‌race‌ ‌or‌ ‌sex.‌ ‌ ‌

House‌ ‌Bill‌ ‌322‌ ‌3313.6027‌ ‌part‌ ‌(B)‌ ‌would‌ ‌greatly‌ ‌limit‌ ‌student‌ ‌opportunities‌ ‌around‌ ‌civic‌‌ 

engagement‌ ‌and‌ ‌civic‌ ‌action.‌ ‌This‌ ‌prohibition‌ ‌would‌ ‌not‌ ‌only‌ ‌decrease‌ ‌student‌‌ 

opportunities,‌ ‌it‌ ‌would‌ ‌rule‌ ‌out‌ ‌any‌ ‌efforts‌ ‌with‌ ‌non-profit‌ ‌organizations‌ ‌engaged‌ ‌in‌ ‌seeking‌‌ 

improved‌ ‌public‌ ‌policy‌ ‌as‌ ‌basic‌ ‌as‌ ‌improving‌ ‌the‌ ‌local‌ ‌parks‌ ‌or‌ ‌assuring‌ ‌trash‌ ‌collection.‌‌ ‌  

We‌ ‌have‌ ‌courses‌ ‌that‌ ‌will‌ ‌run‌ ‌afoul‌ ‌of‌ ‌322.‌ ‌The‌ ‌AP‌ ‌Government‌ ‌Civic‌ ‌Engagement‌ ‌project‌ 

guidelines‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌AP‌ ‌Government‌ ‌free-response‌ ‌section‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌exam‌ ‌call‌ ‌on‌ ‌students‌ ‌to‌‌ 

break‌ ‌this‌ ‌law.‌ ‌No‌ ‌longer‌ ‌offering‌ ‌this‌ ‌course‌ ‌in‌ ‌Ohio‌ ‌will‌ ‌create‌ ‌an‌ ‌academic‌ ‌competitive‌‌ 

disadvantage‌ ‌for‌ ‌Ohio‌ ‌students.‌ ‌

HB‌ ‌322‌ ‌also‌ ‌states‌ ‌that‌ ‌no‌ ‌agency‌ ‌or‌ ‌school‌ ‌district‌ ‌shall‌ ‌accept‌ ‌private‌ ‌funding‌ ‌for‌‌ 

curriculum‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies.‌ ‌There‌ ‌are‌ ‌many‌ ‌organizations‌ ‌that‌ ‌provide‌ ‌legitimate‌‌ 

curriculum‌ ‌solutions,‌ ‌including‌ ‌financial‌ ‌literacy,‌ ‌US‌ ‌Constitutional‌ ‌supports,‌ ‌geography‌‌ 

supports,‌ ‌and‌ ‌primary‌ ‌source‌ ‌collections.‌  ‌Losing‌ ‌these‌ ‌resources,‌ ‌which‌ ‌have‌ ‌nothing‌ ‌to‌ ‌do‌‌ 

with‌ ‌the‌ ‌original‌ ‌concern,‌ ‌will‌ ‌disadvantage‌ ‌every‌ ‌school’s‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌program.‌‌ ‌

A‌ ‌primary‌ ‌author‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌bill,‌ ‌Stanly‌ ‌Kurtz,‌ ‌who‌ ‌has‌ ‌written‌ ‌the‌ ‌language‌ ‌of‌ ‌this‌ ‌bill‌ ‌for‌‌ 

multiple‌ ‌states,‌ ‌testified‌ ‌to‌ ‌this‌ ‌committee‌ ‌on‌ ‌June‌ ‌23,‌ ‌2021,‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌only‌ ‌example‌ ‌for‌ ‌this‌‌ 

clause‌ ‌is‌ ‌because‌ ‌in‌ ‌Illinois‌ ‌“private‌ ‌foundations‌ ‌with‌ ‌strong‌ ‌political‌ ‌leanings‌ ‌have‌ ‌taken‌‌ 

effective‌ ‌control‌ ‌of‌ ‌schooling‌ ‌through‌ ‌legal‌ ‌provisions‌ ‌that‌ ‌invite‌ ‌the‌ ‌private‌ ‌funding‌ ‌of‌‌ 

