If we cannot look back pragmatically on the way in which our
nation was founded and the impact that can have on how our nation
functions, we will remain trapped in the opportunity divide that we see
today. We claim to be the land of opportunity and the American Dream, yet
as of 2019, half of American families could combine all their assets and still
only make up 1% of our nation’s wealth.’

Pledging allegiance
to an inanimate object instead their friends and neighbors, claiming that this
nation is “under God”—I find this divisive. Would you like me to use your HB



to eradicate the Pledge of Allegiance from our schools? Stop wasting time
and taxpayer dollars with these bills that are impossible to effectively
enforce, will burden our legal systems with petty suits, and are only meant
as lip service to constituents in an attempt to secure future elections for
their sponsors.
