Section 1:

The Council of the City of Massillon, Ohio, hereby supports the State legislation in the
naming of a portion of “Lincoln Way West”, to honor Sgt. Cory M. Endlich. Said portion of road
runs an East/West direction between 17" St. N.W. and 32" St. N.W. and designating it as the
“Sgt. Cory M. Endlich Corridor” located in the City of Massillon, Ohio. The Director of Public
Service and Safety of the City of Massillon, Ohio, is authorized and directed to order and post
the appropriate signs on said road giving notice of passage of State legislation and delivery of
signs from the State.

Section 2:

This Resolution is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health or safety of the citizens of the City of Massillon, Ohio:
the emergency being to honor Army Sgt. Cory Endlich who gave the ultimate sacrifice while
serving during Operation Iraqi Freedom.
