Sec. 122.85. (A) As used in this section and in sections

5726.55, 5733.59, 5747.66, and 5751.54 of the Revised Code:

(1) "Tax credit-eligible production" means a motion
picture or broadway theatrical production certified by the
director of development under division (B) of this section as
qualifying the production company for a tax credit under section

5726.55, 5733.59, 5747.66, or 5751.54 of the Revised Code.

(2) "Certificate owner" means a production company to

which a tax credit certificate is issued.
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(3) "Production company" means an individual, corporation,
partnership, limited liability company, or other form of
business association that is registered with the secretary of
state and that is producing a motion picture or broadway

theatrical production.

(4) "Eligible expenditures" means expenditures made after
June 30, 2009, for goods or services purchased and consumed in
this state by a production company directly for the production
of a tax credit-eligible production, for postproduction

activities, or for advertising and promotion of the production.

"Eligible expenditures" do not include qualified
expenditures for which a production company receives a tax

credit under section 122.852 of the Revised Code.

"Eligible expenditures" include expenditures for cast and
crew wages, accommodations, costs of set construction and
operations, editing and related services, photography, sound
synchronization, lighting, wardrobe, makeup and accessories,
film processing, transfer, sound mixing, special and visual
effects, music, location fees, and the purchase or rental of

facilities and equipment.

(5) "Motion picture" means entertainment content created
in whole or in part within this state for distribution or
exhibition to the general public, including, but not limited to,
feature-length films; documentaries; long-form, specials,
miniseries, series, and interstitial television programming;
interactive web sites; sound recordings; videos; music videos;
interactive television; interactive games; video games;
commercials; any format of digital media; and any trailer,
pilot, wvideo teaser, or demo created primarily to stimulate the

sale, marketing, promotion, or exploitation of future investment
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in either a product or a motion picture by any means and media
in any digital media format, film, or videotape, provided the
motion picture qualifies as a motion picture. "Motion picture"
does not include any television program created primarily as
news, weather, or financial market reports, a production
featuring current events or sporting events, an awards show or
other gala event, a production whose sole purpose is
fundraising, a long-form production that primarily markets a
product or service or in-house corporate advertising or other
similar productions, a production for purposes of political
advocacy, or any production for which records are required to be
maintained under 18 U.S.C. 2257 with respect to sexually

explicit content.

(6) "Broadway theatrical production" means a prebroadway
production, long run production, or tour launch that is
directed, managed, and performed by a professional cast and crew
and that is directly associated with New York city's broadway

theater district.

(7) "Prebroadway production" means a live stage production
that is scheduled for presentation in New York city's broadway
theater district after the original or adaptive version is

performed in a qualified production facility.

(8) "Long run production" means a live stage production
that is scheduled to be performed at a qualified production
facility for more than five weeks, with an average of at least

six performances per week.

(9) "Tour launch" means a live stage production for which
the activities comprising the technical period are conducted at
a qualified production facility before a tour of the original or

adaptive version of the production begins.
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(10) "Qualified production facility" means a facility
located in this state that is used in the development or

presentation to the public of theater productions.

(B) For the purpose of encouraging and developing strong
film and theater industries in this state, the director of
development may certify a motion picture or broadway theatrical
production produced by a production company as a tax credit-
eligible production. In the case of a television series, the
director may certify the production of each episode of the
series as a separate tax credit-eligible production. A
production company shall apply for certification of a motion
picture or broadway theatrical production as a tax credit-
eligible production on a form and in the manner prescribed by
the director. Each application shall include the following

information:

(1) The name and telephone number of the production

company;

(2) The name and telephone number of the company's contact

person;

(3) A list of the first preproduction date through the
last production and postproduction dates in Ohio and, in the
case of a broadway theatrical production, a list of each

scheduled performance in a qualified production facility;

(4) The Ohio production office or qualified production

facility address and telephone number;
(5) The total production budget;

(6) The total budgeted eligible expenditures and the
percentage that amount is of the total production budget of the

motion picture or broadway theatrical production;
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(7) In the case of a motion picture, the total percentage

of the production being shot in Ohio;

(8) The level of employment of cast and crew who reside in

Ohio;
(9) A synopsis of the script;
(10) In the case of a motion picture, the shooting script;

(11) A creative elements list that includes the names of

the principal cast and crew and the producer and director;

(12) Documentation of financial ability to undertake and
complete the motion picture or broadway theatrical production,
including documentation that shows that the company has secured
funding equal to at least fifty per cent of the total production
budget;

(13) Estimated value of the tax credit based upon total

budgeted eligible expenditures;

(14) Estimated amount of state and local taxes to be

generated in this state from the production;

(15) Estimated economic impact of the production in this

state;

(16) Any other information considered necessary by the

director.

Within ninety days after certification of a motion picture
or broadway theatrical production as a tax credit-eligible
production, and any time thereafter upon the request of the
director, the production company shall present to the director
sufficient evidence of reviewable progress. If the production

company fails to present sufficient evidence, the director may
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rescind the certification. If the production of a motion picture
or broadway theatrical production does not begin within ninety
days after the date it is certified as a tax credit-eligible
production, the director shall rescind the certification unless
the director finds that the production company shows good cause
for the delay, meaning that the production was delayed due to
unforeseeable circumstances beyond the production company's
control or due to action or inaction by a government agency.
Upon rescission, the director shall notify the applicant that
the certification has been rescinded. Nothing in this section
prohibits an applicant whose tax credit-eligible production
certification has been rescinded from submitting a subsequent

application for certification.

(C) (1) A production company whose motion picture or
broadway theatrical production has been certified as a tax
credit-eligible production may apply to the director of
development on or after July 1, 2009, for a refundable credit
against the tax imposed by section 5726.02, 5733.06, 5747.02, or
5751.02 of the Revised Code. The director in consultation with
the tax commissioner shall prescribe the form and manner of the
application and the information or documentation required to be

submitted with the application.
The credit is determined as follows:

(a) If the total budgeted eligible expenditures stated in
the application submitted under division (B) of this section or
the actual eligible expenditures as finally determined under
division (D) of this section, whichever is least, is less than
or equal to three hundred thousand dollars, no credit is

allowed;

(b) If the total budgeted eligible expenditures stated in
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the application submitted under division (B) of this section or
the actual eligible expenditures as finally determined under
division (D) of this section, whichever is least, is greater
than three hundred thousand dollars, the credit equals thirty
per cent of the least of such budgeted or actual eligible

expenditure amounts.

(2) Except as provided in division (C) (4) of this section,
if the director of development approves a production company's
application for a credit, the director shall issue a tax credit
certificate to the company. The director in consultation with
the tax commissioner shall prescribe the form and manner of
issuing certificates. The director shall assign a unique
identifying number to each tax credit certificate and shall
record the certificate in a register devised and maintained by
the director for that purpose. The certificate shall state the
amount of the eligible expenditures on which the credit is based
and the amount of the credit. Upon the issuance of a
certificate, the director shall certify to the tax commissioner
the name of the production company to which the certificate was
issued, the amount of eligible expenditures shown on the
certificate, the amount of the credit, and any other information

required by the rules adopted to administer this section.

(3) The amount of eligible expenditures for which a tax
credit may be claimed is subject to inspection and examination
by the tax commissioner or employees of the commissioner under
section 5703.19 of the Revised Code and any other applicable
law. Once the eligible expenditures are finally determined under
section 5703.19 of the Revised Code and division (D) of this
section, the credit amount is not subject to adjustment unless
the director determines an error was committed in the

computation of the credit amount.
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(4) No tax credit certificate may be issued before the
completion of the tax credit-eligible production. The amount of
tax credit allowed per fiscal year shall not exceed the sum of
(a) fifty million dollars, (b) the difference between the
maximum credit amount for that fiscal year under section 122.852
of the Revised Code and the amount the director of development
elects to allow under this section pursuant to division +B3+3—
(D) (1) of section 122.852 of the Revised Code, and (c) the
difference between the maximum amount of credits that could have
been awarded in the previous fiscal year under this section and
the amount actually awarded. Out of that sum, five million
dollars shall be reserved for broadway theatrical productions,
and the balance may be allowed for any tax credit-eligible
production. For any fiscal year in which less than five million
dollars of tax credits are allowed for broadway theatrical
productions, the amount of the five million dollars not allowed
and added to the maximum annual amount for the following fiscal
year shall be reserved for broadway theatrical productions in

the following fiscal year.

(5) The director shall review and approve applications for
tax credits in two rounds each fiscal year. The first round of
credits shall be awarded not later than the last day of July of
the fiscal year, and the second round of credits shall be
awarded not later than the last day of the ensuing January. The
amount of credits awarded in the first round of applications
each fiscal year shall not exceed one-half of the maximum
allowance for the fiscal year calculated under division +B4—
(C) (4) of this section, two million five hundred thousand
dollars of which shall be reserved for broadway theatrical
productions. For each round, the director shall rank

applications on the basis of the extent of positive economic
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impact each tax credit-eligible production is likely to have in
this state and the effect on developing a permanent workforce in
motion picture or theatrical production industries in the state.
For the purpose of such ranking, the director shall give
priority to tax-credit eligible productions that are television
series or miniseries due to the long-term commitment typically
associated with such productions. The economic impact ranking
shall be based on the production company's total expenditures in
this state directly associated with the tax credit-eligible
production. The effect on developing a permanent workforce in
the motion picture or theatrical production industries shall be
evaluated first by the number of new jobs created and second by

amount of payroll added with respect to employees in this state.

The director shall approve productions in the order of
their ranking, from those with the greatest positive economic
impact and workforce development effect to those with the least

positive economic impact and workforce development effect.

(D) A production company whose motion picture or broadway
theatrical production has been certified as a tax credit-
eligible production shall engage, at the company's expense, an
independent certified public accountant to examine the company's
production, postproduction, and advertising and promotion
expenditures to identify the expenditures that qualify as
eligible expenditures. The certified public accountant shall
issue a report to the company and to the director of development
certifying the company's eligible expenditures and any other
information required by the director. Upon receiving and
examining the report, the director may disallow any expenditure
the director determines is not an eligible expenditure. If the
director disallows an expenditure, the director shall issue a

written notice to the production company stating that the
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expenditure is disallowed and the reason for the disallowance.
Upon examination of the report and disallowance of any
expenditures, the director shall determine finally the lesser of
the total budgeted eligible expenditures stated in the
application submitted under division (B) of this section or the
actual eligible expenditures for the purpose of computing the

amount of the credit.

(E) No credit shall be allowed under section 5726.55,
5733.59, 5747.66, or 5751.54 of the Revised Code unless the
director has reviewed the report and made the determination

prescribed by division (D) of this section.

(F) This state reserves the right to refuse the use of
this state's name in the credits of any tax credit-eligible
motion picture production or program of any broadway theatrical

production.

(G) (1) The director of development in consultation with
the tax commissioner shall adopt rules for the administration of
this section, including rules setting forth and governing the
criteria for determining whether a motion picture or broadway
theatrical production is a tax credit-eligible production;
activities that constitute the production or postproduction of a
motion picture or broadway theatrical production; reporting
sufficient evidence of reviewable progress; expenditures that
qualify as eligible expenditures; a schedule and deadlines for
applications to be submitted and reviewed; a competitive process
for approving credits based on likely economic impact in this
state and development of a permanent workforce in motion picture
or theatrical production industries in this state; consideration
of geographic distribution of credits; and implementation of the

program described in division (H) of this section. The rules
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shall be adopted under Chapter 119. of the Revised Code.

(2) To cover the administrative costs of the program, the
director shall require each applicant to pay an application fee
equal to the lesser of ten thousand dollars or one per cent of
the estimated value of the tax credit as stated in the
application. The fees collected shall be credited to the tax
incentives operating fund created in section 122.174 of the
Revised Code. All grants, gifts, fees, and contributions made to
the director for marketing and promotion of the motion picture

industry within this state shall also be credited to the fund.

(H) The director of development shall establish a program
for the training of Ohio residents who are or wish to be
employed in the film or multimedia industry. Under the program,

the director shall:

(1) Certify individuals as film and multimedia trainees.
In order to receive such a certification, an individual must be
an Ohio resident, have participated in relevant on-the-job
training or have completed a relevant training course approved
by the director, and have met any other requirements established

by the director.

(2) Accept applications from production companies that
intend to hire and provide on-the-job training to one or more
certified film and multimedia trainees who will be employed in

the company's tax credit-eligible production;

(3) Upon completion of a tax-credit eligible production,
and upon the receipt of any salary information and other
documentation required by the director, authorize a
reimbursement payment to each production company whose

application was approved under division (H) (2) of this section.
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The payment shall equal fifty per cent of the salaries paid to

film and multimedia trainees employed in the production.
Sec. 122.852. (A) As used in this section:

(1) "Capital improvement project" means a project that
consists of acquiring, constructing, rehabilitating, repairing,
redeveloping, expanding, or improving facilities located, or
equipment used in this state for production and postproduction

of motion pictures or broadway theatrical productions.

(2) "Qualified expenditures" means expenditures incurred
by a production company after June 30, 2023, for goods and
services purchased and consumed directly for a capital
improvement project. "Qualified expenditures" include accounting
or auditing expenditures incurred in connection with the report
required by division (F) of this section if paid to an
independent certified public accountant certified, or an
accounting firm registered under Chapter 4701. of the Revised
Code. "Qualified expenditures" do not include eligible
expenditures for which a production company received a tax

credit under section 122.85 of the Revised Code.

(3) "Certificate owner" means a production company to
which a tax credit certificate is issued under division (H) of
this section or a person to which all or part of a tax credit is

transferred under division (I) of this section.

(4) "Production company," "eligible expenditures," "motion

Al

picture," and "broadway theatrical production" have the same

meanings as in section 122.85 of the Revised Code.

(B) For the purpose of encouraging and developing strong
film and theater industries in this state, the director of

development may award a refundable credit against the tax
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imposed by section 5726.02, 5747.02, or 5751.02 of the Revised
Code to a production company that completes a capital
improvement project expected to have a positive economic impact
in this state as a whole, or in any community in this state in
which the facilities or equipment involved in the project are or
will be located. A production company may apply to the director
for a credit on a form and in the manner prescribed by rules
adopted under division (J) of this section. An application may
be submitted before, during, or after completion of the capital
improvement project, but not sooner than July 1, 2024, and shall

include all of the following information:

(1) The name, address, telephone number, and taxpayer

identification number of the production company;

(2) A detailed description of the capital improvement
project including the location of the facilities or equipment
involved in the project and an explanation of how those
facilities or equipment are intended to be used in the
production or postproduction of motion pictures or broadway

theatrical productions in this state;

(3) (a) If the capital improvement project is complete at
the time the application is submitted, a schedule documenting
the progression of the project from its commencement to its

completion;

(b) If the capital improvement project is not complete at
the time the application is submitted, a schedule for the
progression, completion, and, if applicable, commencement of the

project.

(4) An estimate of the amount of the project's qualified

expenditures that have been or will be incurred by the
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production company and, if the project is not complete at the
time the application is submitted, documentation of the
company's financial ability to complete the project, including
documentation that shows the company has secured funding, other
than the tax credit authorized by this section, equal to at

least fifty per cent of the total cost of the project;

(5) The estimated credit amount, which shall equal the
lesser of five million dollars or twenty-five per cent of the

production company's estimated qualified expenditures;

(6) The estimated economic impact of the capital
improvement project in this state as a whole, and in any
community in this state in which the facilities or equipment

involved in the project are or will be located;

(7) Any other information considered necessary by the

director.

(C) The director shall review, evaluate, and approve
applications in one round per fiscal year. For each round, the
director shall rank applications on the basis of the capital
improvement project's likely positive economic impact and effect
on developing a permanent workforce in motion picture or
theatrical production industries in the state as a whole, and in
any community in this state in which the facilities or equipment
involved in the project are or will be located. The effect on
developing a permanent workforce in the motion picture or
theatrical production industries shall be evaluated first by the
number of new jobs created and second by amount of payroll added
with respect to employees in this state. Subject to division (D)
(2) of this section, the director shall approve applications in
the order of their ranking, from those with the greatest

positive economic impact and workforce development effect to
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those with the least positive economic impact and workforce
development effect. The director shall not approve an
application or issue a tax credit certificate for a capital
improvement project that is not likely to have a positive
economic impact or workforce development impact in either the
state as a whole, or any community in this state in which the
facilities or equipment involved in the project are or will be

located.

(D) (1) The director shall not approve more than twenty-
five million dollars in estimated tax credits in total per
fiscal year provided that, for any fiscal year in which the
amount of estimated credits approved under this section is less
than the maximum annual amount, the amount not approved for that
fiscal year shall be added to the maximum annual amount that may

be approved for the following fiscal year.

If the director rescinds approval of a capital improvement
project under division (E) (2) of this section, the estimated
credit amount attributed to that project shall be added back to
the maximum total annual credit amount for that fiscal year. If
the actual credit amount computed under division (H) of this
section is less than the estimated credit amount approved by the
director, the difference shall be added back to the maximum

total annual credit amount for that fiscal year.

In any fiscal year, the director may reduce the maximum
amount calculated under division (D) (1) of this section and
increase the maximum amount calculated under division +B+4—(C)
(4) of section 122.85 of the Revised Code by the amount of that

reduction.

(2) The director shall not approve more than five million

dollars in estimated tax credits per fiscal year for capital
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improvement projects located in any single county.

(E) (1) Within ninety days after the director of
development approves a capital improvement project that was not
complete at the time of the production company's application,
the production company shall submit sufficient evidence of
reviewable progress to the director. The director may request
additional updates from the production company regarding the
progression of the project as often as the director considers
necessary until the project is complete or approval of the
project is rescinded. The production company shall respond to

each such request within thirty days.

(2) The director may rescind approval of a capital
improvement project if the production company fails to timely
submit evidence of reviewable progress or respond to the
director's request for a project update, as required by division
(E) (1) of this section, or if the director determines that the
progression of the project is significantly behind the schedule
submitted in the tax credit application. The director shall
rescind approval of a project that does not begin within ninety
days after the date the application is approved unless the
production company shows good cause for the delay, meaning that
the project was delayed due to unforeseeable circumstances
beyond the production company's control or due to action or

inaction by a government agency.

(3) The director shall notify the production company upon
rescinding approval of a capital improvement project. Nothing in
this section prohibits the production company from reapplying

for approval of the same capital improvement project.

(F) (1) A production company whose capital improvement

project is approved by the director of development shall engage,
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at the company's expense, an independent certified public
accountant to examine the company's qualified expenditures.
Within ninety days after the director approves the project or
within ninety days after a project approved by the director is
complete, whichever is later, the certified public accountant
shall issue a report to the company and to the director that

includes all of the following:

(a) The amount of the company's actual qualified

expenditures;

(b) Completed copies of all accounting and auditing forms
required by the director in connection with the capital

improvement project;

(c) An itemized review of all contract and expense items
of ten thousand dollars or more that are reported as qualified

expenditures;

(d) An itemized review of at least one-half of the
contract and expense items of less than ten thousand dollars
that are reported as qualified expenditures, both in terms of
the total number of such contracts and items and the total
amount of qualified expenditures reported for such contracts and

items;

(e) Certification that all goods and services reported as
qualified expenditures were purchased and consumed in this

state.

