A BILL

To make appropriations for the Industrial

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. All items in this section are hereby
appropriated out of any moneys in the state treasury to the
credit of the designated fund.

2024, and those in the second column are for fiscal year 2025.

Section 2. Law contained in the main operating

The sections of law contained in this act, and
the items of law of which the sections of law contained in this
act are composed, are not subject to the referendum under Ohio
Constitution, Article II, Section 1d and section 1.471 of the
Revised Code and therefore go into immediate effect when this

act becomes law.
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
