Sec. 109.791. The Ohio peace officer training commission

may establish and conduct police officer training courses in

addition to those specified in section 109.79 of the Revised

Code to be offered to a law enforcement officer at or above the

rank of sergeant.

Sec. 109.804. (A) (1) The Ohio peace officer training
commission shall develop and eemduet—provide a chief of police
training course lasting forty hours for newly appointed chiefs

of police appointed on or after January 1, 2018. The commission

shall determine the course topics, which shall include diversity

training with an emphasis on historical perspectives and
community-police relations, and shall establish criteria for

what constitutes successful completion of the course. The

commission shall conduct the course at the—OShio—peace—officer

trataing—academy—locations determined by the commission and in a

manner prescribed by the commission. The commission shall offer

the course at least semiannually.

(2) The executive director of the commission shall issue a

certificate of completion of a training program required under
this section in accordance with Chapter 4796. of the Revised

Code to a newly appointed chief of police if either of the
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following applies:

(a) The person holds a certificate of completion of such a

program in another state.

(b) The person has satisfactory work experience, a
government certification, or a private certification as
described in that chapter as a chief of police in a state that

does not require completion of such a training program.

(B) A newly appointed chief of police may request an

equivalency exemption from a—pertiem—eight hours of the forty

hours of the chief of police training course, on topics approved

by the executive director, by submitting to the Ohio peace

J_UJ_J_\JVVJ_l].y CITT NCJ_OULL =] at}t/uJ_llL_,lllCllL_, o (=3 CIT I T T A\ tJUJ—J-\./C,

evidence of training or qualification in the subject area of the

exempted pertientopics.

A request for eqguivalency exemption by the newly appointed

chief of police shall be provided to the commission not later

than fourteen calendar days before the beginning of the course.

(C) Upon presentation of evidence by a newly appointed
chief of police that because of a medical disability or other
good cause the newly appointed chief of police is unable to
complete the chief of police training course, the Ohio peace
officer training commission may defer the requirement for the
newly appointed chief of police to complete the chief of police

training course until the disability or cause terminates.

(D) A newly appointed chief of police appointed on or
after January 1, 2018, shall attend a chief of police training
course conducted by the Ohio peace officer training commission

pursuant to division (A) of this section not later than six
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months after the person's appointment as a chief of police.
While attending the chief of police training course, a newly
appointed chief of police shall receive compensation in the same
manner and amounts as if carrying out the powers and duties of
the office of chief of police. The costs of conducting the chief
of police training course shall be paid from state funds
appropriated to the attorney general. The cost of meals,
lodging, and travel of a newly appointed chief of police
attending the chief of police training course shall be paid from
the budget of the entity for which the newly appointed chief of

police was appointed.
(E) As used in this section:

"Newly appointed chief of police" means a person appointed
chief of police under section 505.49, 737.05, or 737.15 of the
Revised Code or any administrative official that is responsible
for the daily administration and supervision of peace officers

in a law enforcement agency who d&ifd—met—hotd—the—office—has

never held the full-time position of chief of police en—+the—date—

before the person was appointed chief of police.

"Law enforcement agency" means a municipal or township
police department, or any other entity authorized by statute to
appoint peace officers to enforce criminal laws and who have the
statutory power of arrest. "Law enforcement agency" does not
include a county sheriff’s office, the state highway patrol, or

the bureau of criminal identification and investigation.

Sec. 124.11. The civil service of the state and the
several counties, cities, civil service townships, city health
districts, general health districts, and city school districts
of the state shall be divided into the unclassified service and

the classified service.

(A) The unclassified service shall comprise the following
positions, which shall not be included in the classified
service, and which shall be exempt from all examinations

required by this chapter:

(1) All officers elected by popular vote or persons

appointed to fill vacancies in those offices;

(2) All election officers as defined in section 3501.01 of

the Revised Code;

(3) (a) The members of all boards and commissions, and
heads of principal departments, boards, and commissions

appointed by the governor or by and with the governor's consent;

(b) The heads of all departments appointed by a board of

county commissioners;

(c) The members of all boards and commissions and all
heads of departments appointed by the mayor, or, if there is no
mayor, such other similar chief appointing authority of any city

or city school district;

Except as otherwise provided in division (A) (17) or (C) of
this section, this chapter does not exempt the chiefs of police
departments and chiefs of fire departments of cities or civil

service townships from the competitive classified service.

(4) The members of county or district licensing boards or
commissions and boards of revision, and not more than five

deputy county auditors;

(5) All officers and employees elected or appointed by
either or both branches of the general assembly, and employees

of the city legislative authority engaged in legislative duties;

(6) All commissioned, warrant, and noncommissioned
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officers and enlisted persons in the Ohio organized militia,
including military appointees in the adjutant general's

department;

(7) (a) All presidents, business managers, administrative
officers, superintendents, assistant superintendents,
principals, deans, assistant deans, instructors, teachers, and
such employees as are engaged in educational or research duties
connected with the public school system, colleges, and
universities, as determined by the governing body of the public

school system, colleges, and universities;

(b) The library staff of any library in the state

supported wholly or in part at public expense.

(8) Four clerical and administrative support employees for
each of the elective state officers, four clerical and
administrative support employees for each board of county
commissioners and one such employee for each county
commissioner, and four clerical and administrative support
employees for other elective officers and each of the principal
appointive executive officers, boards, or commissions, except
for civil service commissions, that are authorized to appoint

such clerical and administrative support employees;

(9) The deputies and assistants of state agencies
authorized to act for and on behalf of the agency, or holding a
fiduciary or administrative relation to that agency and those
persons employed by and directly responsible to elected county
officials or a county administrator and holding a fiduciary or
administrative relationship to such elected county officials or
county administrator, and the employees of such county officials
whose fitness would be impracticable to determine by competitive

examination, provided that division (A) (9) of this section shall
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not affect those persons in county employment in the classified
service as of September 19, 1961. Nothing in division (A) (9) of
this section applies to any position in a county department of

job and family services created pursuant to Chapter 329. of the

Revised Code.

(10) Bailiffs, constables, official stenographers, and
commissioners of courts of record, deputies of clerks of the
courts of common pleas who supervise or who handle public moneys
or secured documents, and such officers and employees of courts
of record and such deputies of clerks of the courts of common
pleas as the appointing authority finds it impracticable to

determine their fitness by competitive examination;

(11) Assistants to the attorney general, special counsel
appointed or employed by the attorney general, assistants to
county prosecuting attorneys, and assistants to city directors

of law;

(12) Such teachers and employees in the agricultural
experiment stations; such students in normal schools, colleges,
and universities of the state who are employed by the state or a
political subdivision of the state in student or intern
classifications; and such unskilled labor positions as the
director of administrative services, with respect to positions
in the service of the state, or any municipal civil service
commission may find it impracticable to include in the
competitive classified service; provided such exemptions shall
be by order of the commission or the director, duly entered on
the record of the commission or the director with the reasons

for each such exemption;

(13) Any physician or dentist who is a full-time employee

of the department of mental health and addiction services, the
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department of developmental disabilities, or an institution
under the jurisdiction of either department; and physicians who

are in residency programs at the institutions;

(14) Up to twenty positions at each institution under the
jurisdiction of the department of mental health and addiction
services or the department of developmental disabilities that
the department director determines to be primarily
administrative or managerial; and up to fifteen positions in any
division of either department, excluding administrative
assistants to the director and division chiefs, which are within
the immediate staff of a division chief and which the director
determines to be primarily and distinctively administrative and

managerial;

(15) Noncitizens of the United States employed by the
state, or its counties or cities, as physicians or nurses who
are duly licensed to practice their respective professions under
the laws of this state, or medical assistants, in mental or

chronic disease hospitals, or institutions;
(16) Employees of the governor's office;

(17) Fire chiefs and chiefs of police in civil service
townships appointed by boards of township trustees under section

505.38 or 505.49 of the Revised Code;

(18) Executive directors, deputy directors, and program
directors employed by boards of alcohol, drug addiction, and
mental health services under Chapter 340. of the Revised Code,
and secretaries of the executive directors, deputy directors,

and program directors;

(19) Superintendents, and management employees as defined

in section 5126.20 of the Revised Code, of county boards of
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developmental disabilities;

(20) Physicians, nurses, and other employees of a county
hospital who are appointed pursuant to sections 339.03 and

339.06 of the Revised Code;

(21) The executive director of the state medical board,
who is appointed pursuant to division (B) of section 4731.05 of

the Revised Code;

(22) County directors of job and family services as
provided in section 329.02 of the Revised Code and
administrators appointed under section 329.021 of the Revised

Code;

(23) A director of economic development who is hired

pursuant to division (A) of section 307.07 of the Revised Code;

(24) Chiefs of construction and compliance, of operations
and maintenance, of worker protection, and of licensing and
certification in the division of industrial compliance in the

department of commerce;

(25) The executive director of a county transit system
appointed under division (A) of section 306.04 of the Revised

Code;

(26) Up to five positions at each of the administrative
departments listed in section 121.02 of the Revised Code and at
the department of taxation, department of the adjutant general,
department of education, Ohio board of regents, bureau of
workers' compensation, industrial commission, state lottery
commission, opportunities for Ohiocans with disabilities agency,
and public utilities commission of Ohio that the head of that
administrative department or of that other state agency

determines to be involved in policy development and
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implementation. The head of the administrative department or
other state agency shall set the compensation for employees in
these positions at a rate that is not less than the minimum
compensation specified in pay range 41 but not more than the
maximum compensation specified in pay range 47 of salary
schedule E-2 in section 124.152 of the Revised Code. The
authority to establish positions in the unclassified service
under division (A) (26) of this section is in addition to and
does not limit any other authority that an administrative
department or state agency has under the Revised Code to

establish positions, appoint employees, or set compensation.

