
Thank you for allowing me to testify today. My name is Dr. Cherryanne Gunsch and I have 
been a resident/citizen of Ohio for over 40 years, currently residing in Loveland. I am 
recently retired as a physical therapist. I am a non-partisan voter (a swing vote) and 
consider the issue at hand to be nonpartisan. It is an issue of human decency. I am writing 
today because I am opposed to HB 42. I generally agree that immigration control is 
necessary and I am aware that all developed countries utilize immigration control 
measures. However, I have found the procedures being implemented by ICE to be quite 
inhumane and violent. Video coverage of these events is at the very least cringe-worthy. Too 
often we find that many people caught up in these violent raids are either American citizens 
or have a legal status to remain. The promise of only going after the worst criminals is 
ringing quite hollow as we see mothers and children being violently grabbed and 
unwarranted property damage on almost a daily basis. We see hard working people pulled 
off their job sites and children grabbed and taken from their schools. It is quite apparent 
that ICE is focused ono achieving their quotas rather than doing their jobs efficiently and 
humanely. South Korea is still miffed about having hundreds of their employees grabbed 
when they were here to facilitate organization and training of Americans to be employed in 
their new manufacturing site on American soil (As Mr. Trump said he wanted). Very 
specifically I am opposed to schools and medical facilities being put in the middle of all 
this chaos. Firstly, information about students and patients is private and should not be 
given out to anyone. In general, information should not be demanded from any facility or 
employer without a specific warrant for the specific people that are being sought. 
Secondly, schools have a responsibility to educate students and assure their safety while 
on campus. Providing information about students to ICE can result in trauma and injury not 
just to the students or the parents dropping them off or picking them up. It is also very 
traumatizing to all students who witness the ICE raids. That robs everyone of the sense of 
feeling safe in an educational environment. The learning process can be severely disrupted 
for everyone. As a retired health professional, I can tell you that and ICE raid at a health 
care facility can be extremely disruptive and a danger to all present. I have witnessed 
enough violence in my worksite to know of the physical and mental injury that can result in 
all who witness the event. Let us also recall how often ICE gets it wrong and innocent 
people are mentally and physically injured and their property damaged. Yes, we need 
immigration control. We need current immigration control procedures to be reviewed and 
humane processes put in their place. Cruelty and violence is not who we are. I ask you 
today to consider my statement as well as the many others you have undoubtedly received 
and vote NO on this shameful legislation. Thank you again for allowing me to share my 
concerns with you.
