Chairman Ginter, Ranking Member Boyd, and members of the House Community and Family Advancement Committee. My name is Narka Gray and I am the assistant director for the Butler County Child Support Enforcement Agency. Thank you for the opportunity to provide written testimony in support of HB366, the Child Support Guidelines bill. 
Butler County CSEA handles approximately 27,000 child support cases, processes nearly 2,000 administrative orders, and collects more than $56 million in child support for the families of Butler County annually. This bill is a critical and needed modernization of our guidelines, as our economic tables are a quarter of a century old, and use data from the early 1980s. In addition to the update to our economic tables, HB366 also makes necessary and needed improvements in the way we treat health insurance, cash medical, child care, multiple families, and parenting time, as well as providing a self‐sufficiency reserve for low income obligors.

Our current child support tables and worksheet are in the Revised Code and require legislative action to update. HB366 will move the tables and worksheet into the Ohio Administrative Code, allowing for more timely updates and changes via rule. The updates in HB366 work together for child support orders based on the ability to pay, with the goal of consistent, reliable payments of child support to families.
