256.

| wanted you to know that not every juvenile in prison is irredeemable. We are
much more than our worst mistakes. Personally, | have thrived since being given a
second chance. | am a college graduate, a small business owner, and also work a
regular 40+ hour job where | am a foreman at a commercial roofing company.

The point to all this is that there are so many juveniles currently incarcerated
in Ohio that | am sure will succeed as | have and probably do amazing, if given the
chance. | have personally followed the incarceration of one such juvenile lifer in the
state of Ohio, and have seen many of the personal qualities in him as others have
seen in me. This demographic of inmates deserve the chance to show the world the
great people they actually are.

Please remember that children should not be sentenced to die in prison, and
pass SB 256 unanimously.
