To enact section 4112.024 of the Revised Code to 

provide that a business is not required to 

participate in a ceremony creating a union 

between two persons of the same sex if such 

participation violates the business's right of 

conscience or freedom of religion.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That section 4112.024 of the Revised Code be 

enacted to read as follows:

Sec. 4112.024.   (A) As used in this section:  

(1) "Business" means a sole proprietorship, partnership, 

corporation, or any other business entity or the owner or 

employees of the sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, 

or business entity.

(2) "Ceremony" includes any activities relating to 

participation in creating a marriage union between two persons 

of the same sex.

(3) "Participation" includes the provision of goods and 
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services.

(B) No business shall be required to participate in a 

ceremony creating a marriage union between two persons of the 

same sex if participation in the ceremony violates the 

business's right of conscience or freedom of religion. No 

business that exercises rights under this section shall be 

subject to civil or criminal liability.

(C) The exercise of rights under this section is not an 

act of discrimination.
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
