Section 2. Wthin the limts set forth in this act, the
Director of Budget and Management shall establish accounts
i ndi cating the source and anount of funds for each appropriation
made in this act, and shall determ ne the form and nmanner in which
appropriation accounts shall be maintai ned.

Section 3. This act is hereby declared to be an energency
neasure necessary for the i medi ate preservation of the public
peace, health, and safety.
