Honoring Harry Shoop on receiving the Order of the Purple 

Heart.

WHEREAS, The members of the Senate of the 132nd General 
Assembly of Ohio are pleased to congratulate Harry Shoop on being 
presented with the Order of the Purple Heart and three other

WHEREAS, A truly remarkable individual, Harry Shoop was 
wounded while engaging in combat action in the battle of Zig Zag 
Pass in the Philippines during World War II.
