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A BILL

To anend sections 5.04 and 5.10 of the Revised Code
to add a representation of the Wight Brothers
first piloted airplane to the Coat of Arnms and
G eat Seal of the State of Ohio.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That sections 5.04 and 5.10 of the Revised Code be

amended to read as fol |l ows:

Sec. 5.04. The coat of arns of the state shall consist of the
foll owing device: a circular shield; in the right foreground of
the shield a full sheaf of wheat bound and standing erect; in the
left foreground, a cluster of seventeen arrows bound in the center
and resenbling in formthe sheaf of wheat; in the background, a
representation of Munt Logan, Ross county, as viewed from Adena
state nmenorial; over the nount, a rising sun three-quarters

exposed and radiating thirteen rays to represent the thirteen
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ori ginal colonies shining over the first state in the northwest
territory, the exterior extrenmties of which rays forma

semcircle; above and to the |left of the sun, a representation of

the first piloted airplane, flown by the Wight brothers in 1903;

and uniting the background and foreground, a representation of the

Scioto river and cultivated fields.

The coat of arns of the state shall correspond substantially

with the foll ow ng design

When the coat of arnms of the state is reproduced in color, the
colors used shall be substantially the same as the natural col or

of the terrain and objects shown.
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Sec. 5.10. Al official seals shall have engraved thereon the

coat of arns of the state, as described in section 5.04 of the

Revi sed Code.

The great seal of the state shall be two and one-half inches

in diameter and shall consist of the coat of arnms of the state

within a circle having a dianeter of one and three-fourths inches,
surrounded by the words "THE GREAT SEAL OF THE STATE OF CHIO' in

news gothic capitals.

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The design of the great seal shall not be reproduced, except
as required by any provision of the Ohio Constitution and the
Revi sed Code, unless permission to do so is first obtained from
the governor. The governor may authorize reproduction of the

design of the great seal when the purpose is to do any of the

foll owi ng:

(A) Permt publication of a reproduction of the great seal of

the state of Chio;
(B) Aid educational or historical prograns;

(C Pronote the econonic or cultural devel opnent of the state

in a manner deened appropriate by the governor.

A permanent record shall be kept in the governor's office of

each permt to reproduce the design of the great seal

No person shall use or permt to be used any reproduction or
facsimle of the great seal or a counterfeit or nonofficial
version of the great seal for any purpose not authorized by the

gover nor.

The seal of the supreme court shall consist of the coat of
arms of the state within a circle one and one-half inches in
di aneter and shall be surrounded by the words "THE SUPREME COURT
CF THE STATE CF GH O "

The seal of each court of appeals, court of common pleas, and
probate court shall consist of the coat of arns of the state
within a circle one and one-fourth inches in dianmeter, and each
seal shall be surrounded by the words "COURT OF APPEALS,
................ County, Chio"; "COVWON PLEAS COURT
................ County, Chio"; or "PROBATE COURT,

................ County, GChio."

(I'nsert the nanme of the proper county.)

The seals of all other courts of record shall be of the sane
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size as the seal of the court of conmon pleas, and each shall be

surrounded by the proper nanme of the court.

The seal of the secretary of state shall consist of the coat
of arns of the state within a circle one and one-fourth inches in
di aneter and shall be surrounded by the words "THE SEAL OF THE
SECRETARY OF STATE OF GH O "

The seal of the auditor of state shall consist of the coat of
arms of the state within a circle of one and one-fourth inches in
di aneter, and shall be surrounded by the words "THE SEAL OF THE
AUDI TOR OF STATE OF OHI Q. "

The seal of the treasurer of state shall consist of the coat
of arms of the state within a circle one and one-fourth inches in
di aneter, and shall be surrounded by the words "THE SEAL OF THE
TREASURER OF STATE OF GH O "

The seal of the |lieutenant governor shall consist of the coat
of arms of the state within a circle one and one-fourth inches in
di aneter and shall be surrounded by the words "THE SEAL OF THE
LI EUTENANT GOVERNCOR OF STATE OF CH O "

The seal of the attorney general shall consist of the coat of
arns of the state within a circle one and one-fourth inches in
di anmeter and shall be surrounded by the words "THE SEAL OF THE
ATTORNEY GENERAL OF STATE CF CH O ™

The seal of each benevolent institution shall consist of the
coat of arns of the state within a circle one and one-fourth
inches in dianmeter and shall be surrounded by the proper nane of

the institution.

The seals of all other state, county, and municipal agencies,
di vi si ons, boards and comm ssions shall consist of the coat of
arms of the state within a circle one and one-fourth inches in

di aneter and shall be surrounded by the proper nanme of the office.
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Al seals nentioned in this section shall contain the words

and devices nentioned in this section and no ot her.

Section 2. That existing sections 5.04 and 5.10 of the

Revi sed Code are hereby repeal ed.

Section 3. On the effective date of this act, supplies and
materials bearing the state seal as it existed before the
effective date of this act shall be exhausted before new supplies
and materials bearing the new state seal are purchased or
produced. Al other state property bearing the state seal as it
exi sted before the effective date of this act shall be replaced in
the ordinary course of business and shall not be replaced solely

because the state seal has been changed.
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
