A BILL

To amend sections 3310.03, 3310.032, 3333.16, and
3345.81 and to enact sections 3302.103,
3310.033, 3345.351, and 3345.481 of the Revised
Code and to amend Sections 265.10 and 265.210 of
H.B. 166 of the 133rd General Assembly with
regard to student degree completion at state
institutions of higher education, to modify
eligibility criteria for the Educational Choice
Scholarship program, to dissolve certain
academic distress commissions, to make an

appropriation, and to declare an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That sections 3310.03, 3310.032, 3333.16, and
3345.81 be amended and sections 3302.103, 3310.033, 3345.351,
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and 3345.481 of the Revised Code be enacted to read as follows:

Sec. 3302.103. (A) Beginning on the effective date of this

section, an academic distress commission established under

section 3302.10 of the Revised Code on or before the effective

date of this section shall begin to transition operational,

managerial, and instructional control from the academic distress

commission and the chief executive officer appointed by the

commission back to the district board of education if the

district for which the commission was established received an

overall grade of "D" or higher under division (C) (3) of section

3302.03 of the Revised Code on the state report card for the

2018-2019 school vear. During the transition period, the chief

executive officer shall work closely with the district board and

the district superintendent to increase their ability to resume

control of the district and sustain the district's academic

improvement over time.

(B) During the transition period, the district shall

continue to operate under the academic distress commission as

prescribed in section 3302.10 of the Revised Code until June 30,

2020. On that date, the chief executive officer shall relingquish

all operational, managerial, and instructional control of the

district to the district board and district superintendent, and

the academic distress commission shall cease to exist.

(C) The department of education shall pay the remainder of

cach chief executive officer's contract upon dissolution of the

academic distress commission as specified in division (A) of

this section.

Sec. 3310.03. A student is an "eligible student" for
purposes of the educational choice scholarship pilot program if

the student's resident district is not a school district in
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which the pilot project scholarship program is operating under
sections 3313.974 to 3313.979 of the Revised Code and the
student satisfies one of the conditions in division (A), (B),

(C), (D), or (E) of this section:

(A) (1) The student is enrolled in a school building
operated by the student's resident district that, on the report
card issued under section 3302.03 of the Revised Code published
prior to the first day of July of the school year for which a
scholarship is sought, did not receive a rating as described in
division (I) of this section, and to which any or a combination
of any of the following apply for two of the three most recent
report cards published prior to the first day of July of the

school year for which a scholarship is sought:

(a) The building was declared to be in a state of academic
emergency or academic watch under section 3302.03 of the Revised

Code as that section existed prior to March 22, 2013.

(b) The building received a grade of "D" or "F" for the
performance index score under division (A) (1) (b) or (B) (1) (b) of
section 3302.03 of the Revised Code and for the value-added
progress dimension under division (A) (1) (e) or (B) (1) (e) of
section 3302.03 of the Revised Code for the 2012-2013, 2013-
2014, 2014-2015, or 2015-2016 school year; or if the building
serves only grades ten through twelve, the building received a
grade of "D" or "F" for the performance index score under
division (A) (1) (b) or (B) (1) (b) of section 3302.03 of the
Revised Code and had a four-year adjusted cohort graduation rate

of less than seventy-five per cent.

(c) The building received an overall grade of "D" or "F"
under division (C) (3) of section 3302.03 of the Revised Code or

a grade of "F" for the value-added progress dimension under
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division (C) (1) (e) of section 3302.03 of the Revised Code for

the 2016-2017 school year or any school year thereafter.

(2) The student will be enrolling in any of grades
kindergarten through twelve in this state for the first time in
the school year for which a scholarship is sought, will be at
least five years of age by the first day of January of the
school year for which a scholarship is sought, and otherwise
would be assigned under section 3319.01 of the Revised Code in
the school year for which a scholarship is sought, to a school

building described in division (A) (1) of this section.

(3) The student is enrolled in a community school
established under Chapter 3314. of the Revised Code but
otherwise would be assigned under section 3319.01 of the Revised

Code to a building described in division (A) (1) of this section.

(4) The student is enrolled in a school building operated
by the student's resident district or in a community school
established under Chapter 3314. of the Revised Code and
otherwise would be assigned under section 3319.01 of the Revised
Code to a school building described in division (A) (1) of this

section in the school year for which the scholarship is sought.