public-school‌ ‌civics‌ ‌classes.”‌  ‌Not‌ ‌only‌ ‌does‌ ‌this‌ ‌not‌ ‌fit‌ ‌in‌ ‌Ohio‌ ‌education,‌ ‌the‌ ‌perceived‌‌ 

benefit‌ ‌of‌ ‌a‌ ‌ban‌ ‌(at‌ ‌least‌ ‌in‌ ‌Illinois)‌ ‌creates‌ ‌tremendous‌ ‌harm‌ ‌to‌ ‌legitimate‌ ‌non-biased‌‌ 

curriculum‌ ‌in‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌education.‌  ‌He‌ ‌also‌ ‌admits‌ ‌in‌ ‌his‌ ‌testimony‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌“pernicious‌‌ 

indoctrination”‌ ‌of‌ ‌“these‌ ‌concepts‌ ‌and‌ ‌practices‌ ‌have‌ ‌not‌ ‌yet‌ ‌come‌ ‌to‌ ‌Ohio‌ ‌in‌ ‌force.”‌ ‌

Of‌ ‌the‌ ‌six‌ ‌proponent‌ ‌testimonies,‌ ‌there‌ ‌is‌ ‌not‌ ‌a‌ ‌single‌ ‌example‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌bill’s‌ ‌prohibitive‌‌ 

concepts‌ ‌being‌ ‌taught‌ ‌in‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌education‌ ‌in‌ ‌Ohio.‌  ‌The‌ ‌only‌ ‌evidence‌ ‌Representative‌‌ 

Jones,‌ ‌the‌ ‌sponsor‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌bill,‌ ‌has‌ ‌communicated‌ ‌was‌ ‌that‌ ‌he‌ ‌had‌ ‌heard‌ ‌from‌ ‌parents‌ ‌who‌ ‌are‌‌ 

upset.‌ ‌(August‌ ‌31,‌ ‌Columbus‌ ‌Dispatch:‌ ‌“Columbus‌ ‌Conversations”).‌ ‌He‌ ‌failed‌ ‌to‌ ‌provide:‌ ‌ 

● what‌ ‌the‌ ‌challenges‌ ‌were‌ ‌ 

● if‌ ‌parents‌ ‌had‌ ‌communicated‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌school‌ ‌regarding‌ ‌their‌ ‌challenge‌ ‌ 

● if‌ ‌he‌ ‌followed‌ ‌up‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌school‌ ‌district‌ ‌regarding‌ ‌the‌ ‌challenge‌ ‌ 

In‌ ‌any‌ ‌legislation,‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌reasonable‌ ‌that‌ ‌a‌ ‌citizen‌ ‌should‌ ‌examine‌ ‌the‌ ‌evidence‌ ‌that‌ ‌supports‌ ‌a‌‌ 

bill‌ ‌or‌ ‌a‌ ‌law.‌  ‌Ohio‌ ‌students‌ ‌learn‌ ‌and‌ ‌practice‌ ‌this‌ ‌in‌ ‌social‌ ‌studies‌ ‌in‌ ‌multiple‌ ‌grades.‌‌ ‌

Conversations‌ ‌about‌ ‌race‌ ‌and‌ ‌history‌ ‌can‌ ‌sometimes‌ ‌be‌ ‌difficult,‌ ‌but‌ ‌they‌ ‌are‌ ‌an‌ ‌essential‌‌ 

part‌ ‌of‌ ‌our‌ ‌children’s‌ ‌education.‌ ‌Kids‌ ‌need‌ ‌accurate‌ ‌and‌ ‌thorough‌ ‌history‌ ‌lessons‌ ‌if‌ ‌they‌ ‌are‌‌ 

to‌ ‌learn‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌past‌ ‌and‌ ‌avoid‌ ‌repeating‌ ‌the‌ ‌same‌ ‌mistakes.‌ ‌As‌ ‌teachers,‌ ‌we‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌‌ 

responsibility‌ ‌to‌ ‌teach‌ ‌our‌ ‌kids‌ ‌that‌ ‌racism‌ ‌is‌ ‌wrong‌ ‌and‌ ‌do‌ ‌so‌ ‌in‌ ‌an‌ ‌age-appropriate‌ ‌way‌‌