(2) Upon receiving and examining the report, the director
may disallow any expenditure the director determines is not a
qualified expenditure. If the director disallows an expenditure,
the director shall issue a written notice to the production

company stating that the expenditure is disallowed and the
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reason for the disallowance. Upon examination of the report and
disallowance of any expenditures, the director shall determine
the production company's actual qualified expenditures for the

purpose of computing the amount of the credit.

(3) Qualified expenditures reported by the production
company are subject to inspection and examination by the tax
commissioner or employees of the commissioner under section
5703.19 of the Revised Code and any other applicable law. Once
the qualified expenditures are finally determined under division
(F) (2) of this section, the credit amount is not subject to
adjustment unless the director determines an error was committed

in the computation of the credit amount.

(G) After reviewing the report and making the
determination prescribed by division (F) of this section, the
director of development shall issue a tax credit certificate to
the production company. The director, in consultation with the
tax commissioner, shall prescribe the form and manner of issuing
certificates. The director shall assign a unique identifying
number to each tax credit certificate and shall record the
certificate in a register devised and maintained by the director
for that purpose. The certificate shall state the amount of the
credit and the amount of the qualified expenditures upon which
the credit is based. Upon issuance of a certificate, the
director shall certify to the tax commissioner the name of the
production company to which the certificate was issued, the
amount of qualified expenditures shown on the certificate, the
amount of the credit, and any other information required by the

rules adopted to administer this section.

(H) The credit amount stated on the tax credit certificate

shall equal the lesser of the following:
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(1) Twenty-five per cent of the production company's
actual qualified expenditures, as determined by the director of

development under division (F) of this section;

(2) The estimated credit amount specified in the
production company's tax credit application under division (B)

(5) of this section;
(3) Five million dollars.

(I) (1) A production company to which a tax credit
certificate is issued under division (H) of this section may
transfer the authority to claim all or a portion of the amount
of the tax credit the production company is authorized to claim
pursuant to that certificate under section 5726.59, 5747.67, or
5751.55 of the Revised Code to one or more other persons. Within
thirty days after a transfer under this division, the production
company shall submit the following information to the director

of development, on a form prescribed by the director:

(a) Information necessary for the director to identify the

certificate that is the basis for the transfer;

(c) The portion or amount of the tax credit that the

production company retains the authority to claim;
(d) The tax identification number of each transferee;

at original issuance.

(4) (a) Written repurchase agreements with any eligible
Ohio financial institution that is a member of the federal

reserve system or federal home loan bank, any registered United
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States government securities dealer, or any counterparty rated 961
in one of the three highest categories by at least one 962
nationally recognized statistical rating organization or 963
otherwise determined by the treasurer of state to have adequate 964
capital and liquidity, under the terms of which agreement the 965
treasurer of state purchases and the eligible financial 966
institution, dealer, or counterparty agrees unconditionally to 967
repurchase any of the securities that are listed in division (A) 968

(6) Various forms of commercial paper issued by any entity
that is organized under the laws of the United States or a
state, which notes are rated in the two highest categories by
two nationally recognized statistical rating organizations,
provided that the total amount invested under this section in
any commercial paper at any time shall not exceed forty per cent
of the state's total average portfolio, as determined and

calculated by the treasurer of state;

(7) Bankers acceptances, maturing in two hundred seventy
days or less, provided that the total amount invested in bankers
acceptances at any time shall not exceed ten per cent of the

state's total average portfolio, as determined and calculated by

(8) Certificates of deposit, savings accounts, or deposit
accounts in eligible institutions applying for interim moneys as

(9) Negotiable certificates of deposit denominated in
United States dollars issued by a nationally or state-chartered
bank, a savings association or a federal savings association, a
state or federal credit union, or a federally licensed or state-
licensed branch of a foreign bank, which are rated in the two
highest categories by two nationally recognized statistical
rating organizations, provided that the total amount invested
under this section in negotiable certificates of deposit at any
time shall not exceed twenty-five per cent of the state's total
average portfolio, as determined and calculated by the treasurer
of state. Interim funds invested in accordance with division (A)
(9) of this section are not limited to institutions applying for
interim moneys under section 135.08 of the Revised Code, nor are
they subject to any pledging requirements described in sections

135.18, 135.181, or 135.182 of the Revised Code.

(10) The state treasurer's investment pool authorized

under section 135.45 of the Revised Code;

(11) Debt interests, other than commercial paper described
in division (A) (6) of this section, rated in the three highest
categories by two nationally recognized statistical rating
organizations and issued by entities that are organized under
the laws of the United States or a state, or issued by foreign
nations diplomatically recognized by the United States

government, or any instrument based on, derived from, or related
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to such interests, provided that:

(a) The investments in debt interests other than
commercial paper, when added to the investment in written
repurchase agreements for securities listed in division (A) (3)
or (11) of this section, shall not exceed in the aggregate

twenty-five per cent of the state's portfolio.

(b) The investments in debt interests issued by foreign
nations shall not exceed in the aggregate two per cent of the

state's portfolio.

The treasurer of state shall invest under division (A) (11)
of this section in a debt interest issued by a foreign nation
only if the debt interest is backed by the full faith and credit
of that foreign nation, and provided that all interest and
principal shall be denominated and payable in United States

funds.

(c) When added to the investment in commercial paper and
negotiable certificates of deposit, the investments in the debt
interests of a single issuer shall not exceed in the aggregate

five per cent of the state's portfolio.

(d) For purposes of division (A) (11) of this section, a
debt interest is rated in the three highest categories by two
nationally recognized statistical rating organizations if either
the debt interest itself or the issuer of the debt interest is
rated, or is implicitly rated, in the three highest categories

by two nationally recognized statistical rating organizations.

(e) For purposes of division (A) (11) of this section, the
"state's portfolio" means the state's total average portfolio,

as determined and calculated by the treasurer of state.

(12) No-load money market mutual funds rated in the
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highest category by one nationally recognized statistical rating
organization or consisting exclusively of obligations described
in division (A) (1), (2), or (6) of this section and repurchase

agreements secured by such obligations;

(13) Obligations issued by, or on behalf of, an Ohio
political subdivision under Chapter 133. of the Revised Code or
Section 12 of Article XVIII, Ohio Constitution, and identified

in an agreement described in division (G) of this section;

(14) Obligations issued by the state of Ohio, any
political subdivision thereof, or by or on behalf of any
nonprofit corporation or association doing business in this
state rated in the four highest categories by at least one
nationally recognized statistical rating organization and
identified in an agreement described in division (K) of this

section.

(B) On or before the tenth day of each month, the
treasurer of state shall notify the state board of deposit that
the following reports pertaining to the immediately preceding
month have been posted to the web site maintained by the

treasurer of state:

(1) The daily ledger report of state funds prepared in

accordance with section 113.13 of the Revised Code;

(2) The monthly portfolio report detailing the current
inventory of all investments and deposits held within the

classification of interim moneys;

(3) The monthly activity report within the classification

of interim moneys summarized by type of investment or deposit.

In the event the state board of deposit does not concur in

such classification or in the investments or deposits made under
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this section, the board may order the treasurer of state to sell
or liquidate any of the investments or deposits, and any such
order shall specifically describe the investments or deposits
and fix the date upon which they are to be sold or ligquidated.
Investments or deposits so ordered to be sold or ligquidated
shall be sold or liquidated for cash by the treasurer of state
on the date fixed in such order at the then current market
price. Neither the treasurer of state nor the members of the
state board of deposit shall be held accountable for any loss
occasioned by sales or liquidations of investments or deposits
at prices lower than their cost. Any loss or expense incurred in
making these sales or liquidations is payable as other expenses

of the treasurer's office.

(C) If any securities or obligations invested in by the
treasurer of state pursuant to this section are registrable
either as to principal or interest, or both, such securities or
obligations shall be registered in the name of the treasurer of

state.

(D) The treasurer of state is responsible for the
safekeeping of all securities or obligations under this section.
Any such securities or obligations may be deposited for

safekeeping as provided in section 113.05 of the Revised Code.

(E) Interest earned on any investments or deposits
authorized by this section shall be collected by the treasurer
of state and credited by the treasurer of state to the proper

fund of the state.

(F) Whenever investments or deposits acquired under this
section mature and become due and payable, the treasurer of
state shall present them for payment according to their tenor,

and shall collect the moneys payable thereon. The moneys so
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collected shall be treated as public moneys subject to sections

135.01 to 135.21 of the Revised Code.

(G) The treasurer of state and any entity issuing
obligations referred to in division (A) (13) of this section,
which obligations mature within one year from the original date

of issuance, may enter into an agreement providing for:

(1) The purchase of those obligations by the treasurer of
state on terms and subject to conditions set forth in the

agreement;

(2) The payment to the treasurer of state of a reasonable
fee as consideration for the agreement of the treasurer of state
to purchase those obligations; provided, however, that the
treasurer of state shall not be authorized to enter into any
such agreement with a board of education of a school district
that has an outstanding obligation with respect to a loan
received under authority of section 3313.483 of the Revised

Code.

(H) For purposes of division (G) of this section, a fee
shall not be considered reasonable unless it is set to recover
only the direct costs, a reasonable estimate of the indirect
costs associated with the purchasing of obligations under
division (G) of this section and any reselling of the
obligations or any interest in the obligations, including
interests in a fund comprised of the obligations, and the
administration thereof. No money from the general revenue fund
shall be used to subsidize the purchase or resale of these

obligations.

(I) All money collected by the treasurer of state from the

fee imposed by division (G) of this section shall be deposited
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to the credit of the state political subdivision obligations
fund, which is hereby created in the state treasury. Money
credited to the fund shall be used solely to pay the treasurer
of state's direct and indirect costs associated with purchasing

and reselling obligations under division (G) of this section.

(J) As used in this section, "political subdivision" means
a county, township, municipal corporation, school district, or
other body corporate and politic responsible for governmental

activities in a geographic area smaller than that of the state.

(K) (1) The treasurer of state and any entity issuing
obligations referred to in division (A) (14) of this section,
which obligations require a conditional liquidity requirement,

may enter into an agreement providing for the following:

(a) The purchase of the obligations by the treasurer of
state on terms and subject to conditions set forth in the

agreement;

(b) Payment to the treasurer of state of a fee as
consideration for the agreement of the treasurer of state to

purchase the obligations.

(2) The treasurer of state shall not enter into agreements

As Re-reported by the Senate Finance Committee

the credit amount reserved for the project development owner is
the full amount for all years of the qualified project's credit

period.

(4) The director shall not reserve a tax credit under this

section after June 30, 2027.

(C) The project development owner shall maintain ownership
of a qualified project and associated single-family dwellings
until the dwellings are sold to qualified buyers. The project
development team shall service the associated properties of a
qualified project for the duration of the applicable

affordability period.

The qualified buyer of a single-family home constructed as
part of a qualified project for which a tax credit was reserved

contribute to the affordability of the project.

(f) Criteria to be used in determining whether an
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individual is a qualified buyer.

(g) Criteria regarding the purchase, ownership, and sale

of completed qualified project single-family dwellings.

(h) The manner of determining the project's development
costs and the appraised market value of qualified project

single-family dwellings.

(1) Any other qualifications a project must meet to

qualify as a qualified project.

Sec. 317.115. After a village dissolution under sections

703.31 to 703.39 of the Revised Code, an instrument related to a

tract, parcel, or lot of land located within what was previously

the territory of the dissolved village may utilize the lot and

sublot number previously assigned to the tract, parcel, or 1ot

of land.

Sec. 317.18. The county recorder shall make and keep up
direct and reverse indexes of all the names of both parties to
all instruments previously received for record by the county
recorder. The indexes shall show the kind of instrument, the
range, township, and section or the survey number and number of
acres, or the permanent parcel number provided for under section
319.28 of the Revised Code, or the lot and sublot number and the
part thereof, all as the case requires, of each tract, parcel,
or lot of land described in any such instrument. The name of
each grantor shall be entered in the direct index, and the name
of each grantee shall be entered in the reverse index. After a

village dissolution under sections 703.31 to 703.39 of the

Revised Code, the county recorder may continue to utilize the

lot and sublot number previously assigned to a tract, parcel, or

lot of land.
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As to notices of claims filed in accordance with sections
5301.51, 5301.52, and 5301.56 of the Revised Code, there shall
be entered in the reverse index the name of each claimant,
followed by the name of the present owner of title against whom
the claim is asserted, if the notice contains the name of the
present owner; or, if the notice contains the names of more than
one such owner, there shall be entered the name of the first

owner followed by "and others" or its equivalent.

In all cases of deeds, mortgages, or other instruments
made by any sheriff, master commissioner, marshal, auditor,
executor, administrator, trustee, or other officer, for the
sale, conveyance, or encumbrance of any lands, tenements, or
hereditaments, and recorded in the recorder's office, the
recorder shall index the parties to such instrument under their

appropriate letters, respectively, as follows:

(A) The names of the persons represented by such officer
as owners of the lands, tenements, or hereditaments described in

any such instruments;

(B) The official designation of the officer by whom such

instrument was made;

(C) The individual names of the officers by whom such

instrument was made.

Whenever, in the opinion of the board of county
commissioners, it becomes necessary to transcribe, on account of
its worn out or incomplete condition, any volume of an index in
use, such volume shall be revised and transcribed to conform
with this section; except that in counties having a sectional
index in conformity with section 317.20 of the Revised Code,

such transcript shall be only a copy of the original.
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Sec. 703.23. All courts shall take judicial notice of the

classification of municipal corporations, and of their

advancement, reduction, and sgrrender—eofpowersdissolution.

Sec. 703.31. As used in sections 703.31 to 703.39 of the

Revised Code:

"Date the dissolution is effective" means the date the

election result is certified under section 703.33 of the Revised

Code or the date the attorney general files a certified copy of

a court's order of dissolution with the secretary of state,

auditor of state, and county recorder, as applicable, under

section 118.31 or 703.34 of the Revised Code.

"Period when a dissolution is in guestion" means the

period beginning on the date a petition under section 703.33 of

the Revised Code is presented or a legal action is filed by the

attorney general under section 118.31 or 703.34 of the Revised

Code and ending the date the result of the election under

section 703.33 of the Revised Code is certified or the decision

of the court of common pleas under section 118.31 or 703.34 of

the Revised Code is declared.

"Transition period" means the period beginning on the date

the dissolution is effective and ending on the date the

transition supervisory board determines all outstanding debts,

obligations, and liabilities of the dissolved village have been

resolved, all real and personal property of the dissolved

village has been transferred or otherwise disposed of, and all

utility property and utility services have been transferred.

"Utility services" means electric, water, sewer, and other

similar utilities.

Sec. 703.32. The process for dissolving a village, whether
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the dissolution is determined under section 118.31, 703.33, or

703.34 of the Revised Code, shall be conducted in accordance

with sections 703.31 to 703.39 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 793-20-703.33. (A) Villages may surrender—their—
eorporate—powers—voluntarily dissolve upon the petition to the

legislative authority of the village, or, in the alternative, to
the board of elections of the county in which the largest
portion of the population of the village resides as provided in
division (B) (1) of this section, of at least thirty per cent of
the electors thereof, to be determined by the number voting at

the last regular municipal election, and by an affirmative vote

of a majority of the electors at a—speeiat—eleetion;—which shall

"condition for surrendering—eeorporate—powersthe dissolution of a

village" means any of the following:

(1) The village has been declared to be in a fiscal
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emergency under Chapter 118. of the Revised Code and has been in
fiscal emergency for at least three consecutive years with
little or no improvement on the conditions that caused the

fiscal emergency declaration.

(2) The wvillage has failed to properly follow applicable
election laws for at least two consecutive election cycles for

any one elected office in the village.

(3) The village has been declared during an audit
conducted under section 117.11 of the Revised Code to be
unauditable under section 117.41 of the Revised Code in at least

two consecutive audits.

(4) The wvillage does not provide at least two services
typically provided by municipal government, such as police or
fire protection, garbage collection, water or sewer service,
emergency medical services, road maintenance, or similar
services. "Services" does not include any administrative service

or legislative action.

(5) The village has failed for any fiscal year to adopt

the tax budget required by section 5705.28 of the Revised Code.

(6) A village elected official has been convicted of theft
in office, either under section 2921.41 of the Revised Code or
an equivalent criminal statute at the federal level, at least
two times in a period of ten years. The convicted official with
respect to those convictions may be the same person or different

persons.

(B) If the auditor of state finds, in an audit report
issued under division (A) or (B) of section 117.11 of the
Revised Code of a village that has a population of one hundred

fifty persons or less and consists of less than two square
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miles, that the village meets at least two conditions for

surrendering—eorporate—powersthe dissolution of a village, the

auditor of state shall send a certified copy of the report

together with a letter to the attorney general requesting the
attorney general to institute legal action to dissolve the
village in accordance with division (C) of this section. The
report and letter shall be sent to the attorney general within
ten business days after the auditor of state's transmittal of
the report to the village.

Sec. 703.35. During the period when a dissolution is in

guestion, both of the following apply:

(A) The legislative authority of the village shall not

create any new debts, obligations, or liabilities except to the

extent the debt, obligation, or liability is necessary in

connection with the continued provision of the village's

utilities consistent with prudent utility practice.

(B) The legislative authority of the village shall select

an official or emplovee of the village who is knowledgeable on

village matters to serve as a representative during a

dissolution, should one occur, as specified under section

703.361 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 703.36. On the date the dissolution is effective, all

of the following apply:

(A) The village ceases to exist.
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(B) The corporate powers of the village cease.

(C) The village officials cease to hold office. An

official elected to start a term on or after the date the

dissolution is effective shall not take office.

(D) An issue voted on and scheduled to take effect on or

after the date the dissolution is effective, other than tax

levies and special assessments preserved under section 703.371

of the Revised Code, shall not take effect.

(E) A charter, if applicable, and all ordinances and

resolutions of the village, except for tax levy and special

assessment ordinances and resolutions preserved under section

703.371 of the Revised Code and ordinances and resolutions

necessary to maintain such tax levies and special assessments,

are extinguished. Except as provided in division (H) of section

703.371 of the Revised Code, all resolutions of the township or

townships into which the village dissolved apply throughout the

township's newly included territory, including zoning

requlations enacted by a board of township trustees under

Chapter 519. of the Revised Code except as provided in sections

303.22 and 519.22 of the Revised Code.

(G) The territory of the village becomes part of the

township or townships in which the village territory is located,

along existing township boundaries.

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this regard, the transition supervisory board shall resolve the

uncertainty.

(H) All leases to which the dissolved village was a party

terminate in accordance with the lease agreement. If a lease

agreement does not have a provision governing the circumstances,

the transition supervisory board shall resolve the lease.

Sec. 703.361. (A) (1) A transition supervisory board

consists of the following three voting members:

(a) The auditor of the county wherein a majority of the

village territory was located;

(b) A member of the board of county commissioners,

selected by the board of county commissioners, of the county

wherein a majority of the wvillage territory was located;

(c) The recorder of the county wherein a majority of the

village territory was located.

(2) A township trustee or the township fiscal officer, as

determined by the board of township trustees, of each township

assuming territory of the dissolved village shall serve on the

board as a nonvoting member.

(3) If the general election that determined the date the

dissolution is effective also included an election for an office

for which the office holder is designated as a board member

under division (A) (1) of this section, the individual declared

as elected to the office shall serve on the board.