(27) Employees of the department of agriculture employed

under section 901.09 of the Revised Code;

(28) For cities, counties, civil service townships, city
health districts, general health districts, and city school
districts, the deputies and assistants of elective or principal
executive officers authorized to act for and in the place of
their principals or holding a fiduciary relation to their

principals;

(29) Employees who receive intermittent or temporary
appointments under division 4B3+—(C) of section 124.30 of the

Revised Code;

(30) Employees appointed to administrative staff positions
for which an appointing authority is given specific statutory

authority to set compensation;

(31) Employees appointed to highway patrol cadet or

highway patrol cadet candidate classifications;

(32) Employees appointed to participate in a prospective

law enforcement training school under section 737.061 of the
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Revised Code;

(33) Employees placed in the unclassified service by

another section of the Revised Code.

(B) The classified service shall comprise all persons in
the employ of the state and the several counties, cities, city
health districts, general health districts, and city school
districts of the state, not specifically included in the
unclassified service. Upon the creation by the board of trustees
of a civil service township civil service commission, the
classified service shall also comprise, except as otherwise
provided in division (A) (17) or (C) of this section, all persons
in the employ of a civil service township police or fire
department having ten or more full-time paid employees. The
classified service consists of two classes, which shall be
designated as the competitive class and the unskilled labor

class.

(1) The competitive class shall include all positions and
employments in the state and the counties, cities, city health
districts, general health districts, and city school districts
of the state, and, upon the creation by the board of trustees of
a civil service township of a township civil service commission,
all positions in a civil service township police or fire
department having ten or more full-time paid employees, for
which it is practicable to determine the merit and fitness of
applicants by competitive examinations. Appointments shall be
made to, or employment shall be given in, all positions in the
competitive class that are not filled by promotion,
reinstatement, transfer, or reduction, as provided in this
chapter, and the rules of the director of administrative

services, by appointment from those certified to the appointing
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officer in accordance with this chapter.

(2) The unskilled labor class shall include ordinary
unskilled laborers. Vacancies in the labor class for positions
in service of the state shall be filled by appointment from
lists of applicants registered by the director or the director's
designee. Vacancies in the labor class for all other positions
shall be filled by appointment from lists of applicants
registered by a commission. The director or the commission, as
applicable, by rule, shall require an applicant for registration
in the labor class to furnish evidence or take tests as the
director or commission considers proper with respect to age,
residence, physical condition, ability to labor, honesty,
sobriety, industry, capacity, and experience in the work or
employment for which application is made. Laborers who fulfill
the requirements shall be placed on the eligible 1list for the
kind of labor or employment sought, and preference shall be
given in employment in accordance with the rating received from
that evidence or in those tests. Upon the request of an
appointing officer, stating the kind of labor needed, the pay
and probable length of employment, and the number to be
employed, the director or commission, as applicable, shall
certify from the highest on the list double the number to be
employed; from this number, the appointing officer shall appoint
the number actually needed for the particular work. If more than
one applicant receives the same rating, priority in time of
application shall determine the order in which their names shall

be certified for appointment.

(C) A municipal or civil service township civil service
commission may place volunteer firefighters who are paid on a
fee-for-service basis in either the classified or the

unclassified civil service.
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(D) (1) This division does not apply to persons in the
unclassified service who have the right to resume positions in
the classified service under sections 4121.121, 5119.18,
5120.38, 5120.381, 5120.382, 5123.08, and 5139.02 of the Revised
Code or to cities, counties, or political subdivisions of the

state.

(2) A person who holds a position in the classified
service of the state and who is appointed to a position in the
unclassified service shall retain the right to resume the
position and status held by the person in the classified service
immediately prior to the person's appointment to the position in
the unclassified service, regardless of the number of positions
the person held in the unclassified service. An employee's right
to resume a position in the classified service may only be
exercised when an appointing authority demotes the employee to a
pay range lower than the employee's current pay range or revokes
the employee's appointment to the unclassified service and any

of the following apply:

(a) That person held a certified position prior to July 1,
2007, in the classified service within the appointing

authority's agency;

(b) That person held a permanent position on or after July
1, 2007, in the classified service within the appointing
authority's agency, and was appointed to the position in the

unclassified service prior to January 1, 2016;

(c) That person held a permanent position on or after
January 1, 2016, in the classified service within the appointing
authority's agency, and is within five years from the effective

date of the person's appointment in the unclassified service.
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(3) An employee forfeits the right to resume a position in

the classified service when:

(a) The employee is removed from the position in the
unclassified service due to incompetence, inefficiency,
dishonesty, drunkenness, immoral conduct, insubordination,
discourteous treatment of the public, neglect of duty, violation
of this chapter or the rules of the director of administrative
services, any other failure of good behavior, any other acts of
misfeasance, malfeasance, or nonfeasance in office, or

conviction of a felony while employed in the civil service; or
(b) Upon transfer to a different agency.

(4) Reinstatement to a position in the classified service
shall be to a position substantially equal to that position in
the classified service held previously, as certified by the
director of administrative services. If the position the person
previously held in the classified service has been placed in the
unclassified service or is otherwise unavailable, the person
shall be appointed to a position in the classified service
within the appointing authority's agency that the director of
administrative services certifies is comparable in compensation
to the position the person previously held in the classified
service. Service in the position in the unclassified service
shall be counted as service in the position in the classified
service held by the person immediately prior to the person's
appointment to the position in the unclassified service. When a
person is reinstated to a position in the classified service as
provided in this division, the person is entitled to all rights,
status, and benefits accruing to the position in the classified
service during the person's time of service in the position in

the unclassified service.
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Sec. 124.30. (A) Classified positions in the civil service

may be filled without competition as follows:

(1) Whenever there are urgent reasons for filling a
vacancy in any position in the classified civil service and the
director of administrative services is unable to certify to the
appointing authority, upon its request, a list of persons
eligible for appointment to the position after a competitive
examination, the appointing authority may fill the position by

noncompetitive examination.

A temporary appointment may be made without regard to the
rules of sections 124.01 to 124.64 of the Revised Code. Except
as otherwise provided in this division, the temporary
appointment may not continue longer than one hundred twenty
days, and in no case shall successive temporary appointments be
made. A temporary appointment longer than one hundred twenty
days may be made if necessary by reason of sickness, disability,
or other approved leave of absence of regular officers or
employees, in which case it may continue during the period of
sickness, disability, or other approved leave of absence,

subject to the rules of the director.

(2) In case of a vacancy in a position in the classified
civil service where peculiar and exceptional qualifications of a
scientific, managerial, professional, or educational character
are required, and upon satisfactory evidence that for specified
reasons competition in this special case is impracticable and
that the position can best be filled by a selection of some
designated person of high and recognized attainments in those
qualities, the director may suspend the provisions of sections
124.01 to 124.64 of the Revised Code that require competition in

this special case, but no suspension shall be general in its

application. All such cases of suspension shall be reported in
the annual report of the director with the reasons for each
suspension. The director shall suspend the provisions when

either of the following applies:

(a) The director of job and family services provides the
certification under section 5101.051 of the Revised Code that a
position with the department of job and family services can best

be filled if the provisions are suspended;

(b) The medicaid director provides the certification under
section 5160.051 of the Revised Code that a position with the
department of medicaid can best be filled if the provisions are

suspended.

(3) Except as provided in division (D) of this section, in

case of a vacancy in a position in the classified civil service

in a police department, on satisfactory evidence that for

specified reasons competition in this special case is

impracticable and that the position can best be filled by a

selection of some designated person holding a specialized

certification, possessing peculiar and exceptional

gqualifications, or having completed a police cadet training

program through the police department, the director of

administrative services may suspend the provisions of sections

124.01 to 124.64 of the Revised Code that require competition in

this special case, but no suspension shall be general in its

application.

(B) The acceptance or refusal by an eligible person of a

temporary appointment under division (A) (1) of this section

shall not affect the person's standing on the eligible list for
permanent appointment, nor shall the period of temporary service

be counted as a part of the probationary service in case of
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subsequent appointment to a permanent position.

+B)+—(C) Persons who receive temporary or intermittent

appointments under division (A) (1) of this section are in the
unclassified civil service and serve at the pleasure of their

appointing authority.

(D) Division (A) (3) of this section does not apply to a

vacancy in a position in the classified civil service in a

police department that must be filled by promotion as prescribed

in section 124.44 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 341.261. (A) As used in this section:

(1) "County correctional facility" means a county jail,

county workhouse, minimum security jail, Jjoint city and county

workhouse, municipal-county correctional center, multicounty-

municipal correctional center, municipal-county jail or

workhouse, or multicountyv-municipal jail or workhouse.