(5) The student will be both enrolling in any of grades
kindergarten through twelve in this state for the first time and
at least five years of age by the first day of January of the
school year for which a scholarship is sought, or is enrolled in
a community school established under Chapter 3314. of the
Revised Code, and all of the following apply to the student's

resident district:

(a) The district has in force an intradistrict open

enrollment policy under which no student in the student's grade
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level is automatically assigned to a particular school building;

(b) In the most recent rating published prior to the first
day of July of the school year for which scholarship is sought,
the district did not receive a rating described in division (I)
of this section, and in at least two of the three most recent
report cards published prior to the first day of July of that
school year, any or a combination of the following apply to the

district:

(i) The district was declared to be in a state of academic
emergency under section 3302.03 of the Revised Code as it

existed prior to March 22, 2013.

(ii) The district received a grade of "D" or "F" for the
performance index score under division (A) (1) (b) or (B) (1) (b) of
section 3302.03 of the Revised Code and for the value-added
progress dimension under division (A) (1) (e) or (B) (1) (e) of
section 3302.03 of the Revised Code for the 2012-2013, 2013-
2014, 2014-2015, or 2015-2016 school year.

(A) A student is an "eligible student" for
purposes of the expansion of the educational choice scholarship
pilot program under this section if the student's resident
district is not a school district in which the pilot project
scholarship program is operating under sections 3313.974 to
3313.979 of the Revised Code, the student is not eligible for an

educational choice scholarship under section 3310.03 of the

Revised Code, and the student's family income is at or below +we—

three hundred per cent of the federal poverty guidelines, as

defined in section 5101.46 of the Revised Code.

(B) In each fiscal year for which the general assembly
appropriates funds for purposes of this section, the department
of education shall pay scholarships to attend chartered
nonpublic schools in accordance with section 3310.08 of the
Revised Code. The number of scholarships awarded under this
section shall not exceed the number that can be funded with

appropriations made by the general assembly for this purpose.
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(C) Scholarships under this section shall be awarded as

follows:

(1) For the 2013-2014 school year, to eligible students

(2) "State university" has the same meaning as in section

3345.011 of the Revised Code.

42— (B) The chancellor of higher education shall do all of

the following:

(1) Establish policies and procedures applicable to all
state institutions of higher education that ensure that students
can begin higher education at any state institution of higher
education and transfer coursework and degrees to any other state
institution of higher education without unnecessary duplication
or institutional barriers.

(3) Develop an electronic egquivalency management tool to

assist in the transfer of coursework and degrees between state

institutions of higher education without unnecessary duplication

or institutional barriers, to help minimize inconsistent

Judgment about the application of transfer credits, and to

assist in allowing transfer credits to be applied to a student's

degree objective in the same manner at each state institution of

higher education. The electronic equivalency management tool

shall include the universal documentation of course and program

equivalencies statewide. Additionally, the electronic

equivalency management tool shall be incorporated into a web

site.

(4) Develop a system of transfer policies that ensure that
graduates with associate degrees which include completion of
approved transfer modules shall be admitted to a state
institution of higher education, shall be able to compete for
admission to specific programs on the same basis as students
native to the institution, and shall have priority over out-of-
state associate degree graduates and transfer students. To
assist a student in advising and transferring, all state
institutions of higher education shall fully implement the
information system for advising and transferring selected by,

contracted for, or developed by the chancellor.

(1) The student disenrolled from the state university

within the five vears immediately prior to the first review

under this section.

(D) Each state university shall report the findings of

cach review conducted under this section to the chancellor of

higher education.

(E) The chancellor shall adopt rules as necessary to

implement this section.

Sec. 3345.481. (A) As used in this section:

(1) "Eligible student" means an undergraduate student

enrolled in a bachelor's degree program at a state institution

of higher education.

(2) "Final vear" means the last academic vear of full-time

study that a bachelor's degree program is typically designed to

require, as determined by the chancellor of higher education.

(3) "State institution of higher education" has the same
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meaning as in section 3345.011 of the Revised Code.

(B) The board of trustees of a state institution of higher

education shall waive an eligible student's general and

instructional fees for a course necessary to complete the

student's bachelor's degree program if all of the following

apply:

(1) The necessary course 1s not a general elective.

(2) The eligible student was enrolled full time, as

defined by the chancellor, in the student's final vear.