(D) The members of the board are not liable, and shall be

held harmless, in any matter in which the board acts in

accordance with sections 703.31 to 703.39 of the Revised Code,

except for liability imposed as a result of a finding for

recovery or other citation in an audit conducted by, or on

behalf of, the auditor of state.

(H) Manage the response to public records regquests until

the records are transferred under section 703.375 of the Revised

Code;
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(I) Perform all other duties assigned to the receiver-

trustee under sections 703.31 to 703.39 of the Revised Code or

assigned to the transition supervisory board under those

sections and delegated by the board to the receiver-trustee;

(J) Conduct all other necessary business of the dissolved

village to conclude the village's affairs.

Sec. 703.37. During the transition period, all of the

following apply:

(A) The dissolved village's real and personal property

shall be disposed of or transferred as provided under section

703.373 of the Revised Code.

(B) The dissolved village's utility services shall be

managed and transferred as provided under section 703.374 of the

Revised Code.

(C) The dissolved village's records shall be handled as

provided under section 703.375 of the Revised Code.

(D) Any funds resulting from a legal settlement that

should be provided to the dissolved village shall be provided to

the receiver-trustee.

Sec. 703.371. (A) All taxes and special assessments levied

by the legislative authority of the dissolved wvillage, including

taxes levied in accordance with Chapters 718. and 5745. of the

Revised Code, shall continue to be collected after the date the

dissolution is effective to the extent that the receiver-trustee

determines that the revenue is needed to pay the outstanding

debts, obligations, and liabilities of the village and may

lawfully be used for that purpose.

During the transition period, the receiver-trustee shall
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administer and receive payments or settlements of such taxes and

special assessments. After the transition period, the fiscal

officer of the township that assumed the most dissolved village

territory shall administer and receive payments or settlements

of such taxes and special assessments.

Except as provided in division (G) of this section,

revenue from taxes and special assessments levied by the

legislative authority of the dissolved village shall be used

solely to pay the outstanding debts, obligations, and

liabilities of the village.

(B) A property tax or special assessment levied by the

legislative authority of a dissolved village that is not needed

to pay the outstanding debts, obligations, and liabilities of

the village or that cannot lawfully be used for that purpose

shall not be levied after the tax vyear that includes the date

the dissolution is effective. Within thirty days after that

date, the receiver-trustee or township fiscal officer that

administers the tax or assessment shall send notice to the

county auditor and each other member of the county budget

commission of each county in which the territory of the village

is located identifving each property tax levy and special

assessment subject to this division and specifying the date the

dissolution is effective.

(C) A property tax or special assessment levied and

collected in accordance with division (A) of this section after

the tax vear that includes the date the dissolution is effective

shall not be levied after the tax vear that includes the date

that all outstanding debts, obligations, and liabilities of the

dissolved village are paid in full. Within thirty days after

that date, the receiver-trustee or township fiscal officer that
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administers the tax or assessment shall send notice to the

county auditor and each other member of the county budget

commission of each county in which the tax or assessment is

levied identifving each property tax levy and special assessment

subject to this division and specifying the date that all

outstanding debts, obligations, and liabilities of the wvillage

were paid in full.

(D) A tax levied by the legislative authority of a

dissolved village in accordance with Chapter 718. or 5745. of

the Revised Code that is not needed to pay the outstanding

debts, obligations, and liabilities of the village or that

cannot be used for such purposes shall not be levied in any

taxable vear beginning on or after the date that the dissolution

is effective. Within thirty days after that date, the receiver-

trustee or township fiscal officer that administers the tax

shall send notice to the tax commissioner identifying each tax

subject to this division and specifying the date the dissolution

is effective.

(E) A tax levied in accordance with Chapter 718. or 5745.

of the Revised Code and collected in accordance with division

(A) of this section after the date the dissolution is effective

shall not be levied in any taxable vear beginning on or after

the date that all outstanding debts, obligations, and

liabilities of the dissolved village are paid in full. Within

thirty days after that date, the receiver-trustee or the fiscal

officer that administers the tax shall immediately send notice

to the tax commissioner identifving each tax subiject to this

division and specifving the date that all outstanding debts,

obligations, and liabilities of the village were paid in full.

(F) Refunds of illegal, erroneous, Or excessive payments

As Re-reported by the Senate Finance Committee

of taxes levied by the legislative authority of a dissolved

village in accordance with Chapter 718. and 5745. of the Revised

Code are "outstanding debts, obligations, and liabilities of the

village" for purposes of this section. During the transition

period, the receiver—-trustee shall estimate the total amount of

refunds that are expected to be requested and approved in

accordance with section 718.19, 718.91, and 5745.11 of the

Revised Code from the date the dissolution is effective until

the first day of the fourth vear following the last taxable vyear

in which a tax is levied under division (E) of this section.

The receiver-trustee shall deposit, out of amounts

collected under this division, an amount equal to one hundred

ten per cent of the estimate to a separate fund to be used only

for tax refunds under sections 718.19, 718.91, and 5745.11 of

the Revised Code. The fund shall be administered by the fiscal

officer that administers the taxes.

On the first day of the fourth vear following the last

taxable vear in which a tax is levied under division (E) of this

section, the fund shall be extinguished and any remaining

balance shall be distributed among the townships into which the

village was dissolved and used in accordance with division (G)

of this section. Notwithstanding anyvthing in the Revised Code to

the contrary, no requests or applications for refund may be

submitted or approved in accordance with section 718.19, 718.91,

or 5745.11 of the Revised Code after the date the fund is

extinguished under this division.

(G) All revenue from taxes and special assessments levied

by the legislative authority of a dissolved village that is

either not used to pay the outstanding debts, obligations, and

liabilities of the village or that cannot be used for that
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purpose shall be remitted to the township or townships into

which the village is dissolved. If more than one township is to

receive the remaining revenue, the revenue shall be divided

among the townships in proportion to the amount of territory

that each township has within the former boundaries of the

dissolved village as compared to the total territory within the

former boundaries of the dissolved village.

Revenue received by a township under this division shall

be deposited into the general fund of the township. The township

or townships may use revenue received under this division for

any lawful purpose so long as that purpose directly or

indirectly benefits the territory of the dissolved village.

(H) Resolutions related to property taxes levied by the

board of trustees of a township shall apply to all taxable

property within the former village territory dissolved into the

township on and after the first day of the first taxable vyear in

which, pursuant to divisions (B) and (C) of this section, no

property taxes are levied on that property by the legislative

authority of the dissolved village. This division applies only

to resolutions related to property taxes that are levied on all

taxable property within the township or all taxable property

within the unincorporated territory of the township. Resolutions

related to property taxes levied within a portion of the

township or a portion of the township's unincorporated territory

shall not apply to the territory of the dissolved village unless

such resolutions are amended to include such territory.

(I) This section does not apply to taxes or assessments

levied within all or part of the territory of a dissolved

village by a taxing authority other than the legislative

authority of the dissolved village or a board of township
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trustees. The levy and collection of such taxes and assessments

shall continue unimpeded by the dissolution of the village and

the revenue derived therefrom shall be used for the purposes

described in the ordinance or resolution that levies the tax or

assessment.

Sec. 703.372. Except as expressly provided in sections

703.377 and 703.378 of the Revised Code, the township or

townships into which the territory of a village is dissolved do

not assume the voted debts, obligations, or liabilities of the

village.

Unvoted debt serviced by property taxes levied within the

ten-mill limitation shall be assumed by the township or

townships into which the territory of the village is dissolved

in proportion to the total assessed valuation of territory that

each township has within the former boundaries of the dissolved

village as compared to the total assessed valuation of all

territory within the former boundaries of the dissolved village.

For the purpose of this section, the total assessed valuation of

village territory shall be determined based on the tax vyear in

which the dissolution is effective.

Sec. 703.373. During the transition period, the dissolved

village's real and personal property shall be disposed of by the

receiver-trustee as follows:

(A) The receiver—-trustee shall dispose of the village's

liguidable assets, as necessary, to use the proceeds to pay the

outstanding debts, obligations, and liabilities of the dissolved

village.

(B) The receiver-trustee shall transfer real or personal

property related to utility services as provided under section
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703.374 of the Revised Code.

(C) The receiver—-trustee shall facilitate the transfer of

the remaining real and personal property to the township or

townships into which the village dissolved, as follows:

(1) (a) If a village is dissolved into one township, the

remaining real and personal property vests by operation of law

in the township.

(b) If a village is dissolved into two or more townships,

the receiver-trustee shall direct the townships to enter into an

agreement regarding the distribution of the real and personal

property not later than sixty days after the date the

dissolution is effective. During that timeframe, the receiver-

trustee shall assist the townships in evaluating the dissolved

village's real and personal property as necessary. If the

townships are not able to enter into an agreement during that

timeframe, the receiver-trustee shall decide the distribution of

the property to the townships.

(2) The receiver-trustee shall record one of the following

with the county recorder of the county where an affected parcel

of real property is located, along with one or more affidavits

stating facts relating to the title as provided for in section

5301.252 of the Revised Code:

(a) A list of real property that vests by operation of law

under this division;

(b) An agreement entered into under this division;

(c) The receiver-trustee's distribution in lieu of an

agreement under this division.

(3) The county recorder shall make appropriate notations
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in the county records to reflect a transfer under this section.

The notations shall include a reference to the county's recorded

certificate of dissolution. The recording of a certificate of

dissolution or a certified copy thereof, an item recorded under

division (C) (2) (a), (b)), or (c) of this section, and supporting

affidavits serve as sufficient evidence of a transfer of title

from the dissolved village to a township or townships. The

documents shall be recorded in the same manner as a deed of

convevance, except the receiver-trustee and the affected

township or townships are exempt from any fees specified under

section 317.32 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 703.374. During the transition period, the dissolved

village's utility services, if any, shall be handled as follows:

(A) The provision of utility services shall be

uninterrupted.

(B) The receiver-trustee shall manage the continued

provision of the utility services until the responsibility is

transferred under this section.

(C) The receiver-trustee shall transfer management of the

utility services, as appropriate, to another entity that

lawfully may provide those utility services. The receiver-

trustee shall transfer the respective real or personal property

to the same entity.

Sec. 703.375. (A) During the transition period, the

dissolved village's public records shall be handled as follows:

(1) The receiver-trustee shall evaluate the dissolved

village's records retention schedule to determine if it is

viable for future responses to public records requests. If it is

viable, the receiver-trustee shall follow the schedule in

If it is not viable, the receiver-

trustee, with assistance from the county records commission of

the county wherein a majority of the village territory was

located, shall create a records retention schedule applicable to

the dissolved village's records.

(2) Requests for the dissolved village's public records

shall be submitted to the receiver-trustee. The receiver-trustee

shall respond to those requests in accordance with section

149.43 of the Revised Code. If the receiver-trustee transferred

records under division (B) of this section before receiving a

request, the receiver-trustee shall notify the requestor that

the records may be available via request to the entity or

township to which the records were transferred.

(B) Within the first ninety days after the date the

dissolution is effective, the receiver-trustee, with assistance

from the county records commission of the county wherein a

majority of the village territory was located, shall review the

records of the dissolved village. The review shall determine

which records may be disposed of, which records are related to

utility services and shall be transferred to the entity assuming

the management of the utility service, and which records shall

be transferred to the township or townships into which the

dissolved village dissolved. If necessary, the receiver-trustee

and commission may seek the assistance of an entity or township

for this purpose.

(C) Beginning on the date the transition period is over,

the township or townships to which the records of the dissolved

village were transferred under this section are responsible for

responding to requests for those records.

Sec. 703.376. (A) If the dissolved village designated a
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community improvement corporation as its agency for the purposes

described in division (A) (1) of section 1724.10 of the Revised

Code, one of the following shall occur during the transition

period:

(1) If the dissolving village is the only subdivision that

designated the community improvement corporation as its agency,

the community improvement corporation shall be dissolved;

(2) If more than one subdivision designated the community

improvement corporation as its agency, the community improvement

corporation shall either: (a) dissolve and apportion its

remaining assets among each such subdivision in accordance with

the articles of incorporation, or (b) apportion and liguidate

the dissolving village's share of the community improvement

corporation's assets and amend the articles of incorporation to

reflect that the community improvement corporation is no longer

the agency of the dissolving village.

(C) The secretary of state shall cancel the articles of

incorporation of a community improvement corporation dissolved

under this section, and all rights, privileges, and franchises

conferred upon that community improvement corporation by those

articles of incorporation then shall cease.
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Sec. 703.377. (A) As used in this section:

(1) "Participating political subdivision" and "special

improvement district" have the same meanings as in section

1710.01 of the Revised Code.

(2) "Appraised value" has the same meaning as in section

1710.13 of the Revised Code.

(3) "Legislative authority" means the legislative

authority of a municipal corporation or board of trustees of a

township.

(B) During the period when a dissolution is in guestion,

the board of directors of any special improvement district with

respect to which the village is a participating political

subdivision shall not create any new debts, obligations, or

liabilities except to the extent the debt, obligation, or

liability is necessary in connection with the continued

provision of the utilities of a participating political

subdivision consistent with prudent utility practice.

(C) During the transition period, the receiver-trustee

shall call a meeting to consider winding down the affairs of the

district or transitioning the affairs of the district that

concern the dissolved village to the township or townships that

assumed or will assume district territory as a result of the

dissolution. Notice of the meeting shall be given as provided in

section 1710.05 of the Revised Code to the members of the

district, all participating political subdivisions other than

the dissolved village, and the township or townships that

assumed or will assume district territory as a result of the

dissolution.

(D) Upon the affirmative vote of the transition
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supervisory board, the legislative authority of each township

that assumed or will assume district territory as a result of

the dissolution, the legislative authorities of all

participating political subdivisions other than the dissolved

village, and members of the district who collectively own more

than fifty per cent of the appraised value of the real property

in the district that may be subiject to assessment under division

(C) of section 1710.06 of the Revised Code, the improvement or

services plan for the special improvement district may be

amended to replace the dissolving village with the township or

townships that assumed or will assume district territory as a

result of the dissolution. Upon such a vote, the township or

townships assume all rights and responsibilities of the

dissolved village related to the special improvement district.

(E) Except as provided in division (D) of this section,

the special improvement district shall be dissolved. Once

dissolved, all bonds, notes, and other obligations of the

district associated with the improvement or services plan shall

be paid. Thereafter, the plan shall be repealed. All special

assessments imposed to pay for the costs of the plan shall

continue until all bonds, notes, and other obligations of the

district are paid. During the transition period, the receiver-

trustee shall assume the rights and obligations of the dissolved

village with respect to such assessments. After the transition

period, the township or townships that assumed territory of the

special improvement district as a result of the dissolution

shall assume such rights and obligations.

Upon fully paving off all bonds, notes, and other

obligations, the board of directors of the special improvement

district shall notify the legislative authority of each

participating subdivision and either the receiver-trustee or, if
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the transition period is over, legislative authority of the 2481
township or townships that assumed district territory as a 2482
result of the dissolution. Upon receiving such notice, the 2483
participating political subdivisions and either the receiver- 2484
trustee or the township or townships that assumed district 2485
territory shall discontinue the levy of any special assessments 2486
imposed to pay for costs of the plan.

(F) No rights or obligations of any person under any 2488
contract, or in relation to any bonds, notes, or assessments 2489
made under Chapter 1710. of the Revised Code, shall be affected 2490
by the dissolution of the district, except with the consent of 2491
that person or by order of a court with jurisdiction over the 2492
matter. Upon dissolution of a district, any assets or rights of 2493

district as compared to the total appraised value of all real 2499
property located within the former district.

Assets or rights apportioned to the dissolved village 2503

on the total appraised value of former district property assumed 2508
by each such township. Such assets and rights shall be used for 2509

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Sec. 703.378. Notwithstanding any provision of the Revised

Code to the contrary, a township into which property subject to

service pavments in lieu of taxes required under section 725.04,

5709.42, or 5709.46 of the Revised Code, or services charges in

lieu of taxes required under section 1728.11 or 1728.111 of the

Revised Code, is dissolved in accordance with sections 703.31 to

703.39 of the Revised Code shall assume all rights and

responsibilities under sections 725.04, 1728.11, 1728.111,

5709.40 to 5709.43, or 5709.45 to 5709.47 of the Revised Code of

the dissolved village that granted exemption of the property.

Sec. 703.379. (A) As used in this section, "local

government fund payments" means payments a dissolved village

would receive under sections 5747.503, 5747.51, and 5747.53, and

division (C) of section 5747.50 of the Revised Code, as

applicable, if not for the dissolution of the village.

(B) A county budget commission of a county in which all or

part of the former territory of the dissolved village is located

shall exclude the dissolved village from any apportionment plan

adopted under section 5747.51 or 5747.53 of the Revised Code on

or after the first day of the transition period. A county budget

commission shall not amend an apportionment plan adopted under

one of those sections before the first day of the transition

period for the purpose of reallocating county undivided local

government fund payments apportioned to the dissolved village.

(E) After the transition period, local government fund

payments to the dissolved village shall be distributed directly

to the fiscal officer of the township that assumed the most

dissolved village territory. The fiscal officer shall first

apply the revenue to any outstanding debts, obligations, and

liabilities of the dissolved village. Any remaining revenue

shall then be dispensed to the township or townships into which

the territory of the dissolved village was dissolved. Such

remaining revenue shall be divided in the same proportions and

used for the same purposes as tax and special assessment revenue

under division (G) of section 703.371 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 703.38. (A) On the date the transition period is

over, the transition supervisory board shall notify the auditor

of state and all entities affected by, or participating in, the

dissolution that the transition period is over.

less than two consecutive weeks in a newspaper of general
circulation within the village. The legislative authority may
also cause notice to be inserted in trade papers or other
publications designated by it or to be distributed by electronic
means, including posting the notice on the legislative
authority's internet web site. If the legislative authority
posts the notice on its web site, it may eliminate the second
notice otherwise required to be published in a newspaper of
general circulation within the village, provided that the first
notice published in such newspaper meets all of the following

requirements:

(A) It is published at least two weeks before the opening
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of bids.

(B) It includes a statement that the notice is posted on

the legislative authority's internet web site.

(C) It includes the internet address of the legislative

authority's internet web site.

The bids shall be opened and shall be publicly read by the
clerk of the village or a person designated by the clerk at the
time, date, and place specified in the advertisement to bidders
or specifications.

As used in this section, "personal protective equipment"
means equipment worn to minimize exposure to hazards that cause

The commissioners appointed in accordance
with section 1545.05 or pursuant to section 1545.041 of the
Revised Code shall constitute the board of park commissioners of
the park district. Such board shall be a body politic and
corporate, and may sue and be sued as provided in sections
1545.01 to 1545.28 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 1724.07. Fa—Except as provided in section 703.376 of

the Revised Code, in the event of amy—voluntary or involuntary

dissolution, liquidation, or failure to reinstate the articles
after cancellation of the community improvement corporation, any

remaining assets shall be applied as follows:

(A) In the case of an economic development corporation, to
such civic projects or public charitable purposes in the
community or area as may be determined by the directors with the
approval of the court of common pleas of the county wherein the

corporation has its principal place of business;
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(B) In the case of a county land reutilization
corporation, as determined by the board of county commissioners
with the written approval of the county treasurer. Pending the
determination, the remaining assets shall be transferred to the

The Montgomery county prosecuting attorney shall prosecute in
the Montgomery county municipal court all felony, misdemeanor,
and traffic violations arising in the unincorporated townships
of Jefferson, Jackson, Perry, and Clay and all felony wviolations
of state law and all violations involving a state or county
agency arising within the jurisdiction of the court. All other
violations arising in the territory of the Montgomery county
municipal court shall be prosecuted by the village solicitor,
city director of law, or similar chief legal officer for each
municipal corporation within the territory of the Montgomery

county municipal court.