(2) "Emergency" includes any of the following:

(a) Riots or inmate uprisings;

(b) Escapes or attempted escapes;

(c) Staff shortages or strikes;

(d) Outbreaks of contagious diseases;

(e) Incidents of suicide or self-harm;

(f) Gang-related violence or conflicts within the inmate

population;

(g) Natural disasters;

(h) Hostage situations.

(3) "Female" means of or denoting the sex that can bear
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offspring or produce eggs and has XX chromosomes, distinguished

biologically by the production of gametes or ova that can be

fertilized by male gametes.

(4) "Feminine hvgiene products" means tampons and sanitary

napkins that are used for the menstrual cycle.

(B) Each county correctional facility housing female

inmates shall provide inmates experiencing a menstrual cycle

with an adequate supply based on individualized need, in

perpetuity and without reprimand, of feminine hygiene products

in a variety of sizes at no cost to the inmates.

(C) Each county correctional facility housing female

inmates shall have a written policy and procedure in place that

does all of the following:

(1) Protects inmates from the denial of feminine hygiene

products based on race, sex, income status, degree of charge,

disability status, or any other type of discriminatory identity;

(2) Establishes proper methods of storing, administering,

and disposing of feminine hygiene products;

(3) Establishes sanitary and safe procedures for hand

washing and cleaning of surfaces between restrooms and the

designated area for disposal bins.

(D) Each county correctional facility housing female

inmates shall provide a separate disposal container with a 1id

in a safe, designated area for use by inmates experiencing a

menstrual cycle within the facility to dispose of used, soiled,

or damaged feminine hygiene products.

(E) No county correctional facility housing female inmates

shall deny inmates access to feminine hvygiene products.
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(F) Except when the county correctional facility is

experiencing an emergency, each county correctional facility

housing female inmates shall provide inmates experiencing

menstruation a minimum of one shower per day with access to hot

water for washing, regardless of whether the inmates are

separated from the general population for disciplinary status.

Sec. 737.061. (A) The chief of police of a municipal

corporation may conduct training schools for prospective law

enforcement officers. The training school programs shall align

with Ohio peace officer training academy standards and cadet

qualifications. The prospective officers, during the period of

training and as members of the training school, may be paid a

reasonable salary. The chief of police may furnish the necessary

supplies and equipment for the use of the prospective officers

during the training period.

(B) The chief of police may establish rules governing the

gqualifications for admission to training schools for prospective

officers and provide for competitive examinations to determine

the fitness of the students and prospective officers, not

inconsistent with the rules of the director of administrative

services.

(C) Upon completion of a training school program

established under this section, a program graduate may be hired

directly by the relevant department, provided the graduate also

satisfies the requirements for original appointment under

section 109.77 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 753.321. (A) As used in this section:

(1) "Emergency" has the same meaning as in section 341.261

of the Revised Code.
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(2) "Female" means of or denoting the sex that can bear 546
offspring or produce eggs and has XX chromosomes, distinguished 547
biologically by the production of gametes or ova that can be 548
fertilized by male gametes. 549

(3) "Feminine hvgiene products" means tampons and sanitary 550
napkins that are used for the menstrual cycle. 551

(4) "Municipal correctional facility" means a municipal 552
jail, municipal workhouse, minimum security jail, joint city and 553
county workhouse, municipal-county correctional center, 554
multicounty-municipal correctional center, municipal-county jail 555
or workhouse, or multicounty-municipal jail or workhouse. 556

(B) Each municipal correctional facility housing female 557
inmates shall provide inmates experiencing a menstrual cycle 558
with an adequate supply based on individualized need, in 559
perpetuity and without reprimand, of feminine hygiene products 560
in a variety of sizes at no cost to the inmates. 561

(C) Each municipal correctional facility housing female 562
inmates shall have a written policy and procedure in place that 563
does all of the following: 564

(1) Protects inmates from the denial of feminine hvgiene 565
products based on race, sex, income status, degree of charge, 566

(5) If the drug involved in the violation is L.S.D. or a
compound, mixture, preparation, or substance containing L.S.D.,
whoever violates division (A) of this section is guilty of
trafficking in L.S.D. The penalty for the offense shall be

determined as follows:

(a) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (5) (b),
(c), (d), (e), (f), or (g) of this section, trafficking in
L.S.D. is a felony of the fifth degree, and division (B) of
section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in determining

whether to impose a prison term on the offender.

(b) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (5) (c),
(d), (e), (f), or (g) of this section, if the offense was
committed in the vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a
juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance addiction services
provider or a recovering addict, trafficking in L.S.D. is a
felony of the fourth degree, and division (C) of section 2929.13

of the Revised Code applies in determining whether to impose a
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prison term on the offender.

this division, there is a presumption for a prison term for the
offense. If trafficking in L.S.D. is a felony of the third
degree under this division and if the offender two or more times
previously has been convicted of or pleaded guilty to a felony
drug abuse offense, the court shall impose as a mandatory prison
term one of the prison terms prescribed for a felony of the
third degree. If the amount of the drug involved is within that
range and if the offense was committed in the vicinity of a

school, in the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the vicinity of a
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substance addiction services provider or a recovering addict,
trafficking in L.S.D. is a felony of the second degree, and the
court shall impose as a mandatory prison term a second degree

felony mandatory prison term.

(e) Except as otherwise provided in this division, if the

felony of the second degree, and the court shall impose as a
mandatory prison term a second degree felony mandatory prison
term. If the amount of the drug involved is within that range
and if the offense was committed in the vicinity of a school, in
the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance
addiction services provider or a recovering addict, trafficking
in L.S.D. is a felony of the first degree, and the court shall
impose as a mandatory prison term a first degree felony

mandatory prison term.

(f) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
one thousand unit doses but is less than five thousand unit

and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison term a first

degree felony mandatory prison term.
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(g) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
five thousand unit doses of L.S.D. in a solid form or equals or
exceeds five hundred grams of L.S.D. in a ligquid concentrate,
liquid extract, or liquid distillate form and regardless of
whether the offense was committed in the vicinity of a school,
in the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance
addiction services provider or a recovering addict, trafficking
in L.S.D. is a felony of the first degree, the offender is a
major drug offender, and the court shall impose as a mandatory

prison term a maximum first degree felony mandatory prison term.

(6) If the drug involved in the violation is heroin or a
compound, mixture, preparation, or substance containing heroin,
whoever violates division (A) of this section is guilty of
trafficking in heroin. The penalty for the offense shall be

determined as follows:

(a) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (6) (b),
(c), (d), (e), (f), or (g) of this section, trafficking in
heroin is a felony of the fifth degree, and division (B) of
section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in determining

whether to impose a prison term on the offender.

(b) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (6) (c),
(d), (e), (f), or (g) of this section, if the offense was
committed in the vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a
juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance addiction services
provider or a recovering addict, trafficking in heroin is a
felony of the fourth degree, and division (C) of section 2929.13
of the Revised Code applies in determining whether to impose a

prison term on the offender.

(c) Except as otherwise provided in this division, if the

amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds ten unit doses but
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is less than fifty unit doses or equals or exceeds one gram but
is less than five grams, trafficking in heroin is a felony of
the fourth degree, and division (B) of section 2929.13 of the
Revised Code applies in determining whether to impose a prison
term for the offense. If the amount of the drug involved is
within that range and if the offense was committed in the
vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the
vicinity of a substance addiction services provider or a
recovering addict, trafficking in heroin is a felony of the
third degree, and there is a presumption for a prison term for

the offense.

(c), (d), (e), (f), or (g) of this section, trafficking in
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hashish is a felony of the fifth degree, and division (B) of
section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in determining

whether to impose a prison term on the offender.

(b) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (7) (c),
(d), (e), (f), or (g) of this section, if the offense was
committed in the vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a
juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance addiction services
provider or a recovering addict, trafficking in hashish is a
felony of the fourth degree, and division (B) of section 2929.13
of the Revised Code applies in determining whether to impose a

prison term on the offender.

(c) Except as otherwise provided in this division, if the
amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds ten grams but is
less than fifty grams of hashish in a solid form or equals or

If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds two
thousand grams of hashish in a solid form or equals or exceeds
four hundred grams of hashish in a liquid concentrate, liquid
extract, or liquid distillate form and if the offense was
committed in the wvicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a
juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance addiction services
provider or a recovering addict, trafficking in hashish is a
felony of the first degree, and the court shall impose as a

(8) If the drug involved in the violation is a controlled
substance analog or compound, mixture, preparation, or substance
that contains a controlled substance analog, whoever violates

division (A) of this section is guilty of trafficking in a
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controlled substance analog. The penalty for the offense shall

be determined as follows:

(a) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (8) (b),
(c¢), (&), (e), (f£), or (g) of this section, trafficking in a
controlled substance analog is a felony of the fifth degree, and
division (C) of section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in

determining whether to impose a prison term on the offender.

(b) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (8) (c),
(d), (e), (f), or (g) of this section, if the offense was
committed in the vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a
juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance addiction services
provider or a recovering addict, trafficking in a controlled
substance analog is a felony of the fourth degree, and division
(C) of section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in

determining whether to impose a prison term on the offender.

(c) Except as otherwise provided in this division, if the
amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds ten grams but is
less than twenty grams, trafficking in a controlled substance
analog is a felony of the fourth degree, and division (B) of
section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in determining
whether to impose a prison term for the offense. If the amount
of the drug involved is within that range and if the offense was
committed in the vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a
juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance addiction services
provider or a recovering addict, trafficking in a controlled
substance analog is a felony of the third degree, and there is a

presumption for a prison term for the offense.