The prosecuting attorney of any county given the duty of
prosecuting in municipal court violations of state law shall
receive no additional compensation for assuming these additional
duties, except that the prosecuting attorney of Hamilton,
Portage, and Wayne counties shall receive compensation at the
rate of four thousand eight hundred dollars per year, and the
prosecuting attorney of Auglaize county shall receive
compensation at the rate of one thousand eight hundred dollars
per year, each payable from the county treasury of the

respective counties in semimonthly installments.

(C) The wvillage solicitor, city director of law, or
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similar chief legal officer shall perform the same duties,
insofar as they are applicable to the village solicitor, city
director of law, or similar chief legal officer, as are required
of the prosecuting attorney of the county. The village
solicitor, city director of law, similar chief legal officer or
any assistants who may be appointed shall receive for such
services additional compensation to be paid from the treasury of

the county as the board of county commissioners prescribes.

(D) The prosecuting attorney of any county, other than
Auglaize, Brown, Clermont, Hocking, Holmes, Jackson, Morrow,
Ottawa, Paulding, Perry, Portage, or Putnam county, may enter
into an agreement with any municipal corporation in the county
in which the prosecuting attorney serves pursuant to which the
prosecuting attorney prosecutes all criminal cases brought
before the municipal court that has territorial jurisdiction
over that municipal corporation for criminal offenses occurring
within the municipal corporation. The prosecuting attorney of
Auglaize, Brown, Clermont, Hocking, Holmes, Jackson, Morrow,

If the sheriff has sent a notice
to the persons described in those divisions as a result of
receiving a notice of intent to reside and if the offender or
delingquent child registers a residence address that is the same
residence address described in the notice of intent to reside,
the sheriff is not required to send an additional notice when
the offender or delinquent child registers. The sheriff shall

provide the notice to all of the following persons:

(1) (a) Any occupant of each residential unit that is

located within one thousand feet of the offender's or delinquent
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child's residential premises, that is located within the county 2785
served by the sheriff, and that is not located in a multi-unit 2786
building. Division (D) (3) of this section applies regarding 2787
notices required under this division. 2788

(b) If the offender or delinquent child resides in a 2789
multi-unit building, any occupant of each residential unit that 2790
is located in that multi-unit building and that shares a common 2791
hallway with the offender or delinquent child. For purposes of 2792
this division, an occupant's unit shares a common hallway with 2793
the offender or delinquent child if the entrance door into the 2794
occupant's unit is located on the same floor and opens into the 2795
same hallway as the entrance door to the unit the offender or 2796
delinquent child occupies. Division (D) (3) of this section 2797
applies regarding notices required under this division. 2798

(c) The building manager, or the person the building owner 2799
or condominium unit owners association authorizes to exercise 2800
management and control, of each multi-unit building that is 2801
located within one thousand feet of the offender's or delinquent 2802
child's residential premises, including a multi-unit building in 2803
which the offender or delinquent child resides, and that is 2804
located within the county served by the sheriff. In addition to 2805
notifying the building manager or the person authorized to 2806
exercise management and control in the multi-unit building under 2807
this division, the sheriff shall post a copy of the notice 2808
prominently in each common entryway in the building and any 2809
other location in the building the sheriff determines 2810
appropriate.

notification area and that is located within the county served

(3) (a) The superintendent of each board of education of a
school district that has schools within the specified
geographical notification area and that is located within the

county served by the sheriff;

(b) The principal of the school within the specified
geographical notification area and within the county served by

the sheriff that the delinquent child attends;

(c) If the delinquent child attends a school outside of
the specified geographical notification area or outside of the
school district where the delinquent child resides, the
superintendent of the board of education of a school district
that governs the school that the delinquent child attends and

the principal of the school that the delinquent child attends.

(4) (a) The appointing or hiring officer of each chartered

nonpublic school located within the specified geographical
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notification area and within the county served by the sheriff or
of each other school located within the specified geographical
notification area and within the county served by the sheriff
and that is not operated by a board of education described in

division (A) (3) of this section;

(b) Regardless of the location of the school, the
appointing or hiring officer of a chartered nonpublic school

that the delinquent child attends.

(5) The director, head teacher, elementary principal, or
site administrator of each preschool program governed by Chapter
3301. of the Revised Code that is located within the specified
geographical notification area and within the county served by

the sheriff;

(6) The administrator of each child care center or type A
family child care home that is located within the specified
geographical notification area and within the county served by
the sheriff, and each holder of a license to operate a type B
family child care home that is located within the specified
geographical notification area and within the county served by
the sheriff. As used in this division, "child care center,"
"type A family child care home," and "type B family child care
home" have the same meanings as in section 5104.01 of the

Revised Code.

(7) The president or other chief administrative officer of
each institution of higher education, as defined in section
2907.03 of the Revised Code, that is located within the
specified geographical notification area and within the county
served by the sheriff, and the chief law enforcement officer of
the state university law enforcement agency or campus police

department established under section 3345.04 or 1713.50 of the
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Revised Code, if any, that serves that institution;

(8) The sheriff of each county that includes any portion

of the specified geographical notification area;

(9) If the offender or delinquent child resides within the
county served by the sheriff, the chief of police, marshal, or
other chief law enforcement officer of the municipal corporation
in which the offender or delinquent child resides or, if the
offender or delinquent child resides in an unincorporated area,
the constable or chief of the police department or police
district police force of the township in which the offender or

delinquent child resides;

(10) Volunteer organizations in which contact with minors
or other vulnerable individuals might occur or any organization,
company, or individual who requests notification as provided in

division (J) of this section.

(B) The notice required under division (A) of this section
shall include all of the following information regarding the

subject offender or delinquent child:
(1) The offender's or delinquent child's name;

(2) The address or addresses of the offender's or public
registry-qualified juvenile offender registrant's residence,
school, institution of higher education, or place of employment,
as applicable, or the residence address or addresses of a
delinquent child who is not a public registry-qualified juvenile

offender registrant;

(3) The sexually oriented offense or child-victim oriented
offense of which the offender was convicted, to which the
offender pleaded guilty, or for which the child was adjudicated

a delingquent child;
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(4) A statement that identifies the category specified in
division (F) (1) (a), (b), or (c) of this section that includes
the offender or delinquent child and that subjects the offender

or delinquent child to this section;
(5) The offender's or delinquent child's photograph.

(C) If a sheriff with whom an offender or delinquent child
registers under section 2950.04, 2950.041, or 2950.05 of the
Revised Code or to whom the offender or delinquent child most
recently sent a notice of intent to reside under section 2950.04
or 2950.041 of the Revised Code is required by division (A) of
this section to provide notices regarding an offender or
delinquent child and if, pursuant to that requirement, the
sheriff provides a notice to a sheriff of one or more other
counties in accordance with division (A) (8) of this section, the
sheriff of each of the other counties who is provided notice
under division (A) (8) of this section shall provide the notices
described in divisions (A) (1) to (7) and (A) (9) and (10) of this
section to each person or entity identified within those
divisions that is located within the specified geographical
notification area and within the county served by the sheriff in

question.

(D) (1) A sheriff required by division (A) or (C) of this
section to provide notices regarding an offender or delinquent
child shall provide the notice to the neighbors that are
described in division (A) (1) of this section and the notices to
law enforcement personnel that are described in divisions (A) (8)
and (9) of this section as soon as practicable, but no later
than five days after the offender sends the notice of intent to

provide the notices, no later than five days after the sheriff

section to provide the notices, no later than five days after
the sheriff is provided the notice described in division (A) (8)

(2) If an offender or delinquent child in relation to whom
division (A) of this section applies verifies the offender's or
delinquent child's current residence, school, institution of
higher education, or place of employment address, as applicable,
with a sheriff pursuant to section 2950.06 of the Revised Code,
the sheriff may provide a written notice containing the
information set forth in division (B) of this section to the
persons identified in divisions (A) (1) to (10) of this section.
If a sheriff provides a notice pursuant to this division to the
sheriff of one or more other counties in accordance with
division (A) (8) of this section, the sheriff of each of the
other counties who is provided the notice under division (A) (8)
of this section may provide, but is not required to provide, a
written notice containing the information set forth in division
(B) of this section to the persons identified in divisions (A)

(3) A sheriff may provide notice under division (A) (1) (a)
or (b) of this section, and may provide notice under division
(A) (1) (c) of this section to a building manager or person
authorized to exercise management and control of a building, by
mail, by personal contact, or by leaving the notice at or under
the entry door to a residential unit. For purposes of divisions
(A) (1) (a) and (b) of this section, and the portion of division
(A) (1) (c) of this section relating to the provision of notice to
occupants of a multi-unit building by mail or personal contact,
the provision of one written notice per unit is deemed as

providing notice to all occupants of that unit.

(E) All information that a sheriff possesses regarding an

The
judge may dismiss the motion without a hearing but may not issue
an order suspending the community notification requirement
without a hearing. At the hearing, all parties are entitled to
be heard, and the judge shall consider all of the factors set
forth in division (K) of this section. If, at the conclusion of
the hearing, the judge finds that the offender has proven by
clear and convincing evidence that the offender is unlikely to
commit in the future a sexually oriented offense or a child-
victim oriented offense and if the judge finds that suspending
the community notification requirement is in the interests of
justice, the judge may suspend the application of this section
in relation to the offender. The order shall contain both of

these findings.

The judge promptly shall serve a copy of the order upon

regulations and financed in whole or in part from federal funds,
but for which no licensure requirements for the position can be

made under the provisions of such federal acts or regulations;

(d) Any other teacher or faculty member employed in any
school, college, university, institution, or other agency wholly
controlled and managed, and supported in whole or in part, by
the state or any political subdivision thereof, including
Central state university, Cleveland state university, and the

university of Toledo;

(e) The educational employees of the state board of
education, as determined by the state superintendent of public
instruction, and the educational employees of the department of
education and workforce, as determined by the director of

education and workforce;

(f) Any person having a registration issued pursuant to
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section 3301.28 of the Revised Code and employed as a tutor by

the coordinating service center as defined in that section;

(g) Any person having a license issued pursuant to Chapter
4732. of the Revised Code and employed as a school psychologist

in a public school;

(h) Any person having a pre-service teacher permit issued

pursuant to section 3319.0812 of the Revised Code and employed

as a substitute teacher by a school district or school.

In all cases of doubt, the state teachers retirement board
shall determine whether any person is a teacher, and its

decision shall be final.
(2) "Teacher" does not include any of the following:

(a) Any eligible employee of a public institution of
higher education, as defined in section 3305.01 of the Revised
Code, who elects to participate in an alternative retirement

plan established under Chapter 3305. of the Revised Code;

(b) Any person employed by a community school operator, as
defined in section 3314.02 of the Revised Code, if on or before
February 1, 2016, the school's operator was withholding and
paying employee and employer taxes pursuant to 26 U.S.C. 3101 (a)
and 3111 (a) for persons employed in the school as teachers,
unless the person had contributing service in a community school
in the state within one year prior to the later of February 1,
2016, or the date on which the operator for the first time
withholds and pays employee and employer taxes pursuant to 26

U.S.C. 3101 (a) and 3111 (a) for that person;

(c) Any person who would otherwise be a teacher under
division (B) (2) (b) of this section who terminates employment

with a community school operator and has no contributing service
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in a community school in the state for a period of at least one

year from the date of termination of employment.

(C) "Member" means any person included in the membership
of the state teachers retirement system, which shall consist of
all teachers and contributors as defined in divisions (B) and

(3) Has any discretionary authority or responsibility in

"compensation" means all salary, wages, and other earnings paid
to a teacher by reason of the teacher's employment, including
compensation paid pursuant to a supplemental contract. The
salary, wages, and other earnings shall be determined prior to
determination of the amount required to be contributed to the
teachers' savings fund or defined contribution fund under
section 3307.26 of the Revised Code and without regard to
whether any of the salary, wages, or other earnings are treated

as deferred income for federal income tax purposes.

(iii) A retroactive increase paid to a member employed by

a school district board of education as a superintendent that is

(3) The retirement board shall determine both of the 3514
following: 3515

(a) Whether particular forms of earnings are included in 3516
any of the categories enumerated in this division; 3517

(b) Whether any form of earnings not enumerated in this 3518
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division is to be included in compensation.

Decisions of the board made under this division shall be

final.
(M) "Superannuate" means both of the following:

(P) "Faculty" means the teaching staff of a university,

college, or school, including any academic administrators.
Sec. 3309.01. As used in this chapter:

(A) "Employer" or "public employer" means boards of

education, school districts, joint vocational districts,
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governing authorities of community schools established under
Chapter 3314. of the Revised Code, a science, technology,
engineering, and mathematics school established under Chapter

(3) Any person, not a faculty member, employed in any
school or college or other institution wholly controlled and
managed, and wholly or partly supported by the state or any
political subdivision thereof, the board of trustees, or other

managing body of which shall accept the requirements and
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obligations of this chapter.

In all cases of doubt, the school employees retirement
board shall determine whether any person is an employee, as

defined in this division, and its decision is final.

(C) "Prior service" means all service rendered prior to

September 1, 1937:

(1) As an employee as defined in division (B) of this

section;

(2) As an employee in a capacity covered by the public
employees retirement system or the state teachers retirement

system;

(3) As an employee of an institution in another state,
service credit for which was procured by a member under the

provisions of section 3309.31 of the Revised Code.

Prior service, for service as an employee in a capacity
covered by the public employees retirement system or the state
teachers retirement system, shall be granted a member under
qualifications identical to the laws and rules applicable to

service credit in those systems.

Prior service shall not be granted any member for service
rendered in a capacity covered by the public employees
retirement system, the state teachers retirement system, and
this system in the event the service credit has, in the
respective systems, been received, waived by exemption, or
forfeited by withdrawal of contributions, except as provided in

this chapter.

If a member who has been granted prior service should,

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(G) "Retirant" means any former member who retired and is
receiving a retirement allowance under section 3309.36 or

(H) "Beneficiary" or "beneficiaries" means the estate or a
person or persons who, as the result of the death of a
contributor or retirant, qualifies for or is receiving some

right or benefit under this chapter.

(I) "Interest," as specified in division (E) of section
3309.60 of the Revised Code, means interest at the rates for the
respective funds and accounts as the school employees retirement

board may determine from time to time.

(J) "Accumulated contributions" means the sum of all
amounts credited to a contributor's account in the employees'
savings fund together with any regular interest credited thereon
at the rates approved by the retirement board prior to

retirement.

(K) "Final average salary" means the sum of the annual
compensation for the three highest years of compensation for
which contributions were made by the member, divided by three.
If the member has a partial year of contributing service in the
year in which the member terminates employment and the partial
year 1s at a rate of compensation that is higher than the rate
of compensation for any one of the highest three years of annual
earnings, the board shall substitute the compensation earned for
the partial year for the compensation earned for a similar
fractional portion in the lowest of the three high years of
annual compensation before dividing by three. If a member has
less than three years of contributing membership, the final
average salary shall be the total compensation divided by the

or other nonpublic entity that has been approved by the
department and workforce to participate in the program

(8) "Special education program" means a school or facility
that provides special education and related services to children

with disabilities.

(B) There is hereby established the autism scholarship
program. Under the program, the department shall pay a
scholarship under section 3317.022 of the Revised Code to the
parent of each qualified special education child upon
application of that parent pursuant to procedures and deadlines
established by rule of the department. Each scholarship shall be
used only to pay tuition for the child on whose behalf the
scholarship is awarded to attend a special education program
that implements the child's individualized education program or
education plan and that is operated by an alternative public
provider or by a registered private provider, and to pay for
other services agreed to by the provider and the parent of a
qualified special education child that are not included in the
individualized education program or education plan but are
associated with educating the child. Upon agreement with the
parent of a qualified special education child, the alternative
public provider or the registered private provider may modify
the services provided to the child. The purpose of the
scholarship is to permit the parent of a qualified special
education child the choice to send the child to a special
education program, instead of the one operated by or for the
school district in which the child is entitled to attend school,
to receive the services prescribed in the child's individualized
education program or education plan once the individualized

education program or education plan is finalized and any other
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services agreed to by the provider and the parent of a qualified
special education child. The services provided under the
scholarship shall include an educational component or services
designed to assist the child to benefit from the child's

education.

A scholarship under this section shall not be awarded to
the parent of a child while the child's individualized education
program is being developed by the school district in which the
child is entitled to attend school, or while any administrative
or judicial mediation or proceedings with respect to the content
of the child's individualized education program are pending. A
scholarship under this section shall not be used for a child to
attend a public special education program that operates under a
contract, compact, or other bilateral agreement between the
school district in which the child is entitled to attend school
and another school district or other public provider, or for a
child to attend a community school established under Chapter
3314. of the Revised Code. However, nothing in this section or
in any rule adopted by the department shall prohibit a parent
whose child attends a public special education program under a
contract, compact, or other bilateral agreement, or a parent
whose child attends a community school, from applying for and
accepting a scholarship under this section so that the parent
may withdraw the child from that program or community school and
use the scholarship for the child to attend a special education
program for which the parent is required to pay for services for

the child.

Except for development of the child's individualized
education program or education plan, the school district in
which a qualified special education child is entitled to attend

school and the child's school district of residence, as defined
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in section 3323.01 of the Revised Code, if different, are not
obligated to provide the child with a free appropriate public
education under Chapter 3323. of the Revised Code for as long as
the child continues to attend the special education program
operated by either an alternative public provider or a
registered private provider for which a scholarship is awarded
under the autism scholarship program. If at any time, the
eligible applicant for the child decides no longer to accept
scholarship payments and enrolls the child in the special
education program of the school district in which the child is
entitled to attend school, that district shall provide the child
with a free appropriate public education under Chapter 3323. of

the Revised Code.

A child attending a special education program with a
scholarship under this section shall continue to be entitled to
transportation to and from that program in the manner prescribed

by law.

(C) As prescribed in division (A) (2) (h) of section 3317.03
of the Revised Code, a child who is not a preschool child with a
disability for whom a scholarship is awarded under this section
shall be counted in the formula ADM of the district in which the
child is entitled to attend school and not in the formula ADM of

any other school district.

(D) A scholarship shall not be paid under section 3317.022
of the Revised Code to a parent for payment of tuition owed to a
nonpublic entity unless that entity is a registered private
provider. The department shall approve entities that meet the
standards established by rule of the department for the program

established under this section.

(E) The department shall adopt rules under Chapter 119. of
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the Revised Code prescribing procedures necessary to implement
this section, including, but not limited to, procedures and
deadlines for parents to apply for scholarships, standards for

(4) Any person employed by a licensed psychologist,
licensed independent school psychologist, or licensed school
psychologist, while carrying out specific tasks, under the
licensee's supervision, as an extension of the licensee's legal

"psychology assistant," "psychology intern," or other
appropriate term that clearly implies their supervised or

training status;

(5) Unlicensed persons holding a doctoral degree in
psychology or special education from a program approved by the

department;

(6) A "registered behavior technician" as described under
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rule 5123-9-41 of the Administrative Code working under the
supervision and following the intervention plan of a certified
Ohio behavior analyst or a behavior analyst certified by a
nationally recognized organization that certifies behavior

analysts;

(7) A "certified Ohio behavior analyst" under Chapter

4783. of the Revised Code;

(8) Any other qualified individual as determined by the

department.