(d) Except as otherwise provided in this division, if the
amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds twenty grams but

is less than thirty grams, trafficking in a controlled substance
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analog is a felony of the third degree, and there is a
presumption for a prison term for the offense. If the amount of
the drug involved is within that range and if the offense was
committed in the wvicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a
juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance addiction services
provider or a recovering addict, trafficking in a controlled
substance analog is a felony of the second degree, and there is

a presumption for a prison term for the offense.

(e) Except as otherwise provided in this division, if the
amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds thirty grams but
is less than forty grams, trafficking in a controlled substance
analog is a felony of the second degree, and the court shall
impose as a mandatory prison term a second degree felony
mandatory prison term. If the amount of the drug involved is
within that range and if the offense was committed in the
vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the
vicinity of a substance addiction services provider or a
recovering addict, trafficking in a controlled substance analog
is a felony of the first degree, and the court shall impose as a
mandatory prison term a first degree felony mandatory prison

term.

(f) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
forty grams but is less than fifty grams and regardless of
whether the offense was committed in the vicinity of a school,
in the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance
addiction services provider or a recovering addict, trafficking
in a controlled substance analog is a felony of the first
degree, and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison term a

first degree felony mandatory prison term.

(g) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
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fifty grams and regardless of whether the offense was committed
in the vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a juvenile, or
in the vicinity of a substance addiction services provider or a
recovering addict, trafficking in a controlled substance analog
is a felony of the first degree, the offender is a major drug
offender, and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison term

a maximum first degree felony mandatory prison term.

(9) If the drug involved in the violation is a fentanyl-
related compound or a compound, mixture, preparation, or
substance containing a fentanyl-related compound and division
(C) (10) (a) of this section does not apply to the drug involved,
whoever violates division (A) of this section is guilty of
trafficking in a fentanyl-related compound. The penalty for the

offense shall be determined as follows:

(a) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (9) (b),
(c¢), (&), (&), (f), (g), or (h) of this section, trafficking in
a fentanyl-related compound is a felony of the fifth degree, and
division (B) of section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in

determining whether to impose a prison term on the offender.

(b) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (9) (c),
(d), (e), (£), (g), or (h) of this section, if the offense was
committed in the vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a
juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance addiction services
provider or a recovering addict, trafficking in a fentanyl-
related compound is a felony of the fourth degree, and division
(C) of section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in

determining whether to impose a prison term on the offender.

(c) Except as otherwise provided in this division, if the
amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds ten unit doses but

(e) Except as otherwise provided in this division, if the
amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds one hundred unit
doses but is less than two hundred unit doses or equals or
exceeds ten grams but is less than twenty grams, trafficking in
a fentanyl-related compound is a felony of the second degree,
and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison term one of the
prison terms prescribed for a felony of the second degree. If
the amount of the drug involved is within that range and if the

offense was committed in the vicinity of a school, in the
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vicinity of a juvenile, or in the vicinity of a substance
addiction services provider or a recovering addict, trafficking
in a fentanyl-related compound is a felony of the first degree,
and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison term one of the

(f) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
two hundred unit doses but is less than five hundred unit doses
or equals or exceeds twenty grams but is less than fifty grams
and regardless of whether the offense was committed in the
vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the
vicinity of a substance addiction services provider or a
recovering addict, trafficking in a fentanyl-related compound is
a felony of the first degree, and the court shall impose as a
mandatory prison term one of the prison terms prescribed for a

felony of the first degree.

(g) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
five hundred unit doses but is less than one thousand unit doses
or equals or exceeds fifty grams but is less than one hundred
grams and regardless of whether the offense was committed in the
vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the
vicinity of a substance addiction services provider or a
recovering addict, trafficking in a fentanyl-related compound is
a felony of the first degree, and the court shall impose as a
mandatory prison term the maximum prison term prescribed for a

felony of the first degree.

(h) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
one thousand unit doses or equals or exceeds one hundred grams
and regardless of whether the offense was committed in the
vicinity of a school, in the vicinity of a juvenile, or in the

vicinity of a substance addiction services provider or a
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recovering addict, trafficking in a fentanyl-related compound is
a felony of the first degree, the offender is a major drug
offender, and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison term
the maximum prison term prescribed for a felony of the first

degree.

(10) If the drug involved in the violation is a compound,
mixture, preparation, or substance that is a combination of a
fentanyl-related compound and marihuana, one of the following

applies:

(a) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (10) (b) of
this section, the offender is guilty of trafficking in marihuana
and shall be punished under division (C) (3) of this section. The
offender is not guilty of trafficking in a fentanyl-related
compound and shall not be charged with, convicted of, or
punished under division (C) (9) of this section for trafficking

in a fentanyl-related compound.

(b) If the offender knows or has reason to know that the
compound, mixture, preparation, or substance that is the drug
involved contains a fentanyl-related compound, the offender is
guilty of trafficking in a fentanyl-related compound and shall

be punished under division (C) (9) of this section.

(D) In addition to any prison term authorized or required
by division (C) of this section and sections 2929.13 and 2929.14
of the Revised Code, and in addition to any other sanction
imposed for the offense under this section or sections 2929.11

to 2929.18 of the Revised Code, +he—eeurt—thatsentences—an—
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shall do the following:

(1) If the violation of division (A) of this section is a
felony of the first, second, or third degree, the court shall
impose upon the offender the mandatory fine specified for the
offense under division (B) (1) of section 2929.18 of the Revised
Code unless, as specified in that division, the court determines
that the offender is indigent. Except as otherwise provided in
division (H) (1) of this section, a mandatory fine or any other
fine imposed for a violation of this section is subject to
division (F) of this section. If a person is charged with a
violation of this section that is a felony of the first, second,
or third degree, posts bail, and forfeits the bail, the clerk of
the court shall pay the forfeited bail pursuant to divisions (D)
(1) and (F) of this section, as if the forfeited bail was a fine
imposed for a violation of this section. If any amount of the
forfeited bail remains after that payment and if a fine is
imposed under division (H) (1) of this section, the clerk of the
court shall pay the remaining amount of the forfeited bail
pursuant to divisions (H) (2) and (3) of this section, as if that
remaining amount was a fine imposed under division (H) (1) of

this section.

(2) If the offender is a professionally licensed person,
the court immediately shall comply with section 2925.38 of the

Revised Code.
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(3) If the offender has a driver's or commercial driver's

license or permit, section 2929.33 of the Revised Code applies.

(E) When a person is charged with the sale of or offer to
sell a bulk amount or a multiple of a bulk amount of a
controlled substance, the jury, or the court trying the accused,
shall determine the amount of the controlled substance involved
at the time of the offense and, if a guilty verdict is returned,
shall return the findings as part of the verdict. In any such
case, 1t is unnecessary to find and return the exact amount of
the controlled substance involved, and it is sufficient if the
finding and return is to the effect that the amount of the
controlled substance involved is the requisite amount, or that
the amount of the controlled substance involved is less than the

requisite amount.

(F) (1) Notwithstanding any contrary provision of section
3719.21 of the Revised Code and except as provided in division
(H) of this section, the clerk of the court shall pay any
mandatory fine imposed pursuant to division (D) (1) of this
section and any fine other than a mandatory fine that is imposed
for a violation of this section pursuant to division (A) or (B)
(5) of section 2929.18 of the Revised Code to the county,
township, municipal corporation, park district, as created
pursuant to section 511.18 or 1545.04 of the Revised Code, or
state law enforcement agencies in this state that primarily were
responsible for or involved in making the arrest of, and in
prosecuting, the offender. However, the clerk shall not pay a
mandatory fine so imposed to a law enforcement agency unless the
agency has adopted a written internal control policy under
division (F) (2) of this section that addresses the use of the
fine moneys that it receives. Each agency shall use the

mandatory fines so paid to subsidize the agency's law
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enforcement efforts that pertain to drug offenses, in accordance
with the written internal control policy adopted by the

recipient agency under division (F) (2) of this section.

(2) Prior to receiving any fine moneys under division (F)
(1) of this section or division (B) of section 2925.42 of the
Revised Code, a law enforcement agency shall adopt a written
internal control policy that addresses the agency's use and
disposition of all fine moneys so received and that provides for
the keeping of detailed financial records of the receipts of
those fine moneys, the general types of expenditures made out of
those fine moneys, and the specific amount of each general type
of expenditure. The policy shall not provide for or permit the
identification of any specific expenditure that is made in an
ongoing investigation. All financial records of the receipts of
those fine moneys, the general types of expenditures made out of
those fine moneys, and the specific amount of each general type
of expenditure by an agency are public records open for
inspection under section 149.43 of the Revised Code.

approved by the United States food and drug administration;

(c) Any person who sells, offers for sale, prescribes,
dispenses, or administers for livestock or other nonhuman
species an anabolic steroid that is expressly intended for
administration through implants to livestock or other nonhuman
species and approved for that purpose under the "Federal Food,
Drug, and Cosmetic Act," 52 Stat.

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the bulk amount but is less than five times the bulk amount,
aggravated possession of drugs is a felony of the third degree,

and there is a presumption for a prison term for the offense.