(F) The department shall provide reasonable notice to all
parents of children receiving a scholarship under the autism
scholarship program, alternative public providers, and
registered private providers of any amendment to a rule
governing, or change in the administration of, the autism

scholarship program.

(G) If a child qualifies for the autism scholarship
program pursuant to a diagnosis under division (A) (6) (c) of this
section and does not have an individualized education program
that includes services related to autism, the school district in
which the child is entitled to attend school shall develop an

education plan for the child.

(H) Not later than the thirtieth day of June each year,
each alternative public provider and registered private provider
enrolling students receiving autism scholarships shall submit to
the department, in a form and manner prescribed by the
department, the tuition rates charged by the provider for the

following school year.

(I) The department shall not require the parent of a

student who applies for or receives a scholarship under this

(2) Beginning with students who enter third grade in the
2013-2014 school year, unless the student is excused under
division (C) of section 3301.0711 of the Revised Code from
taking the assessment described in this section, no school
district shall promote to fourth grade any student who does not

unless one of the following applies:

(a) The student is an English learner who has been
enrolled in United States schools for less than three full
school years and has had less than three years of instruction in

an English as a second language program.

(b) The student is a child with a disability entitled to
special education and related services under Chapter 3323. of
the Revised Code and the student's individualized education

program exempts the student from retention under this division.

(c) The student demonstrates an acceptable level of
performance on an alternative standardized reading assessment as

The reading skills
assessment shall be completed by the thirtieth day of September
for students in grades one to three, and by the twentieth day of

instruction of the school year for students in kindergarten.
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Each district shall use the diagnostic assessment to measure
reading ability for the appropriate grade level adopted under
section 3301.079 of the Revised Code, or a comparable tool
approved by the department of education and workforce, to
identify such students. The policies and procedures shall
require the students' classroom teachers to be involved in the
assessment and the identification of students reading below
grade level. The assessment may be administered electronically
using live, two-way video and audio connections whereby the
teacher administering the assessment may be in a separate

location from the student.

(2) For each student identified by the diagnostic
assessment prescribed under this section as having reading
skills below grade level, the district shall do both of the

following:

(a) Provide to the student's parent or guardian, in

writing, all of the following:

(i) Notification that the student has been identified as

having a substantial deficiency in reading;

(ii) A description of the current services that are

provided to the student;

(iii) A description of the proposed supplemental
instructional services and supports that will be provided to the
student that are designed to remediate the identified areas of

reading deficiency;

(iv) Notification that if the student attains a score in
the range designated under division (A) (3) of section 3301.0710
of the Revised Code on the assessment prescribed under that

section to measure skill in English language arts expected at
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the end of third grade, the student shall be retained unless the
student is exempt under division (A) of this section. The
notification shall specify that the assessment under section
3301.0710 of the Revised Code is not the sole determinant of
promotion and that additional evaluations and assessments are
available to the student to assist parents and the district in
knowing when a student is reading at or above grade level and

ready for promotion.

(v) A statement that connects the child's proficiency
level in reading to long-term outcomes of success related to

proficiency in reading.

(b) Provide intensive reading instruction services and
regular diagnostic assessments to the student immediately
following identification of a reading deficiency until the
development of the reading improvement and monitoring plan
required by division (C) of this section. These intervention
services shall be aligned with the science of reading as defined
under section 3313.6028 of the Revised Code and include
research-based reading strategies that have been shown to be
successful in improving reading among low-performing readers and
instruction targeted at the student's identified reading

deficiencies.

(3) For each student retained under division (A) of this

section, the district shall do all of the following:

(a) Provide intense remediation services until the student
is able to read at grade level. The remediation services shall
include intensive interventions in reading that address the
areas of deficiencies identified under this section including,
but not limited to, not less than ninety minutes of reading

instruction per day, and may include any of the following:
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(1) Small group instruction;

(1i) Reduced teacher-student ratios;
(iii) More frequent progress monitoring;
(iv) Tutoring or mentoring;

(v) Transition classes containing third and fourth grade

students;
(vi) Extended school day, week, or year;
(vii) Summer reading camps.

(b) Establish a policy for the mid-year promotion of a
student retained under division (A) of this section who
demonstrates that the student is reading at or above grade

level;

(c) Provide each student with a teacher who satisfies one
or more of the criteria set forth in division (H) of this

section.

The district shall offer the option for students to
receive applicable services from one or more providers other
than the district. Providers shall be screened and approved by
the district or the department of education and workforce. If
the student participates in the remediation services and
demonstrates reading proficiency in accordance with standards
adopted by the department prior to the start of fourth grade,

the district shall promote the student to that grade.

(4) For each student retained under division (A) of this
section who has demonstrated proficiency in a specific academic
ability field, each district shall provide instruction

commensurate with student achievement levels in that specific
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academic ability field.

As used in this division, "specific academic ability
field" has the same meaning as in section 3324.01 of the Revised

Code.

(C) For each student required to be provided intervention
services under this section, the district shall develop a
reading improvement and monitoring plan within sixty days after
receiving the student's results on the diagnostic assessment or
comparable tool administered under division (B) (1) of this
section. The district shall involve the student's parent or
guardian and classroom teacher in developing the plan. The plan

shall include all of the following:

(1) Identification of the student's specific reading

deficiencies;

(2) A description of the additional instructional services
and support that will be provided to the student to remediate

the identified reading deficiencies;

(3) Opportunities for the student's parent or guardian to
be involved in the instructional services and support described

in division (C) (2) of this section;

(4) A process for monitoring the extent to which the
student receives the instructional services and support

described in division (C) (2) of this section;

(5) A reading curriculum during regular school hours that

does all of the following:
(a) Assists students to read at grade level;

(b) Provides scientifically based and reliable assessment;
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(c) Provides initial and ongoing analysis of each

student's reading progress.

(6) A statement that if the student does not attain at
least the equivalent level of achievement designated under
division (A) (3) of section 3301.0710 of the Revised Code on the
assessment prescribed under that section to measure skill in
English language arts expected by the end of third grade, the

student may be retained in third grade.

(7) High-dosage tutoring opportunities aligned with the
student's classroom instruction through a state-approved vendor
on the list of high-quality tutoring vendors under section
3301.136 of the Revised Code or a locally approved opportunity
that aligns with high-dosage tutoring best practices. High-
dosage tutoring opportunities shall include additional
instruction time of at least three days per week, or at least

fifty hours over thirty-six weeks.

The district shall continue to provide the plan developed
under division (C) of this section until the student achieves
the required level of skill in reading for the student's current

grade level.

Each student with a reading improvement and monitoring
plan under this division who enters third grade after July 1,
2013, shall be assigned to a teacher who satisfies one or more

of the criteria set forth in division (H) of this section.

The district shall report any information requested by the
department about the reading improvement monitoring plans
developed under this division in the manner required by the

department.

(D) Each school district shall report annually to the
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department on its implementation and compliance with this
section using guidelines prescribed by the department. The
director of education and workforce annually shall report to the
governor and general assembly the number and percentage of
students in grades kindergarten through four reading below grade
level based on the diagnostic assessments administered under
division (B) of this section and the achievement assessments
administered under divisions (A) (1) (a) and (b) of section
3301.0710 of the Revised Code in English language arts,
aggregated by school district and building; the types of
intervention services provided to students; and, if available,
an evaluation of the efficacy of the intervention services

provided.

(E) Any summer remediation services funded in whole or in
part by the state and offered by school districts to students

under this section shall meet the following conditions:

(1) The remediation methods are based on reliable

educational research.

(2) The school districts conduct assessment before and
after students participate in the program to facilitate

monitoring results of the remediation services.

(3) The parents of participating students are involved in

programming decisions.

(F) Any intervention or remediation services required by
this section shall include intensive, explicit, and systematic

instruction.

(G) This section does not create a new cause of action or

a substantive legal right for any person.

(H) (1) Except as provided under divisions (H) (2), (3), and
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(4) of this section, each student described in division (B) (3)
or (C) of this section who enters third grade for the first time
on or after July 1, 2013, shall be assigned a teacher who has at
least one year of teaching experience and who satisfies one or

more of the following criteria:

(a) The teacher holds a reading endorsement on the
teacher's license and has attained a passing score on the

corresponding assessment for that endorsement, as applicable.

(b) The teacher has completed a master's degree program

with a major in reading.

(c) The teacher was rated "most effective" for reading
instruction consecutively for the most recent two years based on
assessments of student growth measures developed by a vendor and
that is on the list of student assessments approved by the
department under division (B) (2) of section 3319.112 of the

Revised Code.

(d) The teacher was rated "above expected value added,™ in
reading instruction, as determined by criteria established by

the department, for the most recent, consecutive two years.

(e) The teacher has earned a passing score on a rigorous
test of principles of scientifically research-based reading

instruction as approved by the department.

(f) The teacher holds an educator license for teaching
grades pre-kindergarten through three or four through nine

issued on or after July 1, 2017.

(2) Notwithstanding division (H) (1) of this section, a
student described in division (B) (3) or (C) of this section who
enters third grade for the first time on or after July 1, 2013,

may be assigned to a teacher with less than one year of teaching
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experience provided that the teacher meets one or more of the
criteria described in divisions (H) (1) (a) to (f) of this section
and that teacher is assigned a teacher mentor who meets the

qualifications of division (H) (1) of this section.

(3) Notwithstanding division (H) (1) of this section, a
student described in division (B) (3) or (C) of this section who
enters third grade for the first time on or after July 1, 2013,
but prior to July 1, 2016, may be assigned to a teacher who
holds an alternative credential approved by the department or
who has successfully completed training that is based on
principles of scientifically research-based reading instruction
that has been approved by the department. Begimpingen—July—3+—

division (H) (3) of this section shall be aligned with the
reading competencies adopted by the state—board—department of

education and workforce under section 3301.077 of the Revised

Code.

(4) Notwithstanding division (H) (1) of this section, a
student described in division (B) (3) or (C) of this section who
enters third grade for the first time on or after July 1, 2013,
may receive reading intervention or remediation services under
this section from an individual employed as a speech-language
pathologist who holds a license issued by the state speech and
hearing professionals board under Chapter 4753. of the Revised
Code and a registration under section 3319.221 of the Revised

Code.

(5) A teacher, other than a student's teacher of record,
may provide any services required under this section, so long as
that other teacher meets the requirements of division (H) of

this section and the teacher of record and the school principal
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agree to the assignment. Any such assignment shall be documented

in the student's reading improvement and monitoring plan.

As used in this division, "teacher of record" means the

classroom teacher to whom a student is assigned.

(I) Notwithstanding division (H) of this section, a
teacher may teach reading to any student who is an English
language learner, and has been in the United States for three
years or less, or to a student who has an individualized
education program developed under Chapter 3323. of the Revised
Code if that teacher holds an alternative credential approved by
the department or has successfully completed training that is
based on principles of scientifically research-based reading

(J) If, on or after June 4, 2013, a school district or

(H) of this section for the 2013-2014 school year, the school
district or community school shall develop and submit a staffing
plan by June 30, 2013. The staffing plan shall include criteria
that will be used to assign a student described in division (B)
(3) or (C) of this section to a teacher, credentials or training
held by teachers currently teaching at the school, and how the
school district or community school will meet the requirements
of this section. The school district or community school shall
post the staffing plan on its web site for the applicable school

year.
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Not later than March 1, 2014, and on the first day of
March in each year thereafter, a school district or community
school that has submitted a plan under this division shall
submit to the department a detailed report of the progress the
district or school has made in meeting the requirements under

this section.

A school district or community school may request an

extension of a staffing plan beyond the 2013-2014 school year.

Extension requests must be submitted to the department not later

than the thirtieth day of April prior to the start of the
applicable school year. The department may grant extensions

valid through the 2015-2016 school year.

(K) The department of education and workforce shall
designate one or more staff members to provide guidance and
assistance to school districts and community schools in
implementing the third grade guarantee established by this
section, including any standards or requirements adopted to
implement the guarantee and to provide information and support

for reading instruction and achievement.

(2) "Seizure disorder" means epilepsy or involuntary
disturbance of brain function that may manifest as an
impairment, loss of consciousness, behavioral abnormalities,

sensory disturbance or convulsions.

(3) "Treating practitioner" means any of the following who
has primary responsibility for treating a student's seizure
disorder and has been identified as such by the student's
parent, guardian, or other person having care or charge of the
student or, if the student is at least eighteen years of age, by

the student:

(a) A physician authorized under Chapter 4731. of the
Revised Code to practice medicine and surgery or osteopathic

medicine and surgery;

(b) An advanced practice registered nurse who holds a
current, valid license to practice nursing as an advanced
practice registered nurse issued under Chapter 4723. of the
Revised Code and is designated as a clinical nurse specialist or
certified nurse practitioner in accordance with section 4723.42

of the Revised Code;

(c) A physician assistant who holds a license issued under
Chapter 4730. of the Revised Code, holds a valid prescriber
number issued by the state medical board, and has been granted

physician-delegated prescriptive authority.

(B) A school nurse, or another district or school employee
if a district or school does not have a school nurse, of each
city, local, exempted village, and joint vocational school
district and the governing authority of a chartered nonpublic

school, acting in collaboration with a student's parents or
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guardian, shall create an individualized seizure action plan for 4388
each student enrolled in the school district or chartered 4389
nonpublic school who has an active seizure disorder diagnosis.

the employee, contractor, or volunteer does any of the 4407
following: 4408

(a) Regularly interacts with the student; 4409

(b) Has legitimate educational interest in the student or 4410
is responsible for the direct supervision of the student; 4411

(c) Is responsible for transportation of the student to 4412
and from school. 4413

(2) The school nurse or a school administrator if the 4414

district does not employ a school nurse, shall identify each 4415
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individual who has received training under division (G) of this
section in the administration of drugs prescribed for seizure
disorders. The school nurse, or another district employee if a
district does not employ a school nurse, shall coordinate
seizure disorder care at that school and ensure that all staff
described in division (C) (1) of this section are trained in the

care of students with seizure disorders.

(D) A drug prescribed to a student with a seizure disorder
shall be provided to the school nurse or another person at the
school who is authorized to administer it to the student if the
district does not employ a full-time school nurse. The drug
shall be provided in the container in which it was dispensed by

the prescriber or a licensed pharmacist.

(E) A seizure action plan is effective only for the school
year in which the written request described in division (B) (1)
of this section was submitted and must be renewed at the

beginning of each school year.

(F) A seizure action plan created under division (B) of
this section shall be maintained in the office of the school
nurse or school administrator if the district does not employ a

full-time school nurse.

(G) A school district or governing authority of a
chartered nonpublic school shall designate at least one employee
at each school building it operates, aside from a school nurse,
to be trained on the implementation of seizure action plans
every two years. The district or governing authority shall
provide or arrange for the training of the employee. The
training must include and be consistent with guidelines and best
practices established by a nonprofit organization that supports

the welfare of individuals with epilepsy and seizure disorders,
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such as the Epilepsy Alliance Ohio or Epilepsy Foundation of

Ohio or other similar organizations as determined by the

department—ef—edueatien, and address all of the following:
(1) Recognizing the signs and symptoms of a seizure;

(2) The appropriate treatment for a student who exhibits

the symptoms of a seizure;

(3) Administering drugs prescribed for seizure disorders,

subject to section 3313.713 of the Revised Code.

A seizure training program under division (G) of this
section shall not exceed one hour and shall qualify as a
professional development activity for the renewal of educator
licenses, including activities approved by local professional
development committees under division (F) of section 3319.22 of
the Revised Code. If the training is provided to a school
district on portable media by a nonprofit entity, the training

shall be provided free of charge.

(H) A board of education or governing authority shall
require each person it employs as an administrator, guidance
counselor, teacher, or bus driver to complete a minimum of one
hour of self-study training or in-person training on seizure
disorders not later than twenty-four months after the effective
date of this section. Any such person employed after that date
shall complete the training within ninety days of employment.
The training shall qualify as a professional development
activity for the renewal of educator licenses, including
activities approved by local professional development committees

under division (F) of section 3319.22 of the Revised Code.

(I) (1) A school or school district, a member of a board or

governing authority, or a district or school employee is not
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liable in damages in a civil action for injury, death, or loss
to person or property allegedly arising from providing care or
performing duties under this section unless the act or omission

constitutes willful or wanton misconduct.

This section does not eliminate, limit, or reduce any
other immunity or defense that a school district, member of a
school district board of education, or school district employee
may be entitled to under Chapter 2744. or any other provision of

(2) A chartered nonpublic school or any officer, director,
or employee of the school is not liable in damages in a civil
action for injury, death, or loss to person or property

(d) The number of students who graduate in seven years
with a regular high school diploma divided by the number of

(e) The number of students who graduate in eight years
with a regular high school diploma divided by the number of
students who form the adjusted cohort for the four-year

graduation rate.
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(2) The percentage of twelfth-grade students currently
enrolled in the school who have attained the designated passing
score on all of the state high school achievement assessments
required under division (B) (1) of section 3301.0710 of the
Revised Code or the cumulative performance score on the end-of-
course examinations prescribed under division (B) (2) of section
3301.0712 of the Revised Code, whichever applies, and other
students enrolled in the school, regardless of grade level, who
are within three months of their twenty-second birthday and have
attained the designated passing score on all of the state high
school achievement assessments or the cumulative performance
score on the end-of-course examinations, whichever applies, by

their twenty-second birthday;

(3) Annual measurable objectives as defined in section

3302.01 of the Revised Code;

(4) Growth in student achievement in reading, or
mathematics, or both as measured by separate nationally norm-
referenced assessments that have developed appropriate standards
for students enrolled in dropout prevention and recovery

programs, adopted or approved by the department.

(D) (1) The department's rules shall prescribe the expected
performance levels and benchmarks for each of the indicators
prescribed by division (C) of this section based on the data
gathered by the department under division (G) of this section
and simulations created by the department. Based on a school's
level of attainment or nonattainment of the expected performance
levels and benchmarks for each of the indicators, the department

shall rate each school in one of the following categories:

(a) Exceeds standards;
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(b) Meets standards;
(c) Does not meet standards.

(2) The department's rules shall establish all of the

following:

(a) Performance levels and benchmarks for the indicators

described in divisions (C) (1) to (3) of this section;
(b) Both of the following:

(i) Performance levels and benchmarks for the indicator

described in division (C) (4) of this section;

(ii) Standards for awarding a community school described
in division (A) (4) (a) of section 3314.35 of the Revised Code an

overall designation, which shall be calculated as follows:

(I) Thirty per cent of the score shall be based on the
indicators described in division (C) (1) of this section that are
applicable to the school year for which the overall designation

is granted.

(IT) Thirty per cent of the score shall be based on the

indicators described in division (C) (4) of this section.

(III) Twenty per cent of the score shall be based on the

indicators described in division (C) (2) of this section.

(IV) Twenty per cent of the score shall be based on the

indicators described in division (C) (3) of this section.

(3) If both of the indicators described in divisions (C)
(1) and (2) of this section improve by ten per cent for two
consecutive years, a school shall be rated not less than "meets

standards."

The rating and the relevant performance data for each
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school shall be posted on the department's web site, and a copy
of the rating and data shall be provided to the governing

authority of the community school.