(c) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
five times the bulk amount but is less than fifty times the bulk
amount, aggravated possession of drugs is a felony of the second
degree, and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison term a

second degree felony mandatory prison term.

(d) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
fifty times the bulk amount but is less than one hundred times
the bulk amount, aggravated possession of drugs is a felony of
the first degree, and the court shall impose as a mandatory

prison term a first degree felony mandatory prison term.

(e) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
one hundred times the bulk amount, aggravated possession of
drugs is a felony of the first degree, the offender is a major
drug offender, and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison

term a maximum first degree felony mandatory prison term.

(2) If the drug involved in the violation is a compound,
mixture, preparation, or substance included in schedule III, IV,
or V, whoever violates division (A) of this section is guilty of
possession of drugs. The penalty for the offense shall be

determined as follows:

(c), or (d) of this section, possession of drugs is a
misdemeanor of the first degree or, if the offender previously
has been convicted of a drug abuse offense, a felony of the

fifth degree.

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the bulk amount but is less than five times the bulk amount,
possession of drugs is a felony of the fourth degree, and
division (C) of section 2929.13 of the Revised Code applies in

determining whether to impose a prison term on the offender.

(c) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
five times the bulk amount but is less than fifty times the bulk
amount, possession of drugs is a felony of the third degree, and

there is a presumption for a prison term for the offense.

(d) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
fifty times the bulk amount, possession of drugs is a felony of
the second degree, and the court shall impose upon the offender
as a mandatory prison term a second degree felony mandatory

(c) If the amount of L.S.D. involved equals or exceeds
fifty unit doses, but is less than two hundred fifty unit doses
of L.S.D. in a solid form or equals or exceeds five grams but is
less than twenty-five grams of L.S.D. in a liquid concentrate,
liquid extract, or liquid distillate form, possession of L.S.D.
is a felony of the third degree, and there is a presumption for

a prison term for the offense.

(d) If the amount of L.S.D. involved equals or exceeds two
hundred fifty unit doses but is less than one thousand unit

doses of L.S.D. in a solid form or equals or exceeds twenty-five
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grams but is less than one hundred grams of L.S.D. in a liquid
concentrate, liquid extract, or liquid distillate form,
possession of L.S.D. is a felony of the second degree, and the
court shall impose as a mandatory prison term a second degree

felony mandatory prison term.

(e) If the amount of L.S.D. involved equals or exceeds one
thousand unit doses but is less than five thousand unit doses of
L.S.D. in a solid form or equals or exceeds one hundred grams
but is less than five hundred grams of L.S.D. in a liquid
concentrate, liquid extract, or liquid distillate form,
possession of L.S.D. is a felony of the first degree, and the
court shall impose as a mandatory prison term a first degree

felony mandatory prison term.

(f) If the amount of L.S.D. involved equals or exceeds
five thousand unit doses of L.S.D. in a solid form or equals or
exceeds five hundred grams of L.S.D. in a liquid concentrate,
liquid extract, or liquid distillate form, possession of L.S.D.
is a felony of the first degree, the offender is a major drug
offender, and the court shall impose as a mandatory prison term

a maximum first degree felony mandatory prison term.

(6) If the drug involved in the violation is heroin or a
compound, mixture, preparation, or substance containing heroin,
whoever violates division (A) of this section is guilty of
possession of heroin. The penalty for the offense shall be

determined as follows:

(a) Except as otherwise provided in division (C) (6) (b),
(c), (d), (e), or (f) of this section, possession of heroin is a
felony of the fifth degree, and division (B) of section 2929.13
of the Revised Code applies in determining whether to impose a

prison term on the offender.
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(b) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
ten unit doses but is less than fifty unit doses or equals or
exceeds one gram but is less than five grams, possession of
heroin is a felony of the fourth degree, and division (C) of

(c) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds
fifty unit doses but is less than one hundred unit doses or
equals or exceeds five grams but is less than ten grams,

(b) If the amount of the drug involved equals or exceeds

five grams but is less than ten grams of hashish in a solid form

or equals or exceeds one gram but is less than two grams of
hashish in a liquid concentrate, liquid extract, or liquid
distillate form, possession of hashish is a misdemeanor of the

(4) An isomerization device for increasing the potency of

any species of a plant that is a controlled substance;

(5) Testing equipment for identifying, or analyzing the
strength, effectiveness, or purity of, a controlled substance,

except for those exempted in division (D) (4) of this section;

(6) A scale or balance for weighing or measuring a

controlled substance;

(7) A diluent or adulterant, such as quinine
hydrochloride, mannitol, mannite, dextrose, or lactose, for

cutting a controlled substance;
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(8) A separation gin or sifter for removing twigs and

seeds from, or otherwise cleaning or refining, marihuana;

(9) A blender, bowl, container, spoon, or mixing device

for compounding a controlled substance;

(10) A capsule, balloon, envelope, or container for

packaging small quantities of a controlled substance;

(11) A container or device for storing or concealing a

controlled substance;

(12) A hypodermic syringe, needle, or instrument for
parenterally injecting a controlled substance into the human

body;

(13) An object, instrument, or device for ingesting,
inhaling, or otherwise introducing into the human body,
marihuana, cocaine, hashish, or hashish o0il, such as a metal,
wooden, acrylic, glass, stone, plastic, or ceramic pipe, with or
without a screen, permanent screen, hashish head, or punctured
metal bowl; water pipe; carburetion tube or device; smoking or
carburetion mask; roach clip or similar object used to hold
burning material, such as a marihuana cigarette, that has become
too small or too short to be held in the hand; miniature cocaine
spoon, or cocaine vial; chamber pipe; carburetor pipe; electric

pipe; air driver pipe; chillum; bong; or ice pipe or chiller.

(B) In determining if any equipment, product, or material
is drug paraphernalia, a court or law enforcement officer shall

consider, in addition to other relevant factors, the following:

(1) Any statement by the owner, or by anyone in control,

of the equipment, product, or material, concerning its use;

(2) The proximity in time or space of the equipment,
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product, or material, or of the act relating to the equipment,
product, or material, to a violation of any provision of this

chapter;

(3) The proximity of the equipment, product, or material

to any controlled substance;

(4) The existence of any residue of a controlled substance

on the equipment, product, or material;

(5) Direct or circumstantial evidence of the intent of the
owner, or of anyone in control, of the equipment, product, or
material, to deliver it to any person whom the owner or person
in control of the equipment, product, or material knows intends
to use the object to facilitate a violation of any provision of
this chapter. A finding that the owner, or anyone in control, of
the equipment, product, or material, is not guilty of a
violation of any other provision of this chapter does not
prevent a finding that the equipment, product, or material was
intended or designed by the offender for use as drug

paraphernalia.

(6) Any oral or written instruction provided with the

equipment, product, or material concerning its use;

(7) Any descriptive material accompanying the equipment,

product, or material and explaining or depicting its use;

(8) National or local advertising concerning the use of

the equipment, product, or material;

(9) The manner and circumstances in which the equipment,

product, or material is displayed for sale;

(10) Direct or circumstantial evidence of the ratio of the

(11) The existence and scope of legitimate uses of the

equipment, product, or material in the community;

(12) Expert testimony concerning the use of the equipment,

to use, drug paraphernalia.

product, or material will be used as drug paraphernalia.

(3) No person shall place an advertisement in any
newspaper, magazine, handbill, or other publication that is
published and printed and circulates primarily within this
state, i1f the person knows that the purpose of the advertisement
is to promote the illegal sale in this state of the equipment,
product, or material that the offender intended or designed for

use as drug paraphernalia.

The court shall inform
the registrar of the termination of the forfeiture by entering
information relative to the termination on a form approved and
furnished by the registrar and sending the form to the registrar
as provided in this division. The person shall pay to the bureau
of motor vehicles a fifteen-dollar reinstatement fee to cover
the costs of the bureau in administering this section. The
registrar shall deposit the fees so paid into the public safety
- highway purposes fund created by section 4501.06 of the

Revised Code.
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In addition, upon receipt of the copy of the declaration
of forfeiture from the court, neither the registrar nor any
deputy registrar shall accept any application for the
registration or transfer of registration of any motor wvehicle
owned or leased by the person named in the declaration of
forfeiture until the court having jurisdiction of the offense
that led to the forfeiture orders that the forfeiture be
terminated. However, for a motor vehicle leased by a person
named in a declaration of forfeiture, the registrar shall not
implement the preceding sentence until the registrar adopts
procedures for that implementation under section 4503.39 of the
Revised Code. Upon receipt by the registrar of an order
terminating the forfeiture, the registrar shall take such
measures as may be necessary to permit the person to register a
motor vehicle owned or leased by the person or to transfer the
registration of such a motor vehicle, if the person later makes
application to take such action and the person otherwise is
eligible to register the motor vehicle or to transfer the

registration of it.

The registrar is not required to give effect to any
declaration of forfeiture or order terminating a forfeiture
unless the order is transmitted to the registrar by means of an
electronic transfer system. The registrar shall not restore the
person's driving or vehicle registration privileges until the

person pays the reinstatement fee as provided in this division.

If the person who was issued the citation fails to appear
at the time and place specified on the citation and fails to
comply with division (C) of section 2935.26 of the Revised Code
and the person has deposited a sum of money or other security in
relation to the citation under division (A) (2) of this section,

the deposit immediately shall be forfeited to the court.
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This section does not preclude further action as
authorized by division (F) of section 2935.26 of the Revised

Code.