(E) (1) For the 2012-2013 school year, the department shall
issue a report card including the following performance
measures, but without a performance rating as described in
divisions (D) (1) (a) to (c) of this section, for each community
school described in division (A) (4) (a) of section 3314.35 of the

Revised Code:

(a) The graduation rates as described in divisions (C) (1)

(a) to (c) of this section;

(b) The percentage of twelfth-grade students and other
students who have attained a designated passing score on high
school achievement assessments as described in division (C) (2)

of this section;

(c) The statewide average for the graduation rates and
assessment passage rates described in divisions (C) (1) (a) to (c)

and (C) (2) of this section;

(d) Annual measurable objectives described in division (C)

(3) of this section.

(2) For the 2013-2014 school year, the department shall
issue a report card including the following performance measures
for each community school described in division (A) (4) (a) of

section 3314.35 of the Revised Code:

(a) The graduation rates described in divisions (C) (1) (a)
to (d) of this section, including a performance rating as

described in divisions (D) (1) (a) to (c) of this section;

(b) The percentage of twelfth-grade students and other

of this section, including a performance rating as described in

(3) Beginning with the 2014-2015 school year, and annually
thereafter, the department shall issue a report card for each
community school described in division (A) (4) (a) of section
3314.35 of the Revised Code that includes all of the following
performance measures, including a performance rating for each
measure as described in divisions (D) (1) (a) to (c) of this

section:

(a) The graduation rates as described in division (C) (1)

of this section;

(b) The percentage of twelfth-grade students and other
students who have attained a designated passing score on high
school achievement assessments as described in division (C) (2)

of this section;

(c) Annual measurable objectives described in division (C)
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(3) of this section, including a performance rating as described

(e) An overall performance designation for the school

The department shall also include student outcome data,
including postsecondary credit earned, nationally recognized
career or technical certification, military enlistment, Jjob
placement, attendance rate, and progress on closing achievement
gaps for each school. This information shall not be included in

the calculation of a school's performance rating.

(F) Not later than the thirty-first day of July of each
year, the department shall submit preliminary report card data
for overall academic performance for each performance measure
prescribed in division (E) (3) of this section for each community

school to which this section applies.

(G) For the purposes of prescribing performance levels and
benchmarks under division (D) of this section, the department
shall gather and analyze data from prior school years for each
community school described in division (A) (4) (a) of section
3314.35 of the Revised Code. Each such school shall cooperate
with the department. The department shall consult with

stakeholder groups in performing its duties under this division.

(H) The department shall review the performance levels and
benchmarks for performance indicators in the report card issued
under this section and may revise them based on the data

collected under division (G) of this section.
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(I) For the purposes of division (F) of section 3314.351
of the Revised Code, the department shall recalculate the
ratings for each school under division (E) (3) of this section
for the 2017-2018 school year and calculate the ratings under
that division for the 2018-2019 school year using the indicators
prescribed by division (C) of this section, as it exists on and

after July 18, 2019.

Sec. 3314.091. (A) A school district is not required to
provide transportation for any native student enrolled in a
community school if the district board of education has entered
into an agreement with the community school's governing
authority that designates the community school as responsible
for providing or arranging for the transportation of the
district's native students to and from the community school. For
any such agreement to be effective, it must be certified by the
director of education and workforce as having met all of the

following requirements:

(1) It is submitted to the department of education and
workforce by a deadline which shall be established by the

department.

(2) In accordance with divisions (C) (1) and (2) of this
section, it specifies qualifications, such as residing a minimum
distance from the school, for students to have their

transportation provided or arranged.

(3) The transportation provided by the community school is
subject to all provisions of the Revised Code and all rules
adopted under the Revised Code pertaining to pupil

transportation.

(4) The sponsor of the community school also has signed
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the agreement.

(B) (1) For the school year that begins on July 1, 2007, a
school district is not required to provide transportation for
any native student enrolled in a community school, if the
community school during the previous school year transported the
students enrolled in the school or arranged for the students'
transportation, even if that arrangement consisted of having
parents transport their children to and from the school, but did
not enter into an agreement to transport or arrange for
transportation for those students under division (A) of this
section, and if the governing authority of the community school
by July 15, 2007, submits written notification to the district
board of education stating that the governing authority is
accepting responsibility for providing or arranging for the
transportation of the district's native students to and from the

community school.

(2) Except as provided in division (B) (4) of this section,
for any school year subsequent to the school year that begins on
July 1, 2007, a school district is not required to provide
transportation for any native student enrolled in a community
school if the governing authority of the community school, by
the first day of August, submits written notification to the
district board of education stating that the governing authority
is accepting responsibility for providing or arranging for the
transportation of the district's native students to and from the
community school. If the governing authority of the community
school has previously accepted responsibility for providing or
arranging for the transportation of a district's native students
to and from the community school, under division (B) (1) or (2)
of this section, and has since relinquished that responsibility

under division (B) (3) of this section, the governing authority
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shall not accept that responsibility again unless the district
board consents to the governing authority's acceptance of that

responsibility.

(3) A governing authority's acceptance of responsibility
under division (B) (1) or (2) of this section shall cover an
entire school year, and shall remain in effect for subsequent
school years unless the governing authority submits written
notification to the district board that the governing authority
is relinquishing the responsibility. However, a governing
authority shall not relinquish responsibility for transportation
before the end of a school year, and shall submit the notice
relinquishing responsibility by the thirty-first day of January,
in order to allow the school district reasonable time to prepare

transportation for its native students enrolled in the school.

(4) (a) For any school year that begins on or after July 1,
2014, a school district is not required to provide
transportation for any native student enrolled in a community
school scheduled to open for operation in the current school
year, 1f the governing authority of the community school, by the
fifteenth day of April of the previous school year, submits
written notification to the district board of education stating
that the governing authority is accepting responsibility for
providing or arranging for the transportation of the district's

native students to and from the community school.

(b) The governing authority of a community school that
accepts responsibility for transporting its students under
division (B) (4) (a) of this section shall comply with divisions
(B) (2) and (3) of this section to renew or relinquish that

authority for subsequent school years.

(C) (1) A community school governing authority that enters
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into an agreement under division (A) of this section, or that
accepts responsibility under division (B) of this section, shall
provide or arrange transportation free of any charge for each of
its enrolled students who is required to be transported under
section 3327.01 of the Revised Code. The governing authority
shall report to the department of education and workforce the
number of students transported or for whom transportation is
arranged under this section in accordance with rules adopted by

the department.

(2) The governing authority may provide or arrange
transportation for any other enrolled student who is not
eligible for transportation in accordance with division (C) (1)
of this section and may charge a fee for such service up to the

actual cost of the service.

(3) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in division
(C) (1) or (2) of this section, a community school governing
authority shall provide or arrange transportation free of any
charge for any disabled student enrolled in the school for whom
the student's individualized education program developed under

Chapter 3323. of the Revised Code specifies transportation.

(D) A community school shall use payments received under
division ##3—(I) of section 3317.0212 of the Revised Code solely
to pay the costs of providing or arranging for the
transportation of students who are eligible as specified in
section 3327.01 of the Revised Code and division (C) (1) of this
section, which may include payments to a parent, guardian, or

other person in charge of a child in lieu of transportation.

(E) Except when arranged through payment to a parent,
guardian, or person in charge of a child, transportation

provided or arranged for by a community school pursuant to an
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agreement under this section is subject to all provisions of the
Revised Code, and all rules adopted under the Revised Code,
pertaining to the construction, design, equipment, and operation
of school buses and other vehicles transporting students to and
from school. The drivers and mechanics of the vehicles are
subject to all provisions of the Revised Code, and all rules
adopted under the Revised Code, pertaining to drivers and
mechanics of such vehicles. The community school also shall
comply with sections 3313.201, 3327.09, and 3327.10 of the
Revised Code, division (B) of section 3327.16 of the Revised
Code and, subject to division (C) (1) of this section, sections
3327.01 and 3327.02 of the Revised Code, as if it were a school

district.

Sec. 3317.16. The department of education and workforce
shall compute and distribute state core foundation funding to
each funding unit that is a joint wvocational school district for

the fiscal year as follows:
For fiscal years 2024 and 2025:

The district's funding base + [(the district's state core
foundation funding components for that fiscal year calculated
under divisions (A) (1), (2), (4), (5), and (6) of this section -
the district's general funding base) X the district's general
phase-in percentage for that fiscal year] + [ (the district's
disadvantaged pupil impact aid for that fiscal year calculated
under division (A7) (3) of this section - the district's
disadvantaged pupil impact aid funding base) X the district's
phase-in percentage for disadvantaged pupil impact aid for that

fiscal year]

For fiscal year 2026 and each fiscal year thereafter, the

sum of the district's state core foundation funding components
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for that fiscal year calculated under divisions (&) (1), (2),

(3), (4), (5), and (6) of this section.

(A) A district's state core foundation funding components

shall be all of the following:

(1) The district's state share of the base cost, which is

equal to the following:

(a) For fiscal years 2024 and 2025, an amount calculated

according to the following formula:

(The district's base cost calculated under section 3317.012 of
the Revised Code) - (0.0005 X the lesser of the district's
three-year average valuation or the district's most recent

valuation)

However, no district shall receive an amount under
division (A) (1) of this section that is less than -65—-0.10
times the base cost calculated for the district under section

3317.012 of the Revised Code.

(b) For fiscal year 2026 and each fiscal year thereafter,
an amount calculated in a manner determined by the general

assembly.

(2) Additional state aid for special education and related
services provided under Chapter 3323. of the Revised Code

calculated as follows:

(a) For fiscal years 2024 and 2025, the sum of the

following:

(1) The district's category one special education ADM X
the multiple specified in division (A) of section 3317.013 of
the Revised Code X the statewide average base cost per pupil for

that fiscal year X the district's state share percentage;
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(ii) The district's category two special education ADM X
the multiple specified in division (B) of section 3317.013 of
the Revised Code X the statewide average base cost per pupil for

that fiscal year X the district's state share percentage;

(iii) The district's category three special education ADM
X the multiple specified in division (C) of section 3317.013 of
the Revised Code X the statewide average base cost per pupil for

that fiscal year X the district's state share percentage;

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(iii) An amount calculated in a manner determined by the 4880
general assembly times the funding unit's category three special 4881
education ADM; 4882

(iv) An amount calculated in a manner determined by the 4883
general assembly times the funding unit's category four special 4884
education ADM; 4885

(v) An amount calculated in a manner determined by the 4886

(ii) The district's category two English learner ADM X the
multiple specified in division (B) of section 3317.016 of the
Revised Code X the statewide average base cost per pupil for

that fiscal year X the district's state share percentage;

(iii) The district's category three English learner ADM X
the multiple specified in division (C) of section 3317.016 of
the Revised Code X the statewide average base cost per pupil for

(b) For fiscal year 2026 and each fiscal year thereafter,

the sum of the following:

(1) An amount calculated in a manner determined by the
general assembly times the funding unit's category one English

learner ADM;

(ii) An amount calculated in a manner determined by the
general assembly times the funding unit's category two English

learner ADM;

(iii) An amount calculated in a manner determined by the
general assembly times the funding unit's category three English

learner ADM.

(5) Career-technical education funds calculated under

division (C) of section 3317.014 of the Revised Code.

(6) Career-technical education associated services funds
calculated under division (D) of section 3317.014 of the Revised

Code.

(B) (1) If a joint vocational school district's costs for a

fiscal year for a student in its categories two through six
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special education ADM exceed the threshold cost for serving the
student, as specified in division (B) of section 3317.0214 of
the Revised Code, the district may submit to the department
documentation, as prescribed by the department, of all of its
costs for that student. Upon submission of documentation for a
student of the type and in the manner prescribed, the department
shall pay to the district an amount equal to the sum of the

following:

(a) One-half of the district's costs for the student in

excess of the threshold cost;

(b) The product of one-half of the district's costs for
the student in excess of the threshold cost multiplied by the

district's state share percentage.

(2) The district shall report under division (B) (1) of
this section, and the department shall pay for, only the costs
of educational expenses and the related services provided to the
student in accordance with the student's individualized
education program.

(C) (1) For each student with a disability receiving
special education and related services under an individualized
education program, as defined in section 3323.01 of the Revised
Code, at a joint vocational school district, the resident
district or, if the student is enrolled in a community school,
the community school shall be responsible for the amount of any
costs of providing those special education and related services
to that student that exceed the sum of the amount calculated for
those services attributable to that student under division (A)

of this section.
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Those excess costs shall be calculated using a formula

approved by the department.

(2) The board of education of the joint vocational school
district may report the excess costs calculated under division

(C) (1) of this section to the department.

(3) If the board of education of the joint vocational

school district reports excess costs under division (C) (2) of

this section, the department shall pay the amount of excess cost

calculated under division (C) (2) of this section to the joint
vocational school district and shall deduct that amount as
provided in division (C) (3) (a) or (b) of this section, as

applicable:

(a) If the student is not enrolled in a community school,
the department shall deduct the amount from the account of the
student's resident district pursuant to division (J) of section

3317.023 of the Revised Code.

(b) If the student is enrolled in a community school, the
department shall deduct the amount from the account of the
community school pursuant to section 3314.083 of the Revised

Code.

(D) A joint vocational school district shall spend the
funds it receives under division (A) (3) of this section in

accordance with section 3317.25 of the Revised Code.

(E) For fiscal years 2024 and 2025, a school district
shall spend the funds it receives under division (A) (4) of this

section only for services for English learners.
(F) As used in this section:

(1) "Community school" means a community school
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established under Chapter 3314. of the Revised Code.

(2) "Resident district" means the city, local, or exempted
village school district in which a student is entitled to attend

school under section 3313.64 or 3313.65 of the Revised Code.
Sec. 3317.22. (A) As used in this section:

(1) "Eligible internet- or computer-based community
school" means an internet- or computer-based community school in
which a majority of the students were enrolled in a dropout

prevention and recovery program.

(2) "Statewide average base cost per-pupil" has the same

meaning as in section 3317.02 of the Revised Code.

(3) "Internet- or computer-based community school" has the

same meaning as in section 3314.02 of the Revised Code.

(B) The department of education_and workforce shall

establish a program to provide additional funding for students
enrolled in grades eight through twelve in eligible internet- or
computer-based community schools. An eligible internet- or
computer-based community school may choose to participate in the
program by notifying the department not later than the first day
of February of the school year in which the school will
participate in the program in a form and manner determined by

the department.

(C) The department shall require each eligible internet-
or computer-based community school that chooses to participate
in the program to report all information that is necessary to

make payments under division (D) of this section.

(D) The department shall calculate an additional payment

for each eligible internet- or computer-based community school

In the case of a student that was enrolled in the
school for the prior school year, payment shall be made under
division (D) (1) (b) (i) of this section at least thirty days after
the student has started to participate in learning opportunities
for the school year for which the payment is being made,
provided the student has been continuously enrolled in the

school during that time, as determined by the department.

(ii) The statewide average base cost per-pupil X (1/920) X
the lesser of the number of hours the student participates in

learning opportunities in that fiscal year or 920;

(1ii) The lesser of ($500 X either the number of courses
completed by the student in that fiscal year, in the case of a
student enrolled in grade eight, or the number of credits earned

by the student in that fiscal year, in the case of a student
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enrolled in grades nine through twelve) or $2,500.

(2) Compute the sum of the amounts calculated under
division (D) (1) of this section for all students enrolled in

(3) Compute the school's payment in accordance with the

(The amount determined under division (D) (2) of this
section) - (the number of full-time equivalent students enrolled
in grades eight through twelve in the school X the statewide

average base cost per-pupil)

If the amount computed under division (D) (3) is a negative
number, the school shall not receive a payment under this

section.

(E) (1) The department may complete a review of the
enrollment of each eligible internet- or computer-based
community school that chooses to participate in the program in
accordance with division (K) of section 3314.08 of the Revised
Code. If the department determines a school has been overpaid
based on a review completed under division (E) (1) of this
section, the department shall require a repayment of the
overpaid funds and may require the school to establish a plan to

improve the reporting of enrollment.

(2) To the extent that an eligible internet- or computer-
based community school that chooses to participate in the
program had, for the prior school year, a percentage of student
engagement in learning opportunities that was less than sixty-
five per cent, the school shall provide to the department a

meaningful plan for increasing student engagement.

(3) All eligible internet- or computer-based community
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schools that choose to participate in the program shall
implement programming or protocol which documents enrollment and
participation in learning opportunities in order to participate

in the program.

Sec. 3318.05. For purposes of this section, "conditional

approval" includes any conditional approval made by the Ohio

facilities commission and approved by the controlling board in

calendar vear 2023.

The conditional approval of the Ohio facilities
construction commission for a project shall lapse and the amount
reserved and encumbered for such project shall be released
unless the school district board accepts such conditional
approval within one hundred twenty days following the date of
certification of the conditional approval to the school district
board and the electors of the school district vote favorably on
both of the propositions described in divisions (A) and (B) of
this section within sixteen months of the date of such
certification, except that a school district described in
division (C) of this section does not need to submit the
proposition described in division (B) of this section. The
propositions described in divisions (A) and (B) of this section
shall be combined in a single proposal. If the district board or
the district's electors fail to meet such requirements and the
amount reserved and encumbered for the district's project is
released, the district shall be given first priority for project
funding as such funds become available, subject to section

3318.054 of the Revised Code.

(A) On the question of issuing bonds of the school
district board, for the school district's portion of the basic

project cost, in an amount equal to the school district's
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portion of the basic project cost less the amount of the
proceeds of any securities authorized or to be authorized under
division (J) of section 133.06 of the Revised Code and dedicated
by the school district board to payment of the district's

portion of the basic project cost; and

(B) On the question of levying a tax the proceeds of which
shall be used to pay the cost of maintaining or upgrading the
classroom facilities included in the project. Such tax shall be
at the rate of not less than one-half mill for each dollar of
valuation for a period of twenty-three years, subject to any

extension approved under section 3318.061 of the Revised Code.

(C) If a school district has in place a tax levied under
section 5705.21 of the Revised Code for general permanent
improvements for a continuing period of time and the proceeds of
such tax can be used for maintenance or upgrades, or if a
district agrees to the transfers described in section 3318.051
of the Revised Code, the school district need not levy the
additional tax required under division (B) of this section,
provided the school district board includes in the agreement
entered into under section 3318.08 of the Revised Code

provisions either:

(1) Earmarking an amount from the proceeds of that
permanent improvement tax for maintenance or upgrades of
classroom facilities equivalent to the amount of the additional
tax and for the equivalent number of years otherwise required

under this section;

(2) Requiring the transfer of money in accordance with

section 3318.051 of the Revised Code.

The district board subsequently may rescind the agreement
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to make the transfers under section 3318.051 of the Revised Code
only so long as the electors of the district have approved, in
accordance with section 3318.063 of the Revised Code, the levy
of a tax for the maintenance or upgrades of the classroom
facilities acquired under the district's project and that levy

continues to be collected as approved by the electors.

(D) Proceeds of the tax to be used for maintenance or
upgrade of the classroom facilities under either division (B) or
(C) (1) of this section, and transfers of money in accordance
with section 3318.051 of the Revised Code shall be deposited
into a separate fund established by the school district for such

purpose.