(E) A law enforcement officer who issues a person a minor
misdemeanor citation for an act prohibited by Chapter 4511.,
4513., or 4549. of the Revised Code or an act prohibited by a
municipal ordinance that is substantially similar to any section
contained in Chapter 4511., 4513., or 4549. of the Revised Code
shall inform the person that if the person does not appear at
the time and place stated on the citation or does not comply
with division (C) of section 2935.26 of the Revised Code, the
person's driver's or commercial driver's license will be
suspended, the person will not be eligible for the reissuance of
the license or the issuance of a new license or the issuance of
a certificate of registration for a motor vehicle owned or
leased by the person, until the person appears and complies with
all orders of the court. The person also is subject to any

applicable criminal penalties.
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Sec. 2937.40. (A) Bail of any type that is deposited under

section 2937.011 or sections 2937.22 to 2937.45 of the Revised
Code by a person other than the accused shall be discharged and
released, and sureties on recognizances shall be released, in

any of the following ways:

(1) When a surety on a recognizance or the depositor of
cash or securities as bail for an accused desires to surrender
the accused before the appearance date, the surety is discharged

from further responsibility or the deposit is redeemed in either
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of the following ways:
(a) By delivery of the accused into open court;

(b) When, on the written request of the surety or
depositor, the clerk of the court to which recognizance is

the cash or securities or declare forfeited and levy or execute
against pledged property. The court shall not apply any of the
deposited cash or securities toward, or declare forfeited and
levy or execute against property pledged for a recognizance for,
the satisfaction of any penalty or fine, and court costs,
assessed against the accused upon the accused's conviction or
guilty plea, except upon express approval of the person who

deposited the cash or securities or the surety.

(C) Bail of any type that is deposited under section

individual has presented to the agency sufficient evidence of
current employment or of an account in a financial institution,
the agency has confirmed the individual's employment or the
existence of the account, and an appropriate withholding or
deduction notice described in section 3121.03 of the Revised
Code has been issued to collect current support and any

arrearage due under the child support order that was in default.

(C) If divisions (A) and (B) of this section are not

possible, the individual presents evidence to the agency

sufficient to establish #hat—+he—-either one of the following:

(2) The imposition of a suspension on the individual's

custodian, guardian ad litem, or temporary custodian. The team
also may include a school psychologist, counselor, social
worker, or representative of a public or nonprofit agency
designed to assist students and their families in reducing

absences.

(e) A superintendent, as described in division (C) (2) (c)
of this section, or principal or chief administrator, as
described in division (C) (2) (d) of this section, shall select
the members of an absence intervention team within seven school
days of the triggering event described in division (C) (2) (a) of
this section. The superintendent, principal, or chief
administrator, within the same period of seven school days,
shall make at least three meaningful, good faith attempts to
secure the participation of the student's parent, guardian,
custodian, guardian ad litem, or temporary custodian on that
team.

571, 20 U.S.C. 1232g, as amended, and any regulations
promulgated under that act, and section 3319.321 of the Revised
Code.

(D) Each school district or school may consult or partner
with public and nonprofit agencies to provide assistance as

appropriate to students and their families in reducing absences.

(E) Beginning with the 2017-2018 school year, each school
district shall report to the department, as soon as practicable,
and in a format and manner determined by the department, any of

the following occurrences:

(1) When a notice required by division (C) (1) of this

(b) One hundred fifty dollars for a plug-in hybrid

Each fee imposed under this division shall be prorated
based on the number of months for which the vehicle is
registered. The registrar shall transmit all money arising from
each fee to the treasurer of state for distribution in
accordance with division (E) of section 5735.051 of the Revised
Code, subject to division (D) of section 5735.05 of the Revised
Code.

(D) Each deputy registrar shall be allowed a fee equal to
the amount established under section 4503.038 of the Revised
Code for each application for registration and registration
renewal notice the deputy registrar receives, which shall be for
the purpose of compensating the deputy registrar for the deputy
registrar's services, and such office and rental expenses, as
may be necessary for the proper discharge of the deputy

(F) Each deputy registrar, upon receipt of any application

Where a
local bank or depository has been designated by the registrar,

If
the registrar determines that implementing such a program is
feasible, the registrar shall adopt new rules under this
division or amend existing rules adopted under this division as

If international registration plan guidelines and
provisions allow member jurisdictions to permit applications for
registrations under the international registration plan to be
made via the internet, the rules the registrar adopts under this

division shall permit such action.

The
renewal notice shall not include the social security number of
either the owner of the motor vehicle or the person in whose
name the motor vehicle is registered.

A deputy registrar may charge a
person who tenders payment for a department transaction by means
of a financial transaction device any cost the deputy registrar
incurs from accepting payment by the financial transaction
device, but the deputy registrar shall not require the person to
pay any additional fee of any kind in connection with the use by

the person of the financial transaction device.

(3) In accordance with division (H) (1) of this section and
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rules adopted by the registrar under that division, a county
auditor or clerk of a court of common pleas that is designated a
deputy registrar shall accept payment by means of a financial
transaction device, including credit cards and debit cards, for
all department transactions conducted at the office of the
county auditor or clerk in the county auditor's or clerk's
capacity as deputy registrar. The bureau is not required to pay
any costs incurred by a county auditor or clerk that result from
accepting payment by means of a financial transaction device for

any department transaction.

emissions testing centers. The registrar also shall include a
statement in the notice that a battery electric motor vehicle is
not required to undergo emissions inspection under the motor
vehicle inspection and maintenance program established under

section 3704.14 of the Revised Code.

Sec. 4503.12. (A) Upon the transfer of ownership of a
motor vehicle, the registration of the motor vehicle expires,
and the original owner immediately shall remove the license

plates from the motor vehicle, except that:

(1) If a statutory merger or consolidation results in the
transfer of ownership of a motor vehicle from a constituent
corporation to the surviving corporation, or if the
incorporation of a proprietorship or partnership results in the

transfer of ownership of a motor vehicle from the proprietorship
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or partnership to the corporation, the registration shall be

continued upon the filing by the surviving or new corporation,
within thirty days of such transfer, of an application for an
amended certificate of registration. Upon a proper filing, the
registrar of motor vehicles shall issue an amended certificate

of registration in the name of the new owner.

(2) If the death of the owner of a motor vehicle results
in the transfer of ownership of the motor vehicle to the
surviving spouse of the owner or if a motor vehicle is owned by
two persons under Jjoint ownership with right of survivorship
established under section 2131.12 of the Revised Code and one of
those persons dies, the registration shall be continued upon the
filing by the survivor of an application for an amended
certificate of registration. In relation to a motor vehicle that
is owned by two persons under joint ownership with right of
survivorship established under section 2131.12 of the Revised
Code, the application shall be accompanied by a copy of the
certificate of title that specifies that the vehicle is owned
under joint ownership with right of survivorship. Upon a proper
filing, the registrar shall issue an amended certificate of

registration in the name of the survivor.

(3) If the death of the owner of a motor vehicle results
in the transfer of ownership of the motor vehicle to a transfer-
on-death beneficiary or beneficiaries designated under section
2131.13 of the Revised Code, the registration shall be continued
upon the filing by the transfer-on-death beneficiary or
beneficiaries of an application for an amended certificate of
registration. The application shall be accompanied by a copy of
the certificate of title that specifies that the owner of the
motor vehicle has designated the motor vehicle in beneficiary

form under section 2131.13 of the Revised Code. Upon a proper
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filing, the registrar shall issue an amended certificate of
registration in the name of the transfer-on-death beneficiary or

beneficiaries.

(4) If the original owner of a motor vehicle that has been
transferred makes application for the registration of another
motor vehicle at any time during the remainder of the
registration period for which the transferred motor vehicle was
registered, the owner may file an application for transfer of
the registration and, where applicable, the license plates. The
transfer of the registration and, where applicable, the license
plates from the motor vehicle for which they originally were
issued to a succeeding motor vehicle purchased by the same
person in whose name the original registration and license
plates were issued shall be done within a period not to exceed
thirty days. During that thirty-day period, the license plates
from the motor vehicle for which they originally were issued may
be displayed on the succeeding motor vehicle, and the succeeding
motor vehicle may be operated on the public roads and highways

in this state.

At the time of application for transfer, the registrar
shall compute and collect the amount of tax due on the
succeeding motor vehicle, based upon the amount that would be
due on a new registration as of the date on which the transfer
is made less a credit for the unused portion of the original
registration beginning on that date. If the credit exceeds the
amount of tax due on the new registration, no refund shall be
made. In computing the amount of tax due and credits to be
allowed under this division, the provisions of division (B) (1)
(a) and (b) of section 4503.11 of the Revised Code shall apply.
As to passenger cars, noncommercial vehicles, motor homes, and

motorcycles, transfers within or between these classes of motor
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vehicles only shall be allowed. If the succeeding motor vehicle
is of a different class than the motor vehicle for which the
registration originally was issued, new license plates also
shall be issued upon the surrender of the license plates
originally issued and payment of the fees provided in divisions

(C) and (D) of section 4503.10 of the Revised Code.