(E) Proceeds of the tax to be used for maintenance or
upgrades of the classroom facilities under either division (B)
or (C) (1) of this section shall not be used to upgrade classroom
facilities, unless the district board submits to the Ohio
facilities construction commission a proposal regarding the use
of those proceeds for upgrades and the commission approves the

proposal.

Sec. 3318.41. (2) (1) The Ohio facilities construction
commission annually shall assess the classroom facilities needs
of the number of joint vocational school districts that the
commission reasonably expects to be able to provide assistance
to in a fiscal year, based on the amount set aside for that
fiscal year under division (B) of section 3318.40 of the Revised
Code and the order of priority prescribed in division (B) of
section 3318.42 of the Revised Code, except that in fiscal year
2004 the commission shall conduct at least the five assessments
prescribed in division (E) of section 3318.40 of the Revised

Code.
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Upon conducting an assessment of the classroom facilities
needs of a school district, the commission shall make a

determination of all of the following:

(a) The number of classroom facilities to be included in a
project and the basic project cost of acquiring the classroom
facilities included in the project. The number of facilities and
basic project cost shall be determined in accordance with the
specifications adopted under section 3318.311 of the Revised
Code except to the extent that compliance with such
specifications is waived by the commission pursuant to the rule
of the commission adopted under division (F) of section 3318.40

of the Revised Code.

(b) The school district's portion of the basic project
cost as determined under division (C) of section 3318.42 of the

Revised Code;

(c) The remaining portion of the basic project cost that

shall be supplied by the state;

(d) The amount of the state's portion of the basic project
cost to be encumbered in accordance with section 3318.11 of the
Revised Code in the current and subsequent fiscal years from
funds set aside under division (B) of section 3318.40 of the

Revised Code.

(2) Divisions (A), (C), and (D) of section 3318.03 of the
Revised Code apply to any project under sections 3318.40 to
3318.45 of the Revised Code.

(B) (1) If the commission makes a determination under
division (A) of this section in favor of the acquisition of
classroom facilities for a project under sections 3318.40 to

3318.45 of the Revised Code, such project shall be conditionally
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approved. Such conditional approval shall be submitted to the
controlling board for approval. The controlling board shall
immediately approve or reject the commission's determination,
conditional approval, the amount of the state's portion of the
basic project cost, and the amount of the state's portion of the
basic project cost to be encumbered in the current fiscal year.
In the event of approval by the controlling board, the
commission shall certify the conditional approval to the joint
vocational school district board of education and shall encumber

the approved funds for the current fiscal year.

(2) No school district that receives assistance under
sections 3318.40 to 3318.45 of the Revised Code shall have
another such project conditionally approved until the expiration
of twenty years after the school district's prior project was
conditionally approved, unless the school district board
demonstrates to the satisfaction of the commission that the
school district has experienced since conditional approval of
its prior project an exceptional increase in enrollment or
program requirements significantly above the school district's
design capacity under that prior project as determined by rule
of the commission. Any rule adopted by the commission to
implement this division shall be tailored to address the

classroom facilities needs of joint vocational school districts.

(C) In addition to generating the amount of the school
district's portion of the basic project cost as determined under
division (C) of section 3318.42 of the Revised Code, in order
for a school district to receive assistance under sections
3318.40 to 3318.45 of the Revised Code, the school district
board shall set aside school district moneys for the maintenance
of the classroom facilities included in the school district's

project in the amount and manner prescribed in section 3318.43
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of the Revised Code.

(D) (1) The conditional approval for a project certified
under division (B) (1) of this section shall lapse and the amount
reserved and encumbered for such project shall be released

unless both of the following conditions are satisfied:

(a) Within one hundred twenty days following the date of
certification of the conditional approval to the joint
vocational school district board, the school district board
accepts the conditional approval and certifies to the commission
the school district board's plan to generate the school
district's portion of the basic project cost, as determined
under division (C) of section 3318.42 of the Revised Code, and
to set aside moneys for maintenance of the classroom facilities
acquired under the project, as prescribed in section 3318.43 of

the Revised Code.

(b) Within sixteen months following the date of
certification of the conditional approval to the school district
board, the electors of the school district vote favorably on any
ballot measures proposed by the school district board to
generate the school district's portion of the basic project

cost.

For purposes of this section, "conditional approval"

includes any conditional approval made by the Ohio facilities

commission and approved by the controlling board in calendar

year 2023.

(2) If the school district board or electors fail to
satisfy the conditions prescribed in division (D) (1) of this
section and the amount reserved and encumbered for the school

district's project is released, the school district shall be
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given first priority over other joint vocational school
districts for project funding under sections 3318.40 to 3318.45
of the Revised Code as such funds become available, subject to

section 3318.054 of the Revised Code.

(E) If the conditions prescribed in division (D) (1) of
this section are satisfied, the commission and the school
district board shall enter into an agreement as prescribed in
section 3318.08 of the Revised Code and shall proceed with the
development of plans, cost estimates, designs, drawings, and
specifications as prescribed in section 3318.091 of the Revised

Code.

(F) Costs in excess of those approved by the commission
under section 3318.091 of the Revised Code shall be payable only
as provided in sections 3318.042 and 3318.083 of the Revised
Code.

(G) Advertisement for bids and the award of contracts for
construction of any project under sections 3318.40 to 3318.45 of
the Revised Code shall be conducted in accordance with section

3318.10 of the Revised Code.

(H) In accordance with division (R) of section 3318.08 of
the Revised Code, the state funds reserved and encumbered and
the funds provided by the school district to pay the basic
project cost of a project under sections 3318.40 to 3318.45 of
the Revised Code shall be spent simultaneously in proportion to
the state's and the school district's respective portions of

that basic project cost.

(I) Sections 3318.13, 3318.14, and 3318.16 of the Revised
Code apply to projects under sections 3318.40 to 3318.45 of the

Revised Code.
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Sec. 3319.0812. (A) The state board of education shall 5286
adopt rules in accordance with Chapter 119. of the Revised Code, 5287
establishing the standards and requirements for obtaining a pre- 5288
service teacher permit. The permit shall be required for an 5289
individual who is enrolled in an educator preparation program in 5290
order to participate in any student classroom teaching or other 5291
training experience that involves students in any of grades pre- 5292
kindergarten through twelve in a public or chartered nonpublic 5293
school and that is required for completion of the program.

(B) Notwithstanding section 3319.226 of the Revised Code, 5295
a school district or school may employ an individual who holds a 5296
permit issued under this section as a substitute teacher. The 5297
individual may teach for up to the equivalent of one full 5298
semester, subject to the approval of the employing district 5299
board of education or school governing authority and may be 5300
compensated for that service.

(c) Meet the criteria for the accomplished or
distinguished level of performance, as described in the
standards for teachers adopted by the state board under section

3319.61 of the Revised Code.

(4) An applicant for a lead professional educator license

shall:

(a) Hold at least a master's degree from an institution of
higher education accredited by a regional accrediting

organization;

(b) Have previously held a professional educator license
or a senior professional educator license issued under this

section or a professional educator license issued under section
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3319.222 or former section 3319.22 of the Revised Code;

(c) Meet the criteria for the distinguished level of
performance, as described in the standards for teachers adopted

by the state board under section 3319.61 of the Revised Code;

(d) Either hold a valid certificate issued by the national
board for professional teaching standards or meet the criteria
for a master teacher or other criteria for a lead teacher
adopted by the educator standards board under division (F) (4) or

(5) of section 3319.61 of the Revised Code.

(C) The state board shall align the standards and
qualifications for obtaining a principal license with the
standards for principals adopted by the state board under

section 3319.61 of the Revised Code.

(D) If the state board requires any examinations for
educator licensure, the state board shall provide the results of
such examinations received by the state board to the chancellor
of higher education, in the manner and to the extent permitted

by state and federal law.

(E) Any rules the state board of education adopts, amends,
or rescinds for educator licenses under this section or any
other law shall be adopted, amended, or rescinded under Chapter

119. of the Revised Code except as follows:

For committees
with a district-level scope, the teacher members shall be
elected by majority vote of the classroom teachers of the
district, and the principal member shall be elected by a
majority vote of the principals of the district, unless there
are two or fewer principals employed by the district, in which
case the one or two principals employed shall serve on the
committee. If a committee has a particular grade or age level
scope, the teacher members shall be licensed to teach such grade
or age levels, and shall be elected by majority vote of the

classroom teachers holding such a license and the principal
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shall be elected by all principals serving in buildings where
any such teachers serve. The district superintendent shall
appoint a replacement to fill any vacancy that occurs on a
professional development committee, except in the case of
vacancies among the elected classroom teacher members, which
shall be filled by vote of the remaining members of the

committee so selected.

Terms of office on professional development committees
shall be prescribed by the district board establishing the
committees. The conduct of elections for members of professional
development committees shall be prescribed by the district board
establishing the committees. A professional development
committee may include additional members, except that the
majority of members on each such committee shall be classroom
teachers employed by the district. Any member appointed to fill
a vacancy occurring prior to the expiration date of the term for
which a predecessor was appointed shall hold office as a member

The initial meeting of any professional development
committee, upon election and appointment of all committee
members, shall be called by a member designated by the district
superintendent.

The board shall develop and recommend to the
state board of education standards for entering and continuing
in the educator professions and standards for educator
professional development. The board membership shall reflect the

(A) The board shall consist of the following members:

(1) The following nineteen members appointed by the state

Code and from a state university or university branch:

(a) One shall be a representative of the Ohio association
of private colleges for teacher education, or its successor

organization.

(b) One shall be a representative of the state university
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education deans of Ohio, or its successor organization.

The chancellor shall appoint a representative from each of
the organizations specified in divisions (A) (2) (a) and (b) of
this section not later than sixty days after April 6, 2023. Each
representative shall serve a two-year term beginning July 1,

(3) The speaker of the house of representatives shall
appoint two persons who are active in or retired from the

It is the purpose of this chapter to ensure that all
children with disabilities residing in this state who are at
least three years of age and less than twenty-two years of age,
including children with disabilities who have been suspended or
expelled from school, have available to them a free appropriate
public education. No school district, county board of
developmental disabilities, or other educational agency shall
receive state or federal funds for special education and related
services unless those services for children with disabilities
are provided in accordance with IDEIA and related provisions of
the Code of Federal Regulations, the provisions of this chapter,
rules and standards adopted by the department of education and
workforce, and any procedures or guidelines issued by the
director of education and workforce. Any options or discretion
provided to the state by IDEIA may be exercised in state law or

in rules or standards adopted by the department_of education and

workforce.

The department of education and workforce shall establish

rules or standards for the provision of special education and
related services for all children with disabilities who are at
least three years of age and less than twenty-two years of age
residing in the state, regardless of the severity of their
disabilities, including children with disabilities who have been

suspended or expelled from school. The department of education

and workforce shall consult with the department of children and

vouth on rules or standards regarding the provision of special

education and related services for children with disabilities

from three to five years of age. The state law and the rules or

standards of the department of education and workforce may
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impose requirements that are not required by IDEIA or related
provisions of the Code of Federal Regulations. The school
district of residence is responsible, in all instances, for
ensuring that the requirements of Part B of IDEIA are met for
every eligible child in its jurisdiction, regardless of whether
services are provided by another school district, other
educational agency, or other agency, department, or entity,
unless IDEIA or related provisions of the Code of Federal
Regulations, another section of this chapter, or a rule adopted

by the department of education and workforce specifies that

another school district, other educational agency, or other
agency, department, or entity is responsible for ensuring

compliance with Part B of IDEIA.

The department of children and yvouth shall, as

appropriate, incorporate the department of education and

workforce's rules or standards for providing special education

and related services for children with disabilities into the

licensing requirements for preschool programs under sections

3301.52 to 3301.59 of the Revised Code.

Notwithstanding division (A) (4) of section 3301.53 of the
Revised Code and any rules adopted pursuant to that section and
division (A) of section 3313.646 of the Revised Code, a board of
education of a school district may provide special education and
related services for preschool children with disabilities in
accordance with this chapter and section 3301.52, divisions (A)
(1) to (3) and (A) (5) and (6) of section 3301.53, and sections
3301.54 to 3301.59 of the Revised Code.

The department of education and workforce may require any

state or local agency to provide documentation that special

education and related services for children with disabilities
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provided by the agency are in compliance with the requirements

of this chapter.

Not later than the first day of February of each year the

department of education and workforce shall furnish the

chairpersons of the education committees of the house of
representatives and the senate with a report on the status of
implementation of special education and related services for
children with disabilities required by this chapter. The report
shall include but shall not be limited to the following items:
the most recent available figures on the number of children
identified as children with disabilities and the number of
identified children receiving special education and related
services. The information contained in these reports shall be

public information.

Sec. 3333.048. (A) The chancellor of higher education, in
consultation with the director of education and workforce,
shall, in accordance with Chapter 119. of the Revised Code,
establish metrics for the preparation of educators and other
school personnel and the institutions of higher education that
are engaged in their preparation. The metrics to be used in

educator preparation programs shall do all of the following:

(1) Be aligned with the standards and qualifications for
educator licenses adopted by the state board of education under
section 3319.22 of the Revised Code and the requirements of the
Ohio teacher residency program established under section

3319.223 of the Revised Code;

(2) Ensure that educators and other school personnel are
adequately prepared to use the value-added progress dimension
prescribed by section 3302.021 of the Revised Code or the

alternative student academic progress measure if adopted under
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division (C) (1) (e) of section 3302.03 of the Revised Code;

(3) Ensure that all educators complete coursework in
evidence-based strategies for effective literacy instruction
aligned to the science of reading, which includes phonics,
phonemic awareness, fluency comprehension, and vocabulary

development, and is part of a structured literacy program;

(4) Ensure that clinical preparation for all educators who
are responsible for teaching reading only occur in the
classrooms where the local education agency has verified that
the practicing teachers have training in literacy instruction
strategies aligned to the science of reading, use instructional
materials aligned to the science of reading from the list
established under section 3313.6028 of the Revised Code, and

actively implement a structured literacy approach.
(B) The chancellor shall do all of the following:

(1) Develop an auditing process that clearly documents the
degree to which every educator preparation program at an
institution of higher education is effectively teaching the

science of reading as follows:

(a) By December 31, 2023, complete an initial survey of
educator preparation programs, establish metrics for the audits,

and update standards to reflect new requirements;

(b) Grant a one-year grace period for all institutions to
meet new standards and requirements under this section to begin

on January 1, 2024;

(c) On January 1, 2025, begin conducting audits of each

institution that offers educator preparation programs.

The chancellor shall revoke approval for programs that are
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found to be not in alignment and do not address the findings of
the audit within a year. All programs shall be reviewed every

four years thereafter to ensure continued alignment.

(2) Annually create a summary of literacy instruction
strategies and practices in place for all educator preparation
programs based on the program audits, including institution-
level summaries, until all programs reach the required alignment

specified in division (A) (3) of this section;

(3) In conjunction with the department of education_and

workforce, do all of the following:

(a) Publicly release the summaries with local education
agencies not later than the thirty-first day of March of each

year;

(b) Identify a list of approved vendors who can provide
professional development experiences that are consistent with
the science of reading to educators who are responsible for
teaching reading, including faculty in educator preparation

programs;

(c) Develop a public dashboard that reports the first-time
passage rates of students, by institution, on the foundations of

reading licensure test.

(C) If the metrics established under division (A) of this
section require an institution of higher education that prepares
teachers to satisfy the standards of an independent
accreditation organization, the chancellor shall permit each
institution to satisfy the standards of any applicable national
educator preparation accrediting agency recognized by the United

States department of education.

(D) The metrics and educator preparation programs
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established under division (A) of this section may require an
institution of higher education, as a condition of approval by
the chancellor, to make changes in the curricula of its

preparation programs for educators and other school personnel.

Notwithstanding division (E) of section 119.03 and
division (A) (1) of section 119.04 of the Revised Code, any
metrics, educator preparation programs, rules, and regulations,
or any amendment or rescission of such metrics, educator
preparation programs, rules, and regulations, adopted under this
section that necessitate institutions offering preparation
programs for educators and other school personnel approved by
the chancellor to revise the curricula of those programs shall
not be effective for at least one year after the first day of

January next succeeding the publication of the said change.

Each institution shall allocate money from its existing
revenue sources to pay the cost of making the curricular

changes.

(E) The chancellor shall notify the state board of the
metrics and educator preparation programs established under
division (A) of this section. The state board shall publish the
metrics and educator preparation programs with the standards and

qualifications for each type of educator license.

(F) The graduates of educator preparation programs
approved by the chancellor shall be licensed by the state board
in accordance with the standards and qualifications adopted

under section 3319.22 of the Revised Code.

instruction, as appropriate for the grade level and subject area

of the candidate's prospective educator license.

Sec. 3345.60. (A) As used in this section, "institution of

higher education" imetudes—aiti—means either of the following:

(1) A state institution of higher education as defined in

section 3345.011 of the Revised Code;

433+—A career college or school that holds a certificate of
registration from the state board of career colleges and schools
under Chapter 3332. of the Revised Code or a private institution
exempt from regulation under Chapter 3332. of the Revised Code

Sec. 3352.16. (A) (1) The Wright state university center

for civics, culture, and workforce development is established as

an independent academic division within Wright state university,

physically located on the Davton campus of Wright state

university. The center shall conduct teaching and research in

the historical ideas, traditions, and texts that have shaped the

American constitutional order and society and the United States

armed forces.

(2) The center shall establish byvlaws reguiring the center

to do all of the following:

(a) Educate students by means of free, open, and rigorous

intellectual inguiry to seek the truth;

(b) Affirm its duty to equip students with the skills,

habits, and dispositions of mind they need to reach their own

informed conclusions on matters of social and political

importance;

(c) Affirm the value of intellectual diversity in higher

education and aspire to enhance the intellectual diversity of

the university;

(d) Affirm a commitment to create a community dedicated to

an ethic of civil and free ingquiry, which respects the

intellectual freedom of each member, supports individual

capacities for growth, and welcomes the differences of opinion
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that shall naturally exist in a public university community.

The requirements prescribed under divisions (A) (2) (a) to

(d) of this section shall take priority over any other byvlaws

adopted by the center.

(3) The board of trustees of the university may name the

center in accordance with the philanthropic naming policies and

practices of the university.

(B) The center shall be an independent academic division,

physically located on the Davton campus of Wright state

university, with the authority to house faculty who hold their

appointments within the center. Faculty appointed to the center

shall not be required, but may, hold joint appointments within

any other division of the university. No faculty outside of the

center shall have the authority to block faculty hires into the

center. No university policy shall govern the development and

approval of curriculum within the center.

(C) (1) The center shall offer instruction in all of the

following:

(a) The books and major debates which form the

intellectual foundation of free societies, especially that of

the United States;

(b) The principles, ideals, and institutions of the

American constitutional order, including the United States armed

forces;

(c) The foundations of responsible leadership and informed

citizenship;

(d) The origins, purpose, and role of Wright-Patterson air

force base and surrounding defense-related industries in
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supporting the United States;

(e) The workforce needs of Wright-Patterson air force base

and industries that support the base.

(2) The center also shall focus on all of the following:

(a) Offering university-wide programming related to the

values of free speech and civil discourse;

(b) Expanding the intellectual diversity of the

university's academic community;

(c) Increasing the awareness of Wright-Patterson air force

base and supporting workforce needs to sustain and attract

missions at the base.