(5) The owner of a commercial car having a gross vehicle
weight or combined gross vehicle weight of more than ten
thousand pounds may transfer the registration of that commercial
car to another commercial car the owner owns without
transferring ownership of the first commercial car. At any time
during the remainder of the registration period for which the
first commercial car was registered, the owner may file an
application for the transfer of the registration and, where
applicable, the license plates, accompanied by the certificate
of registration of the first commercial car. The amount of any
tax due or credit to be allowed for a transfer of registration
under this division shall be computed in accordance with

division (A) (4) of this section.

No commercial car to which a registration is transferred
under this division shall be operated on a public road or
highway in this state until after the transfer of registration

is completed in accordance with this division.

(6) Upon application to the registrar or a deputy
registrar, a person who owns or leases a motor vehicle may
transfer special license plates assigned to that vehicle to any
other vehicle that the person owns or leases or that is owned or
leased by the person's spouse. As appropriate, the application

Sec. 4503.19. (A) (1) Upon the filing of an application for
registration and the payment of the tax for registration, the
registrar of motor vehicles or a deputy registrar shall
determine whether the owner previously has been issued a license
plate for the motor vehicle described in the application. If no
license plate previously has been issued to the owner for that
motor vehicle, the registrar or deputy registrar shall assign to
the motor vehicle a distinctive number and issue and deliver to
the owner in the manner that the registrar may select a
certificate of registration, in the form that the registrar
shall prescribe. The registrar or deputy registrar also shall

(3) The registrar or deputy registrar shall not issue a
license plate for a school bus. A school bus shall display

(4) The certificate of registration shall be issued and
delivered to the owner in person, by mail, or by electronic
delivery. The license plate and, when required, validation
sticker, or validation sticker alone, shall be issued and

delivered to the owner in person or by mail.

(5) In the event of the loss, mutilation, or destruction
of any certificate of registration, or of any license plate or
validation sticker, or if the owner chooses to replace a license
plate previously issued for a motor vehicle, or if the
registration certificate and license plate have been impounded

Additionally, the registrar and each deputy registrar who
either issues a license plate and a validation sticker for use
on any vehicle other than a commercial tractor, semitrailer, or
apportioned vehicle, or who issues a validation sticker alone
for use on such a vehicle and the owner has changed the owner's
county of residence since the owner last was issued a county
identification sticker, also shall issue and deliver to the
owner a county identification sticker, which shall be attached
to the license plate in a manner prescribed by the director of
public safety. The county identification sticker shall identify
prominently by name or number the county in which the owner of

the vehicle resides at the time of registration.

(B) A certificate of registration issued under this
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section shall have a portion that contains all the information
contained in the main portion of the certificate except for the
address of the person to whom the certificate is issued. Except
as provided in this division, whenever a reference is made in
the Revised Code to a motor vehicle certificate of registration
that is issued under this section, the reference shall be deemed
to refer to either the main portion of the certificate or the
portion containing all information in the main portion except
the address of the person to whom the certificate is issued.

(1) "Dealer engaged in the business of leasing motor
vehicles" means any person engaged in the business of regularly
making available, offering to make available, or arranging for
another person to use a motor vehicle pursuant to a bailment,

lease, or other contractual arrangement.

(2) "Motor vehicle" has the meaning set forth in section

4509.01 of the Revised Code.

(B) An application for the registration of a motor vehicle
shall contain a statement, to be signed by the applicant either
manually or by electronic signature, that does all of the

following:

this section. The dealer shall submit the statements to the
deputy registrar where the dealer has agreed to make application

for registration on behalf of the person.

(2) In the case of a person who leases any motor vehicle
from a dealer engaged in the business of leasing motor vehicles
who agrees to make application for registration of the motor
vehicle on behalf of the lessee, the person shall sign a
statement that complies with division (B) of this section, and

Sec. 4503.261. (A) (1) The registrar of motor vehicles

shall use a competitive selection process to select a vendor for

a contract to operate a specialty license plate program.

(2) Beginning nine months after the effective date of this

section, the vendor shall design and market specialty license

plates, including specialty license plates reguired to be issued

by the registrar under this chapter. Under the program, the

registrar remains responsible for the issuance of any specialty

license plate and validation sticker and the collection of taxes

and fees related to a specialty license plate.

(b) A fee to compensate the vendor for the performance of

its duties under the contract. Fees collected under division (B)

fund created in section 5502.68 of the Revised Code.

(8) Provisions requiring the vendor to comply with all

applicable requirements of the Revised Code and the Ohio

Administrative Code.

(C) (1) The registrar shall submit each specialty license

plate design created under the specialty license plate program

established under this section to the joint committee on agency

rule review. The committee has final authority regarding the

design and content of any specialty license plate created under

the program and shall approve or disapprove of any proposed

specialty license plate.

By order, the commission may establish conditions for the exempt
crossing designation, including compliance with division (b) of
49 C.F.R. Part 392.10, when applicable. An exempt crossing
designation becomes effective only when appropriate signs giving
notice of the exempt designation are erected at the crossing as
ordered by the commission and any other conditions ordered by

the commission are satisfied.

(3) By order, the commission may rescind any exempt
crossing designation made under this section if the commission
finds that a condition at the exempt crossing has changed to
such an extent that the continuation of the exempt crossing
designation compromises public safety. The commission may
conduct a public hearing to investigate and determine whether to
rescind the exempt crossing designation. If the commission
rescinds the designation, it shall order the removal of any

exempt crossing signs and may make any other necessary order.
(C) As used in this section:

(1) "School vehicle" means any vehicle used for the
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transportation of pupils to and from a school or school-related
function if the vehicle is owned or operated by, or operated

under contract with, a public or nonpublic school.

(2) "Bus" means any vehicle originally designed by its
manufacturer to transport sixteen or more passengers, including
the driver, or carries sixteen or more passengers, including the

driver.

(3) "Exempt crossing" means a highway rail grade crossing
authorized and approved by the public utilities commission under
division (B) of this section at which vehicles may cross without

making the stop otherwise required by this section.

(D) Except as otherwise provided in this division, whoever
violates this section is guilty of a minor misdemeanor. If the
offender previously has been convicted of or pleaded guilty to
one or more violations of this section or section 4511.76,
4511.761, 4511.762, 4511.764, 4511.77, or 4511.79 of the Revised
Code or a municipal ordinance that is substantially similar to
any of those sections, whoever violates this section is guilty

of a misdemeanor of the fourth degree.

Sec. 4511.64. (A) No person shall operate or move any
crawler-type tractor, steam shovel, derrick, roller, or any
equipment or structure having a normal operating speed of six or
less miles per hour or a vertical body or load clearance of less
than nine inches above the level surface of a roadway, upon or
across any tracks at a railroad grade crossing without first

complying with divisions (A) (1) and (2) of this section.

(1) Before making any such crossing, the person operating
or moving any such vehicle or equipment shall first stop the

same, and while stopped the person shall listen and look in both
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directions along such track for any approaching train or other

on-track equipment and for signals indicating the approach of a

train_or other on-track equipment, and shall proceed only upon

exercising due care.

(2) No such crossing shall be made when warning is given
by automatic signal or crossing gates or a flagperson or
otherwise of the immediate approach of a railroad train or car

or other on-track equipment.

(B) If the normal sustained speed of such vehicle,
equipment, or structure is not more than three miles per hour,
the person owning, operating, or moving the same shall also give
notice of such intended crossing to a station agent or
superintendent of the railroad, and a reasonable time shall be
given to such railroad to provide proper protection for such
crossing. Where such vehicles or equipment are being used in
constructing or repairing a section of highway lying on both
sides of a railroad grade crossing, and in such construction or
repalr it is necessary to repeatedly move such vehicles or
equipment over such crossing, one daily notice specifying when
such work will start and stating the hours during which it will

be prosecuted is sufficient.

(C) Except as otherwise provided in this division, whoever
violates this section is guilty of a minor misdemeanor. If,
within one year of the offense, the offender previously has been
convicted of or pleaded guilty to one predicate motor vehicle or
traffic offense, whoever violates this section is guilty of a
misdemeanor of the fourth degree. If, within one year of the
offense, the offender previously has been convicted of two or
more predicate motor vehicle or traffic offenses, whoever

violates this section is guilty of a misdemeanor of the third
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degree.

If the offender commits the offense while distracted and
the distracting activity is a contributing factor to the
commission of the offense, the offender is subject to the
additional fine established under section 4511.991 of the

Revised Code.

Sec. 4765.163. (A) The state board of emergency medical,

fire, and transportation services shall establish a process by

which any person may submit a petition to the board requesting

that a topic be included in a training or continuing education

program for first responders, EMTs-basic, EMTs-I, or paramedics

that is in addition to the topics specified in section 4765.16

of the Revised Code. A person shall submit a petition to the

board in a manner prescribed by the board. A petitioner shall

not seek to add a broad category of topics.

(B) Upon receipt of a petition, the board shall review it

to determine whether to approve or deny the addition of the

topic described in the petition. The board shall approve or deny

a petition in accordance with rules adopted by the board under

section 4765.11 of the Revised Code.

(C) Upon approval of a topic, the board shall require the

topic to be included in the training or continuing education

programs and shall adopt rules as necessary, in accordance with

section 4765.11 of the Revised Code, regarding the number of

hours required for the topic.