(D) (1) Not later than ninety days after the effective date

of this section, the board of trustees of the university shall

appoint, with the advice and consent of the senate, a seven-

member center academic council. An initial member shall not

begin service until confirmed by the senate. Four members shall

form a guorum.

(2) The academic council shall be comprised of scholars

with relevant expertise and experience. Not more than three

members of the council may be employees of the university. Best

efforts shall be made to have not fewer than three members of

the advisory board be from Ohio.

(3) Three members of the academic council shall serve

initial terms of two years and four members shall serve initial

terms of four vears, which the members shall determine at their

first meeting, and select replacements for vacant seats.

(E) (1) The academic council established under division (D)

of this section shall conduct a nationwide search for candidates
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for the director of the center and shall strictly adhere to all

relevant state and federal laws. The academic council shall

submit to the president of the university a list of finalists

from which the president shall select and appoint a director,

subject to approval by the board of trustees. Future directors

shall be chosen in the same manner.

(2) The director shall consult with the provost; however,

the director shall report directly to the president of the

university.

(3) The director shall have the sole and exclusive

authority to manage the recruitment and hiring process and to

extend offers for employment for all faculty and staff of the

center, and to terminate employment of all staff, subiject to the

approval of the board of trustees of the university. The

director shall oversee, develop, and approve the center's

curriculum. The center shall be granted the authority to offer

courses independently and develop certificate, minor, and major

programs as well as graduate programs, and offer degrees.

(4) Notwithstanding section 3333.164 of the Revised Code,

the center shall develop a set of standards and procedures to

maximize the granting of academic credit for militaryv training,

experience, and coursework.

(5) Notwithstanding section 3333.31 of the Revised Code,

Wright state university shall not charge more than its in-state

instructional and general fees to any current or honorably

discharged member of the United States armed forces, or the

spouse or dependents of such a member, who enrolls in a program

offered by the center, regardless of whether that member,

spouse, or dependent is a resident of this state under rules

adopted under section 3333.31 of the Revised Code.
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(F) The director of the center shall submit an annual

report to the board of trustees of the university and the

general assembly in accordance with section 101.68 of the

Revised Code. The report shall provide a full account of the

center's achievements, opportunities, challenges, and obstacles

in the development of this academic division.

Sec. 3365.08. (A) No participant enrolled under this
chapter in a course for which credit toward high school
graduation is awarded shall receive direct financial aid through

any state or federal program.

(B) If a school district provides transportation for
resident school students in grades eleven and twelve under
section 3327.01 of the Revised Code, a parent of a participant
enrolled in a course under division (A) (2) or (B) of section
3365.06 of the Revised Code may apply to the board of education
for full or partial reimbursement for the necessary costs of
transporting the participant between the secondary school the
participant attends and the college in which the participant is
enrolled. Reimbursement may be paid solely from funds received
by the district for student transportation under section
3317.0212 of the Revised Code or other provisions of law. The
department of education and workforce shall establish
guidelines, based on financial need, under which a district may

(C) If a community school provides or arranges

Code may apply to the governing authority of the community
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school for full or partial reimbursement of the necessary costs
of transporting the participant between the community school and
the college. The governing authority may pay the reimbursement
in accordance with the department's rules adopted under division
(B) of this section solely from funds paid to it under division

HH—(I) of section 3317.0212 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 3505.30. When the results of the ballots have been
ascertained, such results shall be embodied in a summary
statement to be prepared by the precinct election officials in
duplicate, on forms provided by the board of elections. One copy
shall be certified by the precinct election officials and posted
on the front of the polling place, and one copy, similarly
certified, shall be transmitted without delay to the board in a
sealed envelope along with the other returns of the election.
The board shall, immediately upon receipt of such summary
statements, compile and prepare an unofficial count and upon its
completion shall transmit prepaid, immediately by telephone,
facsimile machine, or other telecommunications device, the
results of such unofficial count to the secretary of state, or
to the board of the most populous county of the district which
is authorized to canvass the returns. Such count, in no event,
shall be made later than twelve noon on the day following the

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Sec. 3505.33. When the board of elections has completed
the canvass of the election returns from the precincts in its
county, 1in which electors were entitled to vote at any general
or special election, it shall determine and declare the results
of the elections determined by the electors of such county or of
a district or subdivision within such county. If more than the
number of candidates to be elected to an office received the
largest and an equal number of votes, such tie shall be resolved

by lot by the—ehairman chairperson of the board in the presence

of a majority of the members of the board. Such declaration
shall be in writing and shall be signed by at least a majority
of the members of the board. It shall bear the date of the day
upon which it is made, and a copy thereof shall be posted by the
board in a conspicuous place in its office.

An abstract of the votes cast for the office
of governor and lieutenant governor, secretary of state, auditor
of state, treasurer of state, attorney general, chief justice of
the supreme court of Ohio, judge of the supreme court of Ohio,
member of the senate of the congress of the United States,
member at large of the house of representatives of the congress
of the United States, district member of the house of
representatives of the congress of the United States, and an

abstract of the votes cast upon each question or issue submitted
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at such election to electors throughout the entire state.

Form No. 3. An abstract of the votes cast for the office
of member of the senate of the general assembly, and member of

the house of representatives of the general assembly.

Form No. 4. A report of the votes cast for the office of
member of the state board of education, judge of the court of
appeals, judge of the court of common pleas, judge of the

probate court, Jjudge of the county court, county commissioner,

county auditor, prosecuting attorney, clerk of the court of
common pleas, sheriff, county recorder, county treasurer, county

engineer, and coroner.

Form No. 5. A report of the votes cast upon all questions
and issues other than such questions and issues which were

submitted to electors throughout the entire state.

Form No. 6. A report of the votes cast for municipal

offices, judge of the municipal court, township offices, and the

office of member of a board of education.

One copy of each of these forms shall be kept in the
office of the board. One copy of each of these forms shall
promptly be sent to the secretary of state, who shall place the

records contained in forms No. 1, No. 2, ame—No. 3, No. 4, and

No. 6 in electronic format. One copy of Form No. 2 shall

promptly be maited—sent by electronic mail to the president of

the senate of the general assembly—at—his—effice—in—the

seatehewse. The board shall also at once upon completion of the
official count send a certified copy of that part of each of the
forms which pertains to an election in which only electors of a
district comprised of more than one county but less than all of

the counties of the state voted to the board of the most
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populous county in such district. It shall also at once upon
completion of the official count send a certified copy of that
part of each of the forms which pertains to an election in which
only electors of a subdivision located partly within the county
voted to the board of the county in which the major portion of

If, after certifying and sending abstracts and parts
thereof, a board finds that any such abstract or part thereof is
incorrect, it shall promptly prepare, certify, and send a

Sec. 3505.35. (A) When the secretary of state has received
from the board of elections of every county in the state Form
No. 2, as provided for in section 3505.33 of the Revised Code,
the secretary of state shall promptly fix the time and place for
the canvass of such abstracts, and the time fixed shall not be
later than ten days after such abstracts have been received by
the secretary of state from all counties. The secretary of state
shall notify the governor, auditor of state, attorney general,
and the ekairmarchairperson of the state central committee of
each political party of the time and place fixed. At such time
and in the presence of such of the persons so notified who
attend, the secretary of state shall canvass the abstracts
contained in said Form No. 2 and shall determine and declare the
results of all elections in which electors throughout the entire
state voted.

Such declaration of results made by the secretary of
state, insofar as it pertains to the offices of governor and
lieutenant governor, secretary of state, auditor of state,
treasurer of state, and attorney general, is only for the
purpose of fixing the time of the commencement of the period of
time within which applications for recounts of votes may be

filed as provided by section 3515.02 of the Revised Code.

(B) When the secretary of state has received from the

board of elections of every county in the state Form No. 4 and

Form No. 6, as provided in section 3505.33 of the Revised Code,

the secretary of state shall promptly transmit by electronic

mail or other telecommunication device a copy of each form to

the administrative director of the supreme court.

Sec. 3701.0212. (A) There is created the center for

community health worker excellence, a public-private partnership

to support and foster the practice of community health workers
and improve access to community health worker services across

this state.

(B) The center shall be a public-private partnership
governed by a board of directors comprised of the following

members:

(1) The director of the department of health or the

director's designee;
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(2) The executive director of the commission on minority

health or the director's designee;
(3) The medicaid director or the director's designee;

(4) The executive director of the board of nursing or the

director's designee;

(5) The superintendent—eof publie dnstryetien—director of
education and workforce or the superintendent!s—director's

designee;

(6) A representative of an OhioMeansJobs center operator,
as defined in section 6301.01 of the Revised Code, appointed by

the director of job and family services;

(7) An individual who provides services within one or more
community HUBs that fully or substantially comply with the
pathways community HUB certification standards developed by the
pathways community HUB institute, appointed by the director of
health;

(8) A representative of the Ohio association of community

health workers, appointed by that entity;

(9) A representative of the Ohio health information

partnership, appointed by that entity;

(10) A representative of the center for community

solutions, appointed by that entity;

(11) A representative of the Ohio association of community

colleges, appointed by that entity;

(12) A representative of the Ohio association of community

health centers, appointed by that entity;

(13) A representative of the Ohio alliance for population
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health, appointed by that entity;

(14) A member of the house of representatives, appointed

by the speaker of the house of representatives;

(15) A member of the senate, appointed by the president of

the senate.

(C) Initial appointments to the committee shall be made
not later than sixty days after the effective date of this
section. Terms shall be two years, and members may be
reappointed. If an appointed member no longer satisfies the
grounds upon which the member was appointed, the member is
ineligible to continue to serve, and a new member shall be

appointed in accordance with division (B) of this section.

Vacancies shall be filled in the manner provided for
original appointments. Any member appointed to fill a vacancy
occurring prior to the expiration date of the term for which the
member's predecessor was appointed shall hold office as a member

for the remainder of that term.

Members of the board shall serve without compensation,
except to the extent that serving on the board is considered
part of the member's regular duties of employment. Members shall
be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses incurred in the

(D) The board of directors shall annually select from its

members a chairperson or co-chairpersons.

(E) The board of directors shall meet at the call of the
chairperson but not less than quarterly. A majority of the
members of the board constitutes a quorum. The chairperson shall
provide members with at least five days written notice of all

meetings.
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(F) Under the direction and oversight of the board of
directors, and as implemented by health impact Ohio and the Ohio
alliance for population health at Ohio university, the center

shall engage in all of the following activities:

(1) Establishing an electronic platform that may be
accessed statewide to connect community health workers with

individuals or communities in need of their services;

(2) Evaluating and reporting on the state of the community
health workforce in Ohio, including the total number of
community health workers employed, the settings in which they
practice, the number certified by the board of nursing, the
average income or hourly wage earned by a community health
worker, the reimbursement rates and needs of community health

workers, and any available funding sources;

(3) Creating and maintaining a web site or other
electronic tools to coordinate resources for individuals
practicing or seeking to practice as community health workers,
including resources related to recruitment, education, training,

certification, employment, and mentorships;

(4) Making continuing education hours or credits available
for free to community health workers certified by the board of

nursing;

(5) Providing financial assistance to employers that host
or offer practicums or other training to community health

workers seeking certification by board of nursing.

In performing the activities, the center, together with
health impact Ohio and the Ohio alliance for population health
at Ohio university, may as necessary collaborate with other

organizations and institutions, in particular, clinisync, unite
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us, Ohio association of community health workers, board of

nursing, and university of Toledo.

(G) The board shall issue a report to the governor and
general assembly describing its activities and any
recommendations pertaining to community health workers by the

first of January of each odd numbered calendar year.
Sec. 4301.62. (A) As used in this section:

(1) "Chauffeured limousine" means a vehicle registered

under section 4503.24 of the Revised Code.

(2) "Street," "highway," and "motor vehicle" have the same

meanings as in section 4511.01 of the Revised Code.

(B) No person shall have in the person's possession an
opened container of beer or intoxicating liquor in any of the

following circumstances:

D-4a, D-5, D-5a, D-5b, D-5¢, D-5d, D-5e, D-5f, D-5g, D-5h, D-5i,
b-5j, Db-5%k, D-51, D-5m, D-5n, D-50, D-7, D-8, D-9, E, F, F-2, F-

5, F-7, e=F-8, or F-9 permit;

(b) Beer, wine, or mixed beverages served for consumption
on the premises by the holder of an F-3 permit, wine served as a
tasting sample by an A-2, A-2f, S-1, or S-2 permit holder for
consumption on the premises of a farmers market for which an F-
10 permit has been issued, or wine served for consumption on the

premises by the holder of an F-4 or F-6 permit;

(c) Beer or intoxicating liquor consumed on the premises
of a convention facility as provided in section 4303.201 of the

Revised Code;

(d) Beer or intoxicating liquor to be consumed during
tastings and samplings approved by rule of the liquor control

commission;

(e) Spirituous liquor to be consumed for purposes of a
tasting sample, as defined in section 4301.171 of the Revised

Code;

(f) Beer or intoxicating liquor to be consumed in an
outdoor area described in division (B) (1) of section 4303.188 of

the Revised Code.
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(2) A person may have in the person's possession on an F
liquor permit premises an opened container of beer or
intoxicating liquor that was not purchased from the holder of
the F permit if the premises for which the F permit is issued is
a music festival and the holder of the F permit grants
permission for that possession on the premises during the period
for which the F permit is issued. As used in this division,
"music festival" means a series of outdoor live musical
performances, extending for a period of at least three
consecutive days and located on an area of land of at least

forty acres.

(3) (a) A person may have in the person's possession on a
D-2 liquor permit premises an opened or unopened container of
wine that was not purchased from the holder of the D-2 permit if
the premises for which the D-2 permit is issued is an outdoor
performing arts center, the person is attending an orchestral
performance, and the holder of the D-2 permit grants permission
for the possession and consumption of wine in certain
predesignated areas of the premises during the period for which

the D-2 permit is issued.
(b) As used in division (C) (3) (a) of this section:

(1) "Orchestral performance" means a concert comprised of
a group of not fewer than forty musicians playing various

musical instruments.

(ii) "Outdoor performing arts center" means an outdoor
performing arts center that is located on not less than one
hundred fifty acres of land and that is open for performances
from the first day of April to the last day of October of each

year.
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(4) A person may have in the person's possession an opened
or unopened container of beer or intoxicating liquor at an
outdoor location at which the person is attending an orchestral
performance as defined in division (C) (3) (b) (i) of this section
if the person with supervision and control over the performance
grants permission for the possession and consumption of beer or
intoxicating liquor in certain predesignated areas of that

outdoor location.

(5) A person may have in the person's possession on an F-9
liquor permit premises an opened or unopened container of beer

or intoxicating liquor that was not purchased from the holder of

the F-9 permit if the—person—is—attending—either—of—the

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(6) (a) A person may have in the person's possession on the
property of an outdoor motorsports facility an opened or
unopened container of beer or intoxicating liquor that was not
purchased from the owner of the facility if both of the

following apply:
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(1) The person is attending a racing event at the

facility; and

(ii) The owner of the facility grants permission for the
possession and consumption of beer or intoxicating liquor on the

property of the facility.
(b) As used in division (C) (6) (a) of this section:

(1) "Racing event" means a motor vehicle racing event
sanctioned by one or more motor racing sanctioning

organizations.

(ii) "Outdoor motorsports facility" means an outdoor

racetrack to which all of the following apply:
(I) It is two and four-tenths miles or more in length.
(IT) It is located on two hundred acres or more of land.

(ITI) The primary business of the owner of the facility is

the hosting and promoting of racing events.

(IV) The holder of a D-1, D-2, or D-3 permit is located on

the property of the facility.

(7) (a) A person may have in the person's possession an
opened container of beer or intoxicating liquor at an outdoor
location within an outdoor refreshment area created under
section 4301.82 of the Revised Code if the opened container of
beer or intoxicating liquor was purchased from an A-1, A-1-A, A-
lc, A-2, A-2f, D class, or F class permit holder to which both

of the following apply:

(1) The permit holder's premises is located within the

outdoor refreshment area.

(ii) The permit held by the permit holder has an outdoor
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refreshment area designation.

(b) Division (C) (7) of this section does not authorize a

person to do either of the following:

(i) Enter the premises of an establishment within an
outdoor refreshment area while possessing an opened container of

beer or intoxicating liquor acquired elsewhere;

(ii) Possess an opened container of beer or intoxicating
liquor while being in or on a motor vehicle within an outdoor
refreshment area, unless the possession is otherwise authorized

under division (D) or (E) of this section.

(c) As used in division (C) (7) of this section, "D class

permit holder" does not include a D-6 or D-8 permit holder.

(8) (a) A person may have in the person's possession on the
property of a market, within a defined F-8 permit premises, an
opened container of beer or intoxicating liquor that was
purchased from a D permit premises that is located immediately

adjacent to the market if both of the following apply:

(1) The market grants permission for the possession and
consumption of beer and intoxicating liquor within the defined

F-8 permit premises;

(ii) The market is hosting an event pursuant to an F-8
permit and the market has notified the division of liquor
control about the event in accordance with division (A) (3) of

section 4303.208 of the Revised Code.

(b) As used in division (C) (8) of this section, "market"
means a market, for which an F-8 permit is held, that has been

in operation since 1860.

(D) This section does not apply to a person who pays all
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or a portion of the fee imposed for the use of a chauffeured
limousine pursuant to a prearranged contract, or the guest of

the person, when all of the following apply:
(1) The person or guest 1is a passenger in the limousine.

(2) The person or guest 1is located in the limousine, but
is not occupying a seat in the front compartment of the

limousine where the operator of the limousine is located.

(3) The limousine is located on any street, highway, or
other public or private property open to the public for purposes

of vehicular travel or parking.

(E) An opened bottle of wine that was purchased from the
holder of a permit that authorizes the sale of wine for
consumption on the premises where sold is not an opened
container for the purposes of this section if both of the

following apply:

(1) The opened bottle of wine is securely resealed by the
permit holder or an employee of the permit holder before the
bottle is removed from the premises. The bottle shall be secured
in such a manner that it is visibly apparent if the bottle has

been subsequently opened or tampered with.

(2) The opened bottle of wine that is resealed in
accordance with division (E) (1) of this section is stored in the
trunk of a motor wvehicle or, if the motor vehicle does not have
a trunk, behind the last upright seat or in an area not normally
occupied by the driver or passengers and not easily accessible

by the driver.

(F) (1) Except if an ordinance or resolution is enacted or
adopted under division (F) (2) of this section, this section does

not apply to a person who, pursuant to a prearranged contract,
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is a passenger riding on a commercial quadricycle when all of

the following apply:

(a) The person i1s not occupying a seat in the front of the
commercial quadricycle where the operator is steering or

braking.

(b) The commercial quadricycle is being operated on a
street, highway, or other public or private property open to the

public for purposes of vehicular travel or parking.

(c) The person has in their possession on the commercial

quadricycle an opened container of beer or wine.

(d) The person has in their possession on the commercial
quadricycle not more than either thirty-six ounces of beer or

eighteen ounces of wine.

(2) The legislative authority of a municipal corporation
or township may enact an ordinance or adopt a resolution, as
applicable, that prohibits a passenger riding on a commercial

quadricycle from possessing an opened container of beer or wine.

(3) As used in this section, "commercial quadricycle"
means a vehicle that has fully-operative pedals for propulsion
entirely by human power and that meets all of the following

requirements:

(a) It has four wheels and is operated in a manner similar

to a bicycle.
(b) It has at least five seats for