(D) Notwithstanding any provision of section 121.95 of the

Revised Code to the contrary, a requlatory restriction contained

in a rule adopted under this section is not subject to sections

121.95 to 121.953 of the Revised Code.
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Sec. 5120.631. (A) As used in this section:

(1) "Emergency" has the same meaning as in section 341.261

of the Revised Code.

(2) "Female" means of or denoting the sex that can bear

offspring or produce eggs and has XX chromosomes, distinguished

biologically by the production of gametes or ova that can be

fertilized by male gametes.

(3) "Feminine hvygiene products" means tampons and sanitary

napkins that are used for the menstrual cycle.

(4) "State correctional institution" has the same meaning

as in section 2967.01 of the Revised Code.

(B) Each state correctional institution housing female

inmates shall provide inmates experiencing a menstrual cycle

with an adequate supply based on individualized need, in

perpetuity and without reprimand, of feminine hygiene products

in a variety of sizes at no cost to the inmates.

(C) Each state correctional institution housing female

inmates shall have a written policy and procedure in place that

does all of the following:

(1) Protects inmates from the denial of feminine hygiene

products based on race, sex, income status, degree of charge,

disability status, or any other type of discriminatory identity;

(2) Establishes proper methods of storing, administering,

and disposing of feminine hygiene products;

(3) Establishes sanitary and safe procedures for hand

washing and cleaning of surfaces between restrooms and the

designated area for disposal bins.
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(D) Each state correctional institution housing female

inmates shall provide a separate disposal container with a 1lid

in a safe, designated area for use by inmates experiencing a

menstrual cycle within the institution to dispose of used,

soiled, or damaged feminine hvygiene products.

(E) No state correctional institution housing female

inmates shall deny inmates access to feminine hygiene products.

(F) Except when the state correctional institution is

experiencing an emergency, each state correctional institution

housing female inmates shall provide inmates experiencing

menstruation a minimum of one shower per day with access to hot

water for washing, regardless of whether the inmates are

separated from the general population for disciplinary status.

Sec. 5502.68. (A) There is hereby created in the state

treasury the drug law enforcement fund. The fund consists of the

following:

(1) Ninety-seven per cent of three dollars and fifty cents
out of each ten-dollar court cost imposed pursuant to section

2949.094 of the Revised Code—skhatl—be—eredited—to—the—Ffund—;

(2) Contributions required to be deposited in the fund

under section 4503.261 of the Revised Code.

Money in the fund shall be used only in accordance with
this section to award grants to counties, municipal
corporations, townships, township police districts, and joint
police districts to defray the expenses that a drug task force
organized in the county, or in the county in which the municipal
corporation, township, or district is located, incurs in
performing its functions related to the enforcement of the

state's drug laws and other state laws related to illegal drug
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activity.

The division of criminal justice services shall administer
all money deposited into the drug law enforcement fund and, by
rule adopted under Chapter 119. of the Revised Code, shall
establish procedures for a county, municipal corporation,
township, township police district, or joint police district to
apply for money from the fund to defray the expenses that a drug
task force organized in the county, or in the county in which
the municipal corporation, township, or district is located,
incurs in performing its functions related to the enforcement of
the state's drug laws and other state laws related to illegal
drug activity, procedures and criteria for determining
eligibility of applicants to be provided money from the fund,
and procedures and criteria for determining the amount of money

to be provided out of the fund to eligible applicants.

(B) The procedures and criteria established under division
(A) of this section for applying for money from the fund shall
include, but shall not be limited to, a provision requiring a
county, municipal corporation, township, township police
district, or joint police district that applies for money from
the fund to specify in its application the amount of money
desired from the fund, provided that the cumulative amount
requested in all applications submitted for any single drug task
force may not exceed more than two hundred fifty thousand

dollars in any calendar year for that task force.

(C) The procedures and criteria established under division
(A) of this section for determining eligibility of applicants to
be provided money from the fund and for determining the amount
of money to be provided out of the fund to eligible applicants

shall include, but not be limited to, all of the following:
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(1) Provisions requiring that, in order to be eligible to 6983
be provided money from the fund, a drug task force that applies 6984
for money from the fund must provide evidence that the drug task 6985
force will receive a local funding match of at least twenty-five 6986
per cent of the task force's projected operating costs in the 6987
period of time covered by the grant; 6988

(2) Provisions requiring that money from the fund be 6989
allocated and provided to drug task forces that apply for money 6990
from the fund in accordance with the following priorities: 6991

(a) Drug task forces that apply, that are in existence on 6992
the date of the application, and that are determined to be 6993
eligible applicants, and to which either of the following 6994
applies shall be given first priority to be provided money from 6995
the fund: 6996

(i) Drug task forces that received funding through the 6997
division of criminal justice services in calendar year 2007; 6998

(ii) Drug task forces in a county that has a population 6999
that exceeds seven hundred fifty thousand. 7000

(b) If any moneys remain in the fund after all drug task 7001
forces that apply, that are in existence on the date of the 7002
application, that are determined to be eligible applicants, and 7003
that satisfy the criteria set forth in division (C) (2) (a) (i) or 7004
(ii) of this section are provided money from the fund as 7005
described in division (C) (2) (a) of this section, the following 7006
categories of drug task forces that apply and that are 7007
determined to be eligible applicants shall be given priority to 7008
be provided money from the fund in the order in which they apply 7009
for money from the fund: 7010

(1) Drug task forces that are not in existence on the date 7011
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of the application; 7012

(ii) Drug task forces that are in existence on the date of 7013
the application but that do not satisfy the criteria set forth 7014
in division (C) (2) (a) (1) or (ii) of this section. 7015

(D) The procedures and criteria established under division 7016
(A) of this section for determining the amount of money to be 7017
provided out of the fund to eligible applicants shall include, 7018
but shall not be limited to, a provision specifying that the 7019
cumulative amount provided to any single drug task force may not 7020
exceed more than two hundred fifty thousand dollars in any 7021
calendar year. 7022

(E) Any drug task force for which a grant is awarded by 7023
the division of criminal Jjustice services under this section 7024
shall comply with all grant requirements established by the 7025
division, including a requirement that the drug task force 7026
report its activities through the El Paso intelligence center 7027
information technology systems. 7028

(F) As used in this section, "drug task force" means a 7029
drug task force organized in any county by the sheriff of the 7030
county, the prosecuting attorney of the county, the chief of 7031
police of the organized police department of any municipal 7032
corporation or township in the county, and the chief of police 7033
of the police force of any township police district or joint 7034
police district in the county to perform functions related to 7035
the enforcement of state drug laws and other state laws related 7036
to illegal drug activity. 7037

4509.101, 4509.45, 4509.66, 4509.67, 4509.69, 4509.77, 4510.101,
4510.111, 4510.16, 4510.17, 4511.62, 4511.63, 4511.64, and
5502.68 of the Revised Code are hereby repealed.

Section 3. That sections 2937.221 and 4510.32 of the

Revised Code are hereby repealed.

Section 4. (A) An offender who received a suspension of
the offender's temporary instruction permit or driver's license
or a denial of the opportunity to obtain a permit or license
under section 4510.32 of the Revised Code, as it existed prior
to the effective date of this section, may file a motion with
the juvenile court in whose jurisdiction the offender resides

requesting the termination of the suspension or denial.

(B) Upon the filing of a motion under this section, the
juvenile court, in its discretion, may order the registrar of
motor vehicles to terminate the suspension or terminate the
denial of the opportunity to obtain a permit or license. If so

ordered, the registrar shall do all of the following:

(1) Cancel the record created for the offender regarding
the suspension or denial of the offender's opportunity to obtain

a permit or license;

(2) Terminate the suspension of the offender's permit or
license or the denial of the offender's opportunity to obtain a

permit or license;

(3) Return the driver's license or permit to the offender
or reissue the offender's license or permit under section

4510.52 of the Revised Code, if the registrar destroyed the
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suspended license or permit under that section.

Section 5. (A) Not later than thirty days after the
effective date of this section, the Registrar of Motor Vehicles
shall remove any remaining driver's license suspensions that
were imposed as a result of the Financial Responsibility Random
Verification Program. That Program was eliminated through H.B.
62 of the 133rd General Assembly, effective July 3, 2019. The
Registrar shall not charge any fees, including reinstatement
fees, associated with the reinstatement of a driver's license

that was suspended as a result of that Program.

(B) (1) A person whose driver's license suspension is
removed under division (A) of this section may have that
person's driver's license reinstated at a deputy registrar
office, provided that person's driver's license is not also

suspended for any other offense.

(2) If a person's driver's license is suspended for
another offense, once the person's license is eligible for
reinstatement, that person may apply for reinstatement and shall
not be required to pay any fees, including reinstatement fees,
associated with the Program. The person may still be required to
pay reinstatement fees associated with the other offense for

which the person's driver's license was suspended.

(C) The Registrar shall notify any person impacted by this
section of the terms of the removal of driver's license
suspensions associated with the Financial Responsibility Random
Verification Program and the process by which to reinstate the

person's driver's license.

Section 6. The General Assembly, applying the principle

stated in division (B) of section 1.52 of the Revised Code that
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amendments are to be harmonized if reasonably capable of
simultaneous operation, finds that the following sections,
presented in this act as composites of the sections as amended
by the acts indicated, are the resulting versions of the
sections in effect prior to the effective date of the sections

as presented in this act:
